Les recuerdas a tus hijos
que hoy no pueden jugar
afuera porque hace
demasiado calor. Llenas
las botellas de agua antes
de salir de casa y revisas la
calidad del aire antes de
que vayan al
entrenamiento.  Unas
semanas después llega el
recibo de la luz... y es mas
alto que el del verano
pasado.

Para millones de
hogares, esta ya es lanueva
realidad del verano.

Como mamd, sé que
estas decisiones no se
sienten politicas. Se sienten
personales. (Coémo
protegemos a nuestros
hijos cuando el aire no es
saludable, la casa se
calienta demasiado y
mantenerla fresca cuesta
cada vez mas?

Para muchas madres
latinas, especialmente qui-
enes estdn embarazadas,
estas  preocupaciones
tienen atn mds peso. El
calor extremo ya no solo
cambia como vivimos el
verano. También se esta
convirtiendo en un
problema de salud que
afecta a las mujeres, a sus
bebés y a toda la familia.

El calor extremo no solo
hace que los dias sean més
dificiles. También puede
empeorar la calidad del
aire.

De acuerdo con el
informe State of the Air
2026 de la American Lung
Association, el 44 % de
las personas en Estados
Unidos vive en lugares
donde la contaminacion
del aire alcanza niveles
poco saludables.

Respirar ese aire
puede provocar
dificultad para respirar,
ataques de asma,
irritacion en los
pulmones y dolor en el
pecho. Los nifios, las
personas mayores, las
mujeres embarazadas,
quienes trabajan al aire
libre y las personas con
enfermedades respira-
torias o del corazén son
quienes enfrentan
mayores riesgos.

Como explica la Dra.
Juanita Mora, neumdloga
y vocera de la American
Lung Association, cuando
aumentan las
temperaturas también
aumentan los riesgos para
quienes ya tienen
problemas respiratorios,
especialmente los nifios y
las mujeres embarazadas.

En muchas
comunidades latinas estos
riesgos se viven todos los
dias.

Algunas personas

viven cerca de autopistas
con trafico constante de
camiones, aeropuertos o
zonas industriales donde
la contaminacidn suele ser
mayor. Otras trabajan en
la  construccién, la
agricultura, el
mantenimiento de jardines
o el transporte, empleos
donde pasar horas bajo el
sol es parte de la rutina.

Imagine a una mujer
embarazada que vive
cerca de una carretera
muy transitada. Durante
el verano no solo enfrenta
temperaturas mas altas;
también respira un aire
mas contaminado
mientras intenta proteger
su salud y la de su bebé.

Para un nifio con asma,
un dia con mala calidad
del aire puede significar
perderse el entrenamiento
de fatbol o quedarse
dentro de casa en lugar de
salir a jugar.

El costo de

Con los veranos cada
vez mas calurosos, el aire
acondicionado dej6 de ser
un lujo para convertirse
en una necesidad de salud.

Tribunal electoral declara a la conservadora

Keiko Fujimori presidenta electa de Peru

LIMA, Jul 3, 2026
(AP) — EI tribunal
electoral de Peru
declard el viernes a la
conservadora Keiko
Fujimori presidenta
electa al vencer en el
balotaje del 7 de junio
al progresista
Roberto Sanchez tras
un ajustado conteo de
votos que por casi un
mes mantuvo al pais
en la incertidumbre

sobre su futuro
politico.

El Jurado Nacional
de Elecciones
certifico que
Fujimori, del partido
Fuerza Popular,
obtuvo 9.223.396

votos y Sédnchez, del
partido Juntos por el
Peru, 9.173.755
votos. La
conservadora obtuvo
casi unos 50.000
votos de ventaja y
gané en su cuarto
intento por llegar al
poder tras perder en
2011, 2016 y 2021
por un escaso margen.
La proclamacién
tiene lugar 26 dias
después de celebrado
el balotaje.

Fujimori no estuvo
en la ceremonia
porque habrd otra,
cuya fecha no estd
definida, para que el
Jurado le entregue las
credenciales. La
presidenta  electa
indicé en sus redes
sociales que “cada dia
de este proceso de
transicién es una
oportunidad  para
escuchar, dialogar y
llegar preparados al

inicio del nuevo

gobierno”.
Fujimori, de 51

afos, ya habia

recibido desde el
lunes felicitaciones
de algunos
gobiernos, entre ellos
de Estados Unidos e
Israel, luego que el
conteo de votos
alcanzé el 100% con
la conservadora
adelante.

La presidenta
electa dijo por la tarde
en una declaracidn
donde no hubo
preguntas de la
prensa que en su

gestion  “lo  que
funciona y beneficia
al pais debe

preservarse” y que
corregird todo lo que

no ha funcionado.
Afnadi6 que el Pertd
necesita recuperar el
orden “en sus calles, en
sus instituciones y el
Estado”.

Ella indicé el lunes
que recibia el resultado
con responsabilidad
“sobre todo sabiendo
que nuestro pafs estd
practicamente dividido
y tenemos la
responsabilidad  de
escuchar a ambos
lados™.

Sanchez, exministro
del encarcelado
expresidente  Pedro
Castillo (2021-2026),
no reconoce el triunfo
de Fujimori
argumentando que
hubo un fraude, del que
no ha mostrado
pruebas. En rechazo al
resultado electoral ha
marchado de forma
pacifica por las calles

de Lima en tres
ocasiones.
Asegura que las

reglas para custodiar los
votos en el exterior, que
influyeron en el
ajustado triunfo de
Fujimori, se cambiaron
antes del balotaje. Pero
las misiones de la OEA
y la Unién Europea
indicaron que no hubo
irregularidades en los
comicios.

No es la primera vez
que los perdedores en
Pera califican, sin
pruebas, de que hubo
fraude en los comicios.

En 2021, la misma
Fujimori indic6 que
hubo un “fraude en

mesa” sin evidencias
luego de perder por
poco méas de 44.000
votos ante Castillo a
quien el Jurado lo
proclamé presidente 43
dias después del
balotaje.

Fujimori, hija del
fallecido exmandatario
Alberto Fujimori
(1990-2000), indico
durante su campafia
que era la mejor opcién
para ordenar un pafs
golpeado por la
delincuencia y
reivindicé el gobierno
de su padre que puso
fin al grupo violento
Sendero Luminoso.
Alberto Fujimori estuvo
16 afios preso tras ser
condenado por
corrupcién y por el
asesinato de 25
peruanos ejecutados

por un grupo militar

protegido por su
gestion.
Keiko Fujimori

prometié construir
cuatro prisiones y otra
similar al Centro de
Confinamiento Con-
tra el Terrorismo del
gobierno del
salvadoreno Nayib
Bukele y obligar a que
los presos trabajen en
las céarceles. También
anticipé que
militarizaré las
fronteras para frenar
el crimen y deportard
a los migrantes
indocumentados.

Un pufiado de
simpatizantes de
Fuerza Popular
portando una bandera
de Perud se abrazd y
dio vivas a Fujimori
en los exteriores de
un local del partido
politico. “Gracias a
las buenas decisiones
de su padre, Alberto,
el Perd se transformo,
queremos que Keiko
siga con su legado”,
dijo Maria Cabrera a
The Associated Press.

El triunfo de
Fujimori, sumado al
de Abelardo de la
Espriella en Colom-
bia y al de José Anto-
nio Kast en Chile,
confirma un giro re-
gional al ala
conservadora,
diferente al panorama
de hace algunas
décadas cuando
emergieron lideres de
izquierda como Hugo
Chéavez en Venezuela
o el actual presidente
brasilefio Luiz Inacio
Lula da Silva.

Peri sufre wuna
larga crisis politica.
Vio desfilar a ocho
presidentes en casi
una década de

DETROIT, June 30,
2026: MIRC celebrates
the U.S. Supreme Court
decision on birthright
citizenship. In a 6-3 de-
cision, the Court struck
down Trump’s execu-
tive order seeking to strip
citizenship from Ameri-
can children born to cer-
tain immigrant parents.
Today’s decision af-
firms that the Constitu-
tion, not the president,
defines who is a citizen
and the Constitution can-
not be rewritten by ex-
ecutive order. The Court
also affirmed a funda-
mental American prom-
ise: if you are born in the
United States, you are
an American citizen.
Your parents’ immigra-
tion status does not af-
fect your citizenship.
This is a major victory
for Michigan families,
and all Americans.

On day one, Trump
signed an executive or-
der attempting to bar citi-
zenship for children
born in the U.S. to par-
ents who are undocu-
mented or living and
working in the U.S. le-
gally with temporary vi-
sas. The executive order
did not go into effect
because every lower
court judge concluded
that the order was “bla-
tantly unconstitutional.”
The 14th Amendment
guaranteeing birthright

citizenship has been in
place for over 150 years.
It was established in the
aftermath of the Civil
War to repair a shameful
wrong and affirm the
principle of equal citi-
zenship. This principle
has been reaffirmed in
Supreme Court cases for
more than a century.
Civil rights leaders have
fought to defend this
right and Americans of
all stripes recognize this
guarantee. Today, the
Court said presidents
cannot undo that consti-
tutional commitment
with the stroke of a pen.

The stakes in this case
were incredibly high. A
ruling against birthright
citizenship would have
created a permanent
underclass of people
born here but denied full
rights, while opening the
door to widespread con-
fusion and new barriers
for families trying to
prove their children be-
long. This would have
affected all Americans —
not just immigrants — and
would have created bu-
reaucratic chaos for ev-
ery family trying to prove
their child or newborn’s
citizenship, inviting ra-
cial profiling and estab-
lishing a dangerous pre-
cedent for executive
overreach. Turning our
back on the 14th amend-
ment would have re-

turned us to an era
Americans fought to
never see again — the cre-
ation of a subclass of
Americans. After the
horrors of slavery, the
14th amendment over-
turned the Dred Scott
decision and ensured all
persons born in the U.S.
would have equal rights
as citizens. Thanks to
today’s decision, we will
not go back to that dark
time in our history when
lawmakers tried to strip
the descendants of slaves
of their birthright and
when citizenship de-
pended on the color of a
person’s skin.

For the past year, par-
ents across Michigan
have lived with the fear
that their American-born
children could be ren-
dered stateless by execu-
tive action. This decision
brings some relief and
ensures that children can
begin life on equal foot-
ing, regardless of their
parents’ immigration sta-
tus. We know that chil-
dren thrive when they
have the security, stabil-
ity, and opportunities that
citizenship provides.
Citizenship strengthens
families and communi-
ties across the country,
and also brings greater
stability and social cohe-
sion to the nation. We
are strongest when citi-
zenship is secure, equal,

and grounded in the Con-
stitution — not subject to
political whim.

This was one of the
most consequential de-
cisions in our history and
it should have been
unanimous. That serves
as a warning that we can-
not take our rights for
granted and must con-
tinuously work to safe-
guard the guarantees of
the Constitution. It is
shameful that instead of
focusing on the issues
that would make life
easier for working fami-
lies, this administration
was trying to decide
which babies count and
which do not. Sadly, the
attack on citizenship is
part of a broader effort to
strip legal protections and
status from as many
people in this country as
possible. This adminis-
tration has been doing
everything it can to re-

scind the

rights of

immigrants

and their

children.

While the

Court protected the rights
of children born here to
immigrant parents, last
week it gave the Trump
administration carte
blanche to end the legal
status of parents with
temporary protected sta-
tus. We continue to see
many mixed-status fami-
lies painfully navigate
these challenges. While
hopefully today’s deci-
sion settles the birthright
citizenship question once
and for all, there remains
a larger struggle ahead.
We must create more
pathways to citizenship
to fully include all our
immigrant community
members. As we ap-
proach the country’s
250th birthday, we hope

today’s decision brings
a renewed commitment
to our shared American
values and the long
project of forging a vi-
brant, multiracial democ-
racy.

Lucas County Child Protection Task Force
releases report with recommendations to
strengthen child protection system

TOLEDO, Obhio:
The Lucas County
Child Protection Task
Force, which was con-
vened by the Board of
Lucas County Com-
missioners in 2025, has
released a report detail-
ing eight actionable rec-
ommendations that can
be taken to strengthen
the County’s child pro-
tection system.

The recommenda-
tions in the report were
developed through a
structured three-phase
process that was
guided by core prin-
ciples of equity, trans-
parency, and collabo-
ration. The recommen-
dations identified by the
task force are intercon-
nected and designed to
function as a cohesive
system of reform.

“These recommen-
dations are actionable
strategies put together
by a diverse task force
made up of stakehold-
ers with lived experi-
ence, professional child
welfare backgrounds,
mandatory reporters,
and community lead-
ers,” the Lucas County
Commissioners said. “It
is our expectation that
our child welfare com-
munity immediately
collaborate and act on
these recommenda-
tions to help ensure
every family in Lucas
County experiences a
child protection system

that is compassionate,
equitable, responsive,
transparent, and ac-
countable.”

The following recom-
mendations are detailed
throughout the report:

1. Expand commu-
nity-based visitation, en-
gagement, and preven-
tion spaces.

2. Map services for
child maltreatment pre-
vention and improve
family navigation and
resource access.

3. Implement coordi-
nated prevention net-
works and post-reunifi-
cation support.

4. Deliver equity-cen-
tered workforce training
and front-door practice
reform.

5. Embed lived expe-
rience leadership across
governance, practice,
and accountability.

6. Launch compre-
hensive equity-focused
kinship foster care re-
cruitment.

7. Increase coordina-
tion to reduce placement
disruptions and promote
stability of foster youth.

8. Reestablish a Lucas
County Ombudsman
with public reporting
authority.

The Board of Lucas
County Commissioners
convened the task force
in 2025 to bring essen-
tial representatives of the
local community to-

gether to study the nec-
essary supports, part-
nerships, and services
families in Lucas
County need to protect
their children.

The task force fol-
lowed a three-phase
process to guide its
work. It began by es-
tablishing a shared vi-
sion, guiding principles,
and priority areas, in-
formed by data, system
review, and lived expe-
rience.

It then developed
draft recommendations
through subcommittee
work, drawing on na-
tional models and fo-
cusing on equity and
community impact. In
the final phase, the task
force refined and pri-
oritized recommenda-
tions based on align-
ment with priorities, fea-
sibility, and potential
impact, resulting in a
focused set of action-
able strategies.

The recommenda-
tions represent a mean-
ingful step toward trans-
forming the child pro-
tection system in Lucas
County into one that is
more responsive, more
equitable, and more
centered on the well-
being of children and
families.

On Tuesday, the
Commissioners voted
3-0 to accept the final
report from the task
force.

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How the Supreme Court became a pivotal force in Trump’s immigration agenda

WASHINGTON,
July 1, 2026 (AP) —
President Donald
Trump’s administration
looked to the Supreme
Court to greenlight its
sweeping hard-line im-
migration agenda and,
by and large, it got the
backing it was looking
for with one key excep-
tion — birthright citi-
zenship.

After lower courts re-
peatedly ruled against
the Trump administra-
tion, the nation’s top
court allowed it to ter-
minate temporary pro-
tections for people flee-
ing war or strife. It gave
immigration officers
greater leeway in deal-
ing with green card
holders returning from
abroad, and it allowed
the government to limit
the number of people
who can apply for asy-
lum.

In being asked to
serve as an enabler of
the Republican
president’s contentious
immigration crack-
down, the Supreme
Court showed defer-
ence to constitutional
guardrails in the key
case of birthright citi-
zenship that would
have redefined who can
be an American. In rul-
ing against the admin-
istration, the court up-
held the idea that people
who are born in the
United States, regard-
less of their parents’ im-
migration status, are
Americans.

Each decision could
have far-reaching con-
sequences for foreign-
ers seeking to live in
the country and could
help shape public per-
ceptions over whether
America remains a bea-
con for migrants.

Birthright citizen-
ship is upheld, prompt-
ing calls for more re-
strictions

The Trump adminis-
tration had sought to
prevent children born
to people who are in
the United States ille-
gally or temporarily
from being entitled to
American citizenship at
birth.

A divided Supreme
Court upheld the con-
cept of birthright citi-
zenship, with a bare
majority of five justices
saying that with very
limited exceptions the

long-settled under-
standing of the 14th
Amendment, adopted
after the Civil War,
grants citizenship to
anyone born in the U.S.

It was a blow to
Trump’s immigration
agenda, a centerpiece
of his second adminis-
tration. The president
signed the order seek-
ing to restrict birthright
citizenship on his first
day in office, although
it never went into effect
due to legal challenges.

The court’s decision
was praised by advo-
cates but led to calls by
some Republicans to try
to restrict birthright citi-
zenship by other
means.

Mark Krikorian, who
heads the Center for Im-
migration Studies,
which advocates for
less immigration, said
the decision makes the
president’s push for
large-scale deporta-
tions “all the more ur-
gent,” with the goal of
removing people in the
country illegally before
they have children.

Krikorian said the de-
cision means policies
governing programs
that allow foreigners to
come to the U.S. to
work or study at uni-
versity need to be
“tightened up” to pre-
vent people from com-
ing to the U.S. and hav-
ing children who then
become citizens. He
also suggested the State
Department could add
a pregnancy question to
visa applications of for-
eigners seeking to get a
tourist or other visa to
come to the U.S.

“I think it’s going to
have real policy im-
pact,” Krikorian said.

Temporary protec-
tions for Haitians and
Syrians removed

The court allowed the
Trump administration
to end legal protections
for migrants who have
fled violence and natu-
ral disaster in Haiti and
Syria. The 6-3 decision
announced June 25 po-
tentially leaves hun-
dreds of thousands of
more people unable to
work in the U.S. and
vulnerable to deporta-
tion by Immigration
and Customs Enforce-
ment.

Since Trump re-
turned to the White

House in January
2025, the Department
of Homeland Security
has moved to end the
protections, including
some that had been in
place for more than a
decade, for people
from 13 countries.

Republican critics
have said that these
temporary protections
effectively become
permanent. But immi-
gration lawyers said
countries such as Haiti
and Syria remain dan-
gerous.

The court’s conser-
vative majority found
that the law doesn’t al-
low courts to question
the process that immi-
gration authorities use
to revoke the protec-
tions. The high court
sided with the admin-
istration before and al-
lowed the end of the
program for people
from Venezuela.

It’s unclear how
quickly the court’s rul-
ing could translate into
ICE trying to remove
affected Haitians and
Syrians from the coun-
try although fear of po-
tential deportation has
already ricocheted
around the Haitian
community.

David Bier, director
of immigration studies
at the Cato Institute, a
libertarian think tank
that advocates for more
immigration, said the
court’s decision has a
far wider impact than
just the 350,000 Hai-
tians and 6,000 Syr-
ians covered by the
case. Roughly 1 mil-
lion others are covered
by temporary pro-
tected status, or TPS,
decisions, and Bier
said the ruling leaves

them without any
meaningful way to
challenge the

administration’s
moves.

“It just fully closed
the door to any chal-
lenges,” Bier said.

Limits on asylum
applicants allowed

Under U.S. law, mi-
grants who set foot on
American soil can ap-
ply for asylum. Al-
though the number of
migrants coming to the
southern border has
fallen dramatically dur-
ing the Trump admin-
istration, the numbers
of asylum seekers had

ballooned under previ-
ous administrations.

Started under Demo-
crat Barack Obama’s
administration and then
expanded under
Trump’s first term, asy-
lum-metering limited
how many people could
apply for asylum every
day at the southern bor-
der with Mexico.

The ruling cleared the
way for the Trump ad-
ministration to poten-
tially revive the policy,
which isn’t in place
now, should it choose
to do so.

The administration
argued that asylum-me-
tering was an important
tool and that people
turned away at the bor-
der could come back
later. But advocates ar-
gued that at the time the
asylum-metering was in
place it led to chaos and
a humanitarian crisis in
Mexico as thousands of
people waited for days
and months in make-
shift shelters in Mexico.

Court allows admin-
istration greater lee-
way with some green

card holders

In another 6-3 deci-
sion, the court sided
with the Trump admin-
istration in giving
greater power to immi-
gration officers when
deciding how to treat
green card holders re-
turning to the country
from abroad.

In 2012, Customs
and Border Protection
officers put lawful per-
manent resident Muk
Choi Lau on immigra-
tion parole when he re-
turned from a short trip
to China and took away
his green card. He had
been accused of a
counterfeiting crime,
although not convicted.

Lau argued that the
officer overstepped
their authority and that
when he eventually
pleaded guilty to sell-
ing counterfeit clothes
in New Jersey, the de-
cision gave Homeland
Security, then under the
Obama administration,
an easier path to re-
move him from the
country.

Justice Ketanji
Brown Jackson, in her

dissent, wrote that she
was worried that the
court had given the gov-
ernment a ‘“massive
blank check” in deal-
ing with millions of
other lawful permanent
residents who want to
travel abroad.

The American Immi-
gration Council, an ad-
vocacy group, wrote in
an analysis after the
court’s decision that
Congress gave lawful
permanent residents
special  protections
when they travel that
make it harder to detain
and remove them from
the country.

There are exceptions
that limit the special
protections that green
card holders have, in-
cluding if the person
has committed certain
crimes in the U.S., the
council wrote.

The council said
there were still a lot of
questions as to the ef-
fect of the court’s deci-
sion but that it expects
the government to ar-
gue that the decision
can be applied more
broadly.
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Extreme Heat Is Raising Utility Bills and Health Risks for Pregnant Women

The air conditioner has
been running since break-
fast.

You remind your kids
to stay inside because it’s
too hot to play outside.
You refill water bottles
before anyone leaves the
house and check the air
quality before practice.
Then the electric bill ar-
rives, and it’s higher than
last summer.

For millions of families,
this has become just an-
other part of summer.

As a mom, I know
these choices don’t feel
political when you’re
making them at the
kitchen table; they feel
personal. How do we keep
our kids safe when the air
outside is unhealthy, the
house is too hot, and the
cost of staying cool keeps
going up?

For Latina mothers, in-
cluding those who are
pregnant, these questions
carry even more weight.
Extreme heat is chang-
ing what summer feels
like for families, but it is
also becoming a mater-
nal health issue. Rising
temperatures can worsen
air pollution, drive up en-
ergy costs, and create
health risks that fall hard-
est on communities with
fewer resources to adapt.

When Hotter Days
Mean Dirtier Air

Extreme heat is deadly
onits own. Butit also leads
to spikes in harmful air

pollution.
According to the
American Lung

Association’s 2026 State
of the Air report, 44% of
people in the United States
live in areas with unhealthy
levels of ozone or particle
pollution.

These pollutants can
cause shortness of breath,
asthma attacks, lung irri-
tation, and chest pain.
Children, older adults,
pregnant women, outdoor
workers, and people liv-
ing with asthma or other
chronic illnesses are
among those most vulner-
able.

For Latino families,
these risks compound
across home, work, and
health.

Some live near high-
ways used by trucks, air-
ports, industrial facilities,
or other areas where pol-
lution levels are often
higher. Others work in
construction, agriculture,
landscaping, transporta-
tion, and other outdoor
jobs where dangerous heat
is part of the workday.

For a child with asthma,
a poor air quality day may

mean missing soccer prac-
tice or staying indoors in-
stead of playing outside.
For a pregnant woman
working outdoors or liv-
ing near industrial roads,
it can mean worrying that
heat and polluted air are
putting her pregnancy at
risk.

The Rising Cost of
Staying Safe

As summers become
hotter, air conditioning has
shifted from a comfort to a
health necessity, espe-
cially for pregnant
women, children with res-
piratory conditions, older
adults with heart disease,
and people who rely on
electricity-powered medi-
cal equipment.

But staying safe comes
with a price.

Families across the
country are seeing higher
utility bills during the hot-
test months of the year,
and that pressure forces
impossible choices: run
the AC or cut back on
groceries? Pay the electric
bill or delay another ex-
pense? For some families,
those choices end with the
lights going out. No fam-
ily should be pushed into
debt or risk having their
power shut off because of
decisions made by a util-

ity company.

What starts as a weather
event becomes a house-
hold budget crisis.

The Decisions Behind
Your Electric Bill

Many families know
their electric bill went up.
Far fewer know who ap-
proved that increase — or
whether they had a chance
to speak up before it hap-
pened.

When a utility company
wants to raise rates, that
request has to be reviewed
and approved. In many
states, those decisions are
made by a public utility
commission—a govern-
ment agency most people
have never heard of. It
oversees electric utilities,
reviews rate proposals,
and decides what kinds of
energy projects utilities
can build.

These decisions affect
families directly. They can
determine whether utili-
ties invest in cleaner en-
ergy or continue building
expensive fossil fuel
projects that drive up costs
and worsen air quality.

Utility  companies
show up to these hear-
ings. Their lawyers and
consultants show up. Too
often, the families paying
the bills do not, which

means regulators hear
mostly from one side.

Residents can attend
hearings, submit public
comments, ask questions,
and push back on rate
hikes. For immigrant fami-
lies and mixed-status
households, these spaces
can still offer ways to be
heard. Families do not
have to do it alone; trusted
community organizations
can help people under-
stand the process and par-
ticipate safely.

What Families Can Do
Right Now

Longer-term solutions
require policy change and
public investment, but
families can take steps to
reduce immediate health
risks during extreme heat.

Check air quality be-
fore heading outdoors. On
days when pollution lev-
els are high, limit strenu-
ous outdoor activity and
keep windows closed.
Pregnant women, chil-
dren, older adults, and
anyone with asthma or
heart conditions should
follow their healthcare
provider’s guidance
closely during heat waves.
Outdoor workers should
have access to water,
shade, and rest breaks.

These steps will not

solve the larger problem,
but they can protect fami-
lies while we push for the
systemic change that will.

The effects of climate
change are often dis-
cussed through national
policies or international
agreements. But for Latina
mothers, they arrive much
closer to home.

It’s the child who can’t
play outside because the
air quality is unhealthy.

It’s the pregnant
woman living near a
freight corridor, wonder-
ing whether the air she
breathes is putting her baby
at risk.

It’s the outdoor worker
spending another day in
dangerous heat.

It’s the electric bill that
stretches the family bud-
get a little further each
month.

These are public health
emergencies and eco-
nomic hardships playing
out in millions of house-
holds every summer.

Clean air, reliable elec-
tricity, and safe neighbor-
hoods shouldn’t depend
on your zip code or how
much you can afford to
pay to stay cool. They
should be a basic guaran-
tee for every family, in
every community.

ICE arrests 10,000 in S days, a sharp late-

June surge in Trump’s deportation push

WASHINGTON,
July 2, 2026 (AP) —
Immigration and Cus-
toms Enforcement ar-
rested 10,000 people
over a five-day period
at the end of June, mark-
ing a major push by the
agency tasked with car-
rying out the Trump
administration’s mass
deportations agenda.

The arrest numbers,
obtained from a per-
son familiar with the
information who
spoke anonymously to
discuss data that has
not been publicly re-
leased, comes after the
agency shifted its ap-
proach from high-pro-
file arrest sweeps in
major American cities
to quieter ways to
reach President
Donald Trump’s de-
portation goals.

The figures indicate
that while the admin-
istration is no longer
cracking down on in-
dividual cities, the ar-
rests continue and are
surging.

The total number of
arrests during the five-
day period starting Fri-
day and ending Tues-
day translates into
roughly 2,000 arrests
per day. It was not clear
where the arrests had
taken place.

The spike in arrests
was first reported by
The New York Times.

“Since Day One,
DHS law enforcement
has been delivering on
President Trump’s
promise to the Ameri-
can people to arrest
and deport criminal il-
legal aliens including
murderers, rapists,

pedophiles, gang mem-
bers, and terrorists,” said
the Department of Home-
land Security in a state-
ment. “Our message is
clear: if you come to our
country illegally, we will
find you, we will arrest
you, and we will deport
you.”

The arrests news also
comes as the number of
people entered into ICE
detention facilities
climbed in June to
roughly 39,000 after
hovering around 30,000
per month since Febru-
ary, according to infor-
mation obtained by The
Associated Press.

ICE doesn’t publicly
release arrest data, mak-
ing exact comparisons
with previous periods
difficult. But according
to data provided to UC
Berkeley’s Deportation
Data Project and ana-
lyzed by The Associated
Press, 2,000 arrests per
day would mark a sharp
increase over previous
periods.

December had the
most ICE arrests since
the beginning of the
Trump administration,
and that month only av-
eraged 1,283 arrests per
day nationwide.

In January, at a time
when the administration
flooded the streets of
Minneapolis and sur-
rounding regions with
hundreds of immigration
enforcement officers, ar-
rests averaged about
1,212 per day across the
country.

But Minneapolis
proved to be a turning
point in the Trump
administration’s mass
deportations agenda af-

ter two American citi-
zens were killed by im-
migration officers
while protesting the
crackdown in Minne-
apolis.

Border Czar Tom
Homan started draw-
ing down the number
of officers in Minne-
sota as the agency
stepped back from the
flashy surge opera-
tions that had been
common during the
tenure of then- Home-
land Security Secretary
Kristi Noem.

Operations under
Noem headed by
former Border Patrol
Chief Gregory Bovino
were marked by fre-
quent clashes between
immigration enforce-
ment officers and pro-
testers, in footage that
was often splashed
across the Department’s
social media channels.

In February, immi-
gration arrests fell to
1,057 a day, accord-
ing to information from
the Deportation Data
Project. The Project
sued through the Free-
dom of Information
Act to obtain the ICE
arrests data and it is
only current through
February.

After Noem was
fired, her successor at
Homeland Security,
Markwayne Mullin,
suggested he’d be tak-
ing a more low-profile
approach to immigra-
tion enforcement and
he aimed to get the de-
partment out of the
headlines. But Mullin
was expected to adopt
Trump’s priorities on
immigration.
