Brunei (officially the
State of Brunei, Abode
of Peace) is a tiny coun-
try on the northeast coast
of Borneo island (in
Southeast Asia) whose

offshore oil and gas wealth
has made it one of the
world’s richest nations per
capita.

Authorities carried out
1,934 checks on foreigners
between January and mid-
December, up from 1,658
last year, according to Im-
migration Department data
reported by the Borneo
Bulletin newspaper.

Sixty-eight people were
convicted of immigration
violations and whipped
with rattan canes, the re-

port added, without pro-
viding a comparison with
previous years.

Brunei toughened its
laws in 2004 to allow the
whipping of people caught
entering the country with-
out documentation or
overstaying their visas.
Most receive three lashes
and are jailed for about
three months.

Human rights groups
such as Amnesty Interna-
tional have criticized

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Exodo de indocumentados en Arizona

PHOENIX, AZ, el 22 de
dic. de 2007 (AP):
Frustrados por la
decadencia de la economia
y las nuevas leyes que
castigan a sus empleadores,
numerosos inmigrantes
indocumentados de Ari-
zona han optado por
regresar a sus paises o
probar su suerte en otros
estados.

Durante meses los
inmigrantes esperaron que
fuera implementada la
nueva normativa estatal
que sanciona a las empresas
que contratan a empleados
indocumentados, que entra
en vigencia el 1ro de enero.
La ley, aprobada por los
electores, intenta disminuir
los incentivos econémicos
para los inmigrantes
indocumentados en Ari-

zona, que tiene los cruces
limitrofes mds concurridos
de la frontera con México.

Y al parecer, la normativa
ha comenzado a lograr su
objetivo.

“La gente me llama para
contarme que sus amigos, sus
primos, sus vecinos, estdn
volviéndose a México”,
expreso Magdalena
Schwartz, una activista de
los derechos de los
inmigrantes y pastora de la
iglesia Mesa. “"No quieren

vivir con miedo,
aterrorizados’’.
Martin  Herrera, un

inmigrante indocumentado
de 40 aflos que trabaja como
albanil y vive en Camp
Verde, a unos 113 kilémetros
(70 millas) al norte de Phoe-
nix, dijo que planea regresar
a México después de haber

permanecido aqui durante
cuatro anos.

“No quiero vivir aqui por
la nueva ley y el ambiente
opresivo”, sostuvo. “Estaré
mejor en mi pafs”.

Consider6 que la ley que
sanciona a los empleadores
es “absurda”.

“Todos aqui, estemos de
manera legal o ilegal, somos
parte de un motor que hace
funcionar a este pais”,
manifesté. “Cuando nos
vayamos, el motor va a
comenzar a apagarse”.

No existe manera de sa-
ber cudntos inmigrantes
indocumentados viven en
Arizona, especialmente
ahora que muchos regresan
a su pais para visitar a sus
familiares durante las fies-
tas. Pero los economistas,
abogados de inmigracién y

El representante estatal
Russell Pearce de Mesa,
autor de la normativa que
castiga a las empresas, dijo
que su objetivo era sacar de
Arizona a los inmigrantes
indocumentados.

“Espero que se deporten
por si mismos”, dijo Pearce.
“Ellos transgredieron la ley.
Son delincuentes”.

Bajo la nueva normativa,
las companias que contraten
a sabiendas a trabajadores
indocumentados podrdn ser
sancionadas con penas que
van desde la libertad
condicional de los
responsables a una
suspension de 10 dfas de las
licencias de sus negocios.
Una segunda violacion de la
ley podria significarles la
revocacion permanente de

la licencia.

Nancy-Jo Merritt, una
abogada de inmigracion
que representa a algunas
empresas, dijo que sus
clientes ya han comenzado
a despedir a los
trabajadores que no
pueden demostrar que
estdn en el pais de manera
legal.

“Se estdn despidiendo
trabajadores, obviamente”,
sefial6. “Nadie quiere
descubrir tarde que tenia
alguien trabajando que no
estaba de manera legal”.

Dawn McLaren,
investigadora econémica
de la Universidad Estatal
de Arizona especializada
en temas de inmigracién,
manifesto que la
desaceleracién econémica,
especialmente en la indus-
tria de la construccion, esta
contribuyendo también con
el éxodo.

Brunei’s whipping penal-
ties, which are used for a
wide range of other of-
fenses, including rape,
theft, and smuggling.

Some diplomats in Brunei
have also voiced reserva-
tions, saying many migrant
workers unknowingly com-
mit visa violations because
of their negligent employ-
ers—who do not get whipped
for immigration offenses—
and that corporal punishment
was too harsh.

The roughly 370,000
population in the absolute
monarchy pay no taxes and
the government provides
health and other services.
Brunei relies on workers
from other Asian countries
to fill mostly menial jobs
such as laborers and maids.

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‘Don’t tase me, Bro’ tops Yale
list of year’s memorable quotes

HARTFORD, Dec. 20,
2007 (AP): It was a U.S. uni-
versity student’s plea heard
round the world.

“Don’t tase me, Bro"—
shouted by a Florida college
student as officers removed
him from a speech by Sen.
John Kerry—tops this year’s
list of most memorable
quotes, compiled by the edi-
tor of the Yale Book of Quo-
tations.

Second on the list is a
quote from Lauren Upton,
the Miss Teen USA contes-
tant who gave a confused
and mangled response to a
question about why one-fifth
of U.S.-Americans cannot
locate the U.S. on a map.

“I personally believe that
U.S. Americans are unable
to do so because some people
out there in our nation don’t
have maps and I believe that
our education like such as in
South Africa and Iraq and
everywhere like such as and
I believe that they should
our education over here in
the U.S. should help the U.S.
or should help South Africa
and should help Iraq and the
Asian countries so we will
be able to build up our future
for us,” Upton said.

The words of both young

people were immortalized in
videos posted on YouTube,
the video-sharing Web site.

“These new media are
spreading these things,”’
said editor Fred R. Shapiro,
53, associate librarian and
lecturer in legal research at
the Yale Law School. “"I'm
not listing the most admi-
rable quotes, the most elo-
quent quotes. It’s the most
memorable quotes.”’

President George W. Bush
dominated last year’s list
with quotes about the Iraq
war, but this year he did not
break into the top 10.

That does not mean poli-
ticians did not say anything
memorable this year.

Third on the list is Iranian
President Mahmoud
Ahmadinejad’s comment at
Columbia University in New
York: “In Iran we don’t have
homosexuals like in your
country.”

Sen. Larry Craig, a Re-
publican, took eighth place
with “(I have) a wide stance
when going to the bath-
room,” his explanation for
his foot touching the foot of
an undercover police officer
in an airport men’s room.

after six years of research. It
contains about 13,000
quotes, each extensively re-
searched to verify its origin.

He expects to add roughly
1,000 more quotes—mostly
modern—for the next edi-
tion in about five years, and
in the meantime he plans to
keep issuing annual top 10
lists.

He relies on suggestions
from quote-watchers
throughout the world, plus
his own choices from songs,
the news and movies, and
then searches dababases and
the Internet to determine the
popularity of the quotes.

In the case of “Don’t tase
me, Bro”—uttered shortly
before the student was
shocked with a Taser—he
discovered the phrase was
even printed on T-shirts and
used as a cell phone ring
tone.

“It’s not Shakespeare, but
there is a kind of folk elo-
quence in that. It wouldn’t
be a quote if he didn’t say
‘Bro,”” Shapiro said. “That
had just the right rhythm to
make it memorable.”

Shapiro said he struggled
before deciding to include
controversial radio person-
ality Don Imus’ “nappy-
headed hos” comment about
the Rutgers University
women’s basketball team.
The quote ended up fourth
on his list. “Nappy” is a de-
rogatory reference to some
black people’s hair and “ho”
is a slang term for prostitute.

The comment sparked
outrage and got Imus fired
from his job although he later
landed another radio spot.

“My book does mix the
most eloquent and magnifi-
cent quotes with the sordid
and sleazy materials from
recent times. There are some
real jarring juxtapositions
there,” he said. *'I wanted to
include the whole culture—
the high and the low, the old
and the new.”

Undocumented
Immigrants
cannot get
Michigan
driver’slicense

LANSING, Dec. 27,
2007 (AP): Undocu-
mented immigrants can
no longer get a Michigan
driver’s license, Michigan
Attorney General Mike
Cox has decreed, in a re-
versal of longstanding
policy.

Michigan has been one
of eight U.S. states to al-
low undocumented immi-
grants to get driver’s li-
censes. Attorney general
opinions are legally bind-
ing on state agencies and
officers unless reversed
by the courts.

It was not immediately
known how soon the opin-
ion may take effect or
what it means for undocu-
mented immigrants with
currently valid licenses.

The American Civil Lib-
erties Union of Michigan
criticized Cox’s opinion,
in which he cited national
security concerns.

“It drives them further
underground,”” executive
director Kary Moss said
of undocumented immi-
grants. “If they have li-
censes, then the state
knows about them and has
information about them.
If there’s no form of state
recognition, it’s essen-
tially a much more invis-
ible population.””

Whether  undocu-
mented immigrants
should get licenses has
become a political issue,
with U.S. Democratic
presidential candidate
Hillary Rodham Clinton
coming out against grant-
ing driver’s licenses to un-
documented immigrants
after opponents said she
stumbled over the issue
in a debate.

Hawaii, Maine, Mary-
land, New Mexico, Or-
egon, Utah, and Washing-
ton currently do not re-
quire drivers to prove le-
gal status in order to ob-
tain a license.
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Granholm
signs bill
protecting

foster children

LANSING: Governor
Jennifer M. Granholm has
signed legislation that will
further protect children in
Michigan beginning Janu-
ary 1, 2008, by requiring
criminal background
checks to be conducted on
a national level for all lic-
ensees of children’s foster
care homes. The new law
brings Michigan into com-
pliance with the federal
Adam Walsh Child Protec-
tion and Safety Act of 2006.

“We can leave no stone
unturned when it comes to
protecting children,”
Granholm said. “We must
ensure that as a state, we
are doing everything we can
to keep kids safe no matter
where they are.”

Under Public Act 218 of
2007, sponsored by state
Senator  Gerald Van
Woerkom (R-Norton
Shores ), the Michigan De-
partment of Human Ser-
vices will be required to
conduct national criminal
background checks on all
licensees in prospective
foster homes. The back-
ground checks will include
a fingerprint of foster home
licensees and an Internet
Criminal History Access
Tool (ICHAT) check of all
household members 18
years or older. If an appli-
cant or adult resident in the
household has been con-
victed of a listed offense, a
foster care license will not
be issued or renewed.

The other new laws (Pub-
lic Acts 217, 219, and 220
of 2007), sponsored by
state Senator Gilda Jacobs
(D-Huntington Woods),
protect children by expand-
ing the facilities licensed
by the state to include
children’s campsites and
children’s  therapeutic
group homes.

“We want to ensure that
Michigan is the safest place
in the nation for families to
live and children to learn,”
said Granholm. “Thanks to
the leadership of Senators
Van Woerkom and Jacobs,
we now have important new
tools to protect our kids.”

Granholm has been a
long-time advocate on child
protection issues. Other ini-
tiatives that have been im-
posed under the Granholm
administration include ex-
pansion of automated back-
ground checks for all child
care providers, forensic in-
terviewing training for
Children’s Protective Ser-
vices workers, increased
staffing for children’s ser-
vices, revised and strength-
ened day care regulations,
and implementation of safe
sleep recommendations in
day care settings and foster
homes.

CLEVELAND, Dec 25,
2007 (AP): The Cuyahoga
County health board
warns a highly contagious
stomach flu has hit north-
east Ohio.

Chris Kippes, director
of disease investigations,
says so far this month
there have been six out-
breaks of the gastrointes-
tinal illness norovirus in
the area. Outbreaks have
been concentrated in hos-
pitals, day-care centers,
schools, and one restau-
rant—Blake’s Seafood
Restaurant & Bar in the
Cleveland suburb of Cha-
grin Falls.

Teacher’s
immigration
project causes

Internet stir

POWELL, Ohio, Dec. 21,
2007 (AP): An immigration
project that a Spanish-lan-
guage teacher assigned has
drawn some criticism be-
cause she had her students
develop plans for sneaking
into the United States.

Erica Vieyra, a teacher at
Olentangy Liberty High
School, near Columbus, has
assigned the project the past
five years. Forty students
assume make-believe Latino
identities, research life in
their home countries, and
develop plans to enter the
United States.

The students filled out
paperwork from the U.S. Citi-
zenship and Immigration
Services and, after Vieyra
denied them entry, they de-
veloped plans to sneak in.

The students researched
places to live, work, and
bank. Then, by the end of the
project, they devised a way
to gain legal status, by mar-
rying a citizen or becoming
a student, for example.

Internet bloggers have
been in an uproar over the

PHILADELPHIA, Dec.
24,2007 (AP): The number
of Latino and black Penn-
sylvania State troopers is at
its lowest point in 10 years.

The Philadelphia In-
quirer reported Sunday that
over the last decade the
number of black troopers
declined by 42 percent,
partly because of lagging
recruitment and a wave of
retirements.

The percentage of mi-
norities started to drop at
about the same time a fed-
eral judge ended oversight
of the organization’s hir-
ing practices in early 1999
and continued to drop, a
newspaper review showed.

In the past few years, the
large classes of minority
troopers hired in the 1970s
and 1980s have begun to
retire. As a result, the

agency has fewer Latino and
black troopers than it had in
the 1990s.

The agency has 88 Latino
officers, one fewer than a de-
cade ago. The agency is 2
percent Latino, compared
with 4  percent for
Pennsylvania’s population.
The agency has 228 black
troopers, five percent of the
force. Blacks make up 10 per-
cent of the state’s population.

According to figures pro-
vided to the newspaper by
the state police and the U.S.
Justice Department, the force
is 92 percent white, an in-
crease of five percent since
1997.

State Police Commander
Jeffrey Miller said there is a
commitment to reversing the
trend with aggressive recruit-
ing of Latino and black offic-
ers. “Our numbers look as

bad as they possibly could
look,” Miller said.

Deputy Commissioner
John R. Brown, who is re-
sponsible for recruiting, said
state police were making
improvements. For ex-
ample, to find Latino appli-
cants, Brown said, he may
send recruiters to Puerto
Rico as other departments
have done.

Legislators say they will
push for a change. “It’s gone
largely unnoticed. It cries
out for a remedy,”” said Rep.
James Roebuck, D-Phila.

The state police had the
largest decline of minority
officers of any large agency
in Pennsylvania, according
to police and Justice De-
partment data.

Wife of Ozarks Minutemen founder charged
with making false report against Latinos

SPRINGFIELD,MO (AP):
The wife of an Ozarks Min-
utemen founder has been
charged with filing a false
report after investigators de-
termined her story about be-
ing raped and shot by three
Latino men was untrue.

Angela D. Wilburn, 44,
was charged on Dec. 20,
2007 with filing a false re-
port. She was released from
the Greene County Jail af-
ter posting a $500 bond.

“My wife made a mis-
take, a big mistake,” said
her husband, Brian
Wilburn, who helped form
the Ozarks Minutemen, a

community group similar to
the anti-undocumented im-
migration Minutemen Civil
Defense Corps.

Brian Wilburn said his
wife made a bad decision
but that her actions had
nothing to do with the Min-
utemen. He said his wife was
investigating suspicious
noises at their home near
Brookline when she acci-
dentally shot herself in the
knee.

According to a probable
cause statement filed in the
case, Angela Wilburn called
911 early Dec. 8, 2007 say-
ing someone had shot her.

The probable cause state-
ment says she told investi-
gators that three Latinos
broke into her home, one of
the men sexually assaulted
her, and then shot her with
a handgun.

In an interview Wednes-
day with detectives, Angela
Wilburn allegedly admit-
ted that she made up the
story. According to the
probable cause statement,
Wilburn told detectives
that she grabbed her
husband’s gun after hear-
ing a noise and was reach-
ing for a flashlight when
the gun went off.

Increased maiz/corn costs force some tamal,

tortilla makers to raise prices

Dec. 25, 2007 (AP):
Tamales,...is plural for
tamal. What is a tamal?—
a Mexican dish made of
ground meat seasoned with
red pepper, rolled in corn
meal (masa harina),
wrapped in corn husks
(hojas), and subsequently
steamed. They are espe-
cially popular during the
holiday season.

Each Christmas season
since 1984  Gilberto
Carrillo’s family has
wrapped thousands of ta-
males by hand, but this year
he must charge customers
more than ever for the tasty
holiday favorite.

It’s a routine that keeps
his family business in El
Paso, Tamales Lupita, and
other tamale shops very
busy. But rising expenses
have forced them to pass
on the costs to customers.
Carrillo said his store
charged $11 per dozen last
year and now it’s at $12
per dozen.

“Everything is going
up, meat, corn husks, mini-
mum wage, everything,”
he said as a line of custom-
ers filled his shop.

The increases don’t
seem to be affecting de-
mand too much.

But while a dollar a
dozen may not seem like a
huge jump, in the tamale-
selling business where cus-
tomers often order several
dozen at a time, it adds up
quickly. Especially for the
smaller shops that appear
to be the most affected by
the higher prices.

Tamale makers blame
the jump in corn prices on

the country’s efforts to use
corn for ethanol-infused
fuel. Corn prices have risen
about 55 percent since 2003,
along with the price of pe-
troleum products needed to
ship and package it, accord-
ing to the Texas Department
of Agriculture.

Ruben Leal, president of
Dallas Tortilla and Tamale
Factory, said he has had to
raise prices by about a dollar
a dozen in recent years.

Because his 57-year-old
business serves thousands of
handmade tamales a day—
Leal wouldn’t say just how
busy his shop is—he’s been
able to keep prices low at
just $6.50. But that may not
last for long, he said.

“We’re going up to $7
next year and $7.50 in ‘09,”
Leal said.

Maiz en el norte

At Taqueria Salazar in
Adrian, Michigan, the price
of a dozen tamales remains
at $6.50. The tamales are
hand-made by the Salazar
family. Prices at
MexicanTown Bakery in
Detroit have risen to $8.95,
also due to masa and corn
husk prices.

Alamar Pérez, co-owner
of La Paloma in Toledo, says
the popular south end store
has been maintaining its sales
prices at $7.00 per dozen
even though the prices for
corn-related products have
sharply increased. The Pérez
family has been in business
as a bakery—which also
sells a variety of Latin prod-
ucts including hot, fresh ta-
males—for 25 years.

Prices for a dozen tama-

les at El Aguila in Fremont,
Ohio are $7.75. According

to co-owner Felicia
Obregon, “‘our tamales are
offered every day and can
be purchased with hot or
mild seasoning.” El Aguila
has been in business for 35
years and while machine
wrapped this favorite
Christmas dish is made at
the bakery, which is lo-
cated at 1810 W. State
Street.

Santiago  Martinez,
owner of Toledo-based La
Perla, informed La Prensa
that La Perla sells a dozen
tamales for $8.00, with the
rising corn prices being the
reason for recent increases.
La Perla is a Midwest
wholesaler of tortilla and
masa-based products, but
it will also manufacture
flour tortillas in about one
month. La Perla also has a
retail outlet of Latino prod-
ucts on Hill Avenue.

Just how the price hikes
will ultimately affect the
tamal, or the tortilla indus-
try for that matter, remains
to be seen, but tamal and
tortilla makers say there
doesn’t seem to be an end
in sight.

“It affects everybody
who deals in corn-related
products,” Javier Angel,
co-owner of El Camino
Restaurant (West Toledo)
and El Camino Sky Restau-
rant (Oregon, Ohio).

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Indians pitcher undergoes
surgeries following car accident

CLEVELAND, Dec.
24, 2007 (AP): Indians
pitcher Juan Lara, who
was nearly killed in a car
accident last month while
coming home from a game
in the Dominican Repub-
lic, underwent two surger-
ies Sunday.

The Indians said the
26-year-old’s spine was
stabilized and he also had
an arm fracture repaired.
The operations were per-
formed by Dr. Jeff Lawton
and Dr. Doug Orr at the
Cleveland Clinic.

Lara sustained life-

threatening injuries when
the SUV he was driving was
slammed into at an inter-
section by a motorcycle on
Nov. 24. Both the
motorcycle’s driver and
passenger were killed in-
stantly.

Lara had severe brain
trauma, a fractured spine,
two broken ribs and a punc-
tured lung in the crash.
Doctors kept Lara in a
medically induced coma
for weeks before fitting him
with a halo vest to support
his neck.

He was flown from
Santo Domingo, where he
had been hospitalized since

the accident, to the U.S.
on Friday. The club said
after he’s released from
the Clinic he will return
to the Dominican Repub-
lic for treatment.

Lara pitched in one
game for the Indians last
season. He went 4-3 with
two saves and a 3.88 ERA
in 52 appearances for
Triple-A Buffalo.

Movie review: Denzel Washlngton s ‘Great Debaters’ a solid if

formulaic feel-good tale

NEW YORK (AP): It
could have been overly sen-
timental and feel-good, this
movie about a pioneering
black debate team in the seg-
regated South. But Denzel
Washington, as director and
star, manages to find the right
tone much of the time in “The
Great Debaters.”

It certainly doesn’t hurt
that he has an inspiring true
story to work from—Oprah
Winfrey liked it so much, her
Harpo Films company pro-
duced it.

Washington stars as pro-
fessor Melvin B. Tolson, a
future poet who serves as
debate coach at the tiny, all-
black Wiley College in
Marshall, Texas. In 1935,
Wiley’s debaters did some-
thing unprecedented: They
competed against several
predominantly white schools
and won, including Harvard
(in real life Wiley beat USC,
but you get the idea).

The debaters are a motley
group, including 14-year-
old prodigy James Farmer
Jr. (the likable Denzel
Whitaker), who went on to
become a civil rights leader.
Other characters are com-
posites: good-looking
troublemaker Henry Lowe
(the charismatic Nate Parker)
and the team’s first woman,
an aspiring lawyer named
Samantha Booke played with
intelligence and quiet inten-
sity by Jurnee Smollett. But
they all share a desire to learn,
to improve their situation in
life.

Forest Whitaker—no re-
lation to Denzel Whitaker—
co-stars as the boy’s father,
James Farmer Sr., a tough-
love theology professor who
frequently clashes with
Tolson. (Secretly, Tolson has
been helping sharecroppers
organize a union. Not every-

one approves
of such liberal
activities, and
one kid even
quits the team

over suspi-
cions  that
Tolson is a

commie.) When the sparks
fly between these two formi-
dable figures on screen, it
makes up for some of the
safer choices Washington
made.

Yes, it’s formulaic and the
good guys win in the end. No
big shocker there. (The script
comes from Robert Eisele
from a story by Eisele and
Jeffrey Porro.) Wiley’s de-
baters also have the benefit
of arguing the good and so-
cially right side of every
topic—whether it’s educa-
tion or integration, they
champion the forward-think-
ing principles they already
happen to believe. But Wash-
ington surprisingly pulls
back a bit in several instances
when he could have laid it on
too thick; even the predict-
able climax is tolerable. He
shows even greater restraint
here than he did in his 2002
directorial debut, “Antwone
Fisher,”” in which he
achieved power through un-
derstatement, at least until
the end. When he does try to
jolt us here, as in a scene in
which the students stumble
across a lynching while driv-
ing to compete against an-
other school, it doesn’t seem
gratuitous or meant for shock
value, but rather to remind
us of the reality of the time.

And as in “Antwone
Fisher,” which helped make
a star of Derek Luke, Wash-
ington draws effortless per-
formances from his young
actors, which go a long way
in making “The Great De-
baters’” more enjoyable than

you might expect. No big
surprise there either that
Washington would work
well with other actors; as for
his own performance, he
seems to be having a good
time playfully swaggering
and dispensing advice.
The younger Whitaker
has a sweetness and a vul-
nerability that clearly mask
a fierce drive and thirst for
knowledge; he makes you
want to root for him. And
Smollett has really grown as
an actress since “Eve’s

Bayou” and “Roll Bounce.”
She begins as a polite, studi-
ous young woman but turns
into a powerhouse as she
gains confidence and finds
her voice.

“The Great Debaters”
shines a light on a story we
might never have heard, and
also introduces us to excit-
ing new talent we might
never have seen.

“The Great Debaters,” an
MGM release, runs 123 min-
utes.

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Lydia Mendoza, “The Lark of the Border,”

dies at 91

SAN ANTONIO (AP):
Lydia Mendoza, a Tejano
music pioneer known as
“The Lark of the Border,”
has died. She was 91.

Mendoza, who retired
and moved from Houston
to San Antonio in 1988 af-
ter a series of strokes, died
December 20, 2007, of
natural causes at the Nix
Medical Center. She had
lived in the nursing home
portion of the Chandler Es-
tate for the last three years.

Mendoza, who scored
her first big hit “Mal
Hombre” in the 1930s, be-
came one of the era’s first
Mexican-American super-
stars by singing to the poor
and downtrodden.

Over time, Mendoza be-
came known as La Alondra
de la Frontera, La
Cancionera de los Pobres,
and La Gloria de Tejas.

“She was the first and
only real voice of Mexi-
can-Americans,”  said
Arhoolie Records owner
Chris Strachwitz, who co-
wrote an autobiography of
the Mendoza family for
Arte  Publico  Press.
“"People always told me
that Lydia sang to every
class. She sang to the poor,
and the wealthy loved her
t00.”

Her memorable musical
style earned her a National
Medal of the Arts and a
National Heritage Award
fellowship. She was also

asked to sing at Jimmy
Carter’s inauguration in
1977.

Mendoza recorded more
than 200 songs on more than
50 albums, including bole-
ros, rancheras, cumbias and
tangos for such labels asRCA,
Columbia, Azteca, Peerless,
El Zarape, and Discos Fal-
con. In addition to pursuing a
solo career, she also enjoyed
performing with her family.

“Mal  Hombre (Evil
Man),” released in 1934 on
the Bluebird label, became a
hit on both sides of the border
and was her signature song.
Other hits included “La
Valentina’> and “Angel de
Mis Anhelos.”

South Texas Conjunto
Association Executive Direc-
tor Lupe Saenz called
Mendoza a trailblazer.

“She set the trend for oth-
ers, Las Hermanas Cantu,
Chelo Silva, Las Rancheritas,
and other women who fol-
lowed Mendoza’s lead in the
world of Spanish music,” he
said. “Mendoza will be re-
membered for her unique
style of the 12-string guitar
and unique voice and style of
singing that set her apart from
all others.”

Born in Houston,
Mendoza learned to sing and
play the 12-string guitar be-
fore she was 12, and later
learned to play violin and
mandolin. In 1928, her fam-
ily landed a recording ses-
sion at the Blue Bonnet Hotel

in San Antonio with the
Okeh label, which gener-
ated five singles.

In 1999, Mendoza re-
ceived the National Medal
of Arts at a White House
ceremony in which she
shared the stage with Aretha
Franklin, producer-director
Norman Lear, architect
Michael Graves, and sculp-
tor George Segal.

Then-President  Bill
Clinton praised Mendoza’s
voice and the gift of her
songs.

“Lydia learned much
from the oral tradition of
Mexican music that her
mother and grandmother
shared with her,” Clinton
said. “In turn, she shared it
with the world, becoming
the first rural American
woman performer to garner
a large following through-
out Latin America.”

Mendoza, who was the
guest of honor at a 2006
tribute concert in San Anto-
nio, was also inducted into
the Tejano Music Awards,
Tejano Conjunto Festival,
and Texas Women halls of
fame.

Mendoza is survived by
her daughter, Yolanda
Herndndez. She was pre-
ceded in death by two
daughters, Lydia Alvarado
Davila and Leonor Salazar.
