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Trump prorroga prohibicion
de ciertas visas por la

pandemia

WASHINGTON,
DC, 31 XII 20 (AP): El
presidente Donald
Trump extendié el
jueves hasta el 31 de
marzo una prohibicién a
la emisién de tarjetas de
residencia y visas de
trabajo a grupos grandes
de solicitantes fuera de
Estados Unidos.

Jueces  federales
limitaron su impacto,
pero de todas formas, la
medida, a pesar de que
ha estado vigente poco
tiempo, restringio
significativamente la
inmigracién legal, una
meta que Trump no
logré concretar antes de
que el coronavirus
llegara al pais.
Originalmente iba a
expirar el jueves.

La extensién se alinea
con la postura
intransigente de Trump
con respecto a la
inmigracion, y le pasa al
presidente electo Joe
Biden la decisién de si
levanta o no las
prohibiciones y cudndo,
luego de que asuma el
puesto el 20 de enero. El
plan de gobierno de
Biden con respecto a la
inmigracion no se refiere
especificamente a esas
prohibiciones.

En abril, Trump
impuso una prohibicién
ala entrega de tarjetas de
residencia—también
conocidas como ‘“‘green
cards”—emitidas en el
extranjero que
principalmente afecta a
familiares de personas
que ya viven en Estados
Unidos. Después de que
los partidarios de las
restricciones a la
migracién recibieran la
medida con sorprendente
frialdad, el gobierno fue
mucho mas alld en junio
al afadir las visas H-1B,

que son utilizadas
ampliamente por
trabajadores de

compaiias de tecnologia
y sus familias; las visas
H-2B para trabajadores
no agricolas de
temporada; las visas J-1
para intercambios
culturales; y las visas
L-1 para gerentes y
otros empleados
cruciales de empresas

multinacionales.

Trump dijo que las
medidas protegerian los
e m pl e o s
estadounidenses en una
economia destrozada
por la pandemia,
mientras que los grupos
empresariales sefialaron
que obstaculizarfan la
recuperacion.

En contraste, el edicto
del gobierno de expulsar
de inmediato a los
solicitantes de asilo y a
otros que cruzan la
frontera ilegalmente
desde México se
justific6  con el
argumento de que se
hacia para contener al
coronavirus, aunque
The Associated Press y
otros medios hallaron
que cientificos
gubernamentales no
vefan evidencia que lo
sustentara. También se
tom6 la decision de
prohibir temporalmente
los viajes no esenciales
a través de las fronteras
con México y Canadd
en aras de la salud
publica.

En octubre, el juez
federal de distrito Jef-
frey White de San Fran-
cisco, nombrado al
cargo por el presidente
George W. Bush, falld
que la prohibicién a las
visas de trabajo no podia
aplicarse a los grupos
que demandaron ni a
sus miembros, que
representan a gran parte
de la economia del pais:
la Camara de Comercio
de Estados Unidos, la
Asociacion Nacional de
Manufacturas, la
Federacién Nacional de
Minoristas, el grupo de
la industria tecnoldgica
TechNet, e Intrax Inc.,
que maneja programas
de intercambio cultural.

En diciembre, el juez
federal de distrito Ed-
ward Chen de Oakland,
California, nombrado
por el presidente Barack
Obama, impidié que la

Trump deja una huella perdurable en politica migratoria

WASHINGTON, DC,
30 XII 20 (AP): Cuando
el presidente Donald
Trump buscaba la
reeleccién, los residentes
estadounidenses nacidos
en el extranjero se
apresuraban para obtener
la ciudadanfa antes de que
fuera demasiado tarde.

“No sabia lo que podia
pasar si Trump obtenia un
segundo mandato”, dijo
Victoria Abramowska,
quien obtuvo la
ciudadania en Maine hace
unos meses, “‘después de
todas las locuras que ya
habia hecho”.

Sus temores no eran
infundados. El gobierno
de Trump fue mas hostil
con la inmigracion y los
inmigrantes que cualquier
otro mandato en décadas,
dificultdndoles a las per-
sonas visitar, vivir o
trabajar en Estados Unidos
y buscando reducir el
nimero de personas que
ingresaban al paifs sin
autorizacion.

Joe Biden puede
revertir  rapidamente
muchas de las acciones
migratorias del gobierno
una vez que sea
juramentado como
mandatario el 20 de enero.
Sin embargo, el legado en
materia migratoria de
Trump no podra borrarse
facilmente.

A la gente se le neg6 la
oportunidad de solicitar
asilé y fue enviada de
regreso a condiciones de
riesgo en sus paises de
origen. Los menores de
edad fueron
traumatizados al ser
separados de sus familias.
El muro fronterizo se
erigié en zonas
ambientales delicadas.

“El dafio causado a per-
sonas de todas las estirpes
_ inmigrantes legales,
inmigrantes
indocumentados,
solicitantes de asilo y
demas _ no se revertird
rapidamente y, en algunos
€asos, no se revertird en lo
absoluto”, dijo Aaron
Reichlin-Melnick, del
American Immigration
Council. “Hay personas
que perdieron la vida a
causa de las politicas de
inmigracién de Trump”.

Tal vez el legado mas
contradictorio de las
estrictas posturas
migratorias de Trump
aparentemente no fue
intencional: un incre-
mento en el nimero de
residentes extranjeros
como Abramowska que
se apresuraron a obtener
la ciudadania por temor a
las consecuencias.

Abramowska, de 34
afios y quien se cri6 en
Alemania  pero de
nacionalidad polaca, dijo
que le preocupaba que
Trump pudiera complicar

el proceso de ciudadania
en el futuro, complicdndole
la vida en caso de que ella
y su esposo
estadounidense quisieran
mudarse a otro pais o
simplemente salir de
vacaciones. “No sabfa qué
obsticulos pondria en el
camino”, aseguro.

Trump marcé la pauta
en materia migratoria
desde los primeros dias,
describiendo a muchos de
los migrantes mexicanos
como  “asesinos” y
violadores durante la
conferencia de prensa en
junio de 2015 en la que
anunci6 su candidatura.

En los primeros dias de
su gobierno emitié una
orden que, entre otras
cosas, prohibia la visita de
residentes de siete naciones
predominantemente
musulmanas. Después de
una prolongada disputa
legal, una versién de dicha
orden fue ratificada por la
Corte Suprema en una
votacion 5-4.

Trump no tardé en
imponer una orden que
negaba tarjetas de
residencia a inmigrantes
que requirieran  de
asistencia publica como
cupones de comida o Med-
icaid, lo que los criticos
describieron como una
prueba de riqueza.
También desaté6 una
disputa legal y la medida
ha quedado suspendida
por una corte federal.

Se quejé6 de las
caravanas de inmigrantes
que se presentaban en la
frontera sur y desplegd al
ejéreito, a pesar de que no
habfa indicios de que la
Patrulla Fronteriza
necesitara ayuda.

El gobierno intentd
evitar que los inmigrantes
cruzaran la frontera
suroeste con medidas que
incluyeron la construccién
de unos 724 kilémetros
(450 millas) de muro y
obligé a los solicitantes de
asilo a hacerlo en México o
Centroamérica. Una vez
que se desaté la pandemia,
la Oficina de Aduanas y
Proteccion Fronteriza
(CBP por sus iniciales en
inglés) comenzé a
expulsar rdapidamente a
practicamente todos bajo
una autorizacién de
emergencia. Las cifran han
comenzado a elevarse a
los niveles registrados
previo al gobierno de
Trump, aunque
posiblemente una fraccién
se deba personas que han
sido detenidas
reiteradamente en su
intento  por  cruzar
ilegalmente la frontera.

Segtin un conteo, Trump
realiz6 més de 400 cambios
de politicas migratorias,
aunque se centré menos
en el tema hacia el final de
su mandato y en su lugar se

enfoco en la “ley y el
orden” durante las
protestas relacionadas
con la muerte de George
Floyd a manos de la
policia.

Biden puede revertir
muchas de las acciones
ejecutivas. Ha dicho, por
ejemplo, que quiere
restaurar el Ifmite de
refugiados que redujo
Trump a la cifra més baja
de la que se tenga registro,
y planea suspender la
construccion del muro
fronterizo. Puede ofrecer
un acuerdo a las
demandas que impugnan
las politicas del gobierno.

“La principal prioridad
en los primeros dos afos
no serd otra que
simplemente tratar de
llevar al sistema de regreso
a donde se encontraba en
2016, dijo David Bier,
analista de politicas
migratorias del Cato Insti-
tute, sobre el gobierno de
Biden.

Podria tomar mds
tiempo lidiar con las
consecuencias menos
tangibles.

El gobierno de Trump
congel6 en junio otorgar
nuevas tarjetas de
residencia a los
trabajadores de la indus-
tria tecnoldgica, obreros
de temporada y gerentes
de corporaciones
multinacionales. Dichas
acciones dafan la imagen
de Estados Unidos en el
extranjero, dijo Bier.

“Nos hizo un destino
menos promisorio y ha
disuadido a las personas
de venir a iniciar proyectos
0 a generar empleos en el
pais”, dijo Bier. “Se estin
yendo a Canadd en
nimeros récord. Se estdn
yendo a Australia en
niimeros récord. Se estdn
yendo a otros paises o
estdn elaborando otros
planes”.

Hasta cierto punto, es
cuestion de certidumbre,
comenté Bier. Los
cambios que realizé el
gobierno a las politicas
migratorias dificultan que
cualquiera planee su fu-
turo.

“Si no puedes hacer
planes y depender que el
sistema  federal se
sostenga de alguna forma
durante varios afios,
entonces no construyes
tu vida en torno a algo tan
inconsistente”, dijo.

Eso también aplica a
los individuos.

“La gente me decia que
debia apresurarme Yy
nacionalizarme, nunca se
sabe lo que podia ocurrir”,
dijo Ridhima Bhatia, una
estudiante de 22 afios
originaria de la India que
recién se gradud de la
universidad y quien
obtuvo la ciudadania este
mes cerca de Washington

D.C.

Bhatia tenfa varios
motivos para convertirse
en ciudadana. Después
de vivir en Estados
Unidos con un permiso
de residencia, cree que
un pasaporte
estadounidense le
facilitarfa el traslado y
simplificaria su
bisqueda de empleo.
Pero su decisién de
buscar la ciudadania
también fue en respuesta
a la hostilidad del
gobierno hacia los
inmigrantes, algo que
resintié incluso en los
lujosos suburbios del
norte de Virginia.

“Vez a mds gente a la
que no le incomoda
discriminar, que es mas
hostil, y pienso que en
parte se debe al
presidente Trump. “Puso
un ejemplo con sus
discursos, con su manera

de actuar™.
El incremento de
nuevos  ciudadanos

como Bhatia, es, tal vez
sorpresivamente, uno de
los legados de la era

Trump.
El ano pasado hubo
mas de  830.000

naturalizaciones, la cifra
mas alta desde 2008. Se
prevé que el total du-
rante los cuatro afos de
la presidencia de Trump
rebase los 3,3 millones.

La elevada cifra del
afio pasado es resultado
de un ndimero mas
elevado de lo habitual
de solicitantes al inicio
de su mandato, cuando
muchos temian de los
cambios por delante, dijo
Randy Capps, director
de investigacién en el
Migration Policy Insti-
tute.

El gobierno analizé
de manera mas
minuciosa a  los
solicitantes, haciendo
que el proceso fuera mds
prolongado y
complicado,
recientemente aumento
al dificultad de la prueba
de ciudadania. Pero la
tasa de aprobacién se
mantuvo alrededor del
90% debido a que las
reglas  bdsicas no
sufrieron cambios,
comenté Capps.

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Mujeres salvadorefias optimistas en lucha a

favor del aborto

SAN SALVADOR, 31
XII 20 (AP): En El Salva-
dor, un pais asolado por la
violencia de las pandillas y
el machismo, las mujeres
tienen hoy una nueva
inspiracion en su lucha por
la despenalizacion del
aborto.

“Este es un ejemplo y
tambiénunainspiracion para
los paises de AméricaLatina
y ElSalvador, en particular,
que tenemos algo muy grave
como es la persecucién y
criminalizacién de las
mujeres”, dijo el jueves a
The Associated Press
Morena Herrera, quien
dirige la Agrupacién
Ciudadana  para la
Despenalizacién del Aborto
en este pequeflo pais
centroamericano.

Herrera dijo que
siguieron muy de cerca el
debate en el Congreso de
Argentina que esta semana
finalmente aprobd una ley
que autoriza el aborto hasta
la semana 14 de gestacion.

La defensora de los
derechos de las mujeres en
El Salvador sostuvo que esto
las ha alentado a pensar que
la decisién tomada por Ar-
gentina pueda influir en los
legisladores de otras
naciones de AméricaLatina
a pesar de ser una region
conservadora
mayoritariamente catélica.

“Creemos que puede ser
un elemento que influya en
quienes deciden en nuestros
paises para que se haga un
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esfuerzo en reconocer los
problemas alrededor de los
embarazos no deseados, de
losembarazos no previstos”,
agregd Herrera.

El Salvador es inflex-
ible con las mujeres que
enfrentan un embarazo no
deseado. Sinimportarsi sus
vidasestdnen peligroosise
trata de niflas victimas de
violacion, la ley castiga el
aborto. Actualmente hay al
menos 46 mujeres
cumpliendo entre 10 y 30
afios de carcel por haber
abortado.

Aunque lalucha avanza
conlentitud, la Agrupacion
Ciudadana ha logrado la
libertad de varias mujeres.

Pero el debate sobre el
aborto legal en caso de
peligro de vida para la
madre, cuando el embarazo
sea producto de una
violacion o de trata de per-
sonas o cuando exista una
malformacion del feto que
haga inviable la vida fuera
deltero estéd paralizado en
el Congreso.

Junto con Nicaragua,
Honduras y Repiiblica
Dominicana, El Salvadores
uno de los cuatro paises de
AméricaLatinaque prohibe
el aborto sin excepciones.
Organizacionesdefensorasde
los derechos humanos han
exigido al Estado que
deroguelaley que prohibeel
aborto, pero de momento no
ha habido resultados. La
Comision Interamericanade
Derechos Humanos(CIDH)

también ha exhortado a El
Salvador a que revise las
condenas de las mujeres
encarceladas por haber
abortado.

La legislacion
salvadorefa penaliza toda
forma de aborto, incluso el
terapéutico, y castiga tanto
a las mujeres como a los
médicos. Deserencontradas
culpables, las penas varfan
delosdosalos ochoafios de
prisién. No obstante, en
muchos casos el delito se
cambia a homicidio
agravado por el parentesco
de la victima con el
victimario y las mujeres
pueden llegar a ser
condenadas hastaa40 afos
de prisién.

Entre 2014 y 2020
Agrupaciéon Ciudadana
registr6 190 mujeres
procesadas. De éstas, 46
fueron condenadas por
homicidio agravado y unas
30 por aborto.

Se estima que en El Sal-
vador, una nacién de casi
siete millones de habitantes,
unas 25.000 mujeres quedan
embarazadas tras ser
violadas cada afo y se
realizan miles de abortos
clandestinos.

La pequeiia lista de
paises y jurisdicciones de la
region en los que el aborto
estd despenalizadoincluye
a Argentina, Cuba, Uru-
guay, la Ciudad de México,
el estado mexicano de
Oaxaca, las Antillas y la
Guayana Francesa.

BUENOS AIRES, 30 X1I
20 (AP): Argentina marcé el
miércoles un hito para el
movimiento feminista al
convertirse en el pafs mas
grande de Latinoamérica en
legalizar el aborto, un paso
que podria inspirar a otras
naciones a seguir el mismo
camino en un continente
conservador y catélico.

Previamente avalada por
la Camara de Diputados, el
Senado aprob6 la ley que
legaliza el aborto hasta la
semana 14 de gestacion la
madrugadadel miércoles por
38 votos afavor, 29 en contra
yunaabstencion, unresultado
mas holgado del que se
esperaba, tras una sesién de
mas de 12 horas que fue
seguida en vivo afuera del
Congreso por miles de
mujeres a favor y en contra.

Argentina se suma asi a
una pequena lista de paises y
jurisdicciones que permiten
lainterrupcion del embarazo
y que incluye a Uruguay,
Cuba, la Ciudad de México,
el estado mexicano de
Oaxaca, las Antillas y la
Guayana Francesa.

El presidente Alberto
Ferndndez expres6 su
satisfaccion y sefialé que la
sociedades “mejoral ampliar
derechos a las mujeres y
garantizar la salud publica”.

El gobierno argentino
tiene un plazo de 10 dias
habiles parapromulgarlaley,
tras lo cual procederd a
reglamentarla paraque pueda
hacerse efectiva en un plazo
que espera que sea breve. No
obstante, una vez
promulgada, todo proceso
penal en curso contra una
mujer por abortar se cerrard
inmediatamente.

La norma es una victoria

extranjeros. “Los sistemas
politicos tardan mas en darse
cuenta. Las mujeres
abrazamos otrasexperiencias
porquesinellasnollegamos”.

La funcionaria garantizo
que mujeres extranjeras y
residentes podran acceder a
lainterrupcién voluntaria del
embarazo en el sistema de
salud argentino tal como
vienesucediendo hastaahora
con otras practicas, pero el
gobierno tomard medidas
para evitar “el negocio de
quienes quieran lucrar con
nuestro sistema de salud”.

Gritaron, bailaron,
celebraron.

“Yo soy madre de una
nenay sé que va a tener mas
derechos el dia de mafana”,
dijo Renata Vismara, una
activista que festejaba la
aprobacién. “Sabemos que
nos falta un montén... pero

hoy estamos felices;
logramosunderecho”.

Michelle Bachelet,
laAltacomisionadade
Naciones Unidas para
los Derechos
Humanos, celebro la
votacion y recordé que
“lamayorfadelasmuertes
causadas por abortos
ocurrenen paises querestringen
o castigan esta prdctica,
forzando a las mujeres a
procedimientos no seguros*

Los abortos clandestinos
provocaron més de 3.000
muertes en Argentina desde
1983, segun las autoridades.
Cada afio alrededor de 38.000
mujeres son hospitalizadas por
procedimientos mal realizados.

Amnistia Internacional
celebré el “logro, que sirve
comoinspiracion paraqueotros
paises de la regién y el mundo
avancen en el reconocimiento
del acceso al aborto legal y
seguro”.

La nueva norma a su vez
constituyeunrevés parael papa
Francisco en su pais natal y
abre una grieta con la Iglesia
catolica local.

El episcopado argentino
afirmé en un comunicado que
“esta ley que ha sido votada
ahondard atn mds las
divisiones en nuestro pais” y
lament6 “‘profundamente la
lejania de parte de la dirigencia
del sentir del pueblo”.

Unas palabras de Francisco
pronunciadas poco después de
la votacién de la ley fueron
interpretadas en Argentina
como una muestra de su
desaprobacioén, aunque no
mencion6 directamente la ley.
“Vivir es ante todo haber
recibido la vida. Todos
nacemos porque alguien ha
deseado paranosotros lavida”,
dijo el pontifice en un mensaje
escrito.

Desde el Vaticano, el
cardenal Peter Turkson,
responsable de la oficina de
cambio climatico, migracion y
desarrollo, se preguntd si “con

La nueva ley podria tensar
la relacién de Francisco con el
presidente y la vicepresidenta
y exmandataria Cristina
Ferndndez de Kirchner (2007-
2015), muy cercanaal pontifice
durante su gestion.

También genera dudas
sobre laesperada visitadel papa
a su tierra, adonde no viajo
desde que se convirti6 en el
jefe de la Iglesia catdlica en
2013.

“Preferimos atender mujeres
con dignidad en el sistema de
salud y brindar informacién
sobe métodos anticonceptivos.

Big House

House has been
transformed into
The Big Vaccine
Clinic.

A few hundred Uni-
versity of Michigan
medical professionals
and students who work
in health care settings
received their first dose
of the COVID-19 vac-
cine on Thursday at
Michigan Stadium,
one of the nation’s larg-
est sporting venues.

Known as The Big
House, the on-campus
stadium welcomed
100,000-plus maize-
and-blue-clad fans on
fall Saturdays before
the pandemic.

“Tam alifelong Uni-
versity of Michigan
football fan and come
to the stadium regu-
larly for games, but
have never been here
in this capacity be-
fore,” said Dr. David
Miller, chief clinical
officer at University
Hospital and the car-
diovascular center.

The state reported

More than
12,000 Michigan resi-
dents have died since
March. The state has said
it will not update it’s vi-

The rollout of vaccines
started earlier this month
across the state.

The University of
Michigan said its employ-
ees and students will re-
ceive a Pfizer-BioNTech
vaccine dose at the foot-
ball stadium.

The Michigan Stadium
clinic is not open to the
public. Those who vis-
ited on Thursday’s open-
ing day did so by ap-
pointment only and fall
into the vaccine priority
group Phase 1A category.

Michigan Medicine al-
ready has vaccinated
thousands of health care
workers.

“What became
clear is that we
needed first a venue
with a lot of space,”
Miller said. “And
the stadium met that
need. And we need
a lot of space, be-
cause we need to be
able to achieve social
distancing, both for the
team members and
community members
here to receive the vac-
cine, as well as for our
vaccination teams.”

As more vaccine
doses become avail-
able, as many as 2,000
vaccinations a day
could be administered
at the Michigan Sta-
dium site.

Sara McCrea, a reg-
istered nurse from
nearby Dexter who was
vaccinated at the sta-
dium, said the entire
process took only 10
minutes.

“It’s been great. I got
to come in and see this
beautiful building. Ev-
erybody here has been
really friendly, very
easy to work with. The
process is very quick.
There’s plenty of park-
ing. I'm happy,” she
said.

Gov. Whitmer signs college athlete
compensation bills

LANSING, Mich,

For the first time in state
history, college athletes
in Michigan will be
able to get paid for the
use of their names and
likeness under legisla-
tion signed by Gov.

The NCAA currently
bars athletes from re-
ceiving compensation
from the use of their
name and likeness,
though its leadership
announced plans to
lessen restrictions in
January. However,
supporters of the two
bills that Whitmer
signed Wednesday are
hoping to solidify op-
portunities for student
athletes by instituting
a state law that begins
in 2023.

A handful of other
states have passed simi-
lar legislation. Whitmer
said that she is hopeful
that the NCAA will
make such changes
standard for all student
athletes.

“At its core, this legis-
lation is to ensure student-
athletes in Michigan are
treated fairly,” Tate said
in a news release.

The bills ban schools

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DeWine extends curfew, urges hospitals to

speed up vaccine
By JOHN SEEWER, Associated Press

TOLEDO, Dec. 30,
2020 (AP): Ohio Gov.
Mike DeWine is calling
on hospitals to speed up
administering the
COVID-19 vaccines, say-
ing Wednesday that he’s
not satisfied with the pace
so far.

He wants hospitals to
be able to distribute the
vaccine within 24 hours
of receiving it. One prob-
lem that has come up,
DeWine said, is that a
hospital will set up a day
to give out the vaccine
and then not receive it in
time.

“There’s a moral im-
perative to get it out just
as quickly as we can,” he
said, adding that he’s not
blaming anyone for the
delays seen at some hos-
pitals.

DeWine also an-
nounced Wednesday
that he is extending the
state’s overnight
coronavirus curfew for
three more weeks until
Jan. 23. He said the
state’s infection rates
have plateaued, but they
are still too high and that
it remains to be seen
whether there will be an
increase following the
holidays.

The seven-day rolling
average of daily new
cases in Ohio did not in-
crease over the past two
weeks, going from 9,906

new cases per day
on Dec. 15 to 6,505
on Dec. 29, ac-
cording to an As-
sociated  Press
analysis of data pro-
vided by The
COVID Tracking
Project.

In another new
move, the state will
no longer force stu-
dents or teachers to
stay away from
school and quaran-
tine at home if they were
exposed to the virus in the
classroom—as long as the
students and teachers
were properly wearing
masks.

That change, though,
doesn’t apply to taking
part in sports, DeWine
said.

The decision not to
force students considered
“close contacts” to quar-
antine followed a study
this fall of students in the
state who were exposed
to virus in the classroom.

The study found no
difference in virus trans-
mission rates among
students who were
“close contacts” and
those who were father
away in the same class-
room, said Dr. Bruce
Vanderhoff, the Ohio
Health Department’s
chief medical officer.

The latest directives

The state expects to
receive about 240,000
doses of the Pfizer and
Moderna vaccines next
week.

So far, about 80% of
nursing home residents
are agreeing to get the
vaccine, he said. But the
governor said he’s con-
cerned that 60% of nurs-
ing home workers are
turning down the injec-
tions.

Parking violations
will remain $10 for the
first four offenses, but
then increase to $20 for
the fifth through ninth
offenses, and to $30 for
the tenth or more.
Toledo city officials
contend the changes will
allow for greater turnover
of parking spaces and
provide more access in
the downtown area
for motorists, and thus,
increase business.
Implementation of
the Toledo City Coun-
cil ordinance had been
delayed twice in
2020, first to allow
more time to purchase
and install signs and
meters and hold in-
formational meetings.
The second delay oc-
curred when the
coronavirus  pan-

demic hit, with its deadly
COVID-19.

6™ Circuit: Ohio county order violated

Christian schools’ rights

CINCINNATI,
Dec. 31, 2020 (AP): A
federal appeals court
Thursday provided the
go-ahead for Christian
schools in an Ohio
county to resume
holding  in-person
classes during the pan-
demic.

The 6th U.S. Cir-
cuit Court of Appeals
three-judge  panel
unanimously granted
an injunction to Chris-
tian schools in the To-
ledo area who say their
rights to religious ex-
pression have been
violated by the Lucas
County-Toledo Health
Department’s order
shutting down all
schools for grades 7-
12 Dec. 4 until Jan.
11. Their attorneys
pointed out that the
order for all schools,
public, private and
parochial, aimed at
stopping COVID-19
spread still allowed
non-religious busi-
nesses such as gyms,
office buildings and a
casino to remain open.

The order that
forced Christian

schools to
close, “when
measured
against the
more favorable
treatment af-
forded these
secular actors,
amounts to a prohibi-
tion of religious exer-
cise in violation of the
First Amendment, the
ruling stated.

The Ohio Christian
Education Network, a
coalition that includes
other Christian schools
around the state, was
among those who chal-
lenged the health de-
partment order. The in-
junction, pending fur-
ther appeal, has poten-
tial implications for
similar situations across
the circuit’s four states
of Ohio, Kentucky,
Michigan, and Tennes-
see.

“Today’s order is a
victory for families, for
religious freedom, and
for all those willing to
courageously stand up
against unnecessary and
overreaching govern-
ment orders,” Aaron
Baer, president of the

Citizens for Commu-
nity Values, which
leads the Ohio Chris-
tian Education Net-
work coalition, said in
a statement.

The ruling stated
that the Christian
schools had taken
steps to enforce so-
cial distancing and
health safety. The
Ohio attorney
general’s office had
filed a friend-of-the-
court brief on their be-
half.

Messages seeking
comment were left by
telephone and email
Thursday for the
Lucas County
prosecutor’s office.

Brian Fox, a Cincin-
nati attorney represent-
ing the Christian
schools, said it was a
ruling for the First
Amendment  “that
made common sense.”

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Gov. Whitmer signs $106M COVID relief plan

LANSING, Mich.,
Dec. 29, 2020 (AP):
Gov. Gretchen Whitmer
signed into law a $106
million plan Tuesday
that will provide relief
to businesses and fund
efforts to fight the eco-
nomic impact of the
coronavirus.

Though the plan was
a collaborative effort
between the governor

and the legislature,
Whitmer told reporters
that the legislature

strayed from the origi-
nal agreement and that
the $465 million plan
the legislature sent to
her desk had been cut.
Unemployment ben-
efits will be extended
from 20 weeks to 26
weeks through the end
of March. But Whitmer
used a line-item veto to
get rid of a $220 mil-
lion allocation that
would have helped
businesses fund unem-
ployment benefits.

“This will not
impact individual
workers,” she said.
“General fund dol-
lars have got to be
used to fund essen-
tial services like
vaccines and PPE, not to
give tax breaks to big busi-
nesses, right now.”

Under the plan, the
Michigan Strategic Fund
will receive $55 million
to distribute survival
grants of up to $20,000
to small businesses that
were forced to close and
grants of up to $15,000
if the businesses partially
closed.

The relief plan also al-
locates $3.5 million for
grants of up to $40,000
to help entertainment
venues and $45 million
in payments to workers
who were laid off during
the pandemic.

Whitmer said Tues-
day that the legislature
needs to work with her
to create more perma-

nent plans to help Michi-
gan as its health sys-

tems and economy
struggles during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

“Michiganders
should not be used as
any sort of a bargaining
chip or tied to other pri-
orities that the legisla-
ture might have outside
of protecting public
health in our economy,”
Whitmer said.

Navajo Nation reports 287 new virus cases,

23 more deaths

WINDOW ROCK,
Ariz., Dec. 31, 2020
(AP): Officials on the
Navajo Nation are re-
porting 287 new cases
of the coronavirus and
23 more deaths.

Thursday’s figures
come on top of 225 new
cases the tribal govern-
ment reported Wednes-
day along with two ad-
ditional deaths. The
new reports bring the
total number of cases
on the reservation that
extends into Arizona,
New Mexico, and Utah

to 23,090. More than half
of those people have re-
covered, the Navajo De-
partment of Health said.
The death toll is 806.
Navajo  President
Jonathan Nez said the
high number of cases re-
ported over the two days
is likely due to reporting
delays over the Christ-
mas holiday.
“However, we under-
stand that we are still in a
dire situation just like the
rest of this country,” Nez
said in a statement. “We
all have to remember that

the resilience of our an-
cestors is still within
each of us to this day.

Nez, Tribal Council
Speaker Seth Damon
and Navajo Area Indian
health Service Chief
Medical Officer Dr.
Loretta Christensen re-
ceived the first dose of
the Pfizer vaccine Thurs-
day during a live online
town hall to help boost
public confidence in the
vaccines. Several other
members of the Navajo
Nation Council were
also inoculated.

El personal

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UTMC among hospitals participating in
National COVID-19 Drug Study

The University of To-
ledo Medical Center is
one of the first sites in the
country to enroll patients
in a National Institutes of
Health study aimed at
identifying promising
COVID-19 treatments
worthy of larger, more
in-depth clinical trials.

The proof-of-concept
study is intended to
quickly screen out inef-
fective experimental
treatments while rapidly
advancing deployment
of therapeutics that
show significant benefit
to hospitalized COVID-
19 patients.

“This is a very im-
portant project,” said
Dr. Michael Ellis, an in-
fectious disease special-
ist and chief medical of-
ficer at UTMC. “Right
now, we have two pri-
mary treatments for
COVID-19, the antivi-
ral drug remdesivir and
the steroid dexametha-
sone, but we critically
need additional thera-
peutics. “The purpose

of this study is to quickly
identify agents that could
have a big impact in
keeping patients off a
ventilator, getting them
out of the hospital sooner
and reducing fatal
infections.”

The trial will enroll
patients hospitalized
with COVID-19 who re-
quire oxygen or me-
chanical ventilation who
consent to participate.
In the initial portion of
the trial, UTMC will be
treating patients selected
for the clinical trial with
either risankizumab or
lenzilumab, which are
monoclonal antibodies
directed at different parts
of the inflammatory re-
sponse that are being in-
vestigated as potential
treatments for COVID-
19.

Both experimental
drugs in the study will be
paired with remdesivir,
which has shown benefit
to patients with severe
COVID-19 infections.

Monoclonal antibod-

ies are lab-made proteins
based on the natural an-
tibodies our immune
system produces to fight
off disease.
Risankizumab was ap-
proved in 2019 for the
treatment of severe
plaque psoriasis.
Lenzilumab 1is in late-
stage development as a
treatment for leukemia.

“As we treat COVID,
our objectives are to stay
safe, provide state-of-the-
art care and participate in
the public health re-
sponse,” Ellis said. “In
this study, we’re partici-
pating in a way beyond
just Toledo.”

The Phase 2, adaptive,
randomized, double-
blind placebo-controlled
trial will examine both
the safety and efficacy
of the monoclonal anti-
bodies compared to
remdisivir alone.

Up to 40 U.S. sites
will be involved in the
study. Currently, UTMC
is one of nine facilities
recruiting participants.

Additional CDBG funding made available to the COT by HUD through the CARES Act is unknown as this time but will be used for the same
purpose of the initial allocations indicated above which is to prevent, prepare, or respond to the spread of Coronavirus 19 (COVID-19) and
facilitate assistance to eligible agencies, households, and persons economically impacted by COVID-19. In addition, the COT may reprogram
recaptured FY 2019-2020 CDBG funding as needed to respond to COVID-19.

Eligible CDBG activities include, but are not limited to, assisting low- and moderate-income households with mortgage assistance forno more
than 6 months and support of other COVID-19 response services.

Further, eligible CDBG costs incurred as of March 1, 2020, and paid for with nonfederal funds may be repaid with CDBG funding, including
those made under the CARES Act. These pre-award costs will meet all HUD requirements applicable to CDBG, including those under the
CARES Act. Unless waived by HUD, CDBG pre-award costs for FY 2020-2021 will not exceed 25% of the grantand will be used for the CDBG-
eligible activities as indicated above.
