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Anti-undocumented-immigrants Republican
wants black, Latino caucuses in Congress
abolished as racist groups

WASHINGTON, Jan.
25, 2007 (AP): Republican
U.S. Rep. Tom Tancredo,
running a long-shot cam-
paign for president, says
the existence of the Con-
gressional Black Caucus
(CBC) and other groups
based on race or ethnicity
of lawmakers (such as the
Congressional Hispanic
Caucus) amount to segre-
gation.

He wants them abol-
ished.

“It is utterly hypocriti-
cal for Congress to extol
the virtues of a colorblind
society while officially
sanctioning caucuses that
are based solely on race,”
said the Colorado Repub-
lican, who is known most
widely as a vocal critic of
undocumented immigra-
tion.

“If we are serious about
achieving the goal of a col-
orblind society, Congress
should lead by example
and end these divisive,
race-based caucuses,’’
Tancredo said.

One caucus member dis-
missed Tancredo’s com-
ments as sour grapes from
a dethroned Republican
who also happens to be run-
ning for president.

ance to advance his presi-
dential campaign,”’ said
Democratic Rep.

Tancredo’s request, re-
layed in a letter to Admin-
istration Committee Chair-
woman Juanita Millender-
McDonald, also a Demo-
crat, revived his effort to
change House rules to abol-
ish the groups.

Besides the Congres-
sional Black Caucus,
whose members are all
Democrats, that party also
has a Latino caucus with
27 members (CHC).

The request comes in the
aftermath of reports that
freshman Democratic Rep.
Stephen Cohen was refused
admission to the CBC be-
cause he is white.

Cohen said in a state-
ment that he told a reporter
that he would be honored
to join the caucus but did
not apply, “nor has the CBC
denied membership to
me.”’

Tancredo, an Italian-

Inouye agreed.

“The lessons of history
can be painful,” he said.

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Sanctions for hiring
undocumented immigrants
worry businesses beyond
minimum wage legislation

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26,
2007 (AP): Business lobby-
ists believe lawmakers will
ultimately strip from Senate
minimum wage legislation
any sanctions against com-
panies caught hiring undocu-
mented immigrants. Whether
they can keep it out of immi-
gration law is another mat-
ter.

The Senate, by a 94-0 vote
Thursday, inserted a federal
contracting ban for busi-
nesses that violate immigra-
tion laws into a bill that would
raise the federal floor on
hourly pay from $5.15 to
$7.25 over two years.

To become law, the Sen-
ate immigration provisions
would have to be approved
by House and Senate nego-
tiators if and when they meet
to reconcile differences be-
tween the House and Senate
versions of minimum wage
legislation. The House ap-
proved a minimum wage
boost earlier this month.

The Senate vote was the
new Congress’ first action
on immigration legislation
and the overwhelming out-
come was a strong signal that,
even if removed, it could find
its way back into legislation
again.

Angelo Amador, director
of immigration policy for the
U.S. Chamber of Commerce,

High School

predicted the contracting ban
would not likely survive in-
side a final minimum wage
bill.

“I'm more concerned as
to what is says for the immi-
gration reform to come,”” he
said. “Reminds me of the
Great Wall of America de-
bate. Many complained
about it, but most voted for
it.”’

Under the provision, of-
fered by Sen. Jeff Sessions,
R-Ala., companies caught
hiring undocumented work-
ers while on a federal con-
tract would be banned from
government work for 10
years. Other companies dis-
covered with undocumented
workers would be prohibited
from getting federal con-
tracts for seven years.

The ban would not be sub-
ject to appeal in court, but
the federal government
could waive it for national
security reasons. Companies
that use a pilot electronic
employment verification sys-
tem would be exempt from
the sanctions. Business
groups complain the verifi-
cation system is flawed.

“The Sessions amend-
ments are comparable to us-
ing the nuclear option for a
paperwork violation,”” Jef-
frey D. Shoaf of the Associ-

ated General Contractors of

America wrote to senators in
a last ditch attempt to kill the
immigration  provision.
““These amendments will
have ramifications well be-
yond immigration law, and
would open the floodgates
to using the procurement sys-
tem as an enforcement

Detroit: The American
Civil Liberties Union of
Michigan lauded a federal
judge’s ruling striking
down a 2000 amendment
to the state civil rights law
that stripped prisoners
from protection against
sex, race, and religious dis-
crimination.

The ACLU of Michigan
is now urging the state leg-
islature to quickly take ac-
tion to remedy years of dis-
crimination and abuse in
the state’s prison system.

“This is such an extraor-
dinary victory for civil and
human rights in Michi-
gan,” said Kary L. Moss,
Executive Director of the
ACLU of Michigan. “This
decision affirms our posi-
tion that this amendment
was mean-spirited and un-
precedented in its cruelty.
It is now time for the state
legislature to fix its past
mistakes and ensure that
abuse in our prison system
does not go unchecked.”

Mason v. Granholm was
filed in October of 2005
on behalf of women pris-
oners who were denied the
protections of the state’s
civil rights act after being
subject to sexual abuse by
prison guards. The lawsuit
challenged the 2000
amendment to the Michi-
gan Elliott-Larsen Civil
Rights Act, which took

away the right of prisoners
to sue for abuse or discrimi-
nation based on her or his
sex, religion, race, color and
national origin. Michigan is
the only state in the country
that excludes inmates from
such protections.

‘When it was passed, law-
makers said that the amend-
ment would deter frivolous
lawsuits; however, U.S. Dis-
trict Court Judge John
Corbett O’Meara dismissed
this assertion contending
that “it appears that the state
legislature has not attempted
to deter frivolous lawsuits,
but rather preclude merito-
rious ones.”

“Viewing the statute in
the context of this case, the
ELCRA amendment essen-
tially permits the state to dis-
criminate against female
prisoners without fear of ac-
countability under
Michigan’s civil rights law,”
Judge O’Meara wrote in the
9 page opinion. “Given the
state’s abhorrent and well-
documented history of
sexual and other abuse of
female prisoners, the court
finds this amendment par-
ticularly troubling.”

“Instead of addressing
the degrading and intoler-
able abuse of women and
girls held in Michigan’s pris-
ons, the department of
corrections has focused their

energies on denying facts
and silencing women and
their families” said
Deborah LaBelle, the lead
attorney in the case. “We
hope this insightful rul-
ing will make clear that all
Michigan citizens are en-
titled to protection from
discrimination and mis-
treatment by the state.”

Michigan correctional
facilities have a long his-
tory of documented civil
and human rights viola-
tions. Human Rights
Watch and Amnesty In-
ternational have docu-
mented pervasive civil
rights violations in
Michigan prisons. The
U.S. Department of Jus-
tice in 1995 concluded
that Michigan violates
the constitutional rights
of its female inmates and
in 1997, the Justice De-
partment sued Michigan
over the problem. In
1998, the United Nations
sought to examine
Michigan’s female pris-
ons, but former Michigan
Governor John Engler
refused to allow the in-
vestigator access to the
prisons.

he said. “To deny some of
Ohio’s hardest working
people this minimum wage
increase is mean-spirited and
contributes to an underclass
in our state.”

According to Veldsquez,
the workers’ jobs are often
seasonal, centered on har-
vest time of their particular
crop and, therefore, they may
only make about $4,000 dur-
ing their harvest time, which
is usually a 3-month period.

Veldsquez says about half
of what they make is put back
into Ohio’s economy “so how
much does that leave them
with?”

Lupe Williams, an instruc-
tor at Ohio State University’s
Agricultural Institute in
Wooster, Ohio can’t believe
the living conditions the
workers go through and how
poorly they get paid for the
work that most Ohioans don’t
want to do.

mechanism for even first
time paperwork viola-
tions.”

“Who’s going to get the
waiver and who’s going to
get punished?”” Amador
asked. “They will go after
the small businesses.”

The Sessions provision
is similar to a ban on fed-
eral contracts contained in
the Senate version of broad
based immigration legisla-
tion last year. The bill died
after the House and Senate
could not reconcile their
differences. This year, with
Congress under Demo-

cratic control, immigration
legislation stands a better
chance of passage.

Thursday’s vote came
just one week after immi-
gration officials arrested
40 undocumented workers
hired by military contrac-
tors in three states. Last
July, immigration officials
arrested nearly 60 undocu-
mented immigrants at Fort
Bragg in North Carolina.

On Dec. 12, 2006, im-
migration officials arrested
approximately 1,300 un-
documented workers in six
states that worked for Swift
& Company, the world’s
second largest beef and
pork processor— almost
10 percent of Swift’s work
force. Many Latinos were
upset that the arrests took
place on Dec. 12", a reli-
gious day for many Latinos.

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Israeli court orders deported U.S. imam from

Cleveland released, lawyer says

JERUSALEM, Jan. 23,
2007 (AP): An Israeli
military court has ordered
the release of the de-
ported former imam of
Ohio’s biggest mosque,
his lawyer said Tuesday.

A military judge ruled
that there wasn’t enough
evidence to hold Fawaz
Damra, arrested by Is-
raeli authorities two and
a half weeks ago after
being deported by U.S.
authorities, according to
his lawyer, Smadar Ben-
Natan. She said he will be
held until Thursday
pending a possible ap-
peal by the prosecution.

“The judge rejected
the prosecution’s request
to keep him in custody
for another 15 days and

ordered him released,”’
Ben-Natan said.

No army confirmation
was immediately available.

Damra, 46, who served
as imam at the Islamic Cen-
ter of Cleveland, was de-
ported because of his ties
to Islamic Jihad, a militant
Palestinian group classi-
fied by Israel and the U.S.
as a terrorist organization.
The Iranian-backed group
has killed dozens of Israe-
lis in suicide bombings.

In custody, Damra has
been questioned about his
links to the group, Ben-
Natan has said.

Footage from a 1991
speech showed Damra rais-
ing money for a Palestinian
holy war and saying Mus-
lims should be “directing
all the rifles at the first and

last enemy of the Islamic
nation and that is the sons
of monkeys and pigs, the
Jews.””

He later apologized for
the statements but was or-
dered deported for con-
cealing his ties to Islamic
Jihad when applying for
U.S. citizenship in 1994.
Earlier this month, he was
escorted by U.S. officials
to Jordan and then to the
West Bank, where he was
transferred to the custody
of the Shin Bet, Israel’s
internal security service.

Damra’s wife and
three daughters remain in
the United States and
Muslim leaders have
been critical of U.S. au-
thorities for deporting the
imam and for turning him
over to Israel.

Pide Bush apoyar plan migratorio

Washington.- El Presidente estadouni-
dense, George W. Bush, llamé al nuevo
Congreso, dominado por la oposiciéon demé-
crata, a aprobar una reforma migratoria, en
lo que se considera la tltima oportunidad
para que esto ocurra en su mandato.

A menos de dos afios de terminar su ges-
tién, y a un afio de iniciar la competencia
por la Presidencia en 2008, Bush insistié en
la urgencia de un plan de trabajo temporal y
en laregularizacién de los indocumentados,
una iniciativa bloqueada en 2006 por los re-
publicanos en el Congreso.

“No podemos asegurar la frontera por
completo, a menos de que le quitemos pre-
sién, y eso requiere un programa de trabaja-
dores temporales”, dijo durante su informe
anual a Estados Unidos. “Necesitamos re-
solver esto sin animosidad ni amnistia, el
estatus de los inmigrantes indocumentados
que ya estdn en el pais”, dijo en una sesién
protocolar del Congreso, donde el mexica-
no-estadunidense Alberto Gonzales fue de-
signado el “sobreviviente oficial” en caso
de un ataque letal al Capitolio.

“Debemos establecer una ruta legal y
ordenada para que los extranjeros puedan
entrar al pafs y trabajar de manera tempo-
ral. Asi no tendrdn que escabullirse, y deja-
rdn a los agentes fronterizos libres para per-
seguir a los narcotraficantes, criminales y
terroristas”, enfatizo.

El senador demdcrata Ted Kennedy
aplaudio el renovado compromiso del Pre-
sidente a favor de una reforma migratoria
integral, y aseguré que el nuevo Congreso

controlado por los demdcratas
esta listo para aprobarla en este
ciclo.

“Estamos mds determinados
que nunca en terminar el traba-
jo”, afirmé Kennedy.

Los republicanos reconocie-
ron que Bush y el Congreso de-

afio para lograr ese objetivo, an-
tes de que los aparte el proximo
proceso electoral.

Divide a
hispanos postura
de Bush

Esta declaracion de Bush generé res-
puestas diversas entre los hispanos, que di-
jeron que era ampliamente positiva pero
carecia de detalles.

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Arrestan a 750 indocumentados
en una semana

No solamente las familias de inmigrantes
de Grand Rapids vivieron la terrible pesadi-
lla, la semana pasada, de abrir las puertas de
su casa y encontrarse de frente con un agente
de inmigracion que los arrest6 para mais tar-
de deportarlos a su pais de origen; esta mis-
ma expetiencia fue vivida por mas de cientos
de extranjeros en otros estados del pafs, como
parte de una campafia de las autoridades
estadunidenses contra los inmigrantes crimi-
nales o fugitivos, informé el Departamento
de Seguridad Interna.

De acuerdo con la fuente, tan solo en el
estado de California, la Oficina de Inmigra-
cién y Aduanas (ICE, por sus siglas en inglés)
detuvo del pasado 17 de enero a la fecha a
mas de 338 personas que violaron las leyes de
migracion en los condados de Los Angeles,
Orange, Riverside, San Bernardino y Ventu-
ra.

Se trata del nimero mas alto de arrestos
en una accién federal desde que comenzé la
Operacién Regreso al Remitente, en mayo
pasado. De la cifra total de detenidos, unos
150 eran migrantes fugitivos que habfan ig-
norado las sentencias de deportacién emiti-
das por jueces. Otros 24 habian sido repattia-
dos, pero reingresaron a Estados Unidos. En

el grupo se encontraban ademas
dos mexicanos préfugos de la jus-
ticia de su pafs: Rafael Lopez Obe-
so, de 54 afos, y su hijo, Rafael
Obeso Melchor, acusados por un
asesinato ocurrido en 2004.

Desde el inicio de la Operacion Regreso
al Remitente, el ICE ha informado del arres-
to de unas 13 mil personas, ademads de la iden-
tificacion de otras 3 mil que se encontraban

encarceladas y que serdn deportadas una vez
que cumplen sus sentencias. El Departamen-
to de Justicia examina los casos de inmigrantes

que reingresaron a Estados Unidos des-
pués de ser deportados.

Desechan demanda
sobre redada

En Denver, Colorado, un juez desech6
una demanda que involucraba al Gobierno fe-
deral, luego que funcionarios revelaron el pa-
radero y la condicion de 262 trabajadores de-
tenidos el mes pasado, durante lo que fue con-
siderado por las autoridades como la mayor
redada de inmigrantes indocumentados en la

historia del pafs.

Los trabajadores fueron detenidos en la
planta empacadora de carne Swift & Co., en
Greeley. Los abogados del Sindicato de Tra-
bajadores Alimentarios y Comerciales Unidos,
que presentaron la demanda, dijeron que ésta
no debi6 ser necesatia para obtener la infor-
macion.

La demanda sefalaba que el Gobierno
viol6 el derecho constitucional de los trabaja-
dores de Greeley a enfrentar el proceso debi-
do. Las personas detenidas en Greeley figu-
1,297  trabajadores
indocumentados en las plantas empacadoras
de Swift & Co. en seis estados del pafs, quie-
nes fueron detenidas el 12 de diciembre. La
demanda del sindicato no inclufa a los traba-

raban  entre

jadores en los otros estados.

El secretario de Seguridad Interna,
Michael Chertoff, dijo en la fecha de las de-
tenciones que la operacién constituyo la ma-
yor redada de inmigrantes indocumentados
dentro de su lugar de trabajo, en la historia.

Eljuez federal de distrito John Kane des-
eché la demanda después de que los aboga-
dos sindicales y federales coincidieron en que
todos los trabajadores detenidos habian sido
ubicados y se les habia dado la oportunidad
de buscar una fianza.

Un total de 74 trabajadores de Greeley
segufa bajo custodia federal en Denver y en
El Paso, Texas, mientras que 75 regresaron
voluntariamente a México. Otros 18 enfren-
tan cargos estatales por suplantacion de iden-
tidad en el condado de Weld, Colorado, don-
de se ubica la planta de Swift en Greeley.
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MEXICO DEL NORTE *
El Plan Bush contra

la Inmigracion

Al fin, como parte de su discurso del
“Estado de la Unién”, version gringa del in-
forme de gobierno del presidente, George
Bush mostré el cobre. En su discurso (que
de hecho no informa nada sino que nomds
es un rolletote politico lleno de intenciones
y una lista de buenos deseos —buenos para
él, y generalmente malos para el resto del
planeta), el presidente mas impopular que
han tenido los Estados Unidos en toda su
historia planteé un poco més de lo mismo y
mucho de nada de cambios de opinion.

Para comenzar, Bush propone volver con
la burra al trigo, planteando que hay que ase-
gurar la frontera para garantizar la seguri-
dad nacional.

En el dlti-
mo par de afios el Eje Maléfico Estados
Unidos-Inglaterra-y-nadie-mds, han detec-
tado varios supuestos terroristas o grupos de
supuestos terroristas que supuestamente
planteaban organizar supuestos ataques a sus
intereses. Ya que supuestamente la seguri-
dad nacional estd envuelta, nunca han reve-
lado qué supuestos ataques iban a supuesta-
mente organizar ni supuestamente cuando.

Pero si sabemos que a ninguno lo aga-
rraron en la frontera entre México y Esta-
dos Unidos tratando de cruzar el desierto con
botellas de shampoo llenas de maléficas sus-
tancias quimicas para hacerlas explotar com-
binandolas con liquidos maléficos en bote-
llitas de crema de afeitar. Eso estd reserva-
do para los aviones.

A los supuestos terroristas los han pes-
cado en el aeropuerto de Londres, o en al-
guna embajada (no la de México, por cier-
to), tratando de conseguir visas para entrar
legalmente a gringolandia. En corto, Bush
todavia no entiende que la inmigracion no
tiene nada que ver con la seguridad. La se-
guridad tendrd que ver con el terrorismo o
el narcotrafico, pero los inmigrantes no so-
mos ni unos ni otros. Y por alguna razén,
Bush no ha propuesto hacer un muro alre-
dedor del aeropuerto de Londres.

Para seguir, Bush plantea lo mismo que
el afio pasado: que los patrones se hagan en
agentes de la Migra, y le hagan al policia
checdndole a todo el mundo hasta las caries
dentales para poder contratarlos y evitar dar-
le trabajo a algin “ilegal”.

Y claro, patrén que no cumpla, y que
quiera reducir los costos de su produccién
pagando salarios bajos, le va a tocar pagar
multas “substanciales”.

Una lana, otra y
otra

Como ese planteamiento es fundamental-
mente anticapitalista y va en contra de la eco-
nomia de Estados Unidos, Bush trata de re-
conciliarse con los patrones con su siguiente
planteamiento: un programa de trabajadores
baratitos para todos.

También es otro poco de lo mismo del afio
pasado y, de hecho, de los de todos los afios
de su presidencia desde que su compadre el
vaquero mexicano Chente Fox le pidié que
hiciera algo sobre inmigracion.

Es suimpopular programa “Trabajas y Te
Vas”, que consiste en darle chance a miles de
trabajadores de trabajar por salarios reduci-
dos, sin chance de residencia y por lo tanto
derechos legales permanentes, sin antigiiedad
laboral y sin ascensos tampoco. Es como con-
tratar a cientos de miles de trabajadores en
las esquinas, nomds que en vez de mandarlos
a su casa todas las noches los mandan a su
pais cada seis o diez meses.

Y por dltimo, Bush plantea que hay que
hacer algo con los inmigrantes que ya estan
aqui sin papeles. Eso es lo tinico bueno de su
plan, y por desgracia no es muy bueno. Es
bueno que por lo menos acepte y proponga
algiin tipo de legalizacion, pero lo malo es que
la pone tan complicada que termina por no
resolver mucho.

Igual que el afio pasado, Bush propone que
los indocumentados se caigan con una lanota,
“multa considerable” (péngale usted mil d6-
lares 0 mds), nomds por haber estado aqui sin
papeles. A eso hay que agregarle lo que va a
costar hacer los tramites, propiamente hablan-
do, y que son los tramites mas caros en todo
Estados Unidos.

Al que pase ese muro econémico, en la
siguiente ventanilla le van a pedir que se cai-
ga con otra lanota, comprobando que pagé los
impuestos de los dltimos cinco afios. En total,
que los casados se van a tener que divorciar
para poder costearse su propio tramite, y los
divorciados van a tener que donar a sus hijos
y empeifiar al perro para poder pagar.

Todo esto se complementa con no tener
antecedentes penales, haber estado aqui
quiensabe cudntos afios y demas.

Pero el mayor problema con este plan es
que ya se publicd, ya se propuso, antes de que
los Demdcratas publiquen o propongan algo.

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Pfizer cierra tres plantas
y recorta 10 mil plazas

2,410 trabajos serdn eliminados en Michigan

Pfizer, la mayor farmacéutica del mun-
do, recortard 10 mil empleos para reducir
sus costos en 2 mil millones de délares
(mdd), en un esfuerzo por mantener un au-
mento de las ganancias de entre 6% y 9%,
a pesar del pronosticado estancamiento de
las ventas.

En un anuncio divulgado el pasado lu-
nes tras una dréstica caida en las ganan-
cias subyacentes del cuarto trimestre,
Pfizer present6 sus planes de cerrar tres
fabricas y tres centros
de investigacion, ade-
mds de recortar 10%
su personal global y
20% en Europa.

Una de las plantas
afectadas es la ubica-
daen Ann Arbor, asi-
mismo se planea el
cierre de la planta de
Plymouth Township
y Kalazoo. De esta manera, se recortaran
2,410 empleos en Michigan para finales del
2008

Jeffrey Kindler, el presidente y direc-
tor general designado el mes pasado para
sustituir a Hank McKinnell y enderezar el
rumbo del grupo con sede en Estados Uni-
dos, también se comprometi6 a realizar una
recompra de acciones por 10 mil mdd este
afio y a aumentar los dividendos.

La compaiifa precisé que no habria mas
descubrimientos en dos dreas -
gastroenterologia y dermatologia-, pero
incrementaria la investigacion con el ob-
jetivo de lanzar dos farmacos contratados
a terceros cada afio para 2010, y cuatro de-
sarrollados internamente para 2011.

Los planes se presentaron luego de que
Pfizer informara que sus ganancias en el
cuarto trimestre se redujeron 15% a 3 mil
mdd, con ingresos virtualmente sin cam-
bios de 12 mil 600 mdd, antes de la ganan-
cia tnica derivada de la venta de su nego-
cio de salud de consumo.

La competencia genérica socavé
drasticamente las ventas de Zithromax y
de Zoloft en Estados Unidos, a las que se
les termind la patente, mientras que las
ventas de su firmaco de marca contra el
colesterol, Lipitor, la medicina de mayor
venta en el mundo, también disminuyeron
1% en ese trimestre, a 3 mil 300 mdd.

Kindler afirmé que “aunque logramos
casi todos nuestros objetivos financieros
del afno, seguimos enfrentando un entorno

operativo dificil, incluyendo retos compe-
titivos y los riesgos inherentes al desarro-
1lo de medicinas”. El ejecutivo habfa anun-
ciado una reestructuracién del area de in-
vestigacion de farmacos apenas el mes
pasado, cuando fue obligado -por preocu-
paciones de seguridad- a cancelar el desa-
rrollo de Torcetrapib, una medicina expe-
rimental disefiada para ser combinada con
Lipitor.

Dijo que las ganancias diluidas por ac-
cién, revisadas a 2.06 délares anuales, se
ajustaban a la directriz financiera de la fir-
ma.

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Poorer, more obese women more likely to get reduced chemotherapy dose, study finds

ANN ARBOR: Breast
cancer patients who have a
lower household income
and less education may be
more likely to receive re-
duced doses of chemo-
therapy, according to a new
study from a University of
Michigan Comprehensive
Cancer Center researcher.

In addition, severely
obese women were four
times as likely as lean
women to receive less che-
motherapy. Doctors calcu-
late chemotherapy doses
for each patient based on
her height and weight.

The study looked at 764
women enrolled in the
Awareness of Neutropenia
in Cancer Study Group
Registry, a prospective,
multicenter study of can-
cer patients starting che-
motherapy. The research-
ers looked at women with
early breast cancer who
were beginning chemo-
therapy. Study participants
enrolled at 115 hospitals
and doctors’ offices across
the country.

Results of the study ap-
pear in the Jan. 20, 2007
issue of the Journal of
Clinical Oncology.

The study authors used
U.S. Census Bureau statis-
tics and the women’s zip
codes to assign each woman
a median household in-
come, poverty status and
level of education. Infor-
mation about individual
women’s actual educa-
tional attainment was also
collected as part of the
study. The researchers then
calculated the standard che-
motherapy dose, based on
each woman’s height and
weight, and compared that

to the initial dose each
woman received. A re-
duced dose was noted for
those who received 85 per-
cent or less of the expected
standard dose, based on
their height and weight.

Researchers found that
doctors were more likely to
reduce the chemotherapy
dose for heavier patients
and those who were less
educated, and lived in zip
codes with lower median
household income and
higher levels of poverty.
Severely obese patients
were four times more likely
to receive a reduced dose,
and women with less than a
high school education were
three times as likely to have
a dose reduction.

Obesity

When it comes to obese
patients, the researchers
suggest that doctors reduce
the chemotherapy dose be-
cause they do not want to
give those patients the large
dose that their weight
would indicate. The moti-
vation is to avoid potential
severe and harmful side
effects in their patients. For
those patients of lower so-
cioeconomic status, doc-
tors may be anticipating the
patient’s attitude toward
treatment, the researchers
suspect.

“We speculate that phy-
sicians have concerns
about a patient’s ability to
tolerate the side effects of
chemotherapy and that the
physician’s uncertainty
about a patient’s tolerance
increases with increasing
social distance. One might
just as well ask why we are
willing to give full doses to
someone with more educa-

tion. It may be that negoti-
ating side effects and con-
tinued doses of treatment
is easier when there is more
shared culture,” says lead
study author Jennifer
Griggs, M.D., MPH, asso-
ciate professor of internal
medicine at the U-M Medi-
cal School. Griggs was at
the University of Roches-
ter in Rochester, N.Y., when
she completed this research.

Previous studies have
shown a connection be-
tween obesity and reduced
chemotherapy doses.
Griggs’ work is the first to
look at socioeconomic sta-
tus.

Reduced doses of che-
motherapy may reduce its
effectiveness in preventing
breast cancer from return-
ing. Women seeking treat-
ment for breast cancer can
advocate for full doses by
indicating their commit-
ment to treatment, Griggs
suggests.

“A patient might say to
her physician that she is
fully committed to her treat-
ment, and in particular, to
full doses of chemotherapy.
I do not think it is the re-
sponsibility of the patient
to ensure that she receives
full weight-based doses,
but physicians may be more
comfortable dosing a pa-
tient fully when they are
assured the patient is com-
mitted to her treatment,”
says Griggs, a member of
the U-M Comprehensive
Cancer Center.

Mujeres mas pobres,
mas gordas reciben dosis

reducidas de
quimioterapia, segin
estudio

ANN ARBOR: Pacientes
que padecen de cancer de
mama, mds pobres y menos
educadas tienen mds
posibilidades de ser

tratadas con dosis
reducidas de
quimioterapia, segin una
investigadora del Centro
Oncoldgico Integral de la
Universidad de Michigan,
UM.

Asimismo, mujeres
severamente obesas, tienen
cuatro veces mas
posibilidades de ser
tratadas con dosis
reducidas de
quimioterapia.

El estudio evalué a 764
mujeres inscritas en el
Registro del Grupo de
Estudio de Cancer
Conciencia de Neutropenia
un centro de estudios en
etapa de organizacién que
investiga a pacientes que
inician quimioterapia.

evalda el estatus
socioeconémico.

Una dosis reducida de
quimioterapia puede

reducir la efectividad del
tratamiento y la prevencién
para que el cancer de mama
no se repita. Las mujeres
que buscan tratamiento para
cancer de mama pueden de-
fender la utilizacién de
dosis completas de
quimioterapia expresando
su compromiso con el
tratamiento, sugiere Griggs.

”Un paciente puede
decirle a su médico que su
compromiso es total con el
tratamiento y en particular,
con dosis completas de
quimioterapia. No creo que
sea responsabilidad de los
pacientes el garantizar que
reciban dosis intensas, pero
los médicos pueden sentirse
mds cémodos al dosificar la
quimioterapia de manera
completa cuando tienen la
garantia de que la paciente
estd comprometida al
tratamiento”, dice Griggs,
miembro de  Centro
Oncologico Integral de la
UM.
