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WASHINGTON,DC,Feb.
27, 2018 (AP): The US Su-
preme Court on Monday re-
jected the Trump
administration’s highly un-
usual bid to bypass a federal
appeals court and get the jus-
tices tointervene in the fate of
a program that protects hun-
dreds of thousands of young
immigrants fromdeportation.

The announcement
means the case affecting
“DREAMers” will have to
workits way throughthelower
courts before any Supreme
Court ruling is possible. The
case could also become moot
if Congress takes actionin the
meantime. Right now, how-
ever, efforts to address the is-
sue in Congress have hit a
stalemate.

The Supreme Court’s de-
cision for now to stay out of
the case on the Obama-era
Deferred Action for Child-
hood Arrivals program, or
DACA, wasn’tsurprising. It’s
highly unusual for the Su-
preme Court to hear a case
before a lower appeals court
has considered it.

But DACA supporters
hailed the decision as a sig-
nificant—if only tempo-
rary—win. Trump said the
case would now be heard by
an appeals court and “we’ll
see whathappens fromthere.”

“Youknow, wetried to get
it moved quickly because
we’d like to help DACA. 1
think everybody in this room
wantstohelpwith DACA,” he
said to visiting governors.
“But the Supreme Court just
ruled that it has to go through
the normal channels.”

DACA has provided pro-
tection from deportation
and work permits for about
800,000 young people
who came to the U.S. as
children and stayed with-

out documentation.

In September, Trump ar-
gued that President Barack
Obama had exceeded his ex-
ecutive powers when he cre-
ated the program. Trump an-
nounced he was ending the
programeffective March 5 and
gave lawmakers until then to
come up with a legislative fix.

Butinrecent weeks, federal
judges in San Francisco and
New York have made Trump’s
deadline temporarily moot for
people who have sought and
been granted renewals; the rul-
ings do not extend to people
who are applying for the first
time. Judgesissuedinjunctions
ordering the administration to
keep DACA in place while
courts consider legal chal-
lenges to Trump’s termination.
As a result, U.S. Citizenship
and Immigration Services re-
sumed accepting and process-
ing DACA renewals in Janu-
ary, justasithad before Trump’s
September announcement.

The Trump administra-
tion has not tried to block the
injunctions that force it to
continue operating the pro-
gram. Though the March 5
date is now moot, Greisa
Martinez, policy and advo-
cacy director for United We
Dream, said DACA support-
ers planned to demonstrate in
‘Washington, DC on that day
in part to continue to pressure
Congress to act.

The Senate two weeks ago
blocked a bipartisan bill offer-
ing DREAMers potential citi-
zenship and providing $25 bil-
lion for Donald Trump to build
his proposed border wall with
Mexico. A more conservative
House proposal that sharply re-
duces legal immigration and
imposes other restrictions has
languished short of the GOP
votes it would need to pass,
leaving its fate in question.

Supreme Court declines to decide fate of
‘DREAMers’ just yet

The Supreme Court’san-
nouncement Monday that it
wouldn’t step in to the case
nowmeansthe U.S. Courtof
Appeals for the Ninth Cir-
cuit will likely be the first
appeals court to weigh in on
the topic, the step before the
case would return to the Su-
preme Court.

California Attorney
General Xavier Becerra,
who has led the multistate
lawsuit in California to
keep DACA in place,
cheered the Supreme Court
announcement Monday.

“It’s a victory for all
Dreamers, certainly a great
victory for California,”
Becerra said during a phone
call with reporters. “It’s a
victory for therule of law and
it’s a victory for our
economy.”

The Ninth Circuit has set
no date to hear arguments
but has given lawyers dates
by whichthey mustfilebriefs
that run through April. An-
drew Pincus, anattorney who
represents more than 100
businesses that intervened
in support of DACA, said
June is probably the earliest
that the court would rule.

Trump on Monday
didn’t seem to hold out
much hope of winning at
the Ninth Circuit, criticiz-
ing the liberal-leaning
court by saying “nothing’s
as bad as the Ninth Circuit.”

“I mean, it’s really sad
when every single case filed
against us is in the 9th Cir-
cuitwelose, welose, welose
and then we do fine in the
Supreme Court,” he said.

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Broadway Corridor Coalition seeks to slow
down traffic while ODOT projects,

César Chavez mural will be removed

OLD SOUTH TOLEDO,
March?2,2018: Carsare blow-
ingdown Broadway atalarm-
ing speeds, but the Broadway
Corridor Coalition is push-
ing temporary solutions and
apermanent planto help slow
down traffic before someone
gets hurt or killed by driver
negligence.

TheMarchversionof First
Friday at the Sofia Quintero
Art and Cultural Center be-
came a community meeting
of sorts, as concerned resi-
dents munched on soup and
salad while hearing tempo-
rary and long-term plans for
calming traffic on the busy
boulevard. Residents say driv-
ers are traveling at least 40 to
50 miles per hour—if not 60
to 70 miles perhour—in what
is posted as a 35 mph zone.

“We’venoticeditbecause
Sofia Quinterohas grownand
ourofficesareacrossthe street,
but we have children’s pro-
gramming onthe otherside of
Broadway,” said Taylor
Balderas-Burciaga, SQACC
executive director. “The cars
arejust flying by. We assume
they’re getting off the (An-
thony Wayne) Trail and
they’re used to that speed, or
off the expressway. It’s get-
ting pretty dangerous as faras
trying to get from one side of
Broadway to the other.

“It’s the participants and
the kids. We're looking at
some afterschool programs,
art camps in the summer—
and when you get a large
group of kids, that’s when it
gets a little taxing,” said Ms.
Balderas-Burciaga. “It’s ner-
vous at times. We’ve gotten
caught in the middle before
and sometimes they’ll slow
down, and sometimes they
just don’t.”

“Hopefully there won’tbe
amajor accident. I've got my
granddaughter who crosses
Broadway to go to Queen of
Apostles School and she al-
mostgothitonce,” said Chevo
Torres, president of Latins
United. “My grandson came
home crying. A car passed
through a red light and we
don’t have a crossing guard
there. They’ve gotquite afew

kidsat Queen of Apostles who
cross.”

“God forbid, I hope noth-
ing would happen by any
means. Luckily, the city is
working with the Broadway
Corridor Coalition to come
up with ideas on how we can
potentially get the drivers to
slowdown,”said Ms. Balderas-
Burciaga. “There are a lot of
walkers in this area. “Not ev-
eryone has vehicles, so every-
body walks.”

The speed of the vehicles
traveling through the neigh-
borhood also runs counter to
the master plan for the Broad-
way Corridor as an inviting,
walkable business and resi-
dential district.

“The plan is to be able to
walk up and down Broad-
way—grab something to eat,
visitart, intentionally not hav-
ing to drive every place, but
walk,” said Ms. Balderas-
Burciaga.

There’s a Catch-22 to the
effortstoslow down the traffic
pattern. While safety is of pri-
mary concern, the coalition
wants even more traffic flow
downBroadway forimproved
economic development in the
neighborhood.

“We want more traffic be-
cause of the business and ev-
erything that goes on here, but
it’s just a matter of how that
trafficis going tocome through
here,” said Ms. Balderas-
Burciaga. “Moretrafficis what
we’dbehappy toseeaslong as
the speedis whatitshouldbe.”

“This is actually one of our
strategies in the master plan—
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road calming or complete
streets, said Jennifer Van
Horn, Toledo Zoo facilities
construction and small
projects manager, who is
doubling as the Broadway
Corridor master plan de-
signer and coordinator, as
well as treasurer for the coa-
lition. “We’re using this op-
portunity as our first imple-
mentation (of the master
plan).”

VanHornand Toledo De-
sign Center planners are
working with traffic enforce-
mentengineers fromcity gov-
ernmentto take the four-lane
road down to three lanes—
one in each direction with a
turn lane between Western
and Walbridge Avenues.
Therealso will be mid-block
crosswalks and permanent
median strips added to help
pedestrians getfromone side
of Broadway to the other
safely. Crittenden Ave.
would be closed at Broad-
way, according to the cur-
rent plan.

“By doing that, we’ll be
able to do bump-outs and
add medians that have
plantings and things on the
turnlane,”saidMs. Van Horn.
“What we’re hoping s thatit
will slow down traffic and it
will be great for businesses.
People will get toknow what
wehavealong this corridor.”

“They’ve told us that just
lowering the speed limit to
25 isn’t going to do any-
thing,” said Ms. Balderas-
Burciaga. “They’ve assured

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Agricultural union FLOC pushes Mexican
government to defend Mexican farmworkers

in the US

MEXICO CITY,
MEXICO, Feb. 28,2018: In
a meeting with the Roberto
Campa Cifrian on Tuesday,
the Secretary of Labor of
Mexico, FLOC President
Veldsquez pushed the Mexi-
can Department of Labor to
work with FLOC in achiev-
ing a common interest of
protecting Mexican work-
ers.

Historically, Mexican
workers who come tothe US
to work in the fields through
the H2A guest worker pro-
gram have been exploited
in the workplace and ex-
cluded from most laws that
protect the rest of the US
workforce. Veldsquez ex-
plained the harmful impacts
of this lack of parity by de-
tailing abuses that Mexican
farmworkers face in the US
including widespread wage
theft, sexual harassment,
and dangerous working
conditions among others.

Inthe contextof Trump’s
administration and immi-
gration proposals like the
Goodlatte Bill, Veldsquez
stressed the need for Mexico
to defend their own citizens.
Veldsquez suggested that
the Mexico government use

the NAFTA rene-
gotiations to push
for the expansion
of the Agricul-
tural Worker Pro-
tections Act (AWPA) to in-
clude H2A guestworkers.

AWPA is the principal
federal law that provides fed-
eral protections around the
wages, housing, transporta-
tion and working conditions
of US agricultural workers
but currently excludes H2A
guest workers from its pro-
tections and remedies. If
AWPA covered the H2A pro-
gram, it would be an addi-
tional tool that labor organi-
zations could use to stop the
abuses in the H2A program,
which has expanded rapidly
to more than 200,000 agri-
cultural workersin 2017, the
majority of whom are Mexi-
can citizens.

During the meeting,
Campa Cifridn committed to
promoting actions and poli-
cies to stop the exploitation
of agricultural workers and
stated that he was confident
that they could advance pro-
tections for workers. Campa
Cifrian requested another
meeting this summer to give
areportback on the progress

that has been
made.

“We are
grateful  for
Campa taking
the time to meet with us.
‘Welook forward to our next
meeting this summer to
hear what progress has been
made and to continue build-
ing a collaborative rela-
tionship with the Mexican
government to achieve our
common goal of protect-
ing Mexican workers,”
concluded Mr. Veldsquez.

“Black Panther” de
Disney podria tener mejores
resultados en los Oscar por
muchas de las mismas
razones. Se diferencia del
universo de Marvel, evita
muchas de las convenciones
de las peliculas de
superhéroes y se puede
identificar como la obra de
un cineasta.

“Si entra tendrd que ver
mds con Ryan Coogler que
con el fenémeno que la
rodea”, dijo Glen Weldon,
autor de “The Caped Cru-
sade: Batman and the Rise of
Nerd Culture”. “Estapelicula
sesientecomolaterceracinta
que harfa un tipo llamado
Ryan Coogler. Aunque es
parte de este arco se siente
muy personal, se siente que
se trata de algo”.

El rating de los Oscar ha
caido en aflos recientes y
podria beneficiarse al recibir
alas peliculas mas populares
del planeta. Eso serfa un
verdadero cambio para los
Premios dela Academia, que
lo més cerca que estuvieron
de premiar una pelicula de
superhéroes fue con “Bird-
manor(The Unexpected Vir-
tue of Ignorance)” del

mexicano Alejandro
Gonzdles Iiidrritu en 2015.
Pero esa pelicula,

protagonizada por Michael
Keaton como un exastro de
peliculas de superhéroes,
criticaba duramente al
género como un flagelo del
arte.

COLUMBUS, March3,
2018 (AP): A Muslim of-
ficer has been tapped in
Ohio’s capital to bridge
gaps between police and
the city’s growing immi-
grant population.

Egyptian-born Khaled
Bahgat is the New Ameri-
can Diversity and Inclu-
sion Officer for Colum-
bus Police. He’s been a
police officer more than
two decades.

Bahgat says police
don’t always understand
immigrant culture and im-
migrants don’t always un-
derstand officers. But he
sayseveryone shares a goal
of safe neighborhoods.

Bahgat has begun his job
working with Somali and
Bhutanese-Nepali refu-
gees.

TARTA to develop new downtown transit hub

TOLEDO, March 1,
2018: The board of trust-
ees for the Toledo Area
Regional Transit Author-
ity (TARTA) has approved
a resolution authorizing
TARTA officials to nego-
tiate the purchase of a
building in downtown To-
ledo. The building, cur-
rently known as the Good-
will Building located at
612 N. Huron St., will be-
come the transit hub for
TARTA.

The project makes way
for route enhancements,
streetscape improvements
and accessibility in down-
town Toledo and new
amenities for passengers.

Elimination of the
Downtown “Loop”

The new transit hub will
eliminate the antiquated
“Loop” that currently sur-
rounds 12 blocks of down-
town Toledo. The project
is associated with the con-
version of Huron Street to
two-way traffic and will
allow TARTA to improve
bus operations, transit
connectivity and access to
downtown Toledo.

In addition to the bus

routing improvements, the
project will also include
streetscape and connectiv-
ity upgrades that will benefit
pedestrians and bicyclists
through exterior benches and
shelters. The Park Station and
Loop properties, currently
owned by TARTA, will be
vacated and available for
other uses.

New Transit Station Of-
ferings

The building at 612 N.
Huron will become a full-
service transit hub, includ-
ing passenger amenities not
previously offered to TARTA
riders. The facility will in-
clude a climate-controlled
indoor waiting area,
restrooms and water foun-
tains, information and tick-
eting center, security and
commercial space forafood/
beverage provider. The
building will become the
TARTA headquarters, hous-
ing approximately 30 admin-
istrative workers.

TARTA is working
closely with developer
David Ball and the City of
Toledo to bring the project
and all associated elements
to fruition. Total cost for the

building purchase is esti-
mated at $1,520,000.
TARTA has initiated the
process to receive this
amount in federal funding
in support of the project.
Any local share require-
ments to receive federal
funds will be provided by
the City of Toledo’s work
to enhance traffic patterns
and related street work to
facilitate the development
of the facility.

The project is expected
to begin this spring, with
the facility opening by
early 2019.

About TARTA: The To-
ledo Area Regional Transit
Authority was formed in
1971 and is a political sub-
division under Ohio law,
similar to a park or school
district. TARTA supplies
more than 3.1 million pas-
senger trips annually and
provides interconnected,
regional service to six com-
munities in Lucas County
— Toledo, Maumee,
Waterville, Ottawa Hills,
Sylvania and Sylvania
Township - and Rossford
in Wood County.

us that’s not the solution. It’s
notaquick fix. Therearealot
of things thatfactorinto this.”

There will be a one-year
experiment involving some
temporary traffic solutions,
according to Ms. Van Horn.
Those willinclude some rub-
ber curbing and concrete
plantersinstrategiclocations.
Those should be in place by
late spring or early summer,
so the experiment can run
from July this year to July
2019. The materials will cost
an estimated $22,000.

The permanent improve-
ments willbe made whencity
engineers begin work on re-
constructing Broadway to
coincide with traffic pattern
changes on I-75.

ODOT also plans tocom-

pletely rebuild the I-75 Bridge
over the Maumee River, along
with bigger and better inter-
changes in both directions at
South Avenue. The $300 mil-
lionbridge projectactually will
lengthen the entrance and exit
ramps at South Avenue.

Detours could spill more
traffic into the neighborhood,
while the new interchanges
could also increase the long-
term vehicle count. Thatmakes
slowingdowntrafficevenmore
important.

“This interchange is really
going to be awesome, really
liven up the neighborhood,”
said Torres.

But there will be a trade-
off. ODOT will have to re-
build the Broadway overpass
beginning this summer,

which means an iconic mu-
ral featuring the likeness of
César Chdvez and other col-
orful Latino symbols will
have to come down. Bowl-
ing Green State University
students and local Latino
artists joined forces each
summer over several years
to create the public artwork.

An ODOT engineer met
with the Broadway Corridor
Coalition last month to out-
line the upcoming I-75
projects that will affect the
neighborhood. ODOT offi-
cials appear willing to reface
the new concrete pillars so
that a new mural can be
painted once the new over-
pass is finished. SQACC is
expected to take the lead on
redoing it.
