NEW HAVEN, Conn.,
May 26, 2009 (AP): Su-
preme Court nominee
Sonya Sotomayor wrote as
aYale Law School student
that Puerto Rico should
maintain its seabed rights
ifitpursues U.S. statehood.

The article, “Statehood
and the Equal Footing
Doctrine: The Case for
Puerto Rican Seabed
Rights,” was published in
the Yale Law Journal in
1979, whenitappeared that
Puerto Rico might pursue
statehood. Sotomayor was
an editor of the Ivy League
publication before receiv-
ing her law degree from
Yale that year.

Sotomayor notes that
other states didn’t main-
tain rights to sea floors
before joining the union.
But she argued for a new
historical analysis of the

equal footing doctrine that
prevents states from receiv-
ing powers other states do
not have.

“The island’s dearth of
land-based resources and its
ongoing economic stagna-
tion and poverty, coupled
with the possibility of off-
shore oil and mineral wealth,
will create political pressures
for Puerto Rico to demand
exclusive rights to exploit
its surrounding seabed in an
area ranging from nine to
200 miles into the sea,”
Sotomayor wrote.

“The American experi-
ence with colonialism in the
early half of this century has
left the United States with
responsibility for several
small, economically poor
dependencies,” Sotomayor
wrote. “Some of these, like
Puerto Rico, may seek state-
hood unless they are ac-

corded a greater measure of
self-government. Accom-
modations between the fed-
eral government and an
incoming state such as
Puerto Rico, involving,
inter alia, rights to the sea-
bed, could help the new
state to overcome its eco-
nomic problems.”
Sotomayor wrote that
Supreme Court decisions
about the equal footing
doctrine “retain their
precedential value,” but
argued that the court never
explicitly decided whether
the doctrine prevents Con-
gress from granting dispro-
portionate seabed rights to
an incoming state.
President Barack
Obama noted Tuesday as
he introduced Sotomayor
as his nominee that her par-
ents had moved from Puerto
Rico during World War II.

GM workers, others grapple with bankruptcy filing

DETROIT, June 1, 2009
(AP): General Motors Corp.
hopes for a short, surgical
and successful bankruptcy.
But for people across the
country whose lives are in-
tertwined with the
automaker, recovery will be
far harder and messier than
what appears on the balance
sheet.

The once-mighty corpo-

rate giant whose brands were
household names and plants
the lifeblood of many U.S.
communities filed its Chap-
ter 11 petition in New York
Monday. It marks the fourth-
largest bankruptcy in U.S.
history and the largest for an
industrial company.

GM also revealed Mon-
day that it will permanently
close nine more plants and

idle three others.

The closing of a metal
stamping plant near
Mansfield, Ohio, will force
the city to cut jobs because it
will lose one of its biggest
employers and water custom-
ers. The plant’s roughly
1,200 workers make parts for
many of GM’s slow-selling
trucks and sport utility ve-
hicles.

Nuevas reglas contra la
contratacion de indocumentados

Washington.- El Departamento de Seguridad Nacional
(DHS, por su sigla en inglés) de Estados Unidos emiti6 una serie
de directrices para los agentes de la Oficina de Inmigracién y
Aduanas (ICE) dirigidas contra empresas que contraten a inmi-
grantes indocumentados.

El objetivo de las directrices emitidas por la secretaria de
Seguridad Nacional, Janet Napolitano, es desalentar, mediante
multas y cargos criminales, el “cultivo” de sitios laborales donde
se emplea a inmigrantes indocumentados, explicé el DHS.

“Estas directrices reflejan un enfoque dentro de todo el De-
partamento que, mediante el procesamiento criminal, se cen-
tran en empleadores explotadores que cultivan sitios de trabajo
ilegales al violar las leyes del pais y contratar a sabiendas a traba-
jadores ilegales”, dijo Matt Chandler, portavoz del DHS.

“Al mismo tiempo, ICE continuard arrestando y poniendo
en proceso de deportacion a cualquier trabajador ilegal que en-
cuentre” en estas redadas en sitios de trabajo, agregé Chandler.

Meéxico trata de resucitar su turismo

México, D.F.— México aseguré que
sus destinos turisticos son seguros, a la
vez que prepara una campaifa nacional e
internacional para relanzar la imagen del
pais, afectada por la epidemia de la gripe
Ay las restricciones impuestas por algu-
nas naciones contra sus ciudadanos y sus
productos de exportacion.

“De las playas mas importantes de
México, Cancin, Puerto Vallarta, Los Ca-
bos, Cozumel, Mazatlan y Zihuatanejo de
Azueta hasta ahora no tienen ningtin caso
confirmado” de la gripe A, dijo el secreta-
rio de Salud, José Angel Cérdova.

En 2008, México recibié 22,6 millo-
nes de viajeros internacionales, cerca del
80% provenientes de EEUU y Canads, los
cuales privilegian principalmente los des-
tinos de playa.

El turismo ha sido el sector econémi-
co mds afectado del pais, por la cancela-
cién de vuelos, cruceros y planes de viaje
de miles de visitantes internacionales,
debido a la alarma social generada por el
brote de la gripe A.

Segun célculos de la Secretaria de Tu-
rismo de México, el pais ingresara este afio
s6lo 9,355 millones de ddlares por concep-

to de turismo, 3,934 millones (30%) menos
que en 2008, cuando se alcanzé la histéri-
ca cifra de 13,289 millones de ddlares.

El ministro sefialé que los destinos
turisticos del pafs “son seguros” y que las
“personas pueden regresar con toda tran-
quilidad” a las playas mexicanas.

No obstante, advirtié de que “even-
tualmente puede presentarse un caso ais-
lado” de contagio en alguno de esos luga-
res.

De acuerdo con los ultimos datos di-
vulgados por el Ejecutivo mexicano, el nd-
mero de muertes confirmadas en México
por la epidemia de la gripe A es de 58 y los
contagios 2.224.

Sin embargo, los datos muestran una
tendencia constante hacia el descenso
relativo en el nimero de contagios y de
muertes causados por el virus en el pais.

Ademds, la gripe A, de momento, ha
sido letal en solo el 2,5% de los casos tota-
les, porcentaje que continta disminuyen-
do en cada nuevo informe oficial.

La cifra palidece frente a las cerca de
9.500 personas que mueren cada aino en el
pais por neumonias asociadas con la gripe
comun.

El gobierno anuncié una serie de me-
didas de apoyo al turismo, que incluyen
3.000 millones de pesos (227 millones de
délares) para el sector aéreo, y 2.000 mi-
llones de pesos mds (151 millones de do-
lares) para hoteles, restaurantes y centros
de ocio.

Ademas, destinara 1.000 millones de
pesos (unos 75,1 millones de délares) para
posicionar al pais como destino turistico,
a través de campaias de promocién na-
cional e internacional y estrategias de re-
laciones publicas.

Por otra parte, el gobierno mexicano
respondié al ex presidente cubano Fidel
Castro, quien acus6 al pais de ocultar la
informacién sobre la aparicion del brote
de gripe A en el pais, supuestamente para
que el gobernante estadounidense, Barack
Obama, no cancelara su visita a México.

La declaracién de Castro se produjo
después de que los mexicanos criticaran
la decisiéon de Cuba de interrumpir la co-
nexion aérea con México, y de que el man-
datario mexicano, Felipe Calderén, dijera
que esa medida podria suponer la cancela-
cién de una visita oficial a La Habana.

Grand Rapids, MI.- Tener una cuen-
ta de banco es la manera més inteligen-
te de ahorrar y guardar el dinero en un
lugar seguro. Aunque parezca increible,
mucha gente todavia no sabe que con la
Matricula Consular y/o Pasaporte vi-
gente, se puede abrir una cuenta en el
banco Fifth Third.

“A pesar de las intensas campanas
que hemos realizado para informar a
la comunidad sobre lo facil que es abrir
una cuenta; todavia hay un alto nimero
que paga cada semana por cambiar un
cheque en las tienditas, en donde en oca-
siones les cobran una cuota o les piden
que realicen ciertas compras. Es decir,
estamos hablando de un gasto minimo
de $32 ddlares al mes, mientras que en
el banco no gastan nada por cambiar el
cheque”, sefial6 Omar Cuevas, banque-
ro personal de Fifth Third en la sucursal
ubicada en el 12443 de la calle Riley en
Holland, (Teléfono: 616 738-4200 op-
cién 3)

De acuerdo con el experto en fi-
nanzas, este fenémeno se debe en gran
parte a que la gente piensa que va ser re-
chazada en el banco. “Algunos no tienen
licencia o identificacién del estado, por
lo que creen que es imposible tener una
cuenta de banco, pero eso no importa,
se puede realizar Gnicamente con la
Matricula Consular y/o Pasaporte vi-
gente”, confirmo.

Los requisitos que se piden nor-
malmente son licencia o identificaciéon
vigente del estado, y niimero de seguro
social o nimero para declarar impues-
tos (ITIN number), en caso de contar
con alguno de estos documentos es in-
dispensable presentarlos, pero si no se
tiene més que la Matricula Consular y/o
el Pasaporte vigente, con eso es indis-
pensable.

El minimo que se requiere es de
$50.00 a $100.00 ddlares, los cuales pue-
den retirarse una vez que todo este esta-
blecido, aunque es importante no gastar
mds dinero del que se tiene para evitar
cobros adicionales. “Es recomendable
tener dos cuentas, una cuenta corrien-
te y una de ahorros para cuando ocurra

algtn sobregiro, éste sea cubierto inme-
diatamente por la cuenta de ahorros”,
agreg6 el entrevistado.

Una vez que se establezca la cuen-
ta, entonces se podra realizar el cambio
de cheques sin costo alguno, disponer
de efectivo en todo momento, realizar
mensualmente dos giros gratis a México
(preguntar por los detalles de este plan)
y tener acceso al dinero en cualquier
parte del mundo. “Con la tarjeta se pue-
de retirar dinero en los bancos de Méxi-
co con un pago minimo de transaccién
de alrededor de $7.00 pesos”, dijo Cue-
vas, quien ademds destac6 que en caso
de tener miedo a la deportacién y pérdi-
da del dinero, se recomienda agregar a
otra persona a la cuenta, para que haya
un respaldo, quedando en el entendido
que ambos tienen los mismos derechos.

Para concluir, Omar Cuevas reco-
noci6 que muchas veces la falta de in-
formacién sobre la apertura de cuentas
se debe al poco personal capacitado en
las sucursales bancarias; por lo que Fif-
th Third se encuentra trabajando para
evitar ese tipo de problemas. “Hay mu-
chos bancos que no ven a los hispanos
como un mercado emergente, como una
oportunidad de crecimiento, pero Fif-
th Third estd conciente de ello, por eso
ofrece todas las posibilidades para hacer
que la apertura de una cuenta sea un
proceso seguro y sobretodo, sencillo”,
finalizo.

Niega Colom ordenar
muerte de abogado

El Presidente guatemalteco, Al-
varo Colom, neg6 responsabilidad
en el homicidio del abogado Rodrigo
Rosenberg, quien afirma en un video
postumo que iba a ser asesinado por
orden del Mandatario y su esposa,
mientras algunos sec-
tores del pais piden
justicia.

“Primero no soy
asesino, segundo, no
soy narcotraficante y
todo lo que dice (Ro-
senberg) alli (en la
cinta) estd totalmen-
te fuera de sentido.

“Desconozco los
motivos, el origen,
que llevaron a Rosenberg a grabar el
video.

Mi persona, mi esposa (Sandra
Colom), Gustavo (Alejos, su secreta-
rio privado) y el Gobierno descalifican
el contenido de ese video”, dijo Colom
en una conferencia de prensa.

El Mandatario informé también
que pidié el apoyo del FBI y la ONU
en la investigacién del asesinato y la
creacion del video.

En tanto, Mario David Garcia, un
polémico periodista afin a los secto-
res opositores conservadores, declaré
que él grab6 dicha cinta.

“Si usted esta viendo este mensa-
je es que yo, Rodrigo Rosenberg Mar-
zano, fui asesinado por el secretario
privado de la Presidencia, Gustavo
Alejos, y su socio Gregorio Valdez
(empresario vinculado al gobierno),
con la aprobacién del seiior Alvaro
Colom y de (su esposa) Sandra de Co-
lom”, dice Rosenberg en el video.

Eljurista, de 47 anos de edad, pre-
suntamente también dejé una decla-
racién firmada de su puio y letra, en
la que asegura que fue asesinado por
conocer los detalles de ese doble cri-
men.

“La razon por la que estoy muerto
es porque hasta el iltimo momento fui

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abogado del empresario Khalil Mussa
y su hija Marjorie Mussa”, asesinados
a tiros el pasado 14 de abril en un sec-
tor del sur de la capital guatemalteca,
se escucha en la declaracién.

El abogado, que tuvo una larga
trayectoria en el mun-
do académico y como
asesor de varias em-
presas, fue muerto a

Al final del video, Rosenberg hace
un llamamiento al vicepresidente,
Rafael Espada, para que sea “el prime-
ro en encabezar un movimiento para
recuperar nuestra Guatemala, y hacer
que se cumpla la ley con ayuda de to-
dos los buenos guatemaltecos que le
apoyan sin reservas”.

La Unidad Nacional de la Espe-
ranza, unos 250 de los 333 Alcaldes
de Guatemala y los Gobernadores
nombrados por Colom apoyaron al
Mandatario, mientras que lideres
como la Premio Nobel de la Paz Ri-
goberta Mencht exigieron investigar
el crimen.
