It is like a dream come
true for Ezra C. Escudero,
Director of the Ohio Com-
mission on Hispanic/Latino
Affairs (OCHLA).

The new Ohio budget,
signed into law by Gov. Ted
Strickland over the week-
end after it passed the Ohio
Senate and House with bi-
partisan support, allocates
$700,121 to OCHLA in
funding for fiscal 2008.

Last year, the agency re-
ceived only $181,000,
“barely enough to keep the
lights on,” said Escudero
Monday.

funding was in 1986 when
we received $313,000, ad-
justed for inflation,” said
Escudero. “That was
double what we were given
in the last fiscal year and
since then; the Hispanic
population of Ohio has
quadrupled.

“There have only been
two of us working in the
office full-time for the last
four years with the help of
some interns,” said
Escudero.

He cautioned not to ex-
pect any “fireworks” for the
rest of this calendar year.
Instead, he and the agency
will be working on setting
up the infrastructure “we
need to get things done.”

That means Escudero
will be filling two key full-
time positions and hiring
two to three more part-time
college interns, making
five more people working
in the office.

“We will be construct-
ing a community organi-
zations database as well as
building a statewide cal-
endar of Latino events. We
will also be building a new
Website. And starting next
year, we will be conduct-
ing a series of programs
across the state. Some of
these programs will be for
community agencies for

which they can submit bids.
Between our own programs
and those up for bids, within
the next two years we esti-
mate spending $500,000 on
community projects,” said
Escudero.

The infrastructure
Escudero will be building
will enable the agency “to
establish a fair evaluation
process to select the win-
ners in the bidding pro-
cess,” said Escudero.

The two staff positions
to be filled are for a Com-
munity Liaison Officer,
which has already been an-
nounced, and a Policy Liai-
son  Officer, which
Escudero expects to an-
nounce later this fall.

Escudero says he will re-
main “front and center” in
the halls of power as the
agency’s director.

“We thank not only the
Governor, but the members
of the House and Senate,
both Republicans and
Democrats, for their sup-
port,” says Escudero.

Ted Strickland made a
commitment to the Latino
community early on in the
campaign that he would
make sure the community

BOWLING GREEN: Al-
though more than 600 stu-
dents transfer to Bowling
Green State University
each year, the University is
piloting several strategies
to attract even more.

The ultimate goal of of-
fering specialized support
for transfer students is to
boost the number of stu-
dents who complete
bachelor’s degrees before
entering Ohio’s work force,
according to Dr. Alberto
Gonzdlez, vice provost for
academic services at
BGSU.

“We know we already
are attractive to transfer stu-
dents,” Gonzdlez said. “To
encourage more students to
complete bachelor’s de-
grees at Bowling Green, we
are offering transfer stu-
dents financial aid and
we’ve hired a transfer stu-
dent adviser to work at
Owens Community College
and other nearby commu-
nity colleges,” he said.

The financial aid awards
available to transfer stu-
dents entering BGSU this
fall are the Transfer Excel-
lence Incentive, a $2,500
award, and the Regional
Community College Trans-
fer Incentive, worth $1,500.

Incentive is for students
who have earned associate
degrees from regionally ac-
credited institutions or are
members of Phi Theta
Kappa, the honor society
for community college stu-
dents. Students eligible for
the Regional Community
College Transfer Incentive
are transfer applicants from
Owens (Toledo or Findlay),
Northwest State and Terra
community colleges.

The one-year awards re-
quire prospective recipi-
ents to have their admis-
sions applications and cre-
dentials on file with the ad-
missions office by Aug. 1,
2007, and to register for six
or more credit hours each
semester on the main cam-

us. Students admitted to
online degree programs are
eligible for the awards, but
no students will receive
both-those who are eligible
for both will receive only
the higher Transfer Excel-
lence Incentive.

About 60 percent of
Bowling Green’s transfer
students come from two-
year colleges, and roughly
half of those students trans-
fer from Owens, Gonzilez
said. Christine Celestino-
Boes, the new transfer stu-
dent adviser, has regular

office hours at Owens’ To-
ledo campus. She will also
travel to its Findlay cam-
pus and to Terra and North-
west State.

“My role is to serve stu-
dents who are looking at
transferring from Owens to
Bowling Green,” said
Celestino-Boes. Explain-
ing that her job entails “de-
veloping a plan for them to
make an easier transition,”
she said she helps prospec-
tive transfers select classes
“so they know the courses
they’re taking at Owens
will transfer to Bowling
Green, and they can con-
tinue moving forward to a
four-year program.”

In addition to assisting
students interested in trans-
ferring to BGSU,
Celestino-Boes will relay
the needs of prospective
transfers, who, as Gonzdlez
points out, are “a different
kind of student” than fresh-
men because they can be in
higher-level courses as
well as general education
classes.

“Transfer students are
hard to categorize,” agreed
Jodi Webb, associate dean
of students and director of
Orientation and First Year
Programs. “You have a lot
of different students with a

lot of different needs.”
As a result, ensuring that
they can get into the appro-
priate classes requires flex-
ibility, said Gonzdlez. An
example is the expansion

through the summer of

transfer registration, which
comes on the heels of last
year’s addition of the
Transfer Connection orien-
tation site on the MyBGSU
Web portal.

The Transfer Connec-
tion provides a virtual
BGSU tour, important dates

and information about ad-
vising, academic policies
and other topics, Webb
said. Transfer students are
encouraged to visit the site
before coming to Bowling
Green for their one day of
on-campus orientation.
Several BGSU colleges
also are piloting new strat-
egies for registering trans-
fer students. In addition, a
fourth staff member is be-
ing hired in Transfer Evalu-
ation Services to help ex-
pedite review of transcripts

so advisers and students
know which credits will
transfer with them, and a
new transfer student advi-
sory board is being formed.

“We’re continually ex-
ploring how we can better
serve transfer students,”
Webb said.

Detallan plan de CIA para matar a Castro

Washington DC.- La CIA divulgé
centenares de paginas de informes in-
ternos sobre sus mas controversiales
misiones: complots para asesinar a
Fidel Castro, pruebas secretas de dro-
gas alucinégenas y actos de espionaje
contra estadounidenses.

Las 693 paginas difundidas se ba-
san, en su mayor parte, en recuerdos
de agentes activos de la CIA en 1973.
Al principio, los informes fueron entre-
gados a tres diferentes comités investi-
gadores: la Comision Rockefeller, crea-
da por el presidente Gerald Ford, el co-
mité Church (por el senador demdcrata
Frank Church) y un comité de la cama-
ra de representantes.

Alburquerque, Nuevo México.—
Parte de una valla para impedir el
paso de vehiculos entre México y
Estados Unidos fue construida en la
parte equivocada de la frontera, y un
legislador exige que la instalaciéon se
coloque ahora en territorio estadouni-
dense.

El senador Jeff Bingaman dijo que
apenas en fechas recientes se ente-
ré del error en la valla, construida
hace dos afios por la Guardia Nacio-
nal, al oeste de Columbus, Nuevo
México.

Columbus se ubica 128 kilémetros
(80 millas) al poniente de El Paso,
Texas.

Sally Spener, portavoz de la Co-
mision de Aguas y Limites Internacio-
nales, dijo que la valla se interna en
territorio mexicano.

(R. Ottawa Hills) as he
praised the spirit of “com-
promise and cooperation”
that Strickland has fostered
in the budget process. “It’s
a recognition that Demo-
crats and Republicans can
work together.”
“Together we have
fashioned a budget that will
be good for the people of
this state and we were only
able to do it because we
were all able to sit down
together,” said the gover-
nor. “We were going to
have a property tax cut for
every senior citizen home-
owner in Ohio.”
Beginning immediately,
senior citizens can sign up
for the tax relief benefits at
area senior centers and
township halls. The home-
owner tax cuts will make

exempt the first $25,000 of
property value when calcu-
lating the tax bill. That will
mean savings of $392 for the
average Toledo senior citi-
zen homeowner and as much
as $569 for a homeowner liv-
ing in Ottawa Hills.

“We are ready to process
those forms,” said Lopez at
the press conference on
Thursday where her staff was
prepared to start the enroll-
ment.

Also in attendance at the
announcement was Billie
Johnson, executive director
of the Area Office on Aging.
Johnson’s agency has
partnered with the County
Auditor’s office to bring the
homeownership enrollment
plan to Lucas County.

Prior to this current state
budget, senior citizens
could apply for such relief
based solely upon income
levels. Currently about
8,000 Lucas County resi-
dents are enrolled in the
exemption program. The
new program offers relief
based upon the
homeowner’s status of be-
ing a senior citizen.

According to Lépez her
office can also provide one-
on-one assistance for those
unable to attend the sign up
sessions. A senior can call
419-213-4406 for such as-
sistance.
