Beltrones indicé que

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Guatemalan factory making Daisy Fuentes’
clothing agrees to follow labor laws

MILWAUKEE (AP): A
Guatemalan factory that
makes some of Latino
television personality
Daisy Fuentes’ clothing
line for the Kohl’s Corp.
department store chain
has agreed to make
changes following alle-
gations it was a sweat-
shop, a workers’ rights
group said Thursday, July
5, 2007.

The National Labor
Committee issued a re-
port on the Fribo cloth-
ing factory last month,
saying workers told a re-
lated group that they are
humiliated and forced to
work unpaid overtime.

Kohl’s pulled certain
items from Fuentes’ line
from its stores and online
marketer after learning of
the allegations. P.A.
Group LLC, the company
that contracted the fac-
tory to make Fuentes’
clothing, had said
changes needed to be
made before it would do
business with it again.

After that, the factory
in rural Santa Marfa
Cauque de Sacatepequez
agreed to comply with
labor laws, the NLC said.
P.A. Group will renew its
business with the factory
and possibly add more

once the changes are made,
it said.

Fuentes’ line of cloth-
ing, shoes and sleepwear is
sold exclusively by Kohl’s.

Kohl’s, based in
Menomonee Falls, Wiscon-
sin, had stressed that it does
not oversee production.

Kohl’s spokeswoman
Vicki Shamion said Thurs-
day that the Fribo factory
was not an approved facil-
ity but the company would
consider it for future busi-
ness if it came into compli-
ance.

P.A. Group said it had
nothing to add to its earlier
comment that the allega-
tions were a concern.

The NLC said the fac-
tory owner, a South Korean
national, has agreed to
weekly inspections by
CEADEL, the Center for
Studies and Support of La-
bor Development in Gua-
temala, which told NLC of
the workers’ complaints.

Workers had said they
worked 60 hours or more a
week, with up to 10 hours
as unpaid overtime. They
also said the factory does
not pay into the
government’s social secu-
rity fund, leaving the work-
ers and their dependents
without health care or pen-
sions.

The factory owner also
agreed to enroll workers
in the social security sys-
tem, NLC said, and will
establish a system to track
workers’ hours to make
sure they are fully paid
for overtime and receive
vacation benefits.

The factory’s 500
workers, roughly 70 per-
cent of whom are women,
earn 90 cents to $1.12 an
hour, said Charles
Kernaghan, NLC’s direc-
tor.

Changes are already
being made based on
complaints from the 500
workers, the majority of
them young women. He
said toilet paper and pu-
rified water are now
readily available, and
managers have been
warned to stop humiliat-
ing workers.

“At least this
start,”” Kernaghan said.

En los festejos
estuvieron funcionarios
consulares de México y otros
paises, al igual que las
autoridades de Georgia, en-
tre ellas la secretaria de
Estado Karen Handel.
“Millones de seres
humanos son forzados a
vivir en la oscuridad, a las
margenes de la sociedad”,
sostuvo en un discurso
pronunciado en inglés. “Las
familias son divididas, los
inmigrantes son maltratados,
y casi 400 vidas se pierden
cada afio intentando llegar a
este pafs bajo condiciones
inhumanas y peligrosas”.
Frente a una audiencia de
mas de 200 personas,
Espinosa expresé que el
gobierno mexicano,
especialmente a través de sus
consulados, continuard
demandando que los
trabajadores mexicanos y
sus familias sean tratados
con dignidad,

independientemente de su
estatus migratorio.

“El mensaje a las
comunidades mexicanas en
Estados Unidos es muy
claro: No estdn solas, el
gobierno de  México
continuard velando por sus
intereses y defendiendo sus
derechos”, manifestd en el
tunico pasaje en espaiiol de
su discurso.

“Dedicaremos todos los
recursos a nuestro alcance
para reforzar las acciones y
protecciones consulares.

Toledo-Lucas County Public
Library places 2-mill
replacement levy

The Toledo-Lucas
County Public Library Board
of Trustees will ask voters to
approve a 5-year, 2-mill re-
placement levy on Novem-
ber 6, 2007. The levy will
help the library better cope
with its current financial situ-
ation. Library finances have
been impacted substantially
by a state funding freeze at
2002 levels and steadily in-
creasing costs.

The Board of Trustees
approved this action at its
special meeting on July 6,
2007.

The Library’s two exist-
ing 1-mill property tax lev-
ies (one from 1997 and the
other from 2003) expire at
the end of 2007. The Library
will combine the two exist-
ing levies into a 2-mill re-
placement levy.

“State funding has been
frozen for our public library,
so without the additional
funds generated by this levy,
our system will be dis-
mantled,” said Clyde Scoles,
Library Director.

“Our public library is a
true community resource,
and the proposed replace-
ment levy will fund existing
services at a more realistic

level. The reality is certain.
For our system to continue
as the community’s gift to
itself, we must compensate
for the losses of the past six
years, while maintaining
growth today and support for
the future. Unfortunately, the
alternative to the levy will
be drastic cuts from which
we may never recover,” said
Mr. Scoles.

This replacement levy
will provide $18.3 million
annually, costing the owner
of a $100,000 home a total
of $61.25 a year.

The levy will take effect
in January 2008 and expire
in December 2012.

With passage of the levy,
the library plans to:

* Increase the book bud-
get

« Continue staffing levels

* Maintain upkeep of fa-
cilities and buildings (i.e.
carpet, paint, utilities)

* Replace and increase
computer technology

* Maintain Sunday hours
at five locations (Main Li-

brary, Sanger,
Heatherdowns, Sylvania and
Oregon).

Sus  descubrimientos
refutan esos argumentos
claves, dice Perfecto y
confirmé que la agricultura
orgédnica es menos dafiina al
medio ambiente, sin embargo
potencialmente puede
producir mas alimentos que
los necesarios. Estas son
noticias  especialmente
buenas para los paises en
desarrollo, donde a veces es
imposible suministrar
alimentos desde afuera, por
lo que los campesinos
suministran de las propias
cosechas. Los rendimientos
en los paises en desarrollo
podrian aumentar
dramdticamente si  se
cambiara a agricultura
orgdnica, dice Perfecto.

Aunque parezca extrafio,
seria razonable, porque en
paises en  desarrollo
numerosos campesinos auin
no tienen acceso a
fertilizantes y pesticidas
caros que los agricultores
usan en paises desarrollados
para lograr rendimientos al-
tos.

Tras comparar
rendimientos en campos
orgdnicos y convencionales,
los investigadores evaluaron
la  disponibilidad  de
nitrégeno. Para hacerlo,
multiplicaron el drea actual
del campo por la cantidad
promedio de nitrégeno
disponible para la
produccién de cultivos si el
Illamado “estiércol verde” era
sembrado entre temporadas
de crecimiento. El estiércol
verde se utiliza para el cultivo
y se mezclan en la tierra para
proveer enmiendas naturales
al suelo natural, en vez de
fertilizantes sintéticos. Los
investigadores descubrieron
que sembrar estiércol verde
entre las temporadas de
crecimiento provee
suficiente nitrégeno para
desarrollar la agricultura
orgdnica sin fertilizantes
sintéticos.

Agricultura orgdnica es
importante  porque la
agricultura convencional,
que involucra plantas de alto
rendimiento, procesos
mecanizados, fertilizantes
sintéticos y pesticidas, es
dafiina para el medio
ambiente, dice Perfecto. Por
ejemplo los residuos de
fertilizantes de agricultura
convencional son los
responsables de las “zonas

muertas” en el mar, dreas de
bajo oxigeno en las que la
vida marina no puede
sobrevivir. Los defensores de

agricultura orgdnica
argumentan que la
agricultura convencional
también causa erosion,
emisiones de gases y
producen el efecto
invernadero, aumento en la
resistencia a pestes y pérdida
de biodiversidad.

Para su andlisis, los
investigadores definieron el
término orgdnico como:
Pricticas sostenibles o
ecoldgicas, que utilizan
procesos  ciclicos  de
nutrientes no sintéticos, que
excluyen o utilizan raramente
pesticidas sintéticos, que
sostienen y regeneran la
calidad del suelo.

Perfecto dice que la idea
que la poblacién del mundo
padeceria de hambre si la
agricultura se transformara
en orgdnica es “ridicula”.

“El interés de las
corporaciones en la
agricultura y la manera en
que se realiza la

investigacion sobre
agricultura ha tenido
subsidios e influencia de
companias quimicas, de
pesticidas y de fertilizantes
y todas han tenido un papel
importante en convencer al
publico que necesita tener
esas intervenciones para
producir alimentos”, dice.
