(AP): Whitefish Energy
Holdings anunci6 el lunes
lasuspensiénde sus trabajos
de restauracién de energia
en Puerto Rico debido a los
adeudos por parte del
gobierno de la isla.

La compaiiia privada,
consedeen Whitefish, Mon-
tana, dijo en un comunicado
que las facturas de las
labores efectuadas en
octubre estdn pendientes de
pago y ya le es imposible
continuar los trabajos.

empresa mas de 83 millones
de ddlares y suspenderia
labores a partir del lunes en
caso de no recibir su pago.

Whitefish senala en la
carta que la falta de pago
viola el contrato por 300
millones de ddlares que el
gobierno de Ricardo
Rossell6 cancel6 el mes an-
terior. Aunque el contrato
fue cancelado, ambas partes
acordaron que Whitefish
completara sus actuales
proyectos y permanecieraen
Puerto Rico hasta el 30 de
noviembre.

“No hay razén para que
laPREPA retenga los pagos
aWhitefish Energy”, se dijo
en la carta en referencia a la
Autoridad de Energia
Eléctrica de Puerto Rico.
“Nosotros hemos cumplido
las  condiciones del
contrato, entre ellas
completar los trabajos
dificiles a tiempo y bajo
condiciones severas”.

La compania dijo que
Techmanski no estaba
disponible de momento para
comentar al respecto.

Whitefish también sefialé
el lunes que las companias
eléctricas de Florida que
trabajanen Puerto Rico habian
decidido marcharse antes de
tiempo.

US appeals court agrees Jordanian woman

faces threat at home with “honor killings”

CINCINNATI, Nov. 24,
2017 (AP): ArecentU.S.ap-
pellate court ruling offers a
window on “honorkillings,”
anancient practiceacross the
globe that calls for defend-
ing a family’s reputation by
slaying femalerelatives who
violate traditional taboos.

Three 6th U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals judges
voted this month to block
U.S. removal of a Jordanian
woman who says a cousinin
her homeland has vowed to
kill herbecause she got preg-
nant out of wedlock. Their
unanimous ruling stated
that the case record “over-
whelmingly supports” her
belief she would be perse-
cuted if returned to Jordan,
where she would face an
honor killing or involuntary
incarceration for “protective
custody.”

The decision by the Cin-
cinnati-based courtsends the
caseof OlgaJad Kamar,who
livesinthe Detroit area,back
to the Board of Immigration
Appeals for further review.

Her attorney, George
Mann, called the ruling “a
very important step forward
not just for our client, but for
many similarly situated
women. Itisarecognitionby
our courts that these prac-
tices are against our values
and women who are sub-
jected to what amounts to
barbarian practices deserve

our protection.”

The Justice Department
didn’trespond immediately to
arequest for comment. Immi-
gration authorities had re-
jected Kamar’sappealin2016.

Kamar, born in Lebanon in
1964 but a Jordan-raised citi-
zen, lost her visiting student
statusinthe United States when
she left school, court records
show. She was married and had
three sons; she divorced and
then became pregnant in 2007
before marrying the father.

She and her sister testified
in federal immigration pro-
ceedings that a first cousin has
said it his holy mission to
cleanse the family name and
restore honor by killing her,
following local tribal tradi-
tions.

“You understand what the
punishment is for a girl like
you who brings shame upon
your family,” she quoted a let-
ter from her cousin as saying.

The Associated Press re-
ported this year in Amman,
Jordan, that Jordan’s main
criminal court dealt with nine
slayings of women in 2015
that were labeled “honor
crimes” and eight more honor
killing cases in 2016. Even
rape victims have been “pun-
ished” in honor crimes, and
some Jordanian laws have al-
lowed lenient treatment of
those who kill or assault fe-
male relatives.

Jordanian legal officials

say thatJordanian courtshave
imposed harsher sentences
for honor crimes, and that no
convicted killer has received
a sentence of less than 10
years since 2010.

Still, women’s rights ac-
tivists says the actual number
of assaults on women is be-
lieved to be higher, and that
communities prefer tohandle
such cases through tribal ar-
bitration to avoid public
shame. Informal justice typi-
cally comes at the expense of
the women, activists say.

Jordanian authorities of-
ten detain at-risk women in
“protective custody.” Kamar
contended that would be akin
to torture, subjecting her to
pain and suffering while hav-
ing her child taken from her.

United Nations officials
have estimated that as many
as 5,000 women are killed in
a year across the world, in-
cluding some in Western
countries. An Arizonajury in
2011 convicted an Iraqi im-
migrant of second-degree
murder for driving over and
killing his 20-year-old
daughter, Noor Almaleki.
Prosecutors said he wanted
her to act like a traditional
Iragi woman, but she refused
an arranged marriage, went
to college and had a boy-
friend.

in church

NEW HAVEN, Conn.,
Nov. 22, 2017 (AP): A na-
tive of Ecuador living in
Connecticut who took sanc-
tuary inside a New Haven
churchlastsummertoavoid
deportation can go home to
his family.

An attorney for Marco
Reyes Alvarezsaid Wednes-
day the Department of
Homeland Security (DHS)
has agreed not to arrest,
detain or deport Alvarez
while his appeals paper-
work is being processed. He
will remain on GPS moni-
toring.

“It means he can go
home with his family for,
we don’t know how long,”
attorney Erin O’Neil-Baker

told The Hartford Courant.
“We know that at any point
the second circuit (appeals
court) could make a decision
on his case, but while those
are pending the Department
of Homeland Security, they
won’t deport him.”

Alvarez entered the U.S.
without documentation in
1997 and has been living in
Meriden. The father of three
was supposed to board a
plane to Ecuador on Aug. 8
but instead took refuge in-
side the First and
Summerfield United Meth-
odist Church.

His supporters said a fam-
ily member was murdered in
Ecuador and he fears for his
life if he returns.

Alvarezand his wife were
overcome with emotion
when they received the news
on Wednesday. The New Ha-
ven Register reported that
Alvarez had been preparing
for a Thanksgiving meal in
the church basement.

“You know, I am very,
very happy,” Alvarez said.
“Sorry, I don’t have a word
right now. I'm sorry.”

O’Neil-Baker said she
filed a petition for review
with the court in New York
on Monday.

“We’re hoping the sec-
ond circuit will rule in our
favor and reopen his old re-
moval order so he can pur-
sue claims for asylum,”
O’Neil-Bakersaid.

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City budget may spell end of Latina Board of

Community Relations director position

Outgoing Toledo
Mayor Paula Hicks-
Hudson made a surprising
move in her 2018 budget
proposal, eliminating the
salary of the lone Latina
left in a top city govern-
ment administrative posi-
tion. Instead, the mayor pro-
poses to put the salary and
benefits of Board of Com-
munity Relations executive
director Linda Alvarado-
Arce into more program-
ming at the city agency.

The funding shift appar-
ently caught Mrs. Alvarado-
Arce by surprise this time.
But her position has been
in jeopardy before—a re-
prieve granted after a
LaPrensa article about a
year-and-a-half ago con-
vinced the mayor to keep
the long-time Board of
Community Relations di-
rector. The issue then was a
restructuring of the agency
in an effort to bring it under
the control of the mayor’s
office.

The BCR executive di-
rector successfully raised
the public profile of the ef-
fort, hoping to get some
vocal support from commu-
nity leaders—and Toledo
City Council—to stop it.
The mayor later changed
her mind and kept Mrs.
Alvarado-Arceinplace, the
last top Latino administra-
tor left in city government.
The former interim execu-
tive director of the Toledo
Youth Commission
Rosalinda Contreraz was
replaced by Mayor Hicks-
Hudson in early 2016.

A city spokesperson has
explained the budget pro-
posal as a strategic shift in
limited city funding. At
least $10,000 of the BCR
director’s salary would be
redirected to the Brown and
Black Coalition, which re-
cently signed a “Code of
Conduct” agreement with
the Toledo police depart-
ment, governing how Afri-
can-American and Latino
residents would conduct
themselves when encoun-
tering police officers.

Thatagreement, overall,
is aimed at improving po-
lice-community relations
with minority groups. The

Roman Arce and Linda Alvarado-Arce

plan would use appointed
board members fromthe BCR
and trained volunteers to
promote the agreement and
talk to groups about conduct-
ing themselvesinaccordance
with the agreement.

Now Mrs. Alvarado-Arce
may be at the mercy of anew
mayor and his administra-
tion as to whether or not she
gets to keep her job. The
decision will ultimately be
up to mayor-elect Wade
Kapszukiewicz, who likely
will change the 2018 budget
proposed by the current
mayor, who faced acity char-
ter-mandated November
deadline to send a balanced
budget proposal to city coun-
cil. Mrs. Alvarado-Arce was
first appointed by then-
mayor Mike Bell in 2011.

“The decision is out of
my hands. I simply stand
ready to serve the commu-
nity foraslongasit’s desired
by whoever’s in charge of
those decisions,” she said. “I
just want to be a community
servant and do the best job I
can, as long as I can. I would
really like to stay at the BCR
if the new administration
values my input.”

People Called Women

But Mrs. Alvarado-Arce
does have other irons in the
fire. She and her husband,
attorney Roman Arce, re-
cently purchased a “feminist
bookstore” in Sylvania,
People Called Women, 6060
Renaissance Place, along
Holland-Sylvania Road just
north of the intersection of
Sylvania Ave.

“This bookstore is the
only feminist bookstore left
inOhio and the owner wanted

toretire, leaving Ohio with-
outsuch a vital resource for
women,” she explained.
“Thereareonly eleven femi-
nist bookstores left in the
country and I just couldn’t
see that happen, with my
love of books, learning, and
social justice. This is about
a safe place to learn and
share our diversity for my
daughter, daughter-in-law,
and all of the women in the
Toledo metro area.”

The couple is hosting a
24™ anniversary celebra-
tion of the bookstore on
Saturday, Dec. 2, 2017, 6
p-m. The event will include
a potluck dinner, followed
by an auction at 7 p.m. in-
volving donated items. The
Sylvanialocation will close
Christmas Eve, but Mrs.
Alvarado-Arceis being coy
about where and when the
bookstore will reopen un-
der its new ownership and
management.

While her uncertain fu-
ture appears to be fall-out
over internal squabbling
among the leadership of the
Lucas County Democratic
Party,Mrs. Alvarado-Arce
also continues to support
the party.

Mrs. Alvarado-Arce and
other leaders of the Latino
Democratic Caucusarehost-
ing a membership drive
dinner meeting on Thurs-
day, Dec. 7,6 p.m.,at Cinco
de Mayo restaurant, 7011
Airport Hwy., Holland. The
meeting also is expected to
be astrategy session to plan
voter registration drives
and other political efforts
with the congressional mid-
term elections pending in
2018.

68,000 students participate in Ohio college

credit program
COLUMBUS, Nov. 23,
2017 (AP): The state says
more than 68,000 students
participated during the sec-
ond full year of a statewide
program that allows Ohio
middle- and high-schoolers
to earn free college credit.
The Ohio Department
of Higher Education says
that figure for the 2016-
17 school year represents

a slight increase in Col-
lege Credit Plus participa-
tion over last year’s 54,000
students.

The program is open to
college-ready students at pub-
lic, private and in-home
schools, grades 7 through 12.

The department says 44
percent of participating stu-
dents were high school se-
niors. Twenty-eight percent

were juniors. More than
90 percent of participants
got the passing grade nec-
essary to earn college
credit.

The department esti-
mates families saved $124
million in future college
tuition through the pro-
gram. Students’ home dis-
tricts pick up the tab for
most of that cost.

Ohio’s “high-crash’ roads with 70 mph limits

targeted

COLUMBUES, Ohio, Nov.
23,2017 (AP): The state will
target high-crash Ohio roads
that have 70 mph limits fol-
lowing a report that found a
sharp increase in accidents
after Ohioraised the limitfrom
65 mph.

The analysis of those ef-
forts couldlead toatemporary
reduction of the limit back to
65 mph in selected areas, ac-
cording to the State Highway
Patrol and the Department of
Transportation.

A patrolreportreleasedlast
week found a 24 percent in-
crease in crashes on 70 mph
roads, including 22 percent
more fatal and injury crashes
following the change to the
higher speed limit in 2013.

The state willuse overtime
to increase the number of
troopers working in three
high-crash areas and will
launch a $100,000 ad cam-
paign urging drivers to slow
down.

“Stop Speeding Before It
Stops You” and “Obey The
Sign Or Pay The Fine” are
among the messages the cam-
paign will promote, accord-
ing to the state public safety
and transportation depart-

ments.

Troopers will focus on
stretches of 1-70 in Licking
County east of Columbus, I-
71 in Ashland County in
northern Ohio and U.S. 33 in
Union County northwest of
Columbus.

Officers will watch for ag-
gressive driving, including
following too closely and
improper passing; speeding;
safety belt violations; dis-
tracted driving; and driving
while impaired.

“Roadway safety isashared
responsibility,” said patrol
spokesman Lt. Robert Sellers.

Ifthoseefforts don’treduce
accidents, the patrol may seek
permission from Gov. John
Kasich foratemporary reduc-
tion to 65 mph in those areas.

At some point, the patrol
may also testareduction to 65
mph in a fourth area.

The Ohio Insurance Insti-
tute, which opposed the in-
crease to 70 mph, welcomed
the patrol’s proposals.

“Thereis anobvious corre-
lation between therise of Ohio
crashes and the 70 mph speed
limit increase,” said institute
president Dean Fadel.

Last year in Wisconsin, a

report found that fatalities,
injuries and accidents were
up since the state raised the
speed limit to 70 mph on
most interstate highways in
2015.

“When speed limits go
up, crashes and deaths on
those roads increase, and
when speed limits are re-
duced, crashes and deaths
decrease,” said Russ Rader,
spokesman for the Insurance
Institute for Highway Safety.

Ohio insurance agent
Tony Schroeder questions
the impact of the 5 mph in-
crease on crashes, and says
he considers distractions
from electronic devices “‘a
far more significant threat.”
Hesayshedrives 5-7mphon
either side of posted limits,
but usually above.

Schroeder, 52, who lives
inrural Putnam County, says
how fast you go depends on
where you live.

“The vast land area of
Ohio s very rural _you may
encounter a handful of ve-
hicles when you’re making a
half-hour drive,” he said. “T
think the higher limit makes
a lot of sense, and in almost
every circumstance.”

State Treasury Department outlines state of
Michigan scholarships

LANSING,Nov.22,2017:
As Michigan’s Scholarship
Month comes to a close, the
Michigan Department of
Treasury reminds students
and their families about vari-
ous scholarships provided by
the state of Michigan.

“The state administers an
assortment of scholarships as
provided under state law,”
said Anne Wohlfert, director
of Treasury’s Student Finan-
cial Services Bureau. “MIStu-
dent Aid works closely with
our state’s school districts to
inform and educate students
and their families about the
scholarships available to help
pay for college.”

Most state of Michigan
scholarships are restricted to
tuition and mandatory fees,
and awards are paid directly
to the institution on the
student’s behalf. Programs
include:

e Children of Veterans
Tuition Grant (CVTG) - The
CVTG provides undergradu-
ate tuition assistance to the
children of Michigan veter-
ans who are totally and per-

manently disabled, missingin
action or who have died while
serving. Students may receive
scholarship assistance for up
to four academic years for a
total of up to $11,200.

 Fostering Futures Schol-
arship (FFS) — The FES pro-
vides scholarships to young
adults who have experienced
foster care in Michigan.
Awards are paiddirectly tothe
students’ institution to assist
with unmet needs in tuition,
fees, room, board, books or
supplies.

* Michigan Competitive
Scholarship (MCS) — The
MCS program is available to
undergraduate students pur-
suing their first degrees at an
approved Michigan
postsecondary institution.
Students must demonstrate
both financial need and merit
based on a qualifying SAT
score.

* Michigan Tuition Grant
(MTG) — The MTG is avail-
abletoundergraduate students
and is based on financial need
for use at independent, non-
profit degree-granting col-

leges and universities in
Michigan.

* Police Officer’s and
Firefighter’s Survivor Tu-
ition Grant(STG)-The STG
provides for a waiver of tu-
ition at state public institu-
tions of higher education for
children and surviving
spouses of Michigan police
officers and firefighters
killed in the line of duty.

e Tuition Incentive Pro-
gram(TIP)-TheTIPencour-
ageseligible studentstocom-
plete high school by provid-
ing tuition assistance for the
firsttwo years of college and
beyond. Students must meet
a Medicaid eligibility his-
tory requirement and apply
prior to high school gradua-
tion.

been ousted from the job.

Cleveland Police
Patrolmen’s Association
President Steve Loomis lost
Tuesday by 38 votes to
former union president Jeff
Follmer. About 60 percent
of the union’s 1,243 mem-
bers voted.

The head of the Black
Shield Association, which
represents about 200 black
Cleveland officers, tells
Cleveland.com that some
of its members questioned
Loomis’ provocative state-
ments and his decision to
endorse Trump.

Black Shield President
Lynn Hampton said black
officers were dismayed to
see Loomis taking stances
that created negative press
coverage.

Loomis said in a state-
ment that he’ll continue to
devote his career to “‘cham-
pioning our profession.”

East Cleveland agrees to report immigrant

arrests to feds

EAST CLEVELAND,
Nov. 24, 2017 (AP): Offi-
cials in a cash-poor north-
east Ohio city say they’ve
agreed to report the arrests
of immigrants who are in
the country illegally after
accepting federal grant
money.

Cleveland.com reports
the Justice Department
awarded East Cleveland
more than $425,000 this

week. The Justice Department
says they gave special consid-
eration to applicants that
agreed to report immigrants in
custody without proper docu-
mentation, and to allow immi-
gration agents into jails.

East Cleveland officials
say they plan to use the grant
money to hire two police
officers.

Mayor Brandon King, a
Democrat, says the city is

willing to cooperate with
federal authorities if it puts
more officers on the street.

U.S. Attorney General
Jeff Sessions says 80 per-
cent of law enforcement
agencies receiving the
grant have agreed to work
with federal immigration
agents.

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iCivics: computer game thanks to SCt justices

WASHINGTON, DC,
Nov. 24,2017 (AP): The Su-
preme Court’s first female
justice, Sandra  Day
O’Connor, has helped teach
millions of students civics
throughcomputer games cre-
ated by an organization she
founded. Now, with a push
fromthe Supreme Court’sfirst
Hispanic justice, Sonia
Sotomayor, the group has
translated one of its games
into Spanish.

The group iCivics, which
O’Connor founded in 2009
after her retirement from the
Supreme Court, now has 19
computer games that were
played by 5 million students
last year. Sotomayor, who
grew up speaking Spanish at
home, joined the
organization’sboardin2015.
One of her firstinitiatives has
been to try to make iCivics
games moreaccessibletostu-
dents learning English and
others struggling with read-
ing, she has said.

O’Connorand Sotomayor
never served together on the
high court, but they have
found a common calling in
advocating for civics educa-
tion in schools.

“For me, civic education
is the key to inspiring kids to
want to become and stay in-
volved in making a differ-
ence,” Sotomayor said at an
event in September at
‘Washington’s Newseun.

Games created by
iCivics teach students con-
cepts from how the nation’s
courtsystem works and how
laws are made to how presi-
dential campaigns work and
whatit’sliketobe onajury.
Sotomayor has predicted

iCivics “will
change Amerlm l
and  may
O’Connor’s
legacy.”

The game iCivics has up-
dated in Spanish and is called
“Do I Have a Right?” In it,
players run a law firm. They
listen to potential clients’ sto-
ries, decideiftheirconstitutional
rights have been violated and, if
so, match the clients with law-
yers who can help. The game
was first released in 2011 and
iCivics says it has been played
nearly 9 million times.

The Spanish language up-
date is aimed at the almost 10
percent of public school stu-
dents, about 4.6 million stu-
dents, who are classified as
English-language learners.
The majority of them come
from homes where Spanishis
spoken.

OnarecentThursday morn-
ing, students in Phoebe
Sherman’s 11thgrade U.S. his-
tory class at Theodore
Roosevelt High School in
‘Washington were some of the
first to play the updated game.
The students, almostall of them
immigrants from Central
America who are in a class of
English-language learners,
spenttime answering the ques-
tion “What is a right?” and
coming up with examples be-
fore playing the game in pairs.

Some pairs chose to play in
Englishwhileotherschose Span-
ish. Some groups switched back
and forth while playing. Aside
fromthe Spanish translation, the
game’s new version also in-
cludesotherupdates forstudents
struggling with English: a glos-
sary thatexplains legal and other
terms and an optional voiceover

in the English game.

Zayra Granados, 17, who
moved to the United States
from El Salvador four years
ago, was playing the game in
Spanish. She read a question
about whether a newspaper
could be required by law to
publish only happy news or if
ithad aright to publish a story
about homelessness. The
newspaper could publish the
story abouthomelessness, she
concluded.

“Peoplehavetoknow what
is happening in their coun-
try,” she said.

By the end of the period,
she and her partner had just
eked out a winning record,
with their law firm winning
eight cases and losing seven.
She washappy aboutthe wins.

“I'want to learn about laws
and stuff so I can know my
rights,” she said.

iCivics’ executive direc-
tor, Louise Dube, says her or-
ganization hopes to make all
of its games available with
modifications for English-lan-
guage learners, though they
don’t yet have a timetable.
Making changes to the cur-
rent game cost $400,000 and
they’ll have to raise money to
make more games available,
she said.

O’Connor, whois now 87,
said in a statement that her
goal is to reach every student
in the U.S. through iCivics.

“To do that, we need to be
able to address the needs of all
learners, including those who
struggle with reading,” she
said. “Tam delighted with the
new game.”
