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The Battle for the Latino Vote—How
Republican stances on immigration have hurt
the GOP with Latino voters

Commentary by John Zogby

The 2006 elections are
barely over and the race
for the 2008 presidency
has begun in earnest. With
the Towa caucuses and the
New Hampshire primary
are only fourteen months
away, candidates are es-
tablishing their explor-
atory committees and try-
ing out their various dance
steps on the Sunday talk
shows.

2008 may be the most
significant election of our
generation for many rea-
sons. Will the parties fi-
nally realign strictly by
ideology as they did in
2004? Will the candidates
hug the center and try to
win by offering big tent
solutions, instead of
merely appealing to their
own core constituencies?
Will Democrats continue
to make inroads among
conservative-leaning
groups like white men and
married voters as they did
in 2006? Will Christian
evangelicals take a break
from politics following an
extended period of disap-
pointment and disillusion-
ment?

And what about the
Latino vote? Will Demo-
crats regain their tradi-
tional footing among the
nation’s largest minority
(as they did in 2006) or
will Republicans rebound

from their 2006 beating
among Latinos (only 30%,
according to exit polls) and
get back to the significant
inroads they had made
among this group which in-
cludes so many social con-
servatives?

This is no small question.
Just to put things in context,
consider these figures:
Latinos were 5% of 95 mil-
lion voters in 1996, 6% of
105 million voters in 2000,
and 8.5% of 122 million vot-
ers in 2004. With a highly
competitive election in 2008
and a heavy voter registra-
tion drive, we could be look-
ing at an electorate that in-
cludes a Latino component
amounting to 10% of 130
million voters in 2008.

Republicans took a drub-
bing among Latinos this
year. From George Bush’s
40% share in 2004, the Re-
publicans managed only to
garner only 30% this year.
Just think what that means
in the context of huge
growth in the numbers Latino
voters. For 2008 that could
mean a decline of 1.3 mil-
lion Latino Republican votes
in elections that have been
won and lost by mere hun-
dreds and thousands of
votes. The impact could be
particularly significant in
such key competitive states
like Arizona, New México,
Florida, and Colorado, all of

which
include
large
Latino
popula-
tions.

One key factor in Latino
disillusionment for Re-
publicans has been the
party’s right wing push-
ing for a tough position on
undocumented immigra-
tion. In the Zogby Interna-
tional post-election poll of
903 Latino adults, only
29% polled said they feel
that the Republicans are
better equipped to handle
immigration. Twice as
many favored the Demo-
crats. More ominously for
the GOP, only 30% said
the Republicans represent
the values they hold dear-
est.

There are some hope-
ful signs for Republicans,
however. Almost one in
four of our sample (23%)
included those who iden-
tified as “born-again” or
“evangelical”  Chris-
tians—a growing phe-
nomenon among Latino
Americans. These repre-
sented only 19% of the
Latino vote in 2004. When
we closely examine this
burgeoning group, we find
that they are most favor-
ably disposed toward the
Republican Party in many

1 in 32 U.S. adults behind bars, on probation,
or on parole in 2005

‘WASHINGTON, Nov. 29,
2006 (AP): A record 7 mil-
lion people—or one in every
32 U.S.-American adults—
were behind bars, on proba-
tion, or on parole by the end
of last year, according to the
Justice Department (DOJ).

Of those, 2.2 million were
in prison or jail, an increase
of 2.7 percent over the previ-
ous year, according to a re-
port released Wednesday.

More than 4.1 million
people were on probation
and 784,208 were on parole
at the end of 2005. Prison
releases are increasing, but
admissions are increasing
more.

Men still far outnumber
women in prisons and jails,
but the female population is
growing faster. Over the past
year, the female population
in state or federal prison in-
creased 2.6 percent while the
number of male inmates rose
1.9 percent. By year’s end, 7

percent of all inmates were
women. The gender figures
do not include inmates in lo-
cal jails.

“Today’s figures fail to
capture incarceration’s im-
pact on the thousands of
children left behind by moth-
ers in prison,” Marc Mauer,
the executive director of the
Sentencing Project, a Wash-
ington-based group sup-
porting criminal justice re-
form, said in a statement.
“Misguided policies that
create harsher sentences for
nonviolent drug offenses are
disproportionately respon-
sible for the increasing rates
of women in prisons and
jails.””

From 1995 to 2003, in-
mates in federal prison for
drug offenses have ac-
counted for 49 percent of
total prison population
growth. See www.bop.gov.

The numbers are from the
annual report from the DOJ’s
Bureau of Justice Statistics.
The report breaks down in-
mate populations for state

and federal prisons and local
jails.

Racial disparities among
prisoners persist. In the 25-
29 age group, 8.1 percent of
black men—about one in
13—are incarcerated, com-
pared with 2.6 percent of
Latino men and 1.1 percent
of white men. And it’s not
much different among
women. By the end of 2005,
black women were more than
twice as likely as Latinos and
over three times as likely as
white women to be in prison.

Certain states saw more
significant changes in prison
population. In South Dakota,
the number of inmates in-
creased 11 percent over the
past year, more than any other
state. Montana and Kentucky
were next in line with in-
creases of 10.4 percent and
7.9 percent, respectively.
Georgia had the biggest de-
crease, losing 4.6 percent, fol-
lowed by Maryland with a
2.4 percent decrease and
Louisiana with a 2.3 percent
drop.

DETROIT: You could call
Bishop Daniel E. Flores of
the Archdiocese of Detroit
the Tejano Bishop. If you
did, the odds are that he’d
smile. After all, this is a
Bishop whose family roots
run so deep in Tejano cul-
ture, that he has put the Rio
Grande River on his official
Coat of Arms.

At the age of 45,
Michigan’s first Latino
Bishop is also the youngest
Bishop in the United States.
Born in Palacio, Texas, the
affable Flores was rector of
the cathedral in Corpus
Christi, Texas where he
served the diocese in vari-
ous responsibilities and
taught at a seminary in Hous-
ton. Ordained in 1988, Flores
was named a monsignor in
1995.

At Flores’ Nov. 29, 2006
ordination as an auxiliary
bishop, Cardinal Adam
Maida recognized the occa-
sion as “historic” and called
it a “great and historic mo-
ment” for “the ever-grow-
ing Latino population in
Michigan.”

Latinos comprise about
10 percent of the nearly 1.3
million Catholics in the
Archdiocese of Detroit. Dur-
ing the bilingual ceremony,
Cardinal Maida acknowl-
edged local Latino ministry
efforts, and said, “Now, to-
day, we will have a bishop
who knows their culture first-
hand and will truly be able to
speak out of the same expe-
rience.”

That point was under-
scored by Flores who earlier
that morning told the media,
“Everyone brings to the
church who they are and
where they come from.”

Even the press conference
was bilingual, another first
for the archdiocese.

The signage in Detroit’s
Blessed Sacrament Cathe-
dral was hand-lettered in
both English and Spanish.
Many of Flores’ brother
priests from Texas came to

Detroit for the ceremonies.

At the press conference,
La Prensa asked Flores
about the approaching Dec.
12, 2006 celebration of Qur
Lady of Guadalupe. When
we asked how important it is
for Mexicans, Flores gave
us this thoughtful response.

“Our Lady of Guadalupe
is very important for Mexi-
cans, persons of Mexican
descent and also for persons
of descent from all over
South America and Central
America. Devotion to Our
Lady under the title of Our
Lady of Guadalupe is deeply
rooted in Mexican culture
and in Hispanic culture in
the New World.

“I look forward to those
celebrations. I always look
forward to them every year.
It is a way of expressing a
certain devotion to the
Mother of God, but also a
certain deep-rooted faith in
the mystery of Incarnation,
because God became flesh
in the womb of the Virgin.”

He followed up his re-
sponse by stating he would
be celebrating the holiday at
Holy Redeemer Church early
that morning and with an
evening Mass. He added that
on Dec. 10, the Sunday be-
fore the holiday, he would
perform a Mass for the holi-
day at Blessed Sacrament

Cathedral.

La Prensa also asked
Flores about his stance on
the issue of immigration and
undocumented workers.
Again, his reply reflected his
great concern.

“The Church has a pro-
found sort of tradition of
understanding human rights
and human dignity...it has
consistently been said by the
Church when it comes to a
question of a person who is
in need... the first and most
important issue is the need
of the person...The first ques-
tion is what do you need and
how can we help you? In the
works of charity of the
church, the question of where
apeople are from and what is
the status of their documents
is not as important as what
they need in charity.”

Following the press con-
ference, La Prensa told

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Flores about the work of
Baldemar Veldsquez, the vi-
sionary and founder of the
Farm Labor Organizing
Committee (FLOC) and of
Father Richard Notter of SS.

Flores said he was looking
forward to  meeting
Veldsquez and Father Notter.

For the most part, Flores
intends to spend much of his
time in Southwest Detroit
where the majority of
Detroit’s Latinos live. He
acknowledged he has to fa-
miliarize himself with the
people and the area. He was
aware that Holy Redeemer
has the largest concentration
of Latinos in the diocese. He
said he plans to visit all of
the parishes. “A bishop is a
sign of the unity of the
church,” said Flores, who
intends to be both highly vis-
ible and accessible.

“l want to join together
the whole community,” said
Flores, adding: “I want to
build partnerships with other
religions.”

Flores stressed his inter-
est in focusing upon what
the Church terms vocations,
recruiting more young
people to join the Church as
priests. La Prensa asked him
if there were major differ-
ences between how the
Church in the United States
and the Church in México
saw this important issue.

Flores acknowledged the
differences and pointed out

what he called “a fervor” by
young Mexicans to enter the
priesthood. He said this was
particularly evident in areas
such as Guadalajara where
many priests, nuns, and
Catholic lay persons were
martyred during an outbreak
of anti-clerical hysteria in
the decade following the
1917 Mexican Revolution,
which continued until the
bloody Cristero War of
1926-1929.

Flores smiled when La
Prensa asked if he listened
to Tejano music and if so,
who his favorite artists were.
Once again, his reply showed
great depth and knowledge
and reflects his belief in the
importance of the arts.

Flores recalled that
“When I was growing up, we
had a nice stereo and many
records. My father and
mother listened to Eydie
Gorme and the Trio Los
Panchos. 1 like Tejano mu-
sic very much. I listen to it on
the radio. My favorite
Tejano/Mexican artist is
Pepe Aguilar. 1 also liked the
songs of Laura Canales who
died last year. I also like the
music of all of South
America.”

Flores said he is grateful
that while he was growing
up, his grandparents were
alive and he was able to hear
of their history. When he
explained the images on his

Coat of Arms, Flores pointed
out that on the north side of
the symbolic river on his
Coat of Arms is the Diocese
of Corpus Christi, which
once had jurisdiction from
the Gulf of México to the
Mexican border.

But it was when he spoke
of the Rio Grande River that
Flores paid tribute to his fa-
milia and his roots. He said
his family, whose origins are
in northern Mexico, first
settled there in the early
1800s. He said the lands were
rough but his family still
continues to stay there.

Also on the Coat of
Arms is a rose represent-
ing the story of Our Lady
of Guadalupe, which
recognizes her role as the
bearer of Catholicism to

the “New World.”

The War on Human Rights

CLEVELAND: Larry
Cox, executive director of
Amnesty International USA,
will speak about what can be
done to put the United States
back on the road toward hu-
man rights at noon on Fri-
day, December 8, 2006, at
The City Club of Cleveland,
just two days prior to Human
Rights Day.

This December 10" marks
the 58th anniversary of the
UN’s adoption of the Uni-
versal Declaration of Human
Rights, the foundation of the
global movement for human
rights and a contributor to
the protection and liberation
of millions of people around
the world. Yet instead of
merely celebrating this docu-
ment, many feel it is now
necessary to defend it be-
cause its core idea—every
human being without excep-
tion must be treated with dig-
nity and respect by all gov-
ernments—has come under
attack, not just from govern-
ments and groups which
have long expressed con-
tempt for human rights but
also from a government
which has been its champion,
the United States.

Many claim that the war
on terror has increasingly
become a war on human

Larry Cox will
speak about how we got to
this point and what we need
to do to get back on track as
a nation that supports human
rights.

Larry Cox joined Am-
nesty International USA in
January 2006 after serving
11 years as senior program
officer for the Ford
Foundation’s Human Rights
unit.

ways. Two in three of this
group give the party better
marks than the Democrats
in handling immigration
and 56% say that the Re-
publicans  “understand
them best”. This group is
conservative across the
board, and if they continue
to grow, they will provide
the party with the ready base
it will need to stay competi-
tive in national elections.
But the Republicans
have a problem with
Latinos. Just as in the
1990s, the party was viewed

as the mean party that hated
all immigrants; today the
Republicans struggle to find
a middle ground among the
anti-immigration conserva-
tives and the growing Latino
voter base.

There is no doubt that
immigration hurt the party
overall this year.

If the party is smart, it
will compromise on immi-
gration and work with the
Democrats on an immigra-
tion reform that grants am-
nesty to guestworkers, of-
fers a path to citizenship,
and at least tries to reduce

the flow of new undocu-
mented immigrants enter-
ing the country.

And the fence will have to
go. Back in the 1990s, I did a
series of polls and focus
groups among Latinos to
determine their potential for
supporting Democratic and
Republican candidates. I
found a considerable amount
of agreement with the Re-
publican Party on social is-
sues like abortion, gay mar-
riage, and guns—but also a
strong reluctance to vote for
a party that promoted the
anti-immigration Proposi-

tion 187 in California. But
then the ice was broken, and
(primarily local reasons),
Latinos supported Republi-
cans like Michael
Bloomberg in 2001, George
Pataki in 2002, and Arnold
Schwarzenegger in 2003.
This set the table for Presi-
dent Bush’s five-point gain
among Latinos in 2004.
Will the Republicans undo
this? Will Democrats find a
way to solidify the support
they gained in 2006? These
are not just good questions.
They may be the most impor-
tant questions in U.S.-Ameri-

can politics as we head to-
ward 2008.

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Cleveland’s Latino community outlines needs to
help CMSD become a premier school district

Cleveland: Imagine the
ideal school. Your child
loves it so much he can’t
wait for his first morning
class. The school fosters a
multilingual atmosphere
and the teachers even ex-
plain things to him in Span-
ish if he doesn’t understand.

There are no fights, guns,
drugs, or racism and you
never have to worry about
your child’s safety. After-
school programs offer mul-
tiple enrichment options that
cater to your child’s inter-
ests and the dropout rate is
Zero.

This was the vision of a
premier school Cleveland’s
Latino community provided
the Cleveland Municipal
School District (CMSD) on
Nov. 30, 2006. The district
is aiming to become a pre-
mier school district in the
United States and wants to
help prepare U.S.-American
students to compete in a glo-
bal market and secure good
jobs.

CMSD met with
Cleveland’s Latino commu-
nity to share their goals, lis-
ten to concerns, and collect
feedback to improve their
strategic plan that will be
implemented over five
years.

“The C.E.O. has laid out
an outline for the roadmap;
we have to put in the de-
tails,” said Mickey Brown,
co-chair of CMSD’s Strate-
gic Planning Effort.

“Children are our num-
ber one customer,” contin-
uved Dr. Eugene Sanders,
C.E.O. of CMSD who as-
sumed his position five
months ago, after he de-
parted from the Toledo Pub-
lic Schools system.

Sanders said success is
not determined by socio-
economic, cultural factors
and location of school, but
the quality of education pro-
vided. He said a premier
school needs to be more ag-
gressive and ensure the stu-
dents’ success in a global
competition.

The CMSD has held mul-

tiple community sessions
throughout the district and
this one was held to invite
input from the Latino com-
munity. The goal of these
forums is to receive feed-
back and engage parents in
establishing the standards
for “the strategic plan.”

Sanders said his admin-
istration values open and
honest communication,
wants to address their con-
cerns before things go
wrong. “Our emphasis is on
the best interest of students.”

Safety in the schools is
the Latino community’s
number one concern, says
Flor Gomez, CMSD board
member. Blanca Alvar at-
tended the event with her
three children, Jasmine, 5,
Sarah 13, and Johnny, 16.
She said her daughter Sarah
was harassed and “beat up”
in school and there was noth-
ing done to prevent this. “I
came here to make myself
heard,” she said. Alvar said
these incidents are unac-
ceptable and she would like
something done to prevent
such future outbursts.

Dr. Sanders said all prob-
lems need to be addressed
head on and resolved in
meaningful ways and that is
why his administration has
taken a “zero tolerance” ap-
proach to bullying. “One of
our immediate concerns is
to make sure students are

safe walking to and from
school.”

CMSD has recognized six
strategic criteria essential in
building a premier school,
including: academics, stu-
dent needs, security, build-
ing & facilities, and cus-
tomer services.

Audience members
joined the focus group of
their choice and passion-
ately discussed what quali-
ties a premier school should
possess. After 30 minutes of
lively discussion, each group
shared strategies or goals
which they felt were the most
imperative.

There was significant
overlap in the needs and de-
mands.

Improved security, multi-
lingual staff and education
programs, need for full time
bilingual support staff like
psychologists, counselors
and teachers’ aids, topped
the charts. Dr. Sanders en-
sured the audience every-
thing they talked about has
been heard and will be in-
corporated in the plan.

He cautioned that change
will not happen over night
and requires continuous
vigilance. “A lot of what you
are asking requires money
and time, but this adminis-
tration is committed to these
changes,” he said.

Gomez said if the district
offers a good product, the
community will be more

willing to support school lev-
ies and pay higher taxes. She
said the Latino community
needs to be active in these
discussions.
* José C. Feliciano, Esq.
Attorney José C.
Feliciano is chairman of the
Hispanic Round Table; he
said the event was energiz-
ing and inspiring. Feliciano
added that the community
was able to voice critical is-
sues and let the school sys-
tem know that they mustreach
out and involve the Latino
community at all levels, from
top leadership positions to
teachers and support staff.
“We have access here

[within CMSD] that we have
not seen before. Now we
need to translate this into
action,” Feliciano said. He
noted that Dr. Sanders has
committed himself to im-
proving the school system,
“And we will hold him to
it.”

The Round Table focuses
on education, economics,
and development. It helps
form parents groups and
provides them with the skills
to effectively advocate for
the community’s concerns.
Feliciano said one impor-
tant issued that was not ad-
dressed is the drop-out rate.
“There is a need to develop

a task force or program and
commit key resources to
address this problem.”

“This will not be the first
or last time you hear from
us,” concluded Dr. Sanders.

Guia de Salud de la Universidad de Michigan: Como manejar
su Diabetes durante las fiestas de fin de afio

ANN ARBOR: Nicoleta
Schock recibid el
diagnéstico de Diabetes 1
cuando era una nifa. En los
26 afios que ha manejado la
enfermedad, las fiestas de
fin de afio han sido siempre
el gran desafio para
mantener niveles sanos de
aziicar en la sangre.

Para Schock, y mas de 18
millones de
estadounidenses que
padecen de diabetes, la
comida de las fiestas de fin
de afio, las celebraciones, el
alcohol y el estrés crean
serios problemas.

”Todos estamos
expuestos a mucha mds
comida, mas dulces, mucho
mds alcohol y mucho mds
estrés que durante nuestras
vidas diarias”, dice Cecilia
Sauter, Directora del
Programa de Educacién de
Diabetes del Sistema de
Salud de la Universidad de
Michigan, U-M. “Para las
personas que padecen de
diabetes, puede ser muy
dificil porque deben de
controlar numerosos
factores, desde los tamafios
de las porciones, cuando y
cudnto beben y ademds
prestar atencién al estrés y
la manera en que les afecta
los niveles de azicar”.

Diabetes es un desorden
que produce altos niveles
de glucosa o azicar en la
sangre que ocurre cuando el
organismo produce poco o
casi nada de insulinae la
sustancia quimica necesaria
para integrar las azdcares
en la sangre. Los que
padecen de Diabetes del
Tipo 1 producen muy poca
o ninguna insulina y
necesitan insulina diaria,
planificacion de las comidas
y ejercicios para mantenerse
sanos. Los que padecen de
Diabetes del Tipo 2 tienen
resistencia a la insulina y
manejan las aziicares en la
sangre con planificacién de

comidas, ejercicios y
medicamentos.
La mayor parte de las per-

sonas que padecen Diabe-
tes del Tipo 1 ya saben como
manejar el azdcar en la
sangre en sus rutinas diarias,
pero las fiestas de fin de afio,
presentan desafios unicos,
especialmente para los que
padecen de Diabetes del
Tipo 2.

Siete estrategias de
Supervivencia durante las
Fiestas de Fin de Aiio:

. Planifique con
anticipacién: Si ha sido
invitado a una fiesta y no ha
preparado la comida, llame
antes para saber lo que
servirdn. Si tiene Diabetes
del Tipo 2, Sauter dice que
seguir un plan de comidas
es muy importante, sea
temporada de fiesta de fin
de ailo o no.

» Contintde contando los
carbohidratos: “Los

carbohidratos es lo que
realmente le afecta el azicar
en la sangre”, dice. “A la
hora de comer, mire bien y
pregintese “;Qué comidas
contienen carbohidratos?”.
{Qué es lo que realmente
quiero comer? Sea
cuidadoso con las porciones
y asegurese de que la comida
sea balanceada.

* El que la comida no
tenga azticar no quiere decir

que no contiene
carbohidratos:
“Frecuentemente nos

tentamos con productos sin
azicar, pero no siempre
quiere decir que no
contengan carbohidratos. Es
extremadamente importante
comprar alimentos sin
refinar, controle lo que come
y el nivel total de
carbohidratos”, dice Sauter.
 Controle los niveles de
azicar en la sangre antes de
beber alcohol: El alcohol
puede causar una baja de
azidcar en la sangre. Sauter
también recomienda comer
alimentos que contengan
carbohidratos, si espera
beber alcohol. “No solo
coma entremeses si espera
beber, es mejor beber
después de una comida
completa”, dice Sauter.

* Aseglrese de que
alguien sepa de que usted
padece de diabetes: “Los
sintomas de sufrir un nivel
bajo de aziicar en la sangre y
estar embriagado son
bastante similares. Es muy
importante de que si alguien
sabe que usted tiene diabe-
tes y si empieza a mostrar
sintomas, que lo lleven a un
lado y le evalten los niveles
de aziicar en la sangre”, dice
Sauter.

* Camine después de las
comidas: Sauter aconseja a
sus pacientes realizar una
larga caminata después de
las comidas. Es cuando la
mayor parte del azdcar estd
en la corriente sanguinea, y
el ejercicio tendrd el mayor
impacto para bajar los
niveles de aziicar.

e Plan para aliviar el
estrés: El estrés puede ser
un desafio para las personas
que padecen diabetes
porque puede aumentar el
azicar en la sangre.
“Mientras que caminar
ayuda a disminuir el estrés,
a menudo aconsejo a los

pacientes practicar
estrategias de
administraciéon de estrés”,
dice Sauter. También

sugiere escuchar miusica
relajada y para aliviar el
estrés estar organizada du-
rante la temporada de las
fiestas de fin de afio.

e U-M expert offers
tips for people with dia-
betes to manage holi-
days with ease

ANN ARBOR: Nicoleta
Schock was diagnosed with

Type 1 diabetes as a child.
In the 26 years she has been
managing her diabetes, the
holidays have always pre-
sented her with the greatest
challenge in maintaining
healthy blood sugar levels.

For Schock, and the more
than 18 million Americans
estimated to have diabetes,
holiday food, parties, alco-
hol and stress can create se-
rious problems.

“We are all exposed to a
lot more food, a lot more
sweets, a lot more alcohol
and a lot more stress,” says
Cecilia Sauter, MS, RD,
CDE, and director of the Uni-
versity of Michigan Health
System Diabetes Education
Program. “For people with
diabetes, that can be very
difficult because they really
need to watch portion size,
when they’re drinking and
how much, and pay atten-
tion to how stress affects
their blood sugar levels.”

Diabetes is a disorder that
leads to high glucose or
sugar levels in the blood
when the body produces
little or no insuline the
chemical the body uses to
break down sugars in the
blood. Those with Type 1
diabetes produce little or no
insulin and require daily in-
sulin, meal planning and
exercise to stay healthy.
Those with Type 2 diabetes
are insulin-resistant, and
manage their blood sugars
by meal planning, exercise
and medication.

Most people with Type 1
diabetes already know how
to manage their blood sugar
from day-to-day, but the
holidays present unique
challenges, especially for
those with Type 2 diabetes.
Sauter offers these tips to
people with diabetes to help
them enjoy a healthy holi-
day season.

Sauter’s seven strate-
gies for surviving the holi-
days with diabetes:

¢ Plan ahead: If you've
been invited to a party and
you won’t be preparing the
food, call ahead to find out
what they plan to serve,
Sauter suggests. If you’ve
got Type 2 diabetes, Sauter
says that following a meal
plan is important whether
it’s the holidays or not.

e Keep counting the
carbs: “Carbohydrates are
what really affect your blood
sugar,” Sauter says. “When
it’s time to eat, look at the
overall meal and ask your
self, “Which foods contain
carbohydrates? What do I
really want to eat?” Be care-
ful with your portions and
make sure the meal is bal-
anced.”

* Sugar-free isn’t always
carb-free: “We often get
tempted by sugar-free prod-
ucts, but that doesn’t always
mean they don’t contain car-

bohydrates. It’s extremely
important to buy the real
thing, watch what you are
eating, look at the
total carbohydrate levels
and enjoy it,” Sauter says.

* Check blood sugar be-
fore cocktails: Alcohol can
cause low blood sugar.
Sauter suggests checking
your blood sugar level be-
fore you drink. She also rec-
ommends eating foods con-
taining carbohydrates, if
you plan to drink. “Don’t
just eat appetizers if you
plan to drink. It’s best to
drink alcohol after eating a
full meal,” Sauter says.

¢ Make sure someone
knows you’ve got diabetes:
“The symptoms of low
blood sugar and being
drunk are pretty much the
same. It’s really important
that if someone knows you
have diabetes and you be-
gin to exhibit these symp-
toms, that they take you
aside and have you check
your blood sugar level,”
Sauter says.

* Walk after your meal:
Sauter often encourages her
patients to go for a nice long
walk about an hour after a
meal. That’s when most of
the sugar is in their blood
stream, and exercise will
have the greatest impact on
lowering blood sugar.

¢ Plan for relieving the
stress: Stress can be chal-
lenging for people with dia-
betes because it can increase
blood sugar. “While walk-
ing helps to relieve stress, I
often suggest that people
think about stress manage-
ment strategies that have
worked for them in the past
and use them,” Sauter says.
She also suggests listening
to relaxing music and being
organized during the holi-
day season to alleviate
stress.

New Ohio governor to be
confronted with executions

COLUMBUS (AP):
Gov.-elect Ted Strickland
will face the issue of capital
punishment early in his term
after the Ohio Supreme
Court on Nov. 30, 2006 set
execution dates in January
and February, 2007, for two
inmates.

Strickland, a Democratic
congressman and former
prison psychologist who
takes office Jan. 8, supports
capital punishment but has
questioned the fairness of
the law because of cases
around the country in which
new scientific evidence ex-
onerates inmates after long
stays on death row.

Neither Strickland nor
Attorney General-elect
Marc Dann has called for a
moratorium on executions.
But Dann has indicated a
willingness to study how
the law is carried out in
Ohio.

“I think we can do bet-
ter,” said Dann, a Demo-
cratic state senator from
Youngstown. “We need to
make sure it’s being applied
fairly across all racial and
socio-economic groups.”’

Strickland will be con-
fronted with the issue for
the first time with the case
of Kenneth Biros, who was
convicted in the 1991 slay-
ing of a 22-year-old woman
near Warren. The Supreme
Court set his execution date
for Jan. 23.

‘Weeks later on Feb. 13,
2007, James Filiaggi is
scheduled to die for shoot-
ing to death his ex-wife in
Lorain in 1994.

Strickland is still work-
ing on his transition and
hasn’t developed a legal
team to review death pen-
alty cases, spokesman Keith
Dailey said. In general,
Strickland believes every
case deserves a thorough
examination before an ex-
ecution is carried out,
Dailey said.

“As governor, he will
make sure every scientific
tool and method is used by
the state to determine guilt

or innocence,”” Dailey said.

Since 1973, more than
156 people in the U.S. have
been released from death
row with evidence of their
innocence, according to the
nonprofit Death Penalty In-
formation Center in Wash-
ington. Illinois and New
Jersey currently have
moratoriums. In August,
North Carolina authorized
an independent commis-
sion to review the inno-
cence claims of convicted
felons and forward cases to
a judicial panel.

Republican Gov. Bob
Taft has granted clemency
just once. In 2003, he set
aside the death sentence of
Jerome Campbell, a Cin-
cinnati man convicted of
fatally stabbing a man who
had befriended him, over
concerns about evidence
presented to the jury.

Taft also has given John
Spirko, who says he’s in-
nocent of a 1982 murder,
multiple reprieves from
execution to allow more
time for DNA testing—de-
laying the execution to
April 17, 2007, when
Strickland will inherit the
case.

Ohio Public Defender
David Bodiker said he
hopes Strickland takes a

broader view of the
governor’s  clemency
power.

“The point of clemency
is not to be the final arbitra-
tor of guilt or innocence,”
Bodiker said. “It’s to look
at a person’s background,
his conduct, his attitude in
an institution and whether
that warrants reducing his
penalty from death to life
in prison.”
