determinara a enfrentarlo.
Antes de terminar su
mandato, Clinton anunció

Bush, al asumir el poder,
ratificó la iniciativa de su
predecesor.

Recientemente, la Casa
Blanca ha hecho público el
informe en que oficial y
formalmente se reconoce
ante el mundo—contrario
a lo que Estados Unidos ha
sostenido por más de medio
siglo—que el llamado
Estado Libre Asociado es
un arreglo colonial de
carácter transitorio.
Concluye, además, que las
únicas alternativas de sta-
tus aceptables como fina-
les son la independencia o
la anexión de la isla como
un estado de la Unión
Americana.

La misma criatura
política que fue para ellos

tan útil como bastión
geopolítico y militar durante
la Guerra Fría, hoy -ante las
nuevas circunstancias
históricas, el creciente
sentimiento anticolonial de
los puertorriqueños y
desmantelada la presencia
militar norteamericana en
Puerto Rico- no le rinde a los
Estados Unidos beneficios
que compensen sus costos
políticos y económicos,
actuales o potenciales.

Pero el informe de Casa
Blanca va más allá y
recomienda un curso de
acción para superar la
condición colonial. Propone
como primer paso que en el
curso del presente año el
Congreso de los Estados
Unidos legisle para la
celebración de un plebiscito
en que los puertorriqueños
decidan si quieren continuar
bajo el sistema actual o si
quieren encaminarse a la
descolonización.

Yo llegué a Los Estados
Unidos a los cuatro años.

Todavía me recuerdo de la
primera vez que aprendí lo
que es el racismo y la
discriminación racial.   Me
padre acababa de llegar del
trabajo, furioso.

Completamente. Furioso.
Mi mamá me explicó que a

mi papá no le gustan lo grin-
gos.  Al terminar de decirme
eso, mi padre se dio la vuelta
y en sus propias palabras me
lo explicó en forma de
consejo: “Nunca deje que le
hagan burla por tener labios
gruesos.”

Sinceramente no me
recuerdo el resto de la
conversación.  Con ese poquito
aprendí todo lo que necesitaba
en ese momento y a esa edad.

Aprendí a ser consciente
de mi raza y que había perso-
nas que se consideraban
superiores.   En su propia forma,
el Sr. Ladislao Urrutia trató de
prepararme para lo que yo iba
a confrontar en la escuela.

Aun con esa lección, poco
después empecé a sentirme
inferior a los blancos.  No me
gustaba mi piel café, mis labios
grandes, o mi lenguaje raro.

Piénselo.
¿Cómo podría sentir

orgullo por ser Latino si iba a
una escuela donde los blancos
dictaban lo que se consideraba
belleza?

Para el tercer grado ya no
me gustaba invitar a mis pa-
dres a los eventos de mi
escuela.  No me gustaba ver
mis padres inmigrantes
parados a la par de los padres
gringos.

Me daba vergüenza pensar
que mi mamá limpiaba casas
y trabajaba como secretaria.
Peor todavía, mi papá limpiaba
edificios, cocinaba y trabajaba
en fábrica.   Los dos tenían
acentos fuertes y fácilmente
se notaba que no teníamos
mucho dinero.

¿Para que quería que ellos
se pararan a la par de los padres
de mis compañeros blancos?
Esos padres eran abogados,
doctores y dueños de empresas.
Manejaban BMW’s, Mercedes
Benz y Jaguares.

Pero tuve la buena fortuna
de tener una madre muy
observante.

En una ocasión ella noto
que yo me alejaba de ellos
cuando asistían a mis eventos
escolares.  El próximo día me
pregunto que si ellos me daban
vergüenza.

Yo le mentí.
Le dije que no.
No sé si ella me creyó pero

con solo hacerme esa pregunta
hizo que yo reconsiderara mi
pena.  Al mismo tiempo hizo
que pensara más fuertemente
de la lección que me dio mi
padre.

Quería compartir estas
experiencias personales
porque sé que no soy el único
que las he vivido.  Quisiera
haber sido el único porque no
fue nada agradable.  Entonces
ahora a los 29 años, quería
compartir esto porque sé que
habrá cientos de miles de otros
Latin@s jóvenes que tendrán
las mismas experiencias.

Vivimos en un país donde
la belleza se mide con una
regla blanca.  Un país rubio,
delgado, de ojos azules y piel
blanca.  Por medio de mis
compañeros, los anuncios en
la televisión y las fotos en las
revistas, los blancos me
comunicaron que mis labios
eran gordos y feos.  También
me hicieron sentir que mi piel
era demasiada oscura y que
aunque mis padres “spic
inglish” siempre tienen
acentos feos y una cultura
extraña.

Escribo esto para todos.
Lo escribo para que los

jóvenes no sientan la misma
vergüenza que yo sentí y para
que los padres les enseñen un
orgullo Latino a los hijos.
Esto requiere varias
conversaciones con respeto

a cultura, aparencia,
lenguaje, historia,
experiencia, etc.

¡Imagínese como son las
cosas!

¡Ahora los blancos se
queman la piel para tener
nuestro color y se inyectan
los labios con químicos para
tener nuestros labios!

¡Increíble!
A b s o l u t a m e n t e ,

positivamente increíble.
Francamente no sé que
comentar de esto.  Si, los grin-
gos son raros.  Dejémoslo así.

Personalmente yo he hecho
un cambio completo.  Ahora
solo siento orgullo por el color
de mi piel y me gustan mis
labios grandes.

Mejor dicho: ahora ME
ENCANTAN mis labios
grandes.  ME ENCANTA mi
piel oscura.  He llegado al punto
donde quisiera tener el acento
de mis padres porque pienso
que eso también es bello.

Otra cosa que me da
tremendo orgullo es que mis
padres fueron obreros.  Mi
padre sigue siendo obrero y
mi madre se ha especializado
en hipotecas.   Me gusta
estudiar los factores que
crearon nuestra familia de
inmigrantes obreros.

SANTIAGO, Chile
(AP): President-elect
Michelle Bachelet, a social-
ist who was jailed and tor-
tured by Chile’s military
junta, began putting to-
gether her administration
last Monday while promis-
ing to give all Chileans a
voice—and a better deal.

“Because I was the vic-
tim of hatred, I have dedi-
cated my life to reverse
that hatred and turn it into
understanding, tolerance
and—why not say it—into
love,” she said after her
victory in Sunday’s run-
off election against a con-
servative businessman.

Bachelet, the first
woman president in this
socially conservative Ro-
man Catholic country,
promised “a new Chile that
we will all build,’’ vowing
a government that will lis-
ten to a broader range of
voices and include a lot
more women.

She has come to sym-
bolize Chile’s reconcilia-
tion after the brutal divi-
sions spawned by a U.S.-
supported 1973 military
coup and 17 years of dic-
tatorship under Gen.
Augusto Pinochet.  This
bloody coup was the sub-
ject of the movie, “Miss-
ing.”

But she insisted Mon-
day that she is tough
enough to deal with hard-

Pero al contrario que los
líderes izquierdistas que han
ganado elecciones en Bolivia,
Brasil, Argentina y Venezu-
ela, el encapuchado jefe de
los zapatistas, el todavía
anunciado como
Subcomandante Marcos dice
que no buscará un cargo
electivo cuando los
mexicanos elijan nuevo
presidente en julio.

En cambio ha lanzado lo
que califica como “otra
campaña”.

Se trata de una gira de seis
meses desde el estado más al
sur de México hasta la
frontera con Estados Unidos.
Promete un nuevo modo de
hacer política que “sacudirá
este país” desde sus
cimientos. Además Marcos
recientemente abandonó su
“título” militar por el de
“Delegado Cero”.

Sus simpatizantes son
habitantes de tugurios, indios
pobres, estudiantes y
caudillos sindicales que
concurrieron en masa a ver a

Marcos en la primera semana
de su gira, que comenzó el
primer día del año. Dicen que
hay suficientes mexicanos
pobres y resentidos como
para que la campaña zapatista
tenga una verdadera
influencia.

“Hay millones de
nosotros, olvidados por el
sistema, dejados a luchar
como animales para ganarse
la vida”, dijo Domingo
López, jefe de los inmigrantes
indígenas en Hormiga, un
barrio de tugurios de San
Cristóbal de las Casas, en el
estado sureño rural de
Chiapas. “Juntos con los
zapatistas, nuestros
hermanos, podemos hacer un
ruido que los políticos
escucharán”.

La gira tiene lugar en
medio de la primera campaña
presidencial desde que la
sorpresiva victoria de
Vicente Fox en el 2000 puso
fin a 71 años de gobierno
unipartidista.

Los partidarios de los
zapatistas sostienen que
soplan nuevos vientos en el
continente que ejemplifican
con una serie de victorias
izquierdistas, incluyendo la
de Evo Morales, que fue
elegido el mes pasado como
el primer presidente indígena
de Bolivia.

“Hay un viento a la
izquierda por América
Latina”, proclamó Mario
Alvarez, titular de la central
sindical, aliada con los
zapatistas. “Los mexicanos

charging male colleagues,
rejecting suggestions that
coalition party leaders would
largely name her Cabinet.

“I will make the deci-
sions. I was the one who was
elected,’’ she said.

Bachelet won 53 percent
of the vote Jan. 15th, against
46 percent for right-leaning
Sebastian Pinera, who made
a fortune in the credit-card
business.

As a 22-year-old medical
student when Pinochet
ousted socialist President
Salvador Allende in 1973,
Bachelet was arrested along
with her mother and forced
into five years of exile. Her
father, an air force officer,
opposed the coup and died
in prison.

Cardinal Francisco Javier
Errazuriz was part of a cleri-
cal delegation that met Mon-
day with Bachelet, a self-
described agnostic, and
praised her for “overcoming
hatred.’’

“The success of Mrs.
Bachelet would be the suc-
cess of the entire country,’’
he said.

Bachelet, 54, is only the
third woman directly elected
president of a Latin Ameri-
can country and the first to
do it without rising to promi-
nence because of a husband.

She said she would not
bring radical change to this
country of 16 million people,
pledging to “walk the same
road” as the outgoing cen-

ter-left administration, whose
free-market polices helped
turn Chile’s economy into
one of the region’s strongest.

The Bush administration
sent its congratulations.

“We have an excellent,
long-standing relationship
with Chile and look forward
to working with the new presi-
dent and her team,’’ White
House spokeswoman
Christie Parell said.

Bachelet will have a stron-
ger hand than her predeces-
sor because Dec. 11 legisla-
tive elections gave her cen-
ter-left coalition control of a
majority in both houses of
Congress for the first time
since it took power in 1990.

During the campaign, she
promised to reform labor laws,
improve public education,
bolster health services and
raise pensions. She also said
that half of her Cabinet will
consist of women.

Bachelet still will face
challenges as a female leader,
said Patricio Navia, a politi-
cal scientist at the Universidad
Diego Portales.

“People will be harder on
her, precisely because she is
a woman,’’ he said. ̀ `She her-
self has recognized that she
will have to work twice as
hard to demonstrate that she
is capable of governing the
country.’’

Bachelet, who cam-
paigned in part on her reputa-
tion as a decisive defense
minister, said Sunday that she

is accustomed to adversity.
“I have not had an easy

life,” she told thousands of
cheering supporters.

Editor’s Note: “Miss-
ing,” by director
Constantin Costa-Gavras
and based on Thomas
Hauser’s 1978 non-fiction
book, depicts Chile’s 911;
it is a story of U.S. support
for fascism in Chile. On
September 11, 1973, right-
wing Chilean generals led
by Pincohet overthrew the
elected government of Sal-
vador Allende (father of re-
nowned novelist Isabel
Allende) and began a reign
of terror that kills tens of
thousands.  Among the
early victims is Charles
Horman, a young U.S.-
American journalist living
& working in Chile.  When
Charles vanishes, his wife
and father appeal to the
U.S. Embassy & the State
Department for help in lo-
cating him, but gradually
it dawns on them that their
government has no inten-
tion of helping them. Re-
cently declassified CIA files
state that “U.S. intelligence
may have played an unfor-
tunate part in Horman’s
death.” As current US Sec-
retary of State Colin Powell
now puts it, U.S. support
for the dictatorship is “not
a part of American history
that we are proud of.” Rico
de La Prensa contributed
to this report.

BAGHDAD (AP): A
U.S. Muslim group ap-
pealed Jan. 21st for the
release of U.S.-American
journalist Jill Carroll as
a deadline set by kidnap-
pers passed with no word
on her fate.

Two members of the
W a s h i n g t o n - b a s e d
Council on American-Is-
lamic Relations flew to
Baghdad on Saturday to
seek the release of
Carroll, a 28-year-old
freelancer for the Chris-
tian Science Monitor ab-
ducted Jan. 7 in Baghdad.

Carroll, who grew up
in Ann Arbor, MI, and

graduated from Huron
High School, was leaving
the office of prominent
Sunni Arab politician
Adnan al-Dulaimi when
her car was waylaid, her
translator was killed, and
she was abducted. The
driver escaped.

The journalist has since
been seen only in footage
obtained and aired by Al-
Jazeera TV station Tues-
day. Her kidnappers, iden-
tified as “The Revenge
Brigade,” threatened to
kill Carroll if 8 Iraqi fe-
male prisoners in U.S. cus-
tody were not released
within 72 hours.

A-team Democrat
Michael Ashford was
absent for the vote. 

In short, 4 of the 5 A-
team Democrats voted
for Balderas, the pick
of the B-teamer Mayor Carty
Finkbeiner and his B-team
controlled party. Maybe this
was needed to begin the heal-
ing process.

B-teamer McCloskey,
whose seat Balderas is fill-
ing at least through the May
2 special election for the two
years remaining in the term,
voted for Joann Vanderpool,
his longtime campaign trea-
surer. He also wanted his
former seat to be filled by an
Eastsider. He was joined in
that vote by Republican Joe
Birmingham.

The Balderas vote was
later made unanimous.

Balderas received the of-
ficial imprimatur of both
Mayor Carty Finkbeiner and
the Lucas County Demo-
cratic Party for the council

vacancy which opened
when the previous incum-
bent, embattled council-
man McCloskey, moved on
to an at-large seat.

Balderas is a graduate
of Bowling Green State
University. This is her first
run for political office. Her
first fundraiser is Feb. 1
at Sommerset Hall.   

Earlier, Democrat Rob-
ert Wuest, a retired Toledo
firefighter, withdrew from
Jan. 17th’s nomination pro-
cess but told The Blade he
would be a candidate in the
May 2 special election.

La mayoría de los 107
millones de mexicanos vive
en grandes ciudades en el
centro y el norte del país y
muchos consideran que la
rebelión zapatista, apoyada
principalmente por
campesinos agrícolas
indígenas, tiene poco
relevancia para ellos.

“Aquí en la capital, a la
gente le vale madre estos
guerrilleros encapuchados”,
dijo el taxista Rogelio Bernal.
“Le importan cosas como el
tráfico y la delincuencia”.

Algunos analistas dicen
que el verdadero objetivo de
los rebeldes es sencillamente
afianzar su posición
negociadora para negociar
con el nuevo gobierno
mexicano que asumirá este
año.

Unos 20.000 zapatistas
viven en una serie de pueb-
los y granjas autónomos y se
niegan a dejar que la policía
o las autoridades del
gobierno entren en su
territorio. Si bien el
presidente Fox se ha
abstenido de usar el ejército
contra dichas comunidades,
no ha reconocido
oficialmente la autoridad de
los zapatistas en ellas.

“Los zapatistas han
chocado con una pared”, dijo
Miguel Alvarez, titular de
Serapaz, un grupo pacifista
que ayudó en las
negociaciones entre el
gobierno y los rebeldes en
los años 90. “En el largo plazo
necesitan legalizarse e

incorporarse en el sistema
para salir adelante”.

López Obrador, del
Partido de la Revolución
Democrática, no ha
manifestado posición sobre
los zapatistas, aunque
Marcos lo calificó de traidor.

Aunque el jefe de los
rebeldes propugna un
cambio revolucionario
izquierdista, López Obrador,
el carismático ex alcalde de
la capital mexicana, presenta
una plataforma política
izquierdista más moderada
que promueve inversiones
para bienestar social.

Emilio Zebadúa, diputado
federal del PRD en Chiapas,
sostiene que los zapatistas
están esperanzados en una
victoria de López Obrador y
desean usar su movimiento
para presionar al nuevo
gobierno hacia la izquierda.

“Puedo imaginar un
México en un año que tenga
un gobierno de
centroizquierda y a los
zapatistas encabezando un
movimiento nacional que
luche por cosas como los
derechos de los indígenas”,
dijo Zebadúa.

Brasil tiene una situación
similar en que el gobierno
centroizquierdista del
presidente Luiz Inacio Lula
da Silva es acuciado por el
radical Movimiento de
Trabajadores Sin Tierra.

Zebadúa confió en que
un gobierno del PRD pueda
trabajar con los zapatistas
en un nuevo programa de
derechos para los 13
millones de indígenas de
México.

El Congreso mexicano
aprobó una ley de derechos
de los indígenas en el 2001,
pero no cumplió las
demandas de los zapatistas
de que los indígenas
tuviesen derecho de
propiedad sobre los
minerales en sus territorios.

Sin embargo, Zebadúa
admitió que podría ser más
difícil cumplir algunas de las
demandas más radicales de
los rebeldes.

Desde que los zapatistas
ocuparon San Cristóbal el
primer día de 1994, no han
lanzado otros ataques con-
tra el gobierno mexicano.

Sin embargo han seguido
usando retórica
revolucionaria y ensalzando
al Che Guevara como
modelo.

En su primera
manifestación en su gira,
Marcos se presentó junto a
10 líderes zapatistas
enmascarados que se
turnaron para hablar pestes
del libre comercio entre los
vivas de 15.000
espectadores. Invitó a los
descontentos de todos los
sectores a sumarse a su
campaña por el cambio.

“Estoy hablando de las
organizaciones políticas de
izquierda, comunistas,
libertarios, anarquistas”,
dijo Marcos. “Sean rojos,
negros, blancos, gordos,
flacos, como sean, van a
tener un lugar”.

SPRINGFIELD, OH
(AP): Sheriff’s deputies will
soon begin using handheld
computers that translate
police phrases into Span-
ish to help communication
with the area’s growing
Latino community.

“Our challenge right
now is Spanish, talking to
our Latino community,”
said Clark County Sheriff
Gene Kelly. “There are so
many things where a lan-
guage barrier could cost
someone their life.”

Use of the translation de-
vices is spreading around
the country. Law enforce-
ment and other agencies are
using them in Illinois, Indi-
ana, Florida, New Jersey,
New York, Minnesota, and
Wisconsin.

Clark County will be the
first sheriff’s office in the
state to use the device, ac-
cording to Bob Cornwell,
executive director of the
Buckeye State Sheriffs’ As-
sociation. Cornwell pre-
dicted that more sheriff’s
offices will begin using the
devices and hiring more of-
ficers who speak second
languages.

About 2,000 Latinos
lived in Springfield’s Clark
County in 2004, up from

1,700 in 2000 and 970 in 1990.
Kelly said he came to real-

ize speaking different lan-
guages could hamper inves-
tigating crimes, identifying
suspects and rescuing people
in emergency situations.

The sheriff matched a
$4,600 grant from the Ohio
Office of Criminal Justice
Services to buy four of the
devices and plans to put them
in patrol cars, the dispatch
center and the jail.

Carleton Moore, executive
director of the criminal-jus-
tice office, said about 56 lan-
guages are spoken in Ohio.

“Language barriers can
hinder criminal cases and
endanger officers, victims,
witnesses, and perpetrators,”
Moore said, adding that the
device is a first step in ad-
dressing the issue.

The handheld computer,
about the size of a brick, stores
common law-enforcement
phrases in different languages.
The phrases are prerecorded
by a native speaker so they are
clearly understood.

The device also will trans-
late from English-to-Spanish
phrases that are spoken into
it. It does not translate the
answers law enforcers re-
ceive, so officers are encour-
aged to pick phrases that can
be answered with a yes or no
or a nod or gesture.

The $2,300 device, made

by Annapolis, Md.-based
VoxTec International, can
be programmed with mul-
tiple languages and is be-
ing used by U.S. troops in
Iraq and Afghanistan.

Police in Fort Wayne,
Ind., have been using trans-
lation devices for about
three years. Lt. Michael
McQueen said the comput-
ers have been especially
helpful in making sure that
people who are questioned
by police understand their
legal rights.

“They give the officer
control in a situation,”
McQueen said. “It gives
them more confidence in
dealing with a non-English
speaking person. They
know that what they’re say-
ing is being adequately
translated.”

Brent Wilkes, national
executive director of the
League of Latin American
Citizens, said the devices
might be useful but the best
thing police agencies can
do is teach officers Spanish
or hire officers who speak
the language.

Centroamérica y el Caribe
tras un solo cuerpo policial

SAN JUAN (AP): Las redes
del narcotráfico y la apertura
de las fronteras por el tratado
comercial entre
Centroamérica y República
Dominicana motivó a las
autoridades de ambas
regiones a analizar la even-
tual creación de un solo
cuerpo policial.

El presidente de la
comisión de jefes de policía
de Centroamérica y el Caribe
Edwin Cordero mencionó que
otras razones para estudiar el
plan es la propagación de las
pandillas organizadas
conocidas como “maras”, así
como el tráfico de personas
para la explotación sexual.

“El tratado con Estados
Unidos está permitiendo a
gente inescrupulosa
movilizarse por nuestros
países para desarrollar otros
negocios, sobre todo lavado
de dinero”, dijo Cordero, di-
rector de la policía en Nicara-
gua durante una rueda de
prensa celebrada tras la
apertura de la décimoctava
cita de la comisión.

“Hemos trabajado en la
capacitación de nuestras
fuerzas policiales para tener
un solo cuerpo policial en la
región”, agregó al comentar
la iniciativa.

El encuentro reune a 24
dirigentes policiales de nueve
países (Belice, Costa Rica, El
Salvador, Guatemala, Hondu-

Puerto Rico) y se extenderá
hasta el viernes en Puerto
Rico.

Cordero insistió en que la
movilidad de los criminales
con la apertura de las fronteras
comerciales es una de las in-
quietudes principales de los
asistentes.

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ANN ARBOR, MI: La
incontinencia fecal (IF) es un
fenómeno generalizado en-
tre las mujeres
estadounidenses, especial-
mente en mujeres de edad
avanzada, que han tenido
numerosos hijos, partos con
ayuda de fórceps o equipos
de aspiración y las que han
sido sometidas a
histerectomías, según un
estudio difundido hoy.

Muchas mujeres que
participaron en el estudio y
padecían de IF, sufrían
además de otra condición
médica, como una depresión
seria o diabetes y a menudo
tenían incontinencia urinaria,
además de la IF. Los
resultados fueron publicados
en el último número del
American Journal of Obstet-
rics and Gynecology.

“Debería darse mayor
atención a esta condición
debilitante, especialmente si
se considera el
envejecimiento de nuestra
población y los tratamientos
disponibles para tratar la IF”,
dice el autor Dee E. Fenner,
profesora asociada de
Obstetricia y Ginecología y
Directora del Departamento
de Ginecología de la Escuela
de Medicina de la
Universidad de Michigan.
“Es muy importante para la
salud de la mujer,  que el
personal clínico adquiera
conciencia sobre lo
generalizado de la IF para
que puedan tratar a sus
pacientes”

El estudio, liderado por la
Universidad de Washington,
fue un sondeo postal

realizado a 6,000 mujeres de
30 a 90 años que estaban
inscritas en una compañía de
seguros en el estado de Wash-
ington  (esta condición
también afecta a hombres,
pero en el estudio sólo
participaron mujeres). Del
64% que respondieron, un
7,2% padecían de IF con los
casos aumentando en forma
notable a medida que
aumentaba la edad. La IF fue
definida como la pérdida de
heces líquidas o sólidas a lo
menos una vez al mes.

El estudio, fue el primero,
según los autores, que
identifica a una depresión
seria como un factor de riesgo
para la IF. Los investigadores
dicen que en algunos casos,
la IF puede ser un factor que
contribuye a depresiones,
pero también una depresión
seria puede ser el factor que
contribuye a la IF.

La IF  puede ocurrir
cuando hay daños en los
músculos del esfínter o hay
cicatrices en el recto, que
impide la retención de las
heces. Estas cicatrices
pueden ser causadas por coli-
tis ulcerativas, la enfermedad
de Crohn y también otras
condiciones. Otro factor
puede ser el alargamiento de
los nervios que suministran
el esfínter, que puede ocurrir
durante el parto, edad
avanzada, trauma o una
enfermedad médica que
afecta a los nervios, como la
diabetes.

Según los expertos, por la
naturaleza de esta condición,
generalmente la gente que
padece de IF  no lo habla con

sus médicos. Por ello, los
autores de esta investigación
recomiendan al personal
clínico de adoptar un papel
más activo en descubrir si
sus pacientes padecen de IF,
especialmente en mujeres de
50 años o mayores. A pesar
de que la incontinencia fecal
se presenta en un gran
número de mujeres de edad
más avanzada, esta condición
no debe ser considerada
como una parte normal del
proceso de envejecimiento.

El impacto de la
incontinencia en la calidad
de vida de las personas que
participaron en el estudio fue
“importante”,  dice Fenner,
una  de las fundadoras del
Programa de Control de la
Digestión del Sistema de
Salud de la Universidad de
Michigan. “La mitad de las
personas que tenían
incontinencia, aseguraron
que sus síntomas digestivos
tenían un gran impacto en su
calidad de vida”, asegura la
investigadora.

Los tratamientos que
pueden ayudar a la gente a
manejar la incontinencia van
desde dieta y ejercicios a
medicamentos, que pueden

mejorar la formación y
consistencia de las heces.
También puede realizarse
cirugía para reparar los
músculos del esfínter. En
algunos casos, un esfínter
digestivo artificial se puede
implantar bajo la piel para
simular la función natural del
esfínter anal.  El tratamiento
de Biofeedback – que incluye
ejercicios diarios para
mejorar la fuerza de los
músculos utilizados para
retener la digestión, es
también una opción para
algunos pacientes.

La autora  líder del estudio
fue Jennifer L. Melville, M.D.,
M.P.H.,  del Departamento de
Obstetricia y Ginecología y
del Departamento de
psiquiatría y Ciencias del
Comportamiento de la
Universidad de Washington.

• Women’s silent health
problem: Study finds fe-
cal incontinence is preva-
lent in U.S. women

ANN ARBOR, MI: It’s a
topic that is discussed so in-
frequently, for reasons that
are easy to understand, that it
may seem it isn’t much of a
problem. But new research
shows that fecal incontinence
(FI) is prevalent among U.S.
women, especially those in
older age groups, those who
have had numerous babies,
women whose deliveries
were assisted by forceps or
vacuum devices, and those
who have had a hysterectomy.

Many women in the study
who had fecal incontinence
also had another medical con-
dition, such as major depres-
sion or diabetes, and often
experienced urinary inconti-
nence in addition to FI. The
findings are reported in the
American Journal of Obstet-
rics and Gynecology.

“Increased attention
should be paid to this debili-
tating condition, especially
considering the aging of our
population and the available
treatments for FI,” says se-
nior author Dee E. Fenner,
M.D., associate professor of

obstetrics and gynecology,
and director of gynecology,
at the University of Michi-
gan Medical School. “It is
very important to the health
of women that clinicians are
aware of the prevalence of FI
and can treat their patients
accordingly.”

The study, led by the Uni-
versity of Washington, was a
postal survey of 6,000 women
ages 30-90 who were enrolled
in a large HMO in Washing-
ton state (the condition also
affects men, but only women
were involved in the study).
Of the 64 percent who re-
sponded, the prevalence of
FI was found to be 7.2 per-
cent, with the occurrence in-
creasing notably with age. FI
was defined as loss of liquid
or solid stool at least monthly.

The study was the first, to
the authors’ knowledge, to
examine major depression as
a potential risk factor for FI.
They say FI could be a con-
tributing factor to major de-
pression in some cases, and
major depression could be a
contributing factor to FI in
other cases.

FI can occur after damage
to the anal sphincter muscles
or scarring to the rectum,
causing it to be unable to hold
stool. Ulcerative colitis,
Crohn’s disease and some
other conditions can cause
this scarring to occur. An-
other contributing factor can
be the stretching of the nerves
that supply the sphincters,
called the pudendal nerves,
which can occur with child-
birth, old age, trauma, or with

“This is what I was born
to do” says Marisol Ibarra
about her new job as
Toledo’s Manager of Eco-
nomic Development.  One
of the rising stars of the
Carty II administration and
a former Finkbeiner cam-
paign co-chair, she thanks
Mayor Carty Finkbeiner
for the opportunity of aid-
ing him and his adminis-
tration in the economic de-
velopment of Toledo.

“Carty saw what I could
do before I saw it,” says
Ibarra, who gave up her job
as Director of Work Force
Development of the Asso-
ciated General Contractors
of Northwest Ohio (AGC)
to take her new position. 
And while still mayor-elect,
Finkbeiner appointed her
to the Lucas County Im-
provement Corp. (LCIC)
Board.

But she admits she had
second thoughts about
making the jump to public
service. “I loved my job and
what it offered me. My sal-
ary was healthy and I was
living a comfortable life. 

“But when I was origi-
nally asked by Arturo
Quintero [who served as
Executive Officer of the
Mayor’s office during the
Carty I era and is now a
prosecutor with the City of
Toledo] who told me Carty
needs a Latino/a liaison for
the campaign, I didn’t hesi-
tate,” says Ibarra.

“I didn’t know Carty
very well and I never
thought it would go this far.
Through campaigning to-
gether, I developed a strong
sense of loyalty and respect
for him. From April until
the November election, we
were together almost daily. 
I went door-to-door with
him. I went to the festivals
with him. I saw his incred-
ible passion and genuine
heartfelt feeling to want
what is best for Toledo.

“I have developed a
strong vision and love for
Toledo in my mind. I am a

romantic, I am a poet,” says
Ibarra.

She says Finkbeiner has
a passion for Toledo and
she saw it first hand. “He’s
a visionary. He sees things
where nobody else does.
He has a true conviction
that he believes what’s best
for Toledo,” says Ibarra of
the mayor.

Ibarra says she also
learned from Finkbeiner on
a personal level. “He taught
me that you need to have a
structure in life if you want
to succeed.

Investigación revela que la incontinencia fecal
prevalece en mujeres estadounidenses
medical diseases that affect
the nerves, such as diabe-
tes. Without intact nerves
to stimulate the sphincters,
the sphincters may undergo
atrophy.

Because of the nature of
the condition, people who
have FI often do not discuss
it with their doctors, experts
say. That is why the study’s
authors encourage clini-
cians to take a more active
role in finding out if their
patients are experiencing
FI, especially among pa-
tients age 50 or older. They
note that while FI is present
in many elderly women, it
should not be considered
merely a normal part of ag-
ing. They also encourage
women to discuss the issue
with their doctors.

It also is important for
women and their doctors to
be aware of the conditions
that often go along with FI.
Researchers found that
women in the study with FI
were more likely to have:

• A higher number of de-
liveries

• Urinary incontinence
• A previous hysterec-

tomy
• Another medical con-

dition as well, such as ma-

jor depression or diabetes
• A history of operative

vaginal delivery, such as
those using forceps or a
vacuum-assisted device.

The impact of inconti-
nence on the quality of life of
the respondents was “signifi-
cant,” says Fenner, who is
one of the founders of the
Michigan Bowel Control Pro-
gram at the University of
Michigan Health System.
“We found that half of the
subjects with FI reported that
their bowel symptoms had a
large impact on their quality
of life,” she notes.

Treatments that can help
people manage FI can range
from changes in diet and ex-
ercise, to medications that
improve the formation of
stools, to surgery that repairs
the sphincter muscles. In
some cases, an artificial
bowel sphincter can be im-
planted under the skin to
mimic the natural function of
the anal sphincter. Biofeed-
back—which involves daily
exercises to improve the
strength of muscles used to
hold back a bowel move-
ment—also is an option for
some patients.

The lead author of the
study was Jennifer L.
Melville, M.D., M.P.H., of the
