CARACAS (AP): El
presidente Hugo Chadvez
expres6 el sdbado su
confianza en que serd
reelecto en diciembre y que
el proximo paso de su
revolucién socialista serd
unificar en un solo partido a
los organizaciones
partidistas que lo respaldan.

Chdvez criticé las
divisiones entre sus propios
partidarios, afirmando que
“cada dfa nacen mds partidos
y eso va en contra de la
revolucién”.

“Unidad, unidad ante
todo”, dijo durante un mitin
de campaifia en Caracas ante
miles de personas, en su
mayoria vestidas de rojo,
color que caracteriza a su
gobierno.

“Quiero decir en el
proximo afio y como parte
de la nueva fase de la
revolucion... insisto,
estructuremos el partido
tnico de la revolucién
bolivariana, el partido tnico
del pueblo venezolano y se
acabe la dispersion”,
comento.

Sus adversarios ven a
Chdvez como una figura
cada vez mds autoritaria que
estd tratando de instalarse
indefinidamente en el poder
y lo acusan de tomar como
modelo a sumentor y cercano

Chdvez niega esas

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Limbo legal para muchos hijos de inmigrantes
residentes en EEUU

Por PETER PRENGAMAN  de Centroamérica que llegan

(AP): A los 8 afios y en
busca de su madre,
Jonathan Martinez
emprendié un viaje con
su primo desde El Salva-
dor hasta la frontera
mexico-estadounidense a
fines del 2004.

Jonathan fue
interceptado por agentes
de la patrulla fronteriza
estadounidense cuando
trataba de cruzar el
desierto de Arizona. Du-
rante varios dias estuvo
bajo detencién, antes de
que los agentes lo
entregaran a su madre, a
quien llevaba sin ver
cuatro anos.

Desde entonces,
Jonathan ha aprendido
inglés, juega para un
equipo de futbol y se
comporta como cualquier
nifio de secundaria en
Estados Unidos. La gran
diferencia: Jonathan es
inmigrante ilegal y un juez
podria  ordenar  su
deportacién a El Salvador
el lunes 11 de septiembre.

No importa que su
madre viva y resida
legalmente en una
localidad cercana a Los
Angeles. Una ley
inmigratoria le impide
solicitar a su hijo para que
permanezca en Estados
Unidos.

“No quiero regresarme,
porque estaré solo”, dijo
Jonathan, que ya cumplié
los 10 afios.

El caso de Jonathan
ilustra una creciente
pregunta  sobre el
programa inmigratorio
federal de “proteccién
temporal”, que acoge a la
madre de Jonathan: ;Qué
pasa con los miles de nifios

a Estados Unidos de forma
ilegal para reunirse con sus
padres?

El programa federal con-
cede la residencia legal du-
rante varios anos a
inmigrantes ilegales de El
Salvador, Honduras y Nica-
ragua, paises que en los
tltimos tiempos se han visto
afectados por desastres natu-
rales de gran magnitud.

El programa de
proteccién temporal, que
s6lo se aplica a los
inmigrantes ilegales de esos
paises que ya estén en
Estados Unidos, sostiene
que tales personas no tienen
a donde regresar, por lo que
les son mds dtiles a sus
naciones trabajando aqui y
enviando el dinero a sus
familias.

Como muchos de ellos
llegaron a Estados Unidos
sin sus hijos, con la
esperanza de traerlos
eventualmente, éstos se ven
en un vacio legal. Tal es la
situacion de Jonathan.

El nifio vive con su
madre, pero no hay ningtn
tipo de visa que atienda su
situacion, ni siquiera una
especial para menores que
hayan sido abandonados o
abusados. Tampoco serviria
la peticion de asilo, ya que
es dificil argumentar que el
nifio se enfrentaria a
persecucién politica o
religiosa.

“Ellos vienen a reunirse
con sus padres y descubren
que no pueden quedarse”,
dijo Judy London, del
Consejo Piblico, una
entidad legal en Los Ange-
les que representa a estos
menores.

El gobierno de Estados
Unidos no lleva cuenta del

nimero de menores
detenidos con al menos uno
de sus padres bajo el
programa de “proteccion
especial”, ni tampoco el
nimero de deportados. Los
abogados de inmigracién y
los defensores dicen que
las  cifras se han
multiplicado.

La razén del incremento
es que el programa, que fue
creado con cardcter tem-
poral, es ahora permanente.
Desde el terremoto que
devast6 El Salvador, el
gobierno ha ido
extendiendo las visas. En
la actualidad 230.000
salvadorefios, y ademads
85.000 hondureiios y
nicarag Juenses cuentan
con dicha visa.

Muchos de los hijos de
estas personas han ido
creciendo y tomado la
decisién de unirse a sus pa-
dres.

Las autoridades
detuvieron el aflo pasado a
casi 115.000 nifios que
trataban de ingresar a
Estados Unidos, dijo la
Patrulla Fronteriza. La
mayoria proviene de
México y son deportados
de inmediato.

De los casi 20.000
menores detenidos cada
aflo que no son mexicanos,
el mayor nimero proviene
de Honduras y El Salvador,
mientras que Nicaragua
queda bastante relegado.

Cuando son detenidos,
las autoridades suelen
ceder la custodia a un pa-
dre o wuna persona
designada que tenga
residencia legal, pero les
ordenan comparecer ante
el juez. Los jueces pueden

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Los ataques terroristas cambian el ambiente en

la frontera texana

BROWNSVILLE, Texas,
EEUU (AP): Soldados de la

Guardia  Nacional en
uniforme de combate
aguardan en toque de

atencién para ser revistados.
Nifios mexicanos ofrecen
golosinas a los
automovilistas detenidos en
largas filas de vehiculos.
Pero los estudiantes
mexicanos que cruzan la
frontera para asistir a clases
de inglés en Texas son
menos que antes.

Cinco anos después del
11 de septiembre del 2001,
los ataques terroristas han
dejado su huella visible en
la frontera internacional en-
tre México y Texas.

Muchos de esta regién
practicamente binacional
dicen que han visto
amenazada su cultura y su
manera de ser.

Hasta el 2 de febrero de
1848 el Valle del Rio Grande
era parte de México, y recién
en los afios 30 se abrieron
carreteras en la vasta
expansion de tierra para
vincular la regién con la
Texas de cultura angla y con
el resto de Estados Unidos.
Aun hace unas pocas
décadas, los viajes a “la
ciudad” significaban a las
ciudades mexicanas de
Matamoros o Reynosa.

Incluso hace un lustro,
estadounidenses
mexicanos podian ir y volver
de un pais al otro a la hora
del almuerzo. Los agentes
de aduanas e inmigracién

eran menos |y mds
indulgentes.

Pero ahora, los agentes
fronterizos se consideran la
linea del frente de la
seguridad nacional y ven a
cada persona que entra no
solamente como posible
inmigrante ilegal sino como
terrorista potencial.

“Antes del 11 de
septiembre la prioridad era
detectar narcéticos y, por
supuesto, inmigrantes
ilegales”, dijo Rick Pauza,
vocero de la nueva agencia
de Proteccion de Fronteras y
Aduanas. “Nuestra mision
primaria pasé a ser impedir
la entrada de terroristas y
armas de destruccion
masiva”.

El tnico arresto
documentado relacionado
con el terrorismo en la
frontera texana involucré a
un ciudadano
estadounidense que entrd
por El Paso en el 2004. El
estudiante universitario
Mark Walker, de Wyoming,
fue acusado de tratar de
viajar a Somalia para
contribuir al derrocamiento
del gobierno de ese pais. El
afio pasado se declar6 cul-
pable y fue sentenciado a
dos afios de prision.

Un vocero del
Departamento de Seguridad
Interna, Jarrod Agen, dijo
que la ausencia de arrestos
de terroristas en la frontera
es una prueba de las mejoras
en seguridad, y no un indicio
de que no hubiera amenazas.

Mientras tanto, la

inmigracion ilegal pasé a
simbolizar la fragilidad de la
frontera y la vulnerabilidad
de Estados Unidos.

Se ha pasado la voz entre
los extranjeros que un
funcionario aduanero puede
revocar sus visas de ldser de
100 dolares si sospecha que
No se propone regresar a su
pais cuando expire la visa.
Los funcionarios tratan de
detectar documentos falsos,
y las nuevas tecnologias
como mdquinas de rayos X y
detectores de radiacién
pueden detectar formas o
artefactos sospechosos.

La demora para entrar en
Estados Unidos puede variar
entre 15 minutos y una hora
0 mas.

“Podria decirse que antes
del 11 de septiembre (del

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Lucas County Auditor candidates front and center as race heats up

The two candidates for
Lucas County Auditor, Re-
publican incumbent Larry
Kaczala and Democratic
challenger Lucas County
Recorder Anita Lopez, went
before the press and the
cameras last week in order
to woo votes for the up-
coming November general
election.

Early in the week,
Loépez, accompanied by
two angry homeowners,
called for a town hall meet-
ing to discuss how the
county’s appraisal system
can be fixed.

“It’s important to ques-
tion the appraisal process,”
said Lopez. “The burden
should not be placed on
Lucas County residents.
The system is broken and
I’'m determined to make it
better.”

Lépez brought with her
to the news conference
Springfield Township
homeowners Vicki
Haupricht and Martha
Sloan who spoke of their
difficulties with their home
appraisals by the Auditor’s
Office and the problems
they have encountered in
getting the allegedly erro-
neous appraisals cor-
rected.

Haupricht noted that
one of her properties’ val-
ues had been increased
from $166,000 to
$274,000. Haupricht con-
tinued that her efforts at
reversing the increase
have been rebuffed in sev-
eral meetings with the
Auditor’s Office staff.

Lépez has called a town
hall meeting for September
19 at 6:00 p.m. at the United
Building Trades Group,
4652 Lewis Avenue.

“These types of errors
should be found before
bringing it to the public,”
said Lopez who stated that

Kaczala discusses
REA Fund

At the end of the week,
Kaczala held his own press
conference to announce
that his office’s revalua-
tion had come in more than
$1.1 million under budget
and the excess funds would
be returned to the county’s
11 school districts, 13
agencies and the various
cities, townships and vil-
lages.

The money comes from
the Real Estate Assessment
Fund — REA Fund — which
is separate from the
county’s general fund. The
REA Fund is used to pay
for state-mandated revalu-
ation of all properties. The
Auditor’s Office collects
about $2.7 million per year
for the REA Fund.

The money comes to the
auditor’s office from agen-
cies or school districts that
collect property taxes. The
agencies pay a fee to the
office for collecting the
taxes.

State law requires that
surplus REA funds must be
returned to agencies and
district supported by voted
tax levies. One of the big
winners in the official re-
bate is Toledo Public
Schools. The school dis-
trict will receive
$253,751.32.

Kaczala explained that
his office took the action at
this time because of the lev-
ies that were placed on the
ballot in the spring and the
impending levies on the
November ballot. His of-
fice, he said, has known

about the surplus for about
three weeks.

During his press confer-
ence, Kaczala also ad-
dressed the issue of ap-
praisal complaints raised
by Lopez earlier in the
week.

“More than 5,000
people, or about two per-
cent, have asked for reap-
praisals,” said Kaczala.
“They can then file for an
informal review and prob-
ably 80 to 90 percent will
be granted.” Those who are
not granted re-appraisals
can seek a formal appeal,
said Kaczala, and in about
80 percent of those cases,
the reappraisals are granted
as well.

“Whether we lower val-
ues or not, it does not affect
the tax base, that’s why we
are so willing to lower ap-
praisals,” he added.

‘“Illegal Alien Enforcement Act”

A statewide network
of leaders is uniting in
Columbus, Ohio to op-
pose the introduction of
the “Ohio Workforce
Protection and Illegal
Enforcement Act.”

“One does not have to
go very far back in our his-
tory to find similar dis-
credited anti-immigrant
beliefs such as with the
Irish, Italian, Polish, and
Catholic immigrants,” said
Rosa Caskey of Dayton,
Ohio State Director of the
League of Latin American
Citizens (LULAC).

“The vast majority of
immigrants then and now
came to Ohio and the
United States with the same
dreams, willingness to
work, and eagerness to
contribute,” she added.

Why this bill is a bad
bill and detrimental to
Ohioans:

According to Castilla
Herrera, LULAC, and the
Farm labor Organizing
Committee, the bill is det-
rimental to Ohioans for the
following reasons:

+ Requires higher local
taxes to implement. The
bill will require additional
local taxes to fund the en-
hanced law enforcement
activities, increased deten-
tion facilities, the proposed
ombudsman office and
other associated regulatory
initiatives required under
the proposed legislation.

Yet it will not make our
communities safer or our
local economy stronger.

+ Overburdens and
hampers local law en-
forcement. The bill adds
yet another questionable
victimless crime respon-
sibility on local law en-
forcement already over-
taxed in the effort to re-
duce crime that has a di-
rect impact on the safety
of our communities.

- Creates rather than
addresses local medical
health emergencies. The
bill seeks to limit or re-
duce access to medical
care despite numerous
studies that conclude
that unattended medical
needs directly lead to
more costly and danger-
ous emergency medical
situations.

- Puts employers and
property owners at risk.
Under possible pain of
civil and criminal pen-
alties, the bill imposes
new regulatory and en-
forcement burdens on
local businesses ill-
equipped to function as
quasi-state enforcement
agents.

Sylvia Castellanos, a
spokesperson of the
Coalition for Immi-
grants Rights and Dig-
nity (CODEDI), of Cin-
cinnati feels strongly
that “this politically
motivated bill would
not only make miserable
the lives of hard-work-
ing, church-going im-
migrant families but
would also endanger the
health and safety of na-
tive-born U.S. citizens.
The future of our state
depends upon the labor,
the taxes, and the active
participation of immi-
grants.”

Don Bryant
came with a group
called Pro Americas
from Cleveland, stated,

who

“This bill punishes refu-
gees of the economic war
on the poor; the underpaid
factory, textile and farm
workers in the developing
nations  sustain  our
lifestyle. Most can barely
afford to feed their fami-
lies and are driven to
wealthier nations for work
and better wages.” Poor
people lose; they don’t fi-
nance Ohio politicians like
the corporations that ex-

ploit them.”
Pro Americas is a
grassroots  committee

whose mission is to secure
human rights, economic,
and family security for im-
migrants and ultimately
native born Ohioans.

Gahanna, Ohio resident
Juan Miranda is a Mexi-
can immigrant who is in
the process of becoming a
naturalized citizen of the
United States feels this so
called “Illegal Alien En-
forcement Act” is not
based on any real evidence
that illegal immigrants are
taking away jobs from
U.S.-Americans or are oth-
erwise a burden to Ohio’s
economy.

Furthermore, Miranda
fears that this act will call

Inmigrantes ilegales
que trabajan como
mucamas en su parroquia
y que ganan 100 délares
semanales no han visto a
sus hijos en México du-
rante afnos, debido a que
las tarifas de los “coyotes”
son mds caras ahora que
tienen que enfrentar una
seguridad mds estricta en
la frontera. Otros han sido
encarcelados después de
asistir a un funeral famil-
iar.

“Cada viaje es como la
‘Odisea’ de Homero, y
sélo para ganar 100
dolares por semana”, dijo
Seifert.
