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Tobocman of Detroit and Linda Alvarado of Toledo: “We welcome immigrants, refugees!”
Can the Midwest go from the Rust Belt to the Gold Belt?

Toledo-Lucas County of-
ficials are in the process of
developing astrategy to make
Northwest Ohio a more wel-
coming community for im-
migrants and refugees, much
like Michigan and other Ohio
and Wolverine cities have
done over the past several
years.

So they invited a former
Michigan state legislator,
now the executive director of
Global Detroit,tolead acom-
munity conversation on
March 4, 2014, at Holy Trin-
ity Greek Orthodox Cathe-
dral, 740 N. Superior St.

“We are bringing this
guestspeakerin because they
are doing what we would like
to do,” said Linda Alvarado,
acting director of Toledo’s
Board of Community Rela-
tions. “The “Toledo Concept’
is sort of like a ‘Welcome
Dayton’. Other communities
have one. Detroit has one.”

Like Richard Herman of
Cleveland, Steve Tobocman,
another attorney, is recog-
nized as a national expert on
immigration and economic
development initiatives.
Tobocman, 43, heads Global
Detroit, a regional economic
development strategy that
looks at immigrants and
internationals as a means of
revitalizing metro Detroit’s
economy.

And Mr. Tobocman came
to Toledo to explain to the
150-plus in attendance as to
why Toledo should join this
ever expanding list of Mid-
westentities thatare welcom-
ing immigrants to aid in their

respective growth and revi-
talization.

At Global Detroit’s web
site, it is explained that: “Glo-
bal Detroit is an effort to revi-
talize Southeast Michigan’s
economy by pursuing strate-
gies that strengthen Detroit’s
connections to the world, and
that make the region more at-
tractive and welcoming to
immigrants, internationals,
and foreign trade and invest-
ment.

“Global Detroit has helped
connect over $4 million of
philanthropic investments in
over a half dozen ambitious
initiatives since completing
aninitial Global Detroit study
in 2010. These include
launching innovative pro-
gramsininternational student
retention, microenterprise
training and lending, the
Welcoming Michigan cam-
paign, the Global Detroit
Welcome Mat network of im-
migration and social services,
and attracting foreign invest-
ment in companies that pro-
duce Michigan jobs.

“Global Detroit is one of
several efforts across the Great
Lakes region that capitalizes
on the Midwest’s (an Ameri-
can) experience of immigra-
tion—talent, industriousness,
innovation, trade, and diver-
sity—as an economic growth
engine.”

Other  cities/entities
around the Great Lakes and
Midwest region that are re-
cruiting immigrants include:
Global Michigan, Global
Lansing, Macomb County MI,
Ann ArborMI(SPARK@ Ann
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Arbor USA), Cleveland OH
(Global Cleveland), Dayton
OH (Welcome Dayton), Cin-
cinnati OH, Columbus OH
(Columbus New Americans
Initiative), Fort Wayne IN, In-
dianapolis IN (Immigrant Wel-
come Center), Buffalo NY,
LouisvilleKY, Baltimore MD,
Chicago IL (Office of New
Americans, City of Chicago),
St. Louis MO (St. Louis Mo-
saic), and Global Great Lakes.

Global Detroit’s efforts re-
cently spurred Michigan Gov.
Rick Snyder to announce an

initiative to attract at least
50,000 new immigrants to
the Motor City over the next
five years.

“We want to bring people
together to tell us how to
unfold the whole idea of how
we make Toledo amore wel-
coming community for im-
migrantsandrefugees. That’s
important for us to bring all
the people together, because
we need to learn from them
on how to put that out there,”
said Ms. Alvarado.

Michigan already is

starting to see results from
suchefforts. According to the
US Census, while it was the
onlystateinthe U.S. toseean
overall population drop be-
tween 2000 and 2010, the
number of foreign-born resi-
dents actually increased. Ac-
cording to 2010 census fig-
ures, immigrants only made
up 5.3 percent of Michigan’s
foreign-born population, but
represented 10.4 percent of
all business owners that year.
Michigan also ranks 11th in
the U.S. for its share of for-

l’hrluumpl‘l Wﬂtuﬁl:

eign-born population with a
bachelor’s degree or more.

Immigrants bring
diversity
“We want to become part
of this movement that is hap-
pening everywhere else but
here—bringing refugees and
immigrants here who can ac-
tually provide economic
means,” said Ms. Alvarado.
“Most of them end up open-
ing up businesses. They're
bringing diversity. They’re

bringing foods, possibly dif-
ferent religions and lan-
guages. They’re adding cul-
ture to our city that, in one
aspect, we might not have.”

Northwest Ohio soon will
see an infusion of 30 Iraqi
refugees as its first group, but
the city is seeking other
groups from other countries
as well.

City and county leaders
intend to carefully market the
concept to the public to gain
acceptance—especially with
some of the vitriolic political
rhetoric overimmigration re-
form that has occurred in re-
centyears indifferent parts of
the country.

“We don’t want a back-
lash amongst our own
people,” Alvarado explained.
“We’re bringing someone in
to show us how to do this
community-wide. How dowe
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Steve Tobocman and

get churches on
board, because the
immigrants and
refugees will want
to go [practice their
faith]. How do we
bring along the
educators, because
many of them will
be bringing chil-
dren with them. We
have to bring edu-
cators to the table
and help them with
diverse popula-
tions.”

“Toledo’s story
is the story of immi-
gration, whether
from Europe, the
Mediterranean, Central and
South America, the Middle
East, Asia or Appalachia and
the South, immigrants have
helped build Toledo, its
economy, culture and neigh-
borhoods,” wrote Lucas
County Commissioner Pete
Gerken in an email invitation
to community leaders.

The federal government
is sponsoring the expatria-
tion of political refugees from
other countries and helping
them to settle state-side. To-
ledo has an ongoing partner-
ship with U.S. Together. So
far, three of the 30 Iraqi refu-
gees have been successfully
placed in the metro Toledo
area.

“The refugees and immi-
grantsareonly placedifthere’s
already a family member here
or a friend here,” explained
Ms. Alvarado. “If they don’t
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have one in Columbus or
Cleveland or Dayton—then
that’s where they get placed.
U.S. Together is a clearing-
house for that.”

The Board of Community
Relations director stated that
the agency already has an
office established in Cleve-
land, but plans to add one in
Toledo as well. There will be
a heavy demand for “wrap-
around” services to help them
assimilate to life in North-
west Ohio.

“They will need to get
connected to a variety of ser-
vices, one of the other rea-
sons that we need the com-
munity involved,” said Ms.
Alvarado. “They may need
day care, or schools, or they
may be going back to col-
lege. That’s all important to
them. We’ve tried to make
sure that when they do come,
they’re putinto an area where
they’ll be able to find a gro-
cery store that can service
their needs, where there are
bilingual services accessible
for the language that they
speak, oranearby busroute.”

The Board of Community
Relations director stated the
community conversation is
the first step to introducing
the concept to residents as
well. She stated the desire
among public officials is for
the discussion to happen “in
a healthy way.”

“Firstof all, we all have to
remember that we first came
here as immigrants,” pointed
out Ms. Alvarado. “We all
. e -1

came here for the same rea-
sons as the populations cur-
rently trying to come here—
for economic reasons, for a
better life. We all come here
with the dreams of a good life.
We’re hoping we don’t get a
backlash on this. That’s why
we’re bringing people to the
table now and unveil this to
the whole community. We
also want to do a marketing
campaign so this all comes
out sensitively.”

“Your involvement, feed-
back, and advice are critical
to our efforts as we explore
developing this initiative for
our community,” said Com-
missioner Gerken in the
emailed invitation. “Please
come with questions, ideas,
concerns and advice—or just
come to listen and learn.”

Ms. Alvardo explained
that political refugees “al-
ready are coming from
trauma” in their native coun-
tries, many of them nations
that “are unstable in war.”
She pointed out that the refu-
gees “are looking for safety,
looking for peace, to have
something better than the
place they are leaving.”

“They’re refugees for a
reason. They’re not coming
because they want to take
somebody’s job or because
they want to take over the
city,” said Ms. Alvarado.
“They’re coming because
there is no other means for
them. It’s either Toledo or
Chicago or New York or
Cleveland. It could be
any other place. They chose
Toledo.”

Columbusis
establishing a
Somalian
population

In a recent era of
shrinking popula-
tion, the effort may
be a way for North-
west Ohio to sustain
or even grow its re-
gional numbers. Co-
lumbus recently has
had great success
with establishing a
Somalian popula-
tion. Organizers ad-
vocate suchefforts as
economic develop-
ment.

Likewise, St

Steve Tobocman

Louis has been successful in
attracting refugees from war-
torn Bosnia; as Dearborn,
Michigan has been success-
ful in attracting Muslims.

“They’ve been able to do
almost a whole enclave,” said
Ms. Alvarado. “They have a
whole corridor of immigrants
who have moved there.
They’re getting more because
now they have grocery stores
and hair places and clothing
stores. They’ve been able to
almostestablish a whole com-
munity. Many other cities
have done very well at it.”

The Board of Community
Relations director called the
Iraqi repatriation effort a
good fit for Toledo, because
of its large, well-established
Middle Eastern population—
both Islamic and Christian—
second in many respects only
to Dearborn.

Mr. Tobocman'’s efforts in
metro Detroit are receiving

heavy supportfrom the Latino
community there. He once
represented southwestern
Detroit in the Michigan leg-
islature in an immigrant-
heavy district. Detroit coun-
cilwoman Raquel
Castaiieda-Lopez, the city’s
first Latina councilwoman
whose district has a substan-
tial immigrant and Latino
population, is working with
other public officials to cre-
ate an office of immigration
to support immigrants who
move to the city and their
entrepreneurial efforts.

The IDEAL Group, a
southwest Detroit-based
group of eight companies that
employ 500 people, hosted a
press conference last January
where Michigan’s governor
announced the immigration
initiative. The IDEAL Group
was founded by Frank
Venegas Jr., the grandson of
Mexican immigrants.

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Michigan St. University to host Latino

healthcare summit

E. Lansing: Michigan
State University will play host
to aday-long summit on how
to improve the health and
healthcare issues among
Michigan’s Latino popula-
tion on Fri., March 21, 2014,
7:30 am. to 4 p.m. at the
university’s Kellogg Hotel
and Conference Center.

The Julian Samora Re-
search Institute (JSRI) is
partnering with MI ALMA to
host the summit, which will
begin with a networking pe-
riod set aside for participants
tomeeteachotherovercoffee
and a light breakfast.

“We wanttocreate abroad
awareness of the issues that
Latinos face in the health
arena,” said Rubén Martinez,
Ph.D., director of the Julian
Samora Research Institute.
“This is really a summit to
bring people together, pri-
marily leaders in healthcare,
Latino community leaders,
and so forth to learn about the
issues and network with each
other to establish ties to each
other to see if we can move
forward in some key areas.”

Some Latino-oriented
healthcare issues remain a
problem despite decades of
knowledge that such barriers
exist. Language barriers and
cultural competence are two
of the biggest.

“There is the cultural is-
sue that works on both sides
of the equation: the biggest
one is the medical providers
oftentimes not having the
cultural competence to be
able toaddress the communi-
cations issues with the pa-
tient effectively. Too many
timesthat’sabarrier,” he said.

Data collection about
Latino health issues is an-
other problem, according to

because the Behavioral Risk
Factor Survey (BRFS) that is
used by the Centers for Dis-
ease Control (CDC)and many
state/county health depart-
ments lacks enough Latino-
based data to draw conclu-
sions and map a statewide or
even local strategy. The ex-
ecutive director of Ann Ar-
bor-based Casa Latina will
doapresentationon Encuesta
Buenos Vecinos, ahealth sur-
vey of Latinos conducted in
Washtenaw County.

“At the statewide level
here, we have an office that
has to do a special study to
increase the number of
Latinos in their survey to be
able to get a sense of what the
issuesare,” said Dr. Martinez.
“That’s done every three
years. At the local level, we
haven’t had enough Latinos
included in the survey to be
able to say we know what the
Lansing-areaLatinos have as
primary health concerns and
issues.”

While healthcare access
and affordability remain chal-
lenges, there is some move-
ment forward in those arenas
for Michigan Latinos.

“We know the status of
insurance coverage is going
to change among Latinos by
virtue of the Affordable Care
Act,” said Dr. Martinez.
“Michiganis one of the states
that went ahead and ex-
panded Medicare coverage.”

Two presentations on the
Affordable Care Act are
planned, including a ques-
tion-and-answer session. One
other session will provide
examples of how to connect
Latinos to local resources in
the treatment of diabetes.

JohnHernandez of the Adrian-
based Hispanics of Lenawee
Alliance will lead that discus-
sion.

“We’re not going to solve
them all in one day, but I think
by creating awareness, the ob-
jective is to get people inter-
ested in becoming more en-
gaged in addressing the issues
thatareraised,” he said. “We’re
very excited about this. We’re
beginning to, as a group of
concerned Latinos in the state,
we’re very excited about mov-
ing forward with examining
key issues that were identified
by some key Latino leaders in
someearliersummits and we're
tackling them one-by-one. We
hope to have some impact in
terms of policy, because policy
oftentimes is the driver forim-
provement.”

The summit’s organizers
hope to find Latino leaders
willing to take some of those
policy issues forward to the
Michigan state legislature for
possible action. The institute
has sponsored similar summits
in the past on general Latino
issues and education. There
are plans to hold another one
next year on entrepreneurship
and business ownership.

Ohio Attorney General:
More than 3,000 rape Kits tested for DNA

COLUMBUS, March 6,
2014 (AP): The Ohio At-
torney General’s Office
saysithas tested more than
3,000 rapekits asitsearches
for DNA matches that
could help solve sexual
assaults.

That’s more than half of
the 5,850 kits that law en-
forcement agencies have

submitted to the office since
Attorney General Mike
DeWine announced the test-
ing initiative in December
2011.

The office offered DNA
testing to any law enforce-
ment agency with untested
rapekitsin which a crime was
believed to have been com-
mitted. Many of the kits sub-

mitted for testing are be-
tween 10and 20 years old.
DeWine says the test-
ing has led to 992 hits in
the state’s DNA database.
In Cuyahoga County
in northeast Ohio, pros-
ecutors and investigators
have generated 85 indict-
ments as a result of the
testing initiative.

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Diversity the big winner at the Academy Awards,
A Latino—Alfonso Cuaron of “Gravity”—took home

best director

LOS ANGELES, March
3, 2014 (AP): Diversity was
perhaps the biggest winner at
the 86th annual Academy
Awards.

For the first time, a film
directed by a black film-
maker—Steve McQueen of
“12 Years a Slave”—won
best picture and a Latino—
Alfonso Cuarén of “Grav-
ity”"—took home best direc-
tor in a ceremony presided
over by a lesbian host and
overseen by the academy’s
firstblack president. Andonly
twoof the topsix awards went
to Americans.

McQueen’s grimly his-
torical drama “12 Years a
Slave” took bestpicture, lead-
ing the usually sedate film-
maker to jump up and down
incelebration after his accep-
tance speech.

The British director dedi-
cated his award to “all of the
people who endured slavery
and the 21 million people
who still suffer slavery to-
day.”

Cuarén’s lost-in-space
thriller “Gravity” led the Os-
cars with seven awards, in-
cluding cinematography,
editing, score, visual effects,
sound mixing and sound ed-
iting. Some in his native
Mexico have been critical
that since the attention came
for a Hollywood release and
not a Mexican-themed film,
his win didn’t have the same
kind of importance.

“I’'m Mexican so I hope
some Mexicans wererooting
for me,” he told reporters
backstage.

The entire Oscar cer-
emony had the feel of amake-
over for the Academy of
Motion Picture Arts and Sci-
ences—an institution that
has sometimes seemed stuck
inthe past. Afteral.os Ange-
les Times reportrevealed the
academy was overwhelming
older white men, new presi-
dentCheryl Boone Isaacs has
pushed foramore variedmem-
bership.

The movie industry that
the Oscars reflect has also
been reluctant to tell a wider

range of stories.

“Dallas Buyers Club,” the
best picture-nominated drama
about AIDS in 1980s Texas,
took two decades to get made
after countless executives
balked at financing such a tale.
Matthew McConaughey and
Jared Leto, the two Americans
in the top six awards, took best
actor and best supporting ac-
tor titles for their roles in the
filmasaheterosexualrodeorat

(McConaughey) and a
transgender drug addict (Leto)
united by HIV.

“Thirty-six million people
who have lost the battle to
AIDS and to those of you out
there who have ever felt injus-
tice because of who you are or
who you love, tonight I stand
here in front of the world with
you and for you,” said Leto in
his acceptance speech.

Cate Blanchett, the Aus-
tralian best-actress winner
for her bitter, ruined social-
ite in Woody Allen’s “Blue
Jasmine,” used her accep-
tance speech to trumpet the
need to make films with fe-
male leads—films like her
ownand like “Gravity,” star-
ring Sandra Bullock. A study
by analyst Kevin B. Lee found
that last year’s lead actors
averaged 100 minutes on
screen, but lead actresses
averaged only 49 minutes.

“Totheaudiences whowent
to see the film and perhaps
those of us in the industry who
are still foolishly clinging to
the idea that female films, with
‘women at the center, are niche
experiences, they arenot,” said
Blanchett. “Audiences wantto
see them and, in fact, they earn
money.”

“12 YearsaSlave” alsowon
awards in the writing and act-
ing categories. John Ridley
picked up the trophy for best
adapted screenplay, which was
based on the 1853 memoir by
Solomon Northup. The screen-
writer is only the second black
writer (Geoffrey Fletcher won
for “Precious” in 2009) to win
inthe category. Backstage, the
“12 Years” team mentioned
their efforts to include
Solomon Northup’s memoiras

part of high school study.
The National School Boards
Association announced in
February thatthe book isnow
mandatory reading.

“It’simportant that weun-
derstand our history so we
canunderstand who we were
and who we are now and most
importantly who we’re go-
ingtobe,” said Brad Pitt, who
produced “12 Years.” “We
hope that this film remains a
gentlereminderthatwe’re all
equal. We all want the same:
Dignity and opportunity.”

LupitaNyong’owasafirst-
time Oscar winnerfor hersup-
porting role as field slave
Patsey in “12 Years.” “I'm a
little dazed,” said Nyong’o
backstage. “I can’t believe
this is real life.”

Nyong’oisthe sixth black
actress to win in the sup-
porting actress category—
and the firstmajor Oscar win
for Kenya (the president of
Kenya congratulated her in
a tweet)—following Hattie
McDaniel (“Gone with the
Wind”), Whoopi Goldberg
(“Ghost”), Jennifer Hudson
(“Dreamgirls”), Mo’Nique
(“Precious™) and Octavia
Spencer (“The Help”).

Foreign language film
nominees included “The
Missing Picture,” the first-
ever Oscar-nominated film
from Cambodia. “The Actof
Killing,” a dark look into
the mass killings of commu-
nists and ethnic Chinese in
Indonesia in the 1960s, was
nominated for best docu-
mentary feature.

In her second time host-
ing, openly gay Ellen
DeGeneres sought to make
celebrities more like plain
folk. She passed out slices of
pizza to the front rows at the
Dolby Theatre, then passed
the hat to pay for it. She also
tweeted a “selfie” with such
stars as Meryl Streep, Julie
Roberts, Jennifer Lawrence,
Bradley Cooper, Pitt and
Nyong’o. The shot “made
history,” DeGeneres told the
audience later. It’s since been
retweeted more than 2 mil-
lion times.

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MEMPHIS, March 6,
2014 (AP): The top two
officials at the University
of Memphis are backing a
plan to allow people with-
outlegal U.S. residency to
pay in-state tuition rates at
the school.

Interim President Brad
Martin told The Commer-
cial Appeal (http://bit.ly/
1mYsM?27)that many suc-
cessful high school gradu-
ates lack access to higher
education.

Martin and Provost
David Rudd are backing
plans to bolster U of M
enrollment and retention
by abolishing out-of-state
tuition, and by enabling
successful students with-
out legal U.S. residency
who live in Tennessee to
pay in-state tuition rates.

“We think there are a
lot of successful, hard-
working high school
graduates who do not have
access to higher educa-
tion,” Martin said. “We

have been thinking about
what we can do to serve that
population, and we think it
is very important.”

Two bills working their
way through legislative
committees in Nashville
would give students without
legal U.S. residency who have
lived in Tennessee five years
access to in-state tuition.

Martin sent a letter to
members of the legislature
Wednesday where the bills
are pending review.

Martin, who was a state
representative from 1973
through 1982, also wrote that
he’s prepared to dig into his
own pocket to assist students
without legal U.S. residency
who are not eligible for stu-
dentloans and Hope scholar-
ships. Martin pledged to fund
25 scholarships which will
mirror the Hope require-
ments.

“My sense s that there are
others who would be willing
to join me in such a scholar-
ship plan,” Martin said.

It’sunclear exactly how
many local students with-
out legal U.S. residency
might qualify for in-state
tuition. The Brookings In-
stitution reported that
4,799 young people in
Tennessee applied for de-
ferred action between Aug.
15, 2012, and March 22,
2013. Of those, 78 percent
were from Mexico.

President  Barack
Obama created the De-
ferred Action for Child-
hood Arrivals program to
allow immigrants without
legal U.S. residency who
were brought unlawfully
as children or who are now
on an expired visa to re-
main in the U.S. to attend
school and to work with-
out prosecution for two
years. The program does
not provide lawful status
orapermanent path to citi-

zenship.

KC group asks ICE to return deported man

KANSAS CITY, Mo.,
March 6, 2014 (AP): The
12-year-old daughter of a
manrecently deported from
Kansas City tried to meet
with immigration officials
Thursday to plead for her
father’sreturn from México,
but she and an advocacy
group helping the family
said they were turned away
after being told no one was
available after showing up
unannounced.

Her father, Josue Noe
Sandoval-Pérez, was ar-
rested on Jan. 16 on accusa-
tions that he was trying to
cash in fake coins at a local
grocery store. Local police
notified U.S. Immigration
and Custom Enforcement
after discovering he was
using a fake social security
number and had been de-
ported in the past. He was
taken into ICE custody on
Jan. 22 and deported nine
days later.

Nayelly Sandoval, a
middle school student and
U.S. citizen, and her older
brother and mother have
been working with Commu-
nities Creating Opportu-
nity, a Kansas City faith-
based organization, to help
their father. The group ar-

gues that Sandoval-Pérez was
a longstanding member of the
community, had not been con-
victed of any crimes and should
have been granted some le-
niency.

The group also says the
family’s case draws attention
to struggles immigrants face if
they’reinthe U.S. withoutdocu-
mentation and want to stay.

“I wanted to see why they
did that to my dad,” said
Nayelly, whose family has
lived in the area since 1998.
“These people don’teven care.
They just wanted to get us out
of there because they don’t
know what to do with us.”

ICE has said Sandoval-
Pérez was considered a priority
for removal from the U.S. be-
cause he had been deported
once before and came back to
the U.S. without documenta-
tion.

When asked for comment
Thursday, ICE said in a state-
ment that Sandoval-Pérez was
removed “under a reinstate-
ment of his prior order by an
immigration judge,” and that
ICE continues “to work with
Congress to enact
commonsense immigration
reform.”

Police spokesman Capt.
Tye Grant said Sandoval-

Pérez, who worked in a lo-
cal metal scrap yard, first
came to the attention of
policein April 2013 whena
grocery store became sus-
picious about “damaged”
quarters Sandoval-Pérez
had been trying to cash in.
Grant said police tracked
Sandoval-Pérez, then ar-
rested him in January.

Sandoval-Pérez denies
trying to pass fake coins,
said Communities Creating
Opportunity spokesman
Andrew Kling, who joined
Nayelly and her 17-year-
old brother at the Kansas
City ICE office Thursday.
Kling saidimmigrationlaws
didn’t provide a clear path-
way for Sandoval-Pérez to
apply for legal status.

CCOhasalsoraised con-
cerns that Sandoval-Pérez
was held in the Kansas City
detention center for about a
week and wasn’tallowed to
shower or change clothes,
and was denied medical at-
tention for “an infection.”
Grant acknowledged the
center wasn’t built for ex-
tended stays, but said its
staff will accommodate the
needs of anyone in the jail
“no matter how long they
are there.”

Focus back on Latino voters in Texas
governor’s race

EDINBURG, Texas,
March 6, 2014 (AP): Re-
publican Greg Abbott is
bringing the governor’s
race back to the Texas bor-
der, where Democrat Wendy
Davis is on the defensive
after losing heavily Latino
counties in this week’s pri-
mary election.

election campaign. The
Texas attorney general said
this week that Republicans
this election will reach out to
Latinos like never before.

Davis finished behind
Ray Madrigal, a largely un-
known Democrat, in several
border counties in Tuesday’s
primary.

The Fort Worth state sena-

tor still performed better
than Abbott in those coun-
ties, but faced questions
about her second-place
showing among Democrat
voters.

Professor, 87, working on ‘Chicano Renaissance’
By ABE VILLAREAL, Silver City Sun-News

SILVER CITY, N.M.,
March 1, 2014 (AP): “By
and large, US-American
Latinos are a mixed group
of people,”” is how Felipe
Ortego opens his 22-para-
graph entry into what is ex-
pected to become the most
comprehensive encyclope-
diaonLatinoissues. A seem-
ingly simple sentence, it is
the lead into a detailed and
informative piece on the
impact Latinos have had in
Anmerican literature through
the last four centuries.

“There is a theme in my
writings,” Ortego explains.
“Anditcame tome now, itis
thatTamaliterary inquirer.”
Ortego has been question-
ing the status quo for 50
years, in academia, in poli-
tics, and in what most con-
sider the accepted history of
the Latino in America.

Now, Ortego, often re-
ferred to as the father of the
Chicano Renaissance, is set
to rock the boat with an ex-
haustive encyclopedic ef-
fort that will provide opin-
ion and thought from lead-
ing experts across the coun-
try on Latino issues.

“Four years ago I saw an
announcement looking for
an editor and I responded,”
Ortego said. He has asked
several colleagues at
WNMU, where he teaches
andservesastheinstitution’s
Scholar-In-Residence, tobe
co-editors, creating a team
of local experts who will
help bring together the more
than 100 pieces that will
eventually be included in
the publication.

Ortego expects the pub-
lished work to be controver-
sial and thought provoking.

“Every single entry has the
author’s pointof view,” Ortego
explained. “We do not want it
to be just a thesaurus of infor-
mation.”

The Renaissance man is
known for not shying away
fromanintellectual challenge.
Considered the founder of
Chicano literary history, he
conducted the first study in
the field of Mexican-Ameri-
can Literature. His essay on
The Chicano Renaissance is
known as a landmark text in
the Chicano literary move-
ment.

‘When Ortego was asked to
organize a course on Mexi-
can-American Literature for
the University of New Mexico
in 1969, he faced ablank slate.

“There was nothing extant
in print at the time available
foraclass in Mexican-Ameri-
can Literature,” Ortego re-
calls. The world was his can-
vas and he was ready to open
its eyes to the colorful history
of the Latino American.

The consummate writer, in
the last half-century Ortego
has authored numerous books,
monographs and studies, an
addition to hundreds of schol-
arly and creative pieces that
have appeared in national and
international publications. He
has even acted in a movie or
two.

The upcoming publication
of the encyclopedia brings
Ortegofull circle. His careerin
higher education is seeing its
50th year in 2014 and some-
how the “Encyclopedia of

LatinoIssues Today” brings
him back to the beginning.
“If the reader has a pre-
conceived notion of who
Latinos are, we want to sup-
port or dispel those miscon-
ceptions,” Ortego said. “I
want my readers to know
that everything which is
written is not gospel.”

The encyclopedia will
be published by Green-
wood/ABC-CLIO, a na-
tional publisher, and it will
cover Latino issues on
themes such as arts, media,
civil rights, culture, demog-
raphy, health, gender and
religion.

Ortego and his team
where not the first choice by
Greenwood. They are the
third group of editors who
have been tasked to com-
plete the project.

“I have learned a lot,”
Ortego adds about his edit-
ing of the writers” submis-
sions. “Every article will pro-
vide readers with informa-
tion about Latinos.”

The encyclopedia is in
its final stages and is ex-
pected to be published this
year. Even then, Ortego is
already moving on to his
next efforts. No surprise to
those who are awed by the
stamina of the 87-year-old
professor.

“Thave three manuscripts
thatIwanttopeddle,” Ortego
said. “One is titled ‘La
Leyenda Negra’ about the
Hispanic experience in the
United States.”

Establece Kioskos Informativos y la posibilidad de crear diversos programas de apoyo a los mexicanos

Con una apretada
agenda de 48 horas, Juan
Manuel Solana, Cénsul de
Meéxico en Detroit, realizé
su primera visita regional a
Ohio del 3 al 4 de marzo.
Sostuvo reuniones con
Chase Ritenauer, Alcalde
de Lorain; William J. Healy
Il Alcalde de Canton y
lideres comunitarios de
organizaciones diversas.
Con el Alcalde Healy II se
explor6 la posibilidad de
establecer una Ciudad
Hermana ya sea con
Coahuila o Saltillo.

“Se sembraron muchas
semillas y estoy seguro que
de alguna tendrd que salir
un arbol, por eso es
importante nodejarde plan-
tar”, dijo el Cénsul Solana
enentrevistaexclusivapara
La Prensa, al referirse alos
diversos temas que se
abordaron durante sus

reuniones.
El comité de
bienvenida, estuvo

conformado por: Frank
Krajenke, abogado y ex
Consejero del Instituto de
los Mexicanos en el Exte-
rior; Joel Arredondo,
Presidente de Lorain City
Council; Celestino Rivera,
Chief of Police; y Mary
Santiago, Vicechairman de
la Comisiéon de Asuntos
Hispanos de Ohio.

Entre los acuerdos
logrados, se acordé la
creacién de tres “Kioskos
informativos” en Lorain.
“Son lugares en donde
podremos distribuir libros e
informacién importante para
los mexicanos. Bajo este
concepto, lo que queremos
hacer es empoderar a los
mexicanos, con tripticos que
expliquen desde algo tan
sencillo como sacar un
pasaporte, hasta conocer la
importancia de vacunarse
para prevenir el flu.
Informacién reciente sobre la
reforma migratoria, para que
ellos puedan tener una vida
mas facil en Estados Unidos,
entre otras cosas”, explicé el
diplomético mexicano.

Actualmente, en Michi-
gan ya hay algunas agencias
que cuentan con “Kioskos
informativos” con 25 tripticos
de 20 diferentes temas y la
idea es ir expandiendo este
servicio. “Estamos
trabajando también en la
creacién de tripticos
preventivos paraque nuestros
paisanos sepan que no deben
aumentar el nimero de
dependientes econémicos al
realizar su declaracién de
impuestos, como muchas per-
sonas lorecomiendan. Esoles
traerd problemas tarde o
temprano. En cuanto a los
jovenes beneficiados con

DACA, queremosinformarles
sobre los requisitos para
obtener su licencia de manejo
en Michigan. Es decir, hay
muchos temas y estamos
tratando de establecer un
mejor mecanismo de
informacién”, agregé el
entrevistado.

Cabe destacar que las
oficinas de La Prensa,
ubicadas en el 616 Adams
Street en el centro de Toledo,
Ohio, en breve contardn con
un Kiosko informativo.

Por otra parte, durante los
encuentros del Cénsul con
los lideres comunitarios, se
habl6 de la posibilidad de
aumentar los consulados
moviles en el norte de Ohio
para atender a la mayor
cantidad  posible de
mexicanos. También se
exploralaideade que algunas
agencias usen sus propias
camionetas para llevar a los
mexicanos a las oficinas del
Consulado al menos una vez
al mes para el tramite de
matriculas y/o pasaportes; con
una revision previa de los
documentos por parte del per-
sonal del Consulado para
asegurar el tramite.

Jeff Stewart, director de
Centro San José en Cant6n
dijo sentirse complacido con
la visita del C6nsul Solana, a
quien conocia desde su
representacién anterior en In-

dianapolis. “Nos ofrecié
informaci6n importante para
la comunidad y los lideres
aprovecharon para llevarse
folletos para los
connacionales de la region.
Durante lareunién abordamos
los diferentes temas que
aquejan a los mexicanos en
estaregion, como la violacién
a los derechos humanos, la
patrulla fronteriza, entre
otros”.

Posteriormente, el Consul
Solana se reunié con John
Grabowksi Ph.D de Western
Reserve Historical Society en
Cleveland, Ohio, para
exponer un proyecto
desarrollado por la Camara
de Comercio Hispanaen Cin-
cinnati, el cual consistid en la
creacién de un documento
que contempla la influencia
de la comunidad hispana en

el crecimiento de dicha
ciudad. “Me encantaria que
este documento se pudiera
replicar en Cleveland para
distribuirlo en las escuelas y
crear sensibilidad en los
nifos”, comenté Juan
Manuel Solana.

Luego de esa reunion,
David Fleshler, Associate
ProvostforInternational Af-
fairs, de Western Reserve
University Center for Inter-
national Affairs, abrié las
puertas de la Universidad
para conocer un nuevo
programaen el que trabajael
gobierno de México para
incrementar los
intercambios estudiantiles
entre México y Estados
Unidos, mostrando un gran
interés.

Entre los programas de
intercambio, también se

explora la posibilidad de
hacerlo con médicos y
policias. “Estamos
trabajando con la Clinica
Metro Health para realizar
un intercambio de médicos
por dos o tres semanas; asf
como la creacién de una
Ventanilla de Salud, en
donde los connacionales
tengan informacion para
inscribir a sus hijos en el
seguro social de México”,
inform6 el diplomatico
mexicano.

El Coénsul Solana
también fue invitado al
programa de radio “Going
Globalwith David Delgado”
y disfruto de una deliciosa
cena ofrecida por la familia
Galindo del restaurante Mi
Casita; en donde compartié
con algunos miembros de la
comunidad.
