El
gobierno estadounidense, que
hadenegadoelasiloa Vivares,
estd evaluando al mismo
tiempo  una  peticién
interpuesta por la esposa de
éste, quien nacié en Republica
Dominicanay sellama Yaharia
Burgos.

NEW YORK, April4,2017:
Today, the American Civil Lib-
erties Union launched a cam-
paigntoremind the public about
its First Amendment rights and
toreassure immigrants thatthey
too are protected by the US
Constitution.

paign. Representatives who
handle advertising space for
New York’s Metropolitan
Transit Authority and Wash-
ington D.C.’s Metropolitan
Area Transit Authority de-
clined, saying they did “not
acceptissue oriented advertis-
ing.” However, the vendors
who did offer space did so ata
substantial discount in part
because they wanted to sup-
port the effort.

The First Amendment ads
will run in Times Square
through June, appearing twice
an hour for 15 seconds on the
electronic billboard at Reuters
Digital Tower, 3 Times Square.
The ads in Washington D.C.
will appear on 30 bus shelters
across the city for four weeks.

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Fed appeals court rejects Ohio’s new lethal

injection process
By ANDREW WELSH-HUGGINS, Associated Press

COLUMBUS, April 6,
2017 (AP): A federal appeals
court on Thursday rejected
Ohio’s new three-drug le-
thal injection process, jeop-
ardizing the upcoming ex-
ecutions of several con-
demned killers.

In a2-1 decision, the 6¢h
U.S. Circuit Court of Ap-
peals in Cincinnati found
the proposed use of a con-
tested sedative, midazolam,
unconstitutional.

The court also ruled that
Ohio’s planned use of two
other drugs the state aban-
doned years ago prevents
theirreintroductioninanew
execution system.

After repeatedly saying
it would no longer use those
drugs—pancuronium bro-
mide and potassium chlo-
ride—""but now attempting
to execute condemned in-
mates with these very drugs,
the State had taken directly
contradictory positions,”
Judge Karen Nelson Moore
ruled for the majority.

The court also favored
arguments by attorneys for
death row inmates that use
of another drug altogether—
pentobarbital—is still an
option for the state, despite
Ohio’s arguments that it
can’t find supplies of that
drug.

An appeal is likely. Op-
tions including asking the
full appeals court to con-
sider the case or appealing

straight to the U.S. Supreme
Court, said Dan Tierney, a
spokesman for the Ohio at-
torney general’s office.

The ruling was a blow to
the state, which hoped to be-
gin executing several con-
demned killers next month.
The first of those, Ronald
Phillips, is scheduled to die
May 10 forraping and killing
his girlfriend’s 3-year-old
daughter in Akron in 1993.

Executions have been on
hold since January 2014,
wheninmate Dennis McGuire
took 26 minutes to die under
anever-before-tried two-drug
method that began with
midazolam. The same drug
was involved in a problem-
atic execution later that year
in Arizona.

Ohio announced its three-
drug method in October and
said it had enough for at least
four executions, though
records obtained by The As-
sociated Press indicated the
supply could cover dozens of
executions.

The prisonsystemused 10
milligrams of midazolam on
McGuire. The new system
calls for 500 milligrams. The
state said there’s plenty of
evidence proving the larger
amount will keep inmates
from feeling pain.

Ohio also said the U.S.
Supreme Court upheld the
use of midazolam in 2015 in
a case out of Oklahoma.

The court on Thursday

said arguments by death
row inmates that even 500
milligrams of midazolam
could lead to a risk of pain
were more convincing than
counterarguments from the
state.

Attorneys for death row
inmates said Magistrate
Judge Michael Merz got it
right in a January ruling
when he said that the “three-
drug midazolam protocol
creates a substantial risk of
serious harm.”

Those attorneys also
saidthe U.S. Supreme Court
case involved evidence
unique to Oklahoma. And
they said Ohio has an alter-
native option: finding pen-
tobarbital.

Ohiodisagreed and said
thatovertimeitasked seven
states in vain for the drug.
Of the seven, only Geor-
gia, Missouri, and Texas
appear to have reliable
sources of pentobarbital
when needed. Those states
won’t reveal the source.

OnFeb. 10, Republican
Ohio Gov. John Kasichde-
layed eight executions to
allow time for the appeals
court arguments.

Ohio restaurant ordered to pay back wages,
damages to ‘volunteers’
Cathedral Buffet improperly classified 235 workers who
cooked, waited tables

CUYAHOGA FALLS,
April 4, 2017: A federal
judge has ordered Cathe-
dral Buffet and its owner
to pay $388,507 in back
wages and damages to 235
“volunteers” who worked
at the Cuyahoga Falls res-
taurant. An investigation
by the U.S. Department of
Labor’s Wage and Hour
Division found violations
of the Fair Labor Standards
Act’s minimum wage,
overtime, recordkeeping
and other provisions.

U.S. District Judge for
the Northern District of
Ohio Benita Pearson
wrote that testimony at a
trial in late 2016 sup-
ported the department’s
findings that the owner of
Cathedral Buffet,
televangelist Ernest
Angley, and managers en-
couraged members of
Angley’s church — Grace
Cathedral - to work at the
restaurant without pay.
The for-profit restaurant
used volunteers to save
money, and the volunteers
felt pressured to provide
free labor, meaning they
should have been paid for
their work, Pearson wrote
in her findings entered on
March 29, 2017.

George Victory, district
director for the Wage and
Hour Division in Columbus,
said that “the buffet’s con-
stant solicitation of volun-
teer labor, the company’s
admission that the use of
volunteer labor was in-
tended to save money, and
the volunteers’ feelings of
pressure to work at the res-
taurant shows they were ac-
tually employees. That is
unacceptable under the law.
There are many instances,
however, in which the use
of volunteers is acceptable.
Organizations with ques-
tions about compliance
should contact us.”

The investigation found
FLSA violations that in-
cluded:

« Improperly treating cer-
tain workers as volunteers
and paying them no wages.
These unpaid volunteers
cooked, cleaned, waited
tables, stocked, and main-
tained the buffet line, and
served as cashiers.

 Classifying 235 em-
ployees as unpaid volun-
teers, denying them the
$7.25 hourly minimum
wage.

 Paying four managers
weekly salaries that failed

to meet the $7.25 per hour
federal minimum wage,
and failing to pay over-
time after 40 hours. The
employer incorrectly cat-
egorized these managers
asexempt fromthe FLSA’s
overtime requirement.

The overtime and other
FLSA violations were re-
solved in a partial consent
judgment entered by the
court on Oct. 26, 2016.

Cathedral Buffet and
Angley have 60 days
to appeal the court’s
decision.

In 1999, the division
investigated the buffet
restaurant and it later paid
more than $37,000 in back
wages to employees im-
properly classified as vol-
unteers. In 2012, Angley
decided to again use vol-
unteer labor, the Wage and
Hour Division found.

Workers and employ-

Proposed New Crimes and Penalties
undermine Legislature’s Criminal Justice
Reform efforts, say ACLU

COLUMBUS, March,
2017: Anew ACLU of Ohio
report, issued March 2nd,
finds that Ohio legislators
introduced nearly 100 bills
in the last legislative ses-
sion to send more people to
already overcrowded pris-
ons and jails.

Thereport, Ohio’s State-
house-to-Prison Pipeline
2017, highlights that the
Ohio General Assembly is
damaging their own multi-
year effort to simplify the
criminal code by lengthen-
ing prison and jail sen-
tences and proposing new
criminal offenses.

“This should be a wake-
up call for legislators,” says
Gary Daniels, chief lobbyist
of the ACLU of Ohio. “We
can’texpect criminal justice
reform to succeed if legisla-
tors are constantly funnel-
ing more people into an al-
ready overflowing state-
house-to-prison pipeline.”
Thereportidentifies that one
innine bills in the House and
one in 15 bills in the Senate
contained some form of sen-
tencing enhancement.

“We need to focus on
what’s gone terribly wrong
with our criminal justice sys-
tem,” said Daniels. “Mass

incarceration is ruining
lives, neighborhoods and
communities, especially for
people of color. Until the
Recodification Committee
finishes its work, there
should be no more bills that
add new crimes or penal-
ties,” continued Daniels.

Thereport, Ohio’s State-
house-to-Prison Pipeline
2017, calls for a series of
reforms, including a freeze
onsentence enhancements,
at least until the work of
the Ohio Criminal Justice
Recodification Committee
is completed later this
session.

Prostate Cancer

Not all cancers are
treated equal, at least not
when it comes to diagnoses
among men. The top three
cancers affecting men are
prostate, lung, and
colorectal cancers. Neigh-
borhood Health
Association’s Chief Medi-
cal Officer, John Uche, MD,
helps us break down the
statistics, risk factors and
important screenings for
each type of cancer. First
up, prostate cancer.

According to the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and
Prevention, prostate cancer
is the No. I cancer risk for
all men, including the Afri-
can American, American
Indian, Hispanic and white
populations. Because itis a
slow growing cancer, it can
often go undetected with-
out someone displaying
symptoms. Prostate cancer
is the third leading cause of
cancer deaths in American
men, behind lung and
colorectal cancer, and about
I manin 39 will die of pros-
tate cancer.

Prostate Cancer FAQs
You don’t have to wait
for prostate cancer to slowly
form; here are some Fre-
quently Asked Questions
to help you make more in-
formed health decisions.

Who is most at-risk
for developing prostate
cancer? We look at three
indicators:

e Age: The older you
are, the greater your risk of
developing prostate can-
cer. Most men diagnosed
with prostate cancer are
65+.

* Family History: If you
have a father, brother, or
son diagnosed with pros-

tate cancer, you are 2-3 times
more likely to also develop
the disease.

¢ Race: Unfortunately,
prostate cancer is more com-
mon and aggressive in Afri-
can-American men, and can
develop at a younger age
among this group as well.

Typically, werecommend
that discussion and screen-
ings about your prostate
health start at 50, unless you
have a family history or are
considered at risk. African-
American men should begin
having prostate health con-
versations at 40.

What are the common
symptoms of prostate can-
cer?

Prostate cancer affects
menindifferent ways. While
some men may experience
no symptoms, others may
experience straining to pass
urine, leaking urine, bloody
urine, and bone pain. If you
are concerned about any of
these symptoms, please con-
tact your primary care pro-
vider right away.

What screenings arethere
for prostate cancer?

Generally, there are two
tests used to screen for pros-
tate cancer. A Digital Rectal
Exam, or DRE,is whenacare
provider checks the rectum
to estimate the size of the
prostate and feels for lumps
or other abnormalities. An-
other way to test is with a
prostate specific antigen, or
PSA test, which measures the
level of PSA in the blood.
PSA levels are typically
higherin men who have pros-
tate cancer, but can also be
affected by certain medical
procedures, medications, an
enlarged prostate, or a pros-
tate infection. Higher levels

of PSA could indicate that
a closer look or further
screening is needed.

How common is pros-
tate cancer?

About 1in7 men will be
diagnosed with prostate
cancer in their lifetimes.
Reports from the American
Cancer Society project that
161,360 new cases of pros-
tate cancer will be diag-
nosed in 2017, with an es-
timated 26,730 prostate
cancer deaths. Of the total
estimated cases, 29,530 (or
31%) of those diagnosed
are African-American and
13,000 (or 22%,) are His-
panic. Estimated prostate
cancer deaths from 2015-
2016 are 4,450 men in the
African American commu-
nity and 1,800 men in the
Latino community. Addi-
tional education and re-
sources should be available
to at-risk communities to
help reduce these numbers.
