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Latinos, black women, fuel voter turnout in 2008

WASHINGTON, D.C.,
April 30, 2009 (AP): Nearly
one-fourth of voters in last
November’s election were
minorities, the most diverse
election ever, fueled by high
turnout from black womenand
a growing Hispanic popula-
tion, an independent research
group found.

The study by the Pew Re-
search Center,released Thurs-
day, also showed that for the
first time blacks had the high-
est voter turnout rate of any
racial or ethnic group among
peopleages 18t029. Analysts
said it remained to be seen
how fully the strong minority
participation, a reflection of
both changing U.S. demo-
graphics and enthusiasm for
Democrat Barack Obama,
wouldcarry overtofutureelec-
tions.

Pew’s analysis of census
data found that whites cast
about 100 million, or 76 per-
cent, of the 131 million total
ballots last November, com-
pared with 79 percentin 2004.
It was the sharpest percentage
drop in more than a decade.

Blacks, meanwhile, had
their sharpest increase in
voter participation in more
than a decade, with 15.9 mil-
lion casting ballots to make
up 12.1 percent of the elec-
torate. Blacks previously
had seen their share decline
to 11 percent in 2004 after
their low turnout in Republi-
can George W. Bush’s re-
election win over Democrat
John Kerry.

Butin 2008, about 65 per-
cent of blacks went to the

polls, nearly matching the
66 percent voting rate for
whites. Black women had the
highestrates of participation
among all voters at 69 per-
cent; they were followed by
white women (68 percent),
white men (64 percent), and
black men (61 percent).

Latinos also had gains in
voting share, mostly due to
their rapidly growing popu-
lation. In 2008, about 9.7
million, or half of Latinos
eligible to vote, cast ballots.
They made up about 7.4 per-
cent of the total voters, a
jump from 6 percentin 2004.

Due to immigration and
high birth rates, the number
of Latinos eligible to vote
rose by 21 percent from 2004
t02008 to 19.5 million, com-
pared with a 5 percent in-
crease for the general popu-
lation. The fastest-growing
minority group, Latino vot-
ers helped Obama flip the
battleground states of Colo-
rado, Florida, Nevada, and
New Mexico.

“Moving into the future,
we're going to see a much
more diverse electorate,” said
Mark Hugo Lépez, associate
director of the Pew Hispanic
Center, who co-wrote the re-
port. “Among youths gener-
ally and black youths in par-
ticular, we have seen an in-
crease in voter participation
since 2000, and there’s gener-
ally been more civic engage-
ment such as volunteering.”

Lépez attributed the
higher turnout among youths
to better outreach, as well as
early voting and Election Day

registration in some states that
allow voters to register when
they arrive at the polls.

Other findings:

e Among voters 18-29,
blacks had the strongest par-
ticipation rate in last
November’s election at 58
percent, compared with 51
percent overall in that age
group. Blacks were followed
by whites (52 percent), Asians
(43 percent) and Latinos (41
percent).

* The greatest increases in
turnout were in Southern states
with large black populations
who were eligible to vote:
Mississippi, Georgia, North
Carolina, and Louisiana, as
well as the District of Colum-
bia.

¢ Women widened their
turnout advantage over men.
In 2008, about 65.7 percent of
women cast ballots—more
than4 percentage points higher
than the 61.5 percent rate for
men. In 2004, 65.4 percent of
women voted compared with
62.1 percent for men.

e About 47 percent of
Asians, or 3.3 million, voted in
2008. They made up about 2.5
percent of total voters, up
slightly from 2004.

The Pew analysis is based
on the Census Bureau’s Cur-
rent Population Survey, which
asked respondents after Elec-
tion Day about their voting
registration and turnout. The
figures for “white” refer to the
whites who are not of Latino
ethnicity.

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Feds going after companies hiring undocumented workers

WASHINGTON, D.C.,
April 30, 2009 (AP): The
Barack Obamaadministration
is pursuing employers who
knowingly hire and exploit
undocumented workers, a
policy not significantly dif-
ferentfromthe George W. Bush
administration’s approach.

The guidelines, sent to
Immigration and Customs
Enforcementagents on Thurs-
day, call for imposing fines
and pressing criminal charges
against employers who break
the law.

The priority is to go after
employers, but the policy says
agents will continue to arrest
undocumented workers as
long as local U.S. attorneys
commit to prosecuting cases
against their employers.

The Obama administration
stresses that humanitarian
guidelines will be followed in
more cases than under Presi-
dent George W. Bush.

As a candidate, Barack
Obama promised animmigra-
tion policy that would shift
emphasis away from work-
place raids and place greater
focus on employers who hire
undocumented immigrants
and overall immigration re-
form. Some immigration ad-
vocates were hopeful Obama
would sign an executive order
thatwould freeze immigration
raids, butthathasn’thappened.

Homeland Security Secre-
tary Janet Napolitano has said
the agency will focus on “re-
newing a priority on employ-

ers who are making money off
of theseillegalimmigrants and
giving them jobs that should
be going to American work-
ers, as opposed to just count-
ing numbers.”

In2008, ICE broughtcrimi-
nal charges against 135 em-
ployers and 968 workers. ICE
is part of Napolitano’s depart-
ment.

In an interview with The
Associated Press this month,
Napolitano said building cases
against employers could in-
clude auditing documents
employees fill out when they
join a company, having un-
documented workers go un-
dercover, and talking to people
whoregularly interact withthe
employers.

“What I want to do is deter
more employers from inten-
tionally and knowingly hir-
ing illegal workers,”
Napolitano said.

Worksite enforcement op-
erations take up only a small
percentage of ICE’s nearly $6
billion annual budget. The
agency’s immigration raids
have become politically and
emotionally charged, as fed-
eral agentsin SWAT-like gear
have sweptintobusinesses and
rounded up hundreds of un-
documented workers.

Missouri Democrat Sen.
Claire McCaskill said she sees
the guidelines as a sharp
change in direction from the
Bush administration policies.

“They’re basically saying,
‘Let’s use ourresources going

afterthe employers as opposed
to doing cheesy photo oppor-
tunities with illegal immi-
grants,” McCaskill said. She
said ICE did not keep statistics
of its enforcement actions
against employers until 2008.

Ten years ago, the Clinton
administration made changes
to its workplace enforcement
policies, deciding to concen-
trate on criminal activities re-
lated to undocumented immi-
gration. At the time, the now-
dissolved Immigration and
Naturalization Service tar-
geted employers who worked
with human traffickers and
other criminal enterprises to
smuggle workers across inter-
national borders. The Clinton-
era strategy also called for au-
diting employers instead of
raiding the businesses.

But these enforcement
cases were inconsistentand the
fines became to the employers
just a cost of doing business
and therefore ineffective, said
Mark Reed, a former INS re-
gional director.

Enforcement priorities
shifted in once again in 1999
when immigration agents tar-
geted Nebraska meatpacking
plants as part of Operation
Vanguard, meant to be an ex-
ample to other employers. Im-
migration agents had checked
thousands of employment
forms and identified hundreds
of workers they thought might
beinthe country without docu-
mentation.

That operation, however,

When Congress failed to
pass acomprehensive immi-
gration overhaul in 2007,
immigration officials began
conducting more organized
raids and developing crimi-
nal cases against the employ-
ers.

Building cases against
employers take time, said
Julie Myers, assistant secre-
tary of ICE during the latter
part of the Bush administra-
tion. Also, immigration offi-
cials faced the same ques-
tion: “What do you do with
the employees?”

The new policy comes
nearly a year after a May
2008 immigration raid at
Agriprocessors, Inc., in
Postville, Iowa, ended with
389 people arrested.

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Reforma migratoria en 2009:
Obama reitero compromiso de camparia

El presidente Barack Obama estd dis-
puesto a presentar una reforma migratoria
al Congreso estadounidense en el trans-
curso de este aino 2009, dijeron legislado-
res hispanos luego de entrevistarse con el
mandatario en la Casa Blanca.

En los ultimos tres afios el debate de la
reforma migratoria ha sufrido dos impor-
tantes derrotas en el Congreso.

El primer fracaso ocurrié el 3 de ju-
nio de 2006, cuando el entonces liderazgo
republicano cancelé el nombramiento del
Comité de Conferencia que debia armoni-
zar dos leyes aprobadas, una por la Cdmara
de Representantes -el 16 de diciembre de
2005- y otra por el Senado -el 25 de mayo
de 2006-.

El proyecto de la Cdmara de Repre-
sentantes, respaldado principalmente por
republicanos, criminalizaba la estadia in-
documentada y negaba la legalizaciéon de
los 12 millones de indocumentados en el
pais.

El proyecto de reforma del Senado, en
cambio -aprobado la tercera semana de
mayo de 2006-, incluia un programa de le-
galizacién sobre la base de un sistema que
dividia a la poblacién indocumentada en
tres grupos y a cada uno de ellos los trata
de manera diferente.

Grupo 1. Lo integraban indocumen-
tados que llevaban cinco afios 0 mdis en
el pais. Ellos accederian a una residencia
temporal de seis afios y luego a la residen-
cia permanente. Once anos mas tarde po-
drian solicitar la ciudadania. Se beneficia-
rian 7.8 millones.

Grupo 2. Lo integraban indocumenta-
dos que llevaban mds de dos afios y menos
de cinco en el pais. Ellos deberian regis-

trarse en un puesto fronterizo y califica-
rian para un permiso temporal de trabajo
hasta que cumplan cinco afos de estadia.
Se beneficiarian 3.5 millones.

Grupo 3. Lo integraban indocumen-
tados que llevaban menos de dos afos en
Estados Unidos, quienes no calificarian
paran ningun tipo de beneficio y deberian
irse del pais.

La tercera semana de mayo de 2007
una comisién tripartita integrada por re-
presentantes demdcratas, republicanos y
de la Casa Blanca anunciaron la elabora-
ci6n de una nueva propuesta de reforma
que incluia, entre otras recomendaciones,
una compleja via de legalizacién para in-
documentados que se encontraban en Es-
tados Unidos desde el 1 de enero de 2007 y
carecieran de antecedentes criminales.

El Senado inicié el debate el 21 de
mayo, pero el 28 de junio la propuesta su-
cumbié ante la falta de apoyo de ambos
partidos.

El plan, basado también en un fuerte
componente de seguridad nacional para
poner fin al trafico ilegal, recomendaba
una via de legalizacién que anexaba una
residencia temporal de tres anos, verifi-
cacion de identidad, multa de $13,500 por
persona y un tramite consular en el pais
de origen para recibir la residencia perma-
nente.

El plan de Obama

Durante la campafia electoral, Obama
propuso un plan de reforma migratoria
basada en seguridad (detener el cruce de
indocumentados por las fronteras y veri-
ficacién de empleo), contratacion de traba-
jadores extranjeros calificados (mejoras en
los programas de visas tipo H, que incluye

a profesionales con destrezas especiales y
campesinos), la reunificaciéon familiar y la
legalizaciéon de indocumentados.

La legalizacion de indocumentados fa-
voreceria a aquellos extranjeros que llevan
tiempo en Estados Unidos, carecen de an-
tecedentes criminales, pagan impuestos,
cancelen una multa y sepan inglés, entre
otros requisitos. También agregaria un sis-
tema de puntos.

Recomend6 ademds modificar y am-
pliar la cuota anual de visados de inmi-
grantes regulada por el Departamento de
Estado para, de esta manera, reducir las
esperas por un cupo de visa de pedidos fa-
miliares, que actualmente en algunos ca-
sos dilata entre 12 y 18 afios, dependiendo
del grado de parentesco.

También recomendé acelerar el pro-
ceso de verificacion de antecedentes por
parte de la Oficina de Federal de Investiga-
ciones (FBI), y con ello acortar el proceso
para convertirse en residente permanente
o ciudadano.

Algunos casos de peticién de tarje-
ta verde o naturalizacién dilatan entre 18
meses y tres afos, tiempo que impacta de
manera negativa la reunificacion familiar.

El plan de Obama también incluye
personal adicional para la patrulla fronte-
riza, recursos adicionales para infraestruc-
tura y recursos tecnolégicos de vigilancia
en fronteras y puertos de entrada.

Sobre las redadas Obama reiteré que
estos procedimientos policfacos son in-
eficaces y recomendo revisar las politicas
que ejecuta el DHS, pedido que Napolita-
no hizo poco después de asumir el control
del DHS.

Meéxico recibio a Obama

México, D.F.— Una reforma migratoria, el reforzamiento de

la Iniciativa Mérida, el trabajo bilateral conjunto para la seguridad
nacional, el relajamiento de las fricciones por el tema del bloqueo
al transporte mexicano, asi como la desigualdad econémica social,
son los temas en los que México espera ver mejorias con la visita del

presidente estadounidense, Barack Obama.

El mandatario estadounidense fue recibido por su homoélogo

presentaciones proporcionales para ser legis-
ladores migrantes”, destacé Germén Trejo,
coordinador de asuntos migratorios de la
Liga de Ciudadanos Latinoamericanos Uni-
dos (LULAC).

En febrero de 2007, durante su tilltima visita oficial a suelo mexi-
cano, Bush se comprometié de manera “personal” a impulsar ante el
Legislativo de su pais dos temas: una reforma integral que fuera el
inicio de la legalizacién de la comunidad mexicana sin documentos

en Estados Unidos —en el cual fracas6— y apoyar de manera mas

directa a la lucha contra la inseguridad.
Asi se fragu6 la Iniciativa Mérida, que aporta-

mexicano, Felipe Calderén, en la Ciudad de México,
en la primera visita de Estado a un pais latinoameri-
cano.

La visita ocurre en medio de una serie de expec-
tativas por la reciente llegada del demdcrata a la Casa
Blanca, considerado un politico de mayor apertura
que su antecesor, el republicano George W. Bush,
quien no logré que el Congreso aprobara una reforma
migratoria que beneficiara a alrededor de 12 millones
de indocumentados, en su mayoria mexicanos.

“Nunca es un mal momento para impulsar una
reforma migratoria porque aun en crisis econémica
los migrantes siguen haciendo los trabajos que los
norteamericanos no quieren hacer”, coment6 el sena-
dor Jests Maria Ramdn, de la comisién de Asuntos
Fronterizos.

“Se tiene que buscar cuanto antes un solucién
legal que dignifique a los mexicanos allg; de lo con-

trario, no seria una relacién de igualdad”, agregé el legislador. “Esto

es un problema de prioridades”.

No obstante, para algunas organizaciones de mexicanos radi-
cados en Estados Unidos el tema migratorio deberfa esperar para ser
tratado en territorio estadounidense y de congresista a congresista.

“El problema en México es que no hay calidad moral para ha-
blar del tema porque tienen un doble discurso: por un lado piden
que se nos incluya en la vida de alld y por otro se nos excluye aqui;
los partidos politicos no nos estdn permitiendo ingresar en las re-

rd durante los primeros tres afios alrededor de 450
millones de ddlares para que la modernizacién de
equipo tecnolégico y humano que trabaja contra la
delincuencia organizada en México.

Estadisticas oficiales han reconocido que en poco més de dos
afos, alrededor de 10 mil mexicanos han muerto por asuntos rela-
cionados con el narcotréfico.
El gobierno de Calderén ha centrado su imagen en la lucha con-

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Fidel Castro pide
levantar embargo

La Habana, Cuba.— La decisién del presidente Barack Obama
de aliviar las sanciones a Cuba es “minima”, pero “positiva”, aunque
faltan acciones més contundentes como eliminar el embargo y has-
ta una autocritica, aseguré Fidel Castro.

Segtin el ex gobernante, Obama deberia usar “su talento en una
politica constructiva que ponga fin a la que ha fracasado durante
casi medio siglo”.

Castro reacciond a la decisién unilateral anunciada la vispera
por Washington de eliminar las trabas para que cubanos-america-
nos puedan viajar sin restricciones a la isla y enviar remesas.

“La medida de aliviar las restricciones a los viajes en sf es posi-
tiva, aunque minima. Hacen falta otras muchas”, dijo el cubano en
una de sus dos “Reflexiones” —sus columnas de opinién— publica-
das en medios de prensa locales.

El embargo a Cuba es un entramado de leyes que prohibe el
comercio con Cuba y sanciona cualquier intercambio no autori-
zado desde los viajes culturales, pasando por la compra o venta de
mercancias, hasta las operaciones bancarias.

Castro destacé la iniciativa del senador republicano Richard
Lugar, quien encabeza un grupo de congresistas y empresarios in-
teresados en normalizar las relaciones.

Para el ex gobernante, Obama deberia tomar también algunas
actitudes politicas, como prometer a los pueblos de América Latina
que no volverd a usarse de la fuerza para atacar a los paises de la
region como ocurrié a lo largo del siglo XX en Panam4, Nicaragua,
Dominicana o Guatemala.

Ni tampoco apoyar invasiones como la de Playa Girén.

“El artero y sorpresivo ataque de Girén nos costé mas de 150
vidas y centenares de heridos graves. Nos gustaria escuchar alguna
autocritica del poderoso pais y la garantia de que nunca volvera a
producirse en nuestro hemisferio”, escribié el ex mandatario.

El 17 de abril de 1961 cubanos anticastristas desembarcaron
en Bahia de Cochinos para derrocar a la revoluciéon. Tropas esta-
dounidenses apoyaron el desembarco —los hombres habian sido
entrenados por expertos de la vecina nacién—, que fue repelido el
dia 19.

“Por el bien de la democracia y los derechos humanos, hace
falta una voz que desde Washington nos diga que la Escuela de las
Américas, especializada en golpes de Estado y torturas, sera cerra-
da para siempre”, manifesté ademds Castro.

Castro, de 82 afios de edad, delegé el poder en su hermano Raul
Castro en julio de 2006, pero mantiene un liderazgo simbdlico en
Cuba y en amplios sectores en América Latina.

En ambas “Reflexiones” Castro insisti6 en la buena voluntad y
la sinceridad de las palabras y acciones de Obama y lo libré de la
responsabilidad de las hostilidades de sus predecesores en la Casa
Blanca.

Observadores indicaron que Obama podria estarse preparan-
do con estas medidas de alivio a las sanciones para los cuestiona-
mientos que algunos paises de la regién anunciaron le harian en la
préxima Cumbre de las Américas esta semana en Trinidad y To-
bago.

Cuba se encuentra excluida de este foro desde su apertura en
los afios 90, cuando gobiernos latinoamericanos afines a Washing-
ton lo usaron para presionar por un cambio en el sistema comunis-
ta de la isla. Ahora muchos paises estdn demandando el fin de las
hostilidades de Washington hacia La Habana.

El presidente Raul Castro asegurd que estd dispuesto a dialo-
gar con Estados Unidos en términos de igualdad y respeto a la so-
berania.

CINCO DE MAYO: La erronea
celebracion de la Independencia
Mexicana en Estados Unidos

Este Cinco de Mayo se conmemora “La Bata-
lla de Puebla” en México; sin embargo en Estados
Unidos hay una errénea creencia de que ese dia es
nuestra Independencia. De manera oficial se dice
que es una forma de honrar el patrimonio mexica-
no y la diversidad de los latinos en ese pais.

Algunos estadounidenses comentan que los
mexicanos celebran equivocadamente el dia de su
Independencia, pero la realidad es que mds bien
son ellos los que celebran el patrimonio cultural
de la creciente comunidad mexicana en ese pais, la
herencia de la cocina, los bailes populares, los vis-
tosos trajes, la musica de mariachiy la cerveza.

Para los mexicanos residentes en ese pais resul-
ta confusa tanta algarabia, ya que si bien en México
es una fecha conmemorativa, jamas se celebra de la
misma forma como lo hace el pais vecino. De he-
cho, la mayorfa de los mexicanos desconocen que
existan tantos festejos. El dia Cinco de Mayo, se
recuerda la victoria de las fuerzas mexicanas, me-
nos numerosas y en gran parte indigenas, contra el
ejército francés en la Batalla de Puebla, en 1862. La
Independencia no se celebra sino hasta el dia 15 de
Septiembre.

Entonces, jpor qué la confusion en las fechas?
Las respuestas son diversas, algunos comentan
que es una forma de vender cerveza mexicana en
EE UU, consumismo, lo cual se da cuando la gente
se equivoca al creer lo que la publicidad anuncia.
Otros, por el orgullo que representa el haber venci-
do al ejercito més poderoso en esos dias y porque el
ano escolar empieza en septiembre, lo cual compli-
caria a los maestros preparar a los estudiantes para
programas culturales en las primeras semanas del
afo escolar.

Sin embargo, para conocer la respuesta es ne-
cesario remontarse a la historia de mediados del
siglo diecinueve. Después de la Guerra Mexicana
Americana, México enfrentaba una crisis econé-
mica. Por lo que, en 1861 el Presidente Benito Jud-
rez declaré que México aplazaria por dos afios los
pagos de deudas exteriores, hecho que no satisfizo
a Gran Bretana, Francia y Espana.

Judrez pudo negociar acuerdos con espanoles
y britanicos, pero los franceses continuaron con

esa aventura militar y el Cinco de Mayo entraron
a México, en donde fueron recibidos en las inme-
diaciones de la ciudad de Puebla, por las tropas de
Judrez, que no sélo eran inferiores en nimero sino
también en preparacién y armamento, comandadas
por el general tejano Ignacio Zaragoza, propinaron
al ejército invasor, el méds poderoso del mundo en
esa época, una sonora derrota que obligé a sus efec-
tivos a huir en medio de la peor deshonra.

Pero ese éxito militar que hoy conocemos como
“La Batalla de Puebla”, no significé la victoria defi-
nitiva sobre el ejército francés. Dos afios después,
el 28 de mayo de 1864, Maximiliano de Habsbur-
go, miembro de una de las familias reales europeas
mas poderosas y de mayor abolengo, seria procla-
mado en la Capital, por decisién de Napoleén III de
Francia, como emperador de México.

En ese entonces, Estados Unidos vivia su pro-
pio predicamento: el sur peleaba fieramente con el
norte para escindirse de la nacién, y Judrez habia
logrado contener el avance hacia el norte de los
franceses, en parte gracias a la ayuda del presidente
Abraham Lincoln, su aliado circunstancial, quien
le vendié armas para que pudiera resistir.

Dicho apoyo para Lincoln reditué con creces,
pues las acciones de Napoledn III llevaban la doble
intencién de apoderarse de México y después inva-
dir Estados Unidos, lo cual hubiese ocurrido con
facilidad si las tropas sureias no hubieran recibi-
do algun apoyo militar importante. Por lo que de
no haber derrotado el ejército mexicano al francés,
éste dltimo hubiera continuado su avance hasta
invadir Estados Unidos. Lo cual explica de alguna
manera, el hecho de que Estados Unidos celebre
el Cinco de Mayo como agradecimiento al pueblo
mexicano. Un hecho que de ser conocido por todos
los estadounidenses, evitaria la confusion errénea
de fechas sobre la Independencia de México. Es de-
cir, falta mayor difusién de la historia.

Ya sea de una forma u otra, lo cierto es que
el Cinco de Mayo, hasta la Casa Blanca se viste de
verde, blanco y rojo para celebrar la herencia y con-
tribucién de los mexicanos en ese pais, demostran-
do una cdlida expresion de amistad entre los paises
vecinos.
