“Tenemos gente que
ingresaal pafs, o que intenta
ingresar, y estamos
deteniendo a muchos de
ellos”, afirmé Trump
después de que Margaret
Mims, jefa de policia del
condado Fresno, se quejé

No son per-
sonas. Son animales”.

El mandatario se ha
referido repetidas veces alos
miembros de esa pandilla
violentacomo “animales” en
discursos, mitines y en
eventos en la Casa Blanca.

El comentario de Trump

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UT partners with Ohio’s public universities in
efforts to close attainment gap

May 14, 2018: The Uni-
versity of Toledo is
partnering with Ohio’s 13
other public universities to
raise awareness of the value
of public higher education
and spur efforts to produce
more college graduates to
close the state’s higher edu-
cation attainment gap.

The statewide cam-
paign, called Forward
Ohio, seeks to mobilize pub-
lic support for enhanced in-
vestment in public higher
education and ensure that it
is a public policy impera-
tive for state government.

“We know that higher
education is a smart invest-
ment for the college gradu-
ate who will earn $1 million
more than a high school
graduate over the course of
a lifetime,” UT President
Sharon L. Gaber said. “It
also is a smart investment
for the state because Ohio
needs a highly skilled
workforce to attract and re-
tain the jobs of the future.
Public universities like The
University of Toledo play
an important role in train-
ing the majority of those
skilled workers.”

According to UT, studies
indicate that about 66 per-
cent of jobs in Ohio in 2025
will require degree, certifi-
cate or other postsecondary
workforce credential. Cur-

rently, just 44 percent of
working-age Ohioans have
these credentials. -
According to the university,
the Forward Ohio cam-
paign “illustrates how main-
taining a strong system of
public higher education is
essential to closing the at-
tainment gap and meeting
theeconomic and workforce
needs of the state’s business
community.

“In addition to produc-
ing the workforce of the
future, public universities

Su manager, Camilla
Fluxman Pines, dijo que la
actriz falleci6 tranquilamente
mientras dormia. No se
proporcionaron més detalles
sobre la causa de su muerte.

“Superman”, dirigida por
Richard Donner y estrenada
en 1978, fue un taquillazo dos
décadas antes de que las cintas
basadas en los libros de
historietas sobre superhéroes
se convirtieran en las
megaproducciones
dominantes en el cine. Los
realizadores de las cintas de
Marvel y D.C. de hoy la han
citado como una inspiracién
esencial.

Kidder, en el papel de la
reportera estrella Lane, era
animosa y una mujer con
destreza sexual opuesta al
encanto del juvenil del Clark
Kent/Superman de Reeve, el
cual fue criado en una granja.
Sin embargo, la obstinacién
periodistica de Lane solfa
ponerla en problemas que
requerfan rescates ala antigua.

Kidder tuvo muchas de las

El presidente de Marvel
Studios Kevin Feige calificd
esemomentocomo “lamejor
salvada de un superhéroe en
la historia del cine” durante
un evento de la Academia de
las Artes y Ciencias
Cinematograficas en honor a
Donner el afio pasado.

TantoKiddercomoReeve
eran relativamente
desconocidos cuando

New California laws cover immigration, marijuana, education

SACRAMENTO (AP)
fornia state lawmakers in 2017
passed nearly 900 bills that Gov.
Jerry Brownthensignedintolaw.
Mostof thembecame effective on
January 1, 2018. The new laws
cover topics ranging from the
Trump administration’simmigra-
tioncrackdown, to the state’snew
recreational cannabis market, to
the price of acollege education.

Here are some of the laws
taking effect with the new year:

IMMIGRATION: Police
willnolongerbe abletoask people
about theirimmigration status or
participate in federalimmigration
enforcementactions underalaw
making Californiaa “sanctuary”
state. The law also allows jail
officials to transfer inmates to
federal immigration authorities
only if they have been convicted
of certain crimes.

It was among numerous bills
designed to thwart the policies of
Donald Trump’s administration.

Also starting in 2018, immi-
gration officials willneed a war-
rantto access workplaces orem-
ployeerecords and landlords will
be barred from disclosing ten-
ants’ citizenship. Another new
law will prohibit university offi-
cials from cooperating with im-
migration officers.

Anadditional bill will bar law
enforcementofficials fromdetain-
ingacrime victimor witness only
because of an actual or suspected
immigration violation, or turning
themovertoimmigration authori-
ties without a warrant.

CANNABEIS: Sales of recre-
ational marijuana will be legal
undera2016 voterinitiative that
created the nation’s biggest legal
drug market.

Butitwill beillegal totakeand
driveaunderbill taking effect Jan.
1 that outlaws smoking and in-
gesting marijuana, justasit’sal-
ready unlawful for drivers or pas-
sengers to drink alcohol while
driving. A separate law that took
effectin June bars the possession
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ON THE JOB: The state
minimum wage increased to
$10.50 per hour for businesses
with 25 or feweremployees and
to $11 per hour for those with 26
ormoreemployees.

Small businesses with be-
tween 20and 49 people will have
tooffer 12 weeks of unpaid ma-
ternity and paternity leave to
employees.

Employers can’taskjobap-
plicants about their past salaries,
a measure designed to narrow
the pay gap between men and
women.

California will become the
10th state to require both public-
and private-sectoremployers of
five or more employees to delay
background checks and inquir-
ies aboutjobapplicants’ convic-
tionrecords until they have made
aconditional job offer,ameasure
known as “ban the box.”

Those arrested but not con-
victed of acrime may ask ajudge
to seal theirrecords, amove ad-
vocates say will help them get
hired.

HEALTH-RELATED:
Pharmaceutical companies must
give advance notice before big
price increases, although a
drugmakers’ trade group is su-
ing to block the measure.

It will be illegal to deny ad-
mission tolong-term care facili-
ties based on gender identity or
sexual orientation or to repeat-
edly fail to use aresident’s pre-
ferred name or pronoun.

CLIMATE CHANGE:
Old-fashionedincandescentlight
bulbs willstartdisappearing from
shelves because they can no
longer meet energy efficiency
standards under a 2007 federal
law. Thatleaves compact fluo-
rescent lights or light-emitting
diode bulbs under the regula-
tions, which take effect nation-
widein2020. The federal law let
Californiaimpose the higher stan-

dards two years early. Although
theindustryis fighting the change
incourt, afederal judge s letting
the restriction take effect while
the case continues.

EDUCATION: The first
year of community college may
be free for full-time, in-state stu-
dentsunderalaw that waives the
$46 per unit fee for one academic
year for first-time students. Law-
makers still must provide the
money in the nextbudget. Cali-
forniafollows Tennessee in cre-
ating the program, though Cali-
fornia previously offered free
tuitionuntil 1984.

Publicschools musttestyearly
for lead in their water supplies
underalaw passed inresponse to
problems in San Ysidro schools.

Students in grades 7-12 must
be taughtabout sexual abuse and
human trafficking prevention.

Schools will be prohibited
from “lunch shaming,” or pub-
licly denying lunch tostudents or
providingasnack instead because
their parents haven’t paid meal
fees.

Public schools serving low-
income studentsin grades 6to 12
must provide free tampons and
menstrual products in half of
restrooms.

FIREARMS: Ammunition
purchasedinanotherstate, online
or through a catalog can’t be
brought into California except
through alicensed ammunition
dealerunder Proposition 63, ap-
proved by voters in 2016. The
initiative also sets anew process
and deadlines for gun owners to
giveup their weaponsiif they are
convicted of a felony or certain
violent misdemeanors.

Superintendents cannolonger
allow people with permitsto carry
concealed gunsonschool grounds
under a separate new law. Only
about five school districts previ-
ously had such policies.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE:
Repeat drug offenders will no
longerautomatically getan addi-

tional three years added to their
sentences.

Criminals who videotape or
stream their crimes on social
media could face longer sen-
tences under a law that allows
judges to consider the record-
ings as aggravating factors in
sentences for certain violent
crimes.

Officials must consider pa-
roling inmates who are age 60 or
olderand have served atleast 25
years under a law that largely
mirrors a2014 federal court or-
derdesignedtohelpreduce prison
overcrowding.

Intentionally transmitting the
AIDS-causing virus HIV is be-
ing reduced from a felony to a
misdemeanor, the same punish-
mentas transmitting other com-
municable diseases.

JUVENILE OFFEND-
ERS: Californiainmates serving
life sentences for crimes they
committed as juveniles will get
the chance to leave prison after
25 years, making state law con-
form to recent U.S. Supreme
Courtdecisions.

Another bill expands
California’s youthful parole pro-
gramtoage 25. State law already
required thatinmates who were
under 23 when they committed
their crimes be considered for
parole after serving at least 15
years.

Families of youths in the ju-
venile justice system won’t be
charged fees that advocates say
many can’tafford to pay undera
separate law. Another will re-
quireoffendersage 15 oryounger
to consult with attorneys before
waiving theirrights.

One more bill will require
that records be sealed for dis-
missed juvenile court petitions
or after a juvenile completes a
diversion program, while another
will let a judge seal juvenile
records even for serious or vio-
lent offenses after the offender
has completed the sentence.

The NOPHC program provides 100% funding for STNA training and
tuition assistance for 13 other healthcare training programs.

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FlexFactor goes from Silicon Valley to Lake
Erie’s Shores as region develops STEM
Career Pathways

ELYRIA, May 14,2018:
After decades of reliance on
traditional, heavy manufac-
turing and steel, Lorain
County Community College
(LCCC), is preparing the
next-generation workforce
for the incredible advance-
ments in manufacturing
through a technology and
entrepreneurship program
called FlexFactor®.

Developed by NextFlex,
America’s Flexible Hybrid
Electronics Manufacturing
Institute, FlexFactor is de-
signed to engage students
with industry, technology,
and the education and career
pathways that lead into the
tech sector.

Working with LCCC, 13
students at Lorain County
Early College High School
successfully piloted the first
local iteration, building on
the successes of over 2,000
students in Silicon Valley
where FlexFactor was devel-
oped. Over the course of the
program, students gained
hands-on experience apply-
ing cutting-edge flexible
electronics to real-world
problems, and acquired in-
dustry exposure to kickstart
their career paths by visiting
two local companies, Blue
Spark Technologies and
TRG, to see how advanced
technologies are being used
today.

Students also engaged with
regional economic develop-
ment experts at Team North-
east Ohio, who provided in-
sights and professional net-
working opportunities to help
students connect their
FlexFactor experience to the
growing opportunities with
local companies driving new
technology adoption.

NextFlex’s collaboration
with LCCC marks the firststep
in the national expansion of
FlexFactor where the program
acts as a connecting agent be-
tween students, schools and
industry.

“We look forward to con-
tinuing the expansion of this
inspirational program in inno-
vativeregions around the coun-
try,” said Emily McGrath,
deputy director of Workforce
Development at NextFlex.

The
airman trained in Texas and
Arizona, then headed to the
Middle East with his unit foran
overseas deployment in sup-
port of Operation Freedom’s
Sentinel. Guerrero served in
Qatarasaservices journeyman
in the Force Sustainment
Squadron.

Airman Guerrero returned
home in January 2017. Little
more than a month later, while
changing a car tire on I-75 near
the 1-280 interchange, he got
hit and killed by a passing trac-
tor-trailer. He was pronounced
dead at the scene, shocking
family and friends who are still
dealing with his loss.

For them, a scholarship
fund that bears Airman
Guerrero’snameisafitting trib-
ute to a humble man who had a
lotoflifestillahead of him. The
Sebastian R. Guerrero Il Me-
morial Scholarship will pro-
vide children supplies, coats,
and other necessities to attend
Educare Academy.

“(This means) everything,
tokeep hismemory alive,” said
Crissy Herrera Guerrero, the
late airman’s mother. “He was
special. He loved children. He
loved football. He loved work-
ing out. He loved everything.
He loved life.”

“The family was looking to
memorialize their son in a way
significant in the community
andasaveteran,I’vesupported
many other efforts in the com-
munity,” said Roberto Torres,
anex-Marineservingonacom-
mittee to help establish the

fund. “When they told me
about his experience helping
out young kids, being a model
and mentor for his nephews
and nieces, I thought this was
one of the programs we could
all support as a community.
That’s why I got involved.”

“Idid notknow the young
man. But through the expe-
riences and voices of others,
including his mother, I’ve
gotten to know and really
appreciate who he was,” said
Torres. “It’s a good example
forothers. Youcan come and
support and not have met the
young man. But you hear it
through the voices of the par-
ents. You hear it through the
relatives.”

“Wejustthinkit’sanamaz-
ing scholarship andit’s a great
opportunity for Educare. They
were looking foraschool will-
ing to take a bigger role than
the average scholarship and
we were willing to do that,”
said Kelly Robinson Latz,
Educare Academy commu-
nity outreach manager. “Our
kidsrangeinagefromsix weeks
to 14 years old—and 86 per-
centof them are at 200 percent
below poverty level. So we
really wantto give themagreat
opportunity with education.”

There is a Latino/Hispanic
population sprinkled among
Educare Academy’s 12 loca-
tions. The child care provider
is trying to forge a partnership
with Toledo SMART bilingual
academy to form a bilingual
preschool thatcould serve as a
feeder to the charter school.

“That’s one of our biggest
concerns right now. We do a
curriculum in the preschool
classroom and we can gear it
towards what the (child’s) in-
terestis,” explained Ms. Latz.
“When the scholarship came
along, we did two-to-three
weeks (of lessons) on the mili-
tary and service with the kids.
That’s kind of an odd thing for
preschoolers, but they loved it
and they learned so much. I
think this scholarship brings a
lot of different opportunities
for these kids.”

“It’s important that be-
tween the years birth to age
five, thatthey get an early start
on education, with pretty
strong academics,” added
Torres. “Whenyouneedacoat
or other supplies, it’s a very
basic need. We take it for
granted, but for many of these
kids, it could be the bridge to
success.”

“It’snotthe firstday of sum-

mer. It’sreally away tomemo-
rialize those who gave their
life, whether in action or while
in service. This is one way for
people to actually take into
action the true purpose and
intent of the day,” Torres said.

But Torres is hoping fel-
low veterans come out to
support the cause, even if
they don’t get involved in
more traditional Memorial
Day events earlier in the day,
such as parades or services at
gravesites throughout North-
west Ohio. The cookout is
meant to be a more relaxed
atmosphere.

“Wehave toremember that
veterans are of all ages,” said
Torres. “For me it’s important
because young veterans don’t
oftengotothe VFW post,don’t
often go to those military orga-
nizations. So they’re almost
invisible, but they serve. This
is one way to remind people
thateven our young people are
giventoservice. Unfortunately,
someare casualties of conflict.”

“It’s very rewarding, very
affirming. It’s comforting for
the family,” Torres concluded.
“No one’s ever going to get
over this loss. But if anything,
it’s a great way to memorialize
ayoung man and give his short
life significant meaning.”

Tickets are $15 for adults,
$10for seniors, and $5 for kids
13 and under. There will be
music and raffles to go along
with what’s being billed as an
“All-American Cookout.”

“[This scholastic event
helps keep] his memory alive,
just knowing he would help
everybody,” said his mom be-
tween tears. “He was that type
of person. He was special! He
was just a good person!”
