The Short-Term Certifi-
cate Foster Youth Grant
provides funding to help
students from foster care
earn credentials and cer-
tificates that will help them
achieve academic and ca-
reer goals. The Ohio De-
partment of Higher Educa-
tion announced the grant
award today.

Tri-C is among 16 com-
munity colleges and three
universities in Ohio receiv-
ing funding for the pro-
gram. The state divided
$385,000 equally among
the institutions.

The grant dollars will
provide financial support
for eligible students to al-

low them to complete a
short-term certificate pro-
gram. The programs are de-
signed to take less than
one year, but can provide
the skills and knowledge
to help students get a jump
on a successful future.

Ohio Department of
Higher Education Chan-
cellor Randy Gardner said
supporting foster youth
and families is a priority of
Governor Mike DeWine’s
administration.

MÉXICO, 23 V 19 (AP):
La Cámara de Diputados
aprobó el jueves las
cuatro leyes para regular
el funcionamiento de la
Guardia Nacional, el
nuevo cuerpo de policía
militarizada con el que
el gobierno del
presidente Andrés
Manuel López Obrador
aspira a pacificar
México, un país que lleva
doce años inmerso en la
violencia vinculada al
crimen organizado.

Las normativas, que
el Senado avaló el
martes, salieron adelante
en las dos cámaras
parlamentarias de forma
casi unánime, apoyadas
tanto por los grupos
afines al ejecutivo como
por la oposición.
Detallan las normas
sobre el uso de la fuerza,
el  registro de
detenciones y el
funcionamiento de la
Guardia Nacional,  y
también se hacen
modificaciones al
sistema de Seguridad
Pública de México.

“El gobierno de la
República quería una
Guardia Nacional y ya la
tiene”, dijo el diputado
René Juárez Cisneros,
del  opositor Partido
R e v o l u c i o n a r i o

Institucional. “Las y los
mexicanos queremos ahora
resultados”.

México registró el año
pasado su número más alto
de homicidios en los
últ imos 20 años y los
asesinatos continuaron
subiendo un 6,7% en los
primeros cuatro meses de
2019, aunque bajaron
levemente en abril. Pero la
violencia vinculada al cri-
men organizado sigue
siendo una de las
p r i n c i p a l e s
preocupaciones de los
mexicanos, y aunque este
nuevo cuerpo ha generado
esperanzas en algunos
sectores, también suscitó
preocupación en otros ante
la posibilidad de que la
seguridad quede
militarizada por ley.

El senador oficialista
Ricardo Monreal subrayó
que el paquete de leyes
aprobado “va a impulsar a
un cuerpo de eli te,
profesionaliza el actuar de
la policía,  refrenda el
carácter civil (de la Guardia
Nacional), su naturaleza
policial y da satisfacción
plena a recomendaciones
de organizaciones
internacionales”, como la
ONU, la Comisión
Interamericana y los
colectivos de derechos
humanos. “Atendimos a
todos y escuchamos a

todos”, aseguró.
Sin embargo, estas

organizaciones ya han
mostrado su preocupación
por la falta de transparencia
a la hora de redactar la letra
pequeña del actuar de la
Guardia y, por ejemplo, que
no vaya a estar sometida a
un escrutinio
independiente.

La oficina del Alto
Comisionado para los
Derechos Humanos de la
ONU, en un comunicado
emitido el  jueves,
consideró preocupante la
utilización de términos
“imprecisos” o una
“regulación insuficiente e
inconsistente” del
principio de
proporcionalidad y uso de
la fuerza.

Amnistía Internacional
fue más allá al asegurar que
estas leyes secundarias
“son contrarias a la
legislación internacional”,
ponen en riesgo los
derechos humanos y minan
la estrategia de seguridad
propuesta por el gobierno
de Andrés Manuel López
Obrador .  Según su
comunicado, con esas
normas la Guardia será una
“fuerza todopoderosa, no
sometida a escrutinio y con
peligrosos poderes como la
autoridad para detener a
migrantes y el uso de la
fuerza contra

manifestaciones que no
hayan legitimado”.

Entre los avances
subrayados por los
legisladores está, por
ejemplo, que
teóricamente se evitarán
actos de tortura o
desapariciones forzadas
_dos de las acusaciones
que se han hecho en varias
ocasiones contra las
fuerzas de seguridad_,
porque la ruta de traslado
de una persona detenida
podrá ser registrada
mediante dispositivos de
geolocalización.

Aunque hasta ahora no
había reglamento,  la
Guardia Nacional fue
desplegada por primera
vez en Veracruz a finales
de abril conformada por
soldados,  marinos y
policías federales bajo los
emblemas de la nueva
agrupación que, a partir
de ahora,  recibirá
adiestramiento especial y
nuevos reclutas.

El presidente nombró
en abril a Luis Rodríguez
Bucio, de 62 años, un
mili tar  que está en
proceso de retiro y con
experiencia en la guerra
contra las drogas, como
jefe del nuevo cuerpo,
aunque estará bajo el
paraguas de la Secretaría
de Seguridad y Protección
Ciudadana.

Port Authority selects Winston
as new CEO
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LA HABANA, 23 V 19
(AP): Cuba está sometiendo
su red ferroviaria a una gran
reconstrucción, con un plan
del gobierno para modernizar
un servicio ahora anticuado
y decrépito que en otros
tiempos era la envidia del
resto de América Latina.

El ministerio de
Transporte tomó posesión el
lunes de 80 flamantes
vagones de pasajeros
fabricados en China, parte
del envío prometido de 250
vagones y locomotoras que
la isla recibirá antes de fin de
año.

Al mismo tiempo, el
gobierno se ocupa de restaurar
y reparar en toda la isla unas
vías en parte oxidadas o
cubiertas de hierba o de tierra.

La tarea será ardua,
reconocen los funcionarios
del gobierno, incluso con el
nuevo material rodante de
fabricación china. El mate-
rial restante, buena parte del
cual se remonta a 1975, se
encuentra en estado de
deterioro en los talleres y el
número de pasajeros ha
disminuido bruscamente en
las últimas décadas. Algunos
ramales locales de trenes
eléctricos están totalmente
paralizados debido al
envejecimiento del material.

Además, restaurar 4.200
kilómetros de vías, líneas de
comunicación y decenas de
estaciones destartaladas
alrededor de la isla será una
tarea monumental.

Desde hace más de 10 años

WASHINGTON, DC, 23
V 19 (AP): México propuso
el jueves a Estados Unidos
financiar siete proyectos
diseñados para impulsar las
economías de tres naciones
centroamericanas cuya
pobreza y violencia
actualmente empuja a sus
pobladores a migrar
desesperadamente hacia el
norte.

El canciller mexicano
Marcelo Ebrard dijo a
reporteros tras reunirse con el
subsecretario de Estado, John
Sullivan, que planea
presentar la misma propuesta
la semana próxima en
Alemania.

Ebrard se reunirá el viernes
con el yerno y asesor del
presidente Donald Trump,
Jared Kuchner, y el secretario
interino de Seguridad
Nacional, Kevin McAleenan,
en la Casa Blanca, donde
espera obtener una
actualización sobre
conversaciones previas en
torno a que Estados Unidos
destine 10.000 millones de
dólares para el desarrollo de
México y América Central.

La Comisión Económica
para América Latina y el Car-
ibe (CEPAL) presentó esta
semana en México un plan
para impulsar el desarrollo
económico en Guatemala,

Honduras y El Salvador.
“Yo no puedo decirles

ahorita si Estados Unidos va
a tomar todos los proyectos
que presentamos, pero
seguramente que sí el punto
de vista de México hay que
ponerlo en la ecuación”, dijo
el jefe de la diplomacia
mexicana. “Espero que el
presidente Trump una vez
que tenga la información que
estamos dando pueda
revalorar lo que México está
planteando”.

Trump reiteró esta
semana en Twitter sus críticas
hacia México porque “está
haciendo prácticamente
nada para evitar que
inmigrantes ilegales lleguen
a nuestra frontera sur”.

Ebrard dijo que México
y los países
centroamericanos han
presupuestado al menos
30.000 millones de dólares
durante los próximos cinco
años para proyectos de
desarrollo.

Desde que asumió el
poder en diciembre, el
presidente mexicano Andrés
Manuel López Obrador ha
promovido la idea de
desarrollar el sur de México
y el Triángulo Norte como la
mejor manera de disminuir
el flujo migratorio hacia
Estados Unidos.

los trabajadores están
restaurando la estación cen-
tral de La Habana, una
estructura ecléctica de cuatro
plantas y un entrepiso que data
de 1912.

Las plataformas, de casi un
kilómetro de longitud,
recuerdan una época anterior
cuando el tren era el medio de
transporte principal. Su
restauración ha sido un
proceso minucioso, en
ocasiones frustrante, dicen en
el gobierno.

El vicepresidente del
consejo de ministros Ricardo
Cabrisas dice que la
restauración es parte de un
esfuerzo más amplio para
modernizar la red ferroviaria.

“Es un plan ambicioso
porque va a marchando de
acuerdo con el cronograma“,
dijo Cabrisas en una ceremonia
en las afueras de La Habana
donde el material rodante
chino fue descargado de un
buque. Añadió que se trata de
proporcionar transporte
confiable en toda la isla.

Según el ministerio de
Transporte, los trenes tuvieron
6,7 millones de pasajeros en
2018, comparado con casi 11
millones en 2004. El gobierno
espera aumentar la cifra en 1
millón este año en las rutas de
larga distancia. Los habitantes
de Santiago, Holguín,
Camagüey y Guantánamo, en
el oriente de la isla, hacen gran
uso del servicio ferroviario.

El viaje de La Habana a
Santiago cuesta 32 pesos en
cada dirección, unos 1,50

dólares, una tarifa accesible
para muchos cubanos.

El director general de
ferrocarriles, Eduardo
Hernández, dice que el
objetivo del plan no sólo es
proporcionar un medio de
transporte a la población, sino
también atraer turistas con los
nuevos vagones y locomotoras
chinos. El servicio incluye una
primera clase con aire
acondicionado.

“Hay un programa hasta el
año 2030 de recuperación del
ferrocarril cubano que incluye
todo el sistema que va desde el
material rodante hasta la
modernización de las
comunicaciones del sistema
ferroviario“, dijo Hernández.
“Es a lo que más aspiramos y a
la recuperación de la vía cen-
tral de Cuba, el eje central de
ferrocarril para llevarlo a sus
velocidades o parámetros de
diseño original“.

Los trenes llegarán a
Camagüey y Holguín,
importantes destinos turísticos
y de acceso a las playas de los
cayos cubanos.

Los nuevos vagones de
primera clase tendrán azafatas
preparadas para atender a
pasajeros que pagan precios
altos. Además tendrán
televisión digital, butacas
reclinables, baños relucientes
y vagón restaurante.

Cuba es el único país del
Caribe cuya red ferroviaria
abarca toda la isla. Tuvo la
primera línea ferroviaria en
América Latina, inaugurada en
1837 con un tramo de 27

kilómetros para el transporte
de caña de azúcar.

Los vagones chinos son
el primer material nuevo que
recibe la isla desde 2001. Ese
año se recibieron equipos
franceses para la línea La
Habana-Santiago, que
permitieron a Ferrocarriles de
Cuba ofrecer un servicio
moderno en su ruta con mayor
número de pasajeros.

El resto del material
rodante es una mezcla de
equipos canadienses,
alemanes, franceses, rusos y
ahora chinos y a pesar del
empeño en mejorar,
Ferrocarriles de Cuba
enfrenta una tarea ardua para
brindar un servicio confiable
en el futuro cercano.

El viaje de unos 1.000
kilómetros de La Habana a
Santiago toma alrededor de
20 horas, a veces más cuando
se produce un desperfecto.
La mayoría de los turistas
evitan el tren debido a su
fama de lentitud y escasa
limpieza.

Pero Yudith Márquez, una
azafata de Ferrocarriles de
Cuba, dijo con entusiasmo
que el nuevo equipo es una
señal de que vienen tiempos
mejores.

“Nosotras estamos
confiadas de que va a mejorar.
Estábamos esperando esto
hace mucho tiempo, desde
hace tiempo nos estaban
prometiendo los coches y no
llegaban por una situación o
la otra y al fin los tenemos
aquí“, dijo Márquez.

DETROIT: La Embajadora
de México en Estados Unidos,
Martha Bárcena, realizó una
gira de trabajo en Michigan en
donde sostuvo reuniones con
líderes comunitarios,
empresarios de la industria
automotriz y empresarios.
Además de encuentros
privados con algunas
autoridades del Estado. Los
murales de Diego Rivera en el
Detroit Institute of Arts [DIA]
fueron los encargados de darle
la bienvenida a tan distinguida
invitada.

Martha Bárcena fue
recibida en Michigan por el
Cónsul Fernando González
Saiffe y todo el personal que
labora en el Consulado de
México en Detroit, MI; por lo
que aprovecho para realizar
un recorrido por las
instalaciones del Consulado
y observar la operación y
servicio que se brinda a la
comunidad de casi 350 000
mexicanos en Michigan y el
norte de Ohio.

Reconoció el trabajo del
Departamento de Protección,
en especial las visitas a
prisiones y la atención a
trabajadores agrícola,
asimismo señaló que todos los
Consulados tienen la
instrucción del Presidente
López Obrador de velar y
proteger los derechos e
intereses de los mexicanos en
Estados Unidos. “Los
mexicanos son una fuerza de

Los deportados
llegan han México sin familia
y sin red de apoyo, es algo muy
grave y diferente a los
retornados por cuenta propia,
ya que estos también
encuentran sus problemas pero
tienen otras oportunidades de
insertarse”.

Debido a esta situación, el
trabajo con cada uno de los
Estados de México es muy
importante, ya que cuando
regresan los mexicanos a su
país, los presidentes
municipales tienen que brindar
el apoyo para la adecuada
reinserción y atención de
problemas. “En el caso de
violencia doméstica tenemos
que llevar cierto protocolo ya
que es algo muy delicado y es
uno de los principales casos en
el área de protección que
tenemos en todo el mundo.
Sobre todo cuando se involu-
cra a niños que no puedes
mover de un lado, son temas
extremadamente complejos de
manejar y que
desgraciadamente termina
afectando a los pequeños”.

La Embajadora destacó la
importancia de tener siempre
presente el número de teléfono
del Centro de Información y
Asistencia a Mexicanos

Miconsulmex. “Ahí tenemos

un sistema de registro  que
nos permite detectar en
dónde se atendió el caso y la
solución que se le dio”,
informó la diplomática
mexicana.

Durante la visita de
Bárcena a Michigan,
también se dio la oportunidad
de reunirse con empresarios
del sector automotriz, en
donde subrayó la
importancia de ratificar el
TMEC: “México apuesta por
Michigan, apuesta por
Estados Unidos y apuesta por
una relación amistosa”.

Se destacó el apoyo para
la ratificación del Acuerdo
Estados Unidos-México-
Canadá (USMCA), una
versión recién renegociada
del TLCAN que aún necesita
ser ratificada por el Congreso.
“El nuevo gobierno de
López Obrador desea ratificar
el acuerdo.  México ahora
toma en serio las importantes
reformas laborales, y abrirá la
puerta a uniones
v e r d a d e r a m e n t e
democráticas en el país. Esta

reforma laboral es realmente
un cambio de juego. Es una
reforma laboral que es un
cambio de 180 grados por
muchas razones “, dijo
Bárcena en una reunión
informativa con reporteros.

En visita a Grand Rapids,
se reunió con alrededor de
100 líderes en el World Af-
fairs Council of Western
Michigan, ubicado en el 1700
Fulton St. SE; a  quienes
explicó que México es
actualmente el socio
comercial número uno de los
Estados Unidos. El comercio
entre los dos países vecinos
se elevó a más de $150 mil
millones durante los primeros
tres meses de 2019.

“Creo que el desafío es
explicar mejor todos los
beneficios que USMCA ha
traído no solo a México, sino
a los Estados Unidos y la
competitividad de la región.
Y creo que las grandes
oportunidades para que
USMCA se ratifique lo antes
posible. Para poder fortalecer
todas estas cadenas de valor
globales y cadenas de valor
integradas que tenemos en
América del Norte. Y, por
supuesto, la ratificación de
USMCA nos dará la
oportunidad de consolidar
aún más esta confianza que se
ha construido en los últimos
años y continuar trabajando
juntos.

La preocupación de la
Embajadora es el creciente
número de solicitantes de
asilo que afectan la política y
la frontera de Estados Unidos

y México. En marzo, la Casa
Blanca amenazó con cerrar la
frontera para disuadir a los
migrantes de que se dirigían a
los Estados Unidos. Bárcena
dice que hacer eso colapsará la
industria automotriz de
América del Norte en cinco
días. Recomienda que Estados
Unidos y México inviertan en
América Central, en particular
en Honduras y Guatemala,
donde las oportunidades
económicas son limitadas.

Martha Bárcena Coqui
fue nombrada Embajadora en
los Estados Unidos el 21 de
diciembre de 2018. Es la
primera mujer en servir a su
país en este cargo. Ingresó en
el Servicio Exterior
Mexicano en 1979, y en junio
de 2013 fue nombrada
Embajadora de México en la
República de Turquía y en
Georgia, Azerbaiyán,
Kazajstán y Turkmenistán,
con sede en Ankara. Desde
diciembre de 2004 hasta
junio de 2013 fue
Embajadora en el Reino de
Dinamarca. El Embajador
Bárcena es licenciado en
ciencias de la comunicación
por la Universidad
Iberoamericana de la Ciudad
de México y licenciado en
filosofía por la Pontificia
Universidad Gregoriana de
Roma. Tiene una maestría en
estudios internacionales de
la Escuela Diplomática de
España y una maestría en
filosofía de la Universidad
Iberoamericana.

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TOLEDO, May 25,
2019: If Memorial
Day weekend is the
unofficial kickoff to
summer, families in
Northwest Ohio and
Southeast Michigan
had plenty of ways to
celebrate the season.

On May 25th, the
Farm Labor Organiz-
ing Committee
(FLOC) tried some-
thing new—reaching
out to its neighbors
with a first-ever pic-
nic at Golden Rule
Park. FLOC staff welcomed
about 50 people under a tent
on a warm afternoon, while
grilling hot dogs and serving
a potluck lunch.

“We’re going to make it
an annual event and we’re
going to invite just the pub-
lic, the citizens of this neigh-
borhood,” explained
Baldemar Velásquez, FLOC
founder and president.
“We’re going to put the
‘neighbor’ back in the ‘hood,’
as the motto of our Homies
Union. Involve the youth,
bring their parents and kids,
little brothers and sisters, just
offer a free picnic.”

FLOC staff and volunteers
passed out leaflets through-
out the neighborhood invit-
ing families to the picnic.
The migrant farmworkers
union is encouraged by the
response from neighbors.

“We get to know each
other. There’s a young man
who lives just down the
street. Throwing a football,
never knew he was there and

According to a dear friend
and colleague of mine, Holly
Roach-Knight, “Local
grassroot organizing organi-
cally emerges from the need
to serve and support,” and
that is exactly what happened
right here in Toledo, when a
group of volunteers met fami-
lies, pregnant women, young
children, hungry and penni-
less people on a nightly basis
at our local Greyhound Bus
Station, and decided to orga-
nize, assist and welcome asy-
lum-seekers passing through
Toledo.

Because these efforts are
traditionally intersectional,
i.e., community organizers/
members intersect with
LatinX community organiz-
ers and church members, it is
customary in sanctuary work
to engage in ongoing racial
equity and cultural sensitiv-
ity training due to the inher-
ent diversity of perspectives
at any intersection.

For this reason, here in
Toledo, a training for anyone
interested or currently vol-
unteering at the Toledo Grey-
hound Bus Station will be
held on Saturday, June 15,
2019 at Monroe Street
United Methodist Church,
3613 Monroe Street, Toledo,
Ohio, 43606, from 3:00 pm-

he never knew we were here,”
said Velásquez. “Getting to
know each other. When you
get to know each other, you get
to know and learn about things
and people. You put more
empathy into people’s situa-
tions that live near you and try
to bring the community to-
gether.”

FLOC staff took some time
during the picnic to introduce
themselves and talk about their
roles.

“We want to bring the out-
side world attention to this
neighborhood,” Velásquez
told the gathering. “We want
to make it better. We want to
make it safe so families can
raise their kids. Whatever little
we have, we’re going to share
with this neighborhood.”

He explained past and
present activities and cam-
paigns, including the effort to
install LED lighting in the Old
South End to reduce crime and
keep kids safe. Now the cam-
paign has gone city-wide, with
an emphasis of ensuring poorer

neighborhoods
get the new light-
ing first. The
goodwill effort
did meet with
some mistrust
along the way, as
organizers have
expected.

“We do. But
we talk about it.
We bring the hu-
manity into the
discussion, so
you can see the
person you might
have had a mis-

conceived notion about,
some clarification,” said
Velásquez. “For instance, I
invited the police department,
but asked them to leave their
guns at home, so people will
see them as a human being
and not a law enforcement
officer and get to know one
another. (We’ve encouraged
police as part of the code of
conduct) to take an hour away
from their shift to just go
knocking on doors and intro-
duce themselves, get to know
them by name.”

That relationship-build-
ing on a personal level, al-
most the equivalent of com-
munity policing, can help
rebuild trust with neighbor-
hood residents, according
to the FLOC president—es-
pecially if they’re on a first-
name basis instead of ‘Hey
you!’ shouted from a patrol
car.

ellos”, destacó el Cónsul Chris-
tian. “Esta es la primera reunión
que llevamos a cabo en Ohio, y

Clay-Mendoza dijo que para
ellos es muy importante saber
de primera mano lo que está
viviendo la comunidad
mexicana para entrar en acción
en caso de que haya algún caso
de protección que deban
atender.

ates at the site.

In addition, the center in-
cludes a training space to equip
workers with the expertise de-
manded for jobs in fast-paced
warehouses — places like the
Amazon facility located a mile
away from the College’s new
site.

There’s also a cavern-
ous bay area for a future
diesel engine technician
program.

The College previously
operated its Truck Driving
Academy at a smaller site
in Euclid. Demand for more
training led the College to
seek out a new location.
Voter approval of Tri-C’s
bond issue request in No-
vember 2017 made the
move possible.

The overall package of
programs and services
available at the center is
unique in the industry,
said Ian Wilson, director
of the center.

“Nobody else has what
we’re offering here at Tri-
C,” Wilson said. “The idea
is to look at the whole
logistics cycle. We’re
keeping pace with an
evolving industry and get-
ting people ready for the
jobs of today and tomor-
row.”

“The Lorain County Health
Partners and other commu-
nity organizations use this
data to plan programs, start
initiatives and apply for
grants.”

CHIP Priority Teams pre-
sented a summary of their
activities over the past five
years, which were targeted
to address issues identified
by previous CHAs from
2015 and 2011. Highlights
from their presentations in-
clude:

The amphibi-
ous military invasion — the
largest in history — gave the
Allies a critical foothold in
Nazi-occupied territory.

The timing of the vigil
coincides with the hour the
troops readied themselves
for the mission.

in order to keep it “low cost
and affordable” for families,
according to Ms. Hernández.

Inside the center, Junior
Olympics boxing matches
kept fans on their feet as
young athletes gave their best
inside the ring. The two si-
multaneous events ensured a
solid crowd and attracted new
participants to the center’s
array of youth programming,
as well as provided boxers
and their families something
to do between boxing
matches.

“We do draw folks from the
neighborhood who don’t nor-
mally know about our pro-
grams,” said Tonya Durán,
Believe Center executive di-
rector. “Today I met two fami-
lies that didn’t even know the
Believe Center existed. I got to
explain the mission of sports
along with coping, survival
skills taught to our kids all
under one umbrella.”

The center has now devel-
oped a wide portfolio of sports
and other programming, in-

cluding flag and tackle foot-
ball, basketball, baseball,
boxing, tennis, soccer,
cheerleading and dance. In
June, the center will open its
Believe Academy Daycare,
which is meant to round out
meeting all the needs of fami-
lies and kids in the neighbor-
hood. The hope is to add an
occupational therapist
within the next year to add
further programming.

The Keep Sports Alive
fundraising campaign began
as an annual raffle 13 years
ago, but was converted to a
carnival seven years ago, “be-
cause it was easier” to man-
age, said Ms. Durán. The
event likely will be rebranded
to the Believe Center Carni-
val next year for simplicity.

Earlier that day, Lucas
County entertained a Me-
morial Day parade in down-
town Toledo. The Toledo
School for the Arts also gradu-
ated its 1,000-plus student in
a ceremony at the Valentine
Theatre.

CLEVELAND, May 28,
2019: The Cleveland Mu-
seum of Art (CMA) released
findings from a two-year study
that measures the impact of
digital technology on art
museum visitors’ experiences
and learning.

The resulting white paper,
Art Museums and Technol-
ogy: Developing New Metrics
to Measure Visitor Engage-
ment, explains the potential
benefits for art museums that
are adopting digital tech-
nologies such as the CMA’s
ARTLENS Gallery. A multi-
faceted, innovative digital
experience, ARTLENS Gal-
lery is designed to enable the
visitor to look closer, dive
deeper, and have fun discov-
ering the museum’s collec-
tion.

ARTLENS Gallery
opened in 2012 thanks to
leadership funding from the
Maltz Family Foundation
and was re-imagined in 2016
with additional support from
the Char and Chuck Fowler
Family Foundation.

The CMA’s Research and
Evaluation team conducted
the research in partnership
with Rockman et al, a research
and consulting firm with of-
fices in San Francisco and
Bloomington, Indiana. Gen-
erous funding from the Na-
tional Endowment for the Arts
(NEA) ArtWorks program
supported the project.

“The Cleveland Museum
of Art is proud of its interna-
tional leadership in the use of
technology to enhance and
help deepen the visitor expe-
rience,” said Director Will-
iam M. Griswold. “Over a

two-year period, our team
gained valuable insights into
the ways that our visitors en-
gage with digital interactives,
most notably in our award-win-
ning ARTLENS Gallery. The
gallery’s goal has always been
to provide visitors with the
ability to feel comfortable ex-
ploring the museum.”

Researchers sought to an-
swer several questions, includ-
ing how digital interactives
extend and expand visitors’
relationship with the museum
and its collection; whether new
visitors and/or millennials are
more likely to visit due to these
types of technology; and the
value of interactive engage-
ment, as well as which metrics
best measure this value.

Among the findings:
• 76% of participants agreed

that their visit to ARTLENS
Gallery enhanced their overall
museum experience.

• 74% of participants felt
that ARTLENS Gallery encour-
aged them to look closely at art
and notice new things.

• 78% of participants agreed
that the gallery increased their
perception of the CMA as a
place that is welcoming to a
wide range of visitors.

• After a single CMA visit,
ARTLENS Gallery visitors sub-
stantially increased their art
understanding and knowledge
compared to those who did not
visit ARTLENS Gallery.

“We are fortunate to have
this study as a resource and
validation of how a thoughtful,
impactful, and iterative ap-
proach to digital has a positive
impact on visitors’ understand-
ing and engagement with art
collections,” said Chief Digital

Information Officer Jane
Alexander. “Not only does
this help improve upon the
CMA’s future innovative ini-
tiatives, it provides a roadmap
for peer institutions to model.”

As an addition to the study,
the CMA and Rockman de-
veloped a complementary
tool kit to help other muse-
ums and cultural institutions
measure the impact of their
own technology on visitor
engagement.

The Art Museum Digital
Impact Evaluation Toolkit
(AMDIET) examines key ar-
eas such as visitor behavior,
context of the digital experi-
ence, attitudes and ideas
about art museums, and over-
all experience and impact.
Each section also includes an
explanation of each metric,
how the research was imple-
mented and examples.
AMDIET is available for free
on the CMA’s website.

“The CMA is proud to
share this knowledge with our
museum colleagues, and it is
our hope that institutions can
use the toolkit to create their
own study, collect findings,
and quantify the impact of
their digital interactive tech-
nologies,” says Elizabeth
Bolander, director of audi-
ence insights and services.
“Illustrating value and shar-
ing data will help propel our
collective knowledge for-
ward and engage wider, more
diverse audiences around the
globe.”

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OAKLAND, Calif., May
24, 2019: A federal court to-
day issued a preliminary in-
junction blocking the Trump
administration from con-
structing the president’s bor-
der wall using funds illegally
transferred from military ac-
counts, including pension and
pay funds, under counterdrug
authorities. Construction us-
ing the illicit funds was sched-
uled to begin as early as May
25th.

The American Civil Liber-
ties Union sought the prelimi-
nary injunction on behalf of
the Sierra Club and the South-
ern Border Communities
Coalition (SBCC) in a law-
suit challenging President
Trump’s abuse of emergency
powers to secure border wall
funds that Congress denied
him.

In granting the motion,
U.S. District Judge Haywood
S. Gilliam stated: “The posi-
tion that when Congress de-
clines the Executive’s request
to appropriate funds, the Ex-
ecutive nonetheless may sim-
ply find a way to spend those
funds ‘without
Congress’ does not square
with fundamental separation
of powers principles dating
back to the earliest days of our
Republic.”

Dror Ladin, staff attorney
with the ACLU’s National
Security Project, who argued
the case, said: “This order is a
win for our system of checks
and balances, the rule of law,
and border communities. The
court blocked all the wall
projects currently slated for
immediate construction. If the
administration begins ille-
gally diverting additional
military funds, we’ll be back
in court to block that as well.”

On February 15, 2019,
President Trump announced
he would illegally divert $8.1
billion for the border wall
project. The administration
identified three sources for the
funds: $3.6 billion to come
from military construction
projects using the president’s
emergency declaration; $2.5
billion from other military
accounts under counterdrug
authorities; and the remain-
ing $601 million to come from

the Treasury Forfeiture Fund.
As soon as the first con-

struction projects were an-
nounced, the ACLU requested
on behalf of the Sierra Club
and SBCC to block use of
military funds for wall con-
struction. U.S. District Judge
Haywood S. Gilliam today
granted the request as to the
first-announced projects,
which amounted to $1 billion
diverted from military pay and
pension accounts. The court
also rejected the
administration’s arguments
that the Sierra Club and SBCC
lack standing to bring the law-
suit.

The judge did not rule on
the legality of the
administration’s diversion of
$3.6 billion from military con-
struction funds as the admin-
istration has not yet identified
a final plan to use those funds.
The court wrote that it “fully
expects that if and when De-
fendants identify border bar-
rier construction locations
where [military construction]
funds will be used, Plaintiffs
will have the opportunity” to
challenge it. Per the court’s
instructions, the ACLU will
submit new declarations seek-
ing to block additional wall
projects the administration
recently announced would be
built using military funds.

“We welcome the court’s
decision to block Trump’s at-
tempts to sidestep Congress
to build deadly walls that
would hurt communities liv-
ing at the border, endanger
wildlife, and have damaging
impacts on the environment,”
said Andrea Guerrero, a mem-
ber of SBCC‘s steering com-
mittee. “Doubling down on
the myopic enforcement-only
policies of the past has failed
our country for decades and
border communities will con-
tinue to push back at any at-
tempt to further militarize our
region.”

The plaintiffs maintain
that the president is usurping
Congress’s appropriations
power and violating the
clearly defined separation of
powers inscribed in the Con-
stitution. They add that the
border wall project — if car-
ried out as directed under the

president’s emergency proc-
lamation — would hurt com-
munities living at the border,
endanger wildlife, and have
damaging impacts on the en-
vironment.

“We applaud the court’s
decision to protect our Con-
stitution, communities, and
the environment today,” said
Gloria Smith, Managing At-
torney at the Sierra Club.
“We’ve seen the damage that
the ever-expanding border
wall has inflicted on commu-
nities and the environment
for decades. Walls divide
neighborhoods, worsen dan-
gerous flooding, destroy lands
and wildlife, and waste re-
sources that should instead be
used on the infrastructure these
communities truly need. Yet
again, the American people
have had to look to our courts
for a check on President
Trump’s unlawful power
grabs. The Sierra Club and our
members are thrilled the courts
put a rightful check on
Trump’s abuse of emergency
powers.”

The Sierra Club and the
Southern Border Communi-
ties Coalition have members
who live in, protect, and trea-
sure the lands that the Trump
administration has targeted for
the construction.

With the temporary block
in place, the court can make a
final decision on the plain-
tiffs’ claims as to the an-
nounced projects, as well as
consider challenges to new
sections of the border wall as
they are announced.

Federal Court blocks Border Wall construction
in ACLU challenge to national emergency
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THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY BOARD OF ELECTIONS
CERTIFIES THE MAY 7, 2019 PRIMARY ELECTION

CLEVELAND, May 24, 2019: The Board of Elections has certified the results of
the May 7, 2019 Election.

The results did not change the outcome of any candidate contests or issue
decisions.

However, the official results have triggered an automatic recount of Parma’s Issue
10 because the proposal failed by less than one-half of one percent.  Issue 10 is
the proposal to overturn the City of Parma’s ban on Pit Bull dogs.

Issue 10 failed by 21 votes according to the unofficial results.  With the addition
of 65 provisional ballots and 15 vote-by-mail ballots that arrived after Election Day
the results were narrowed to a 14-vote margin:

5,921 (49.94) in favor of the repeal
5,935 (50.06) opposed to the repeal

The recount will be scheduled for May 29th.  Additional re-count information can

El asunto 10 falló por 21 votos de acuerdo con los resultados no oficiales.  Con la
adición de 65 votos de papeletas provisionales y 15 votos emitidos por correo que
llegaron después del día de las elecciones los resultados se redujeron a un margen
de 14 votos:

BOWLING GREEN, OH,
May 24, 2019: Erie County
and Wood County health
departments recently inves-
tigated a possible case of
measles that turned out to be
negative.

A patient in Bowling
Green reported a rash and
other symptoms consistent
with measles. The patient was
isolated while awaiting labo-
ratory results, which con-
firmed the patient did not
have measles.

Erie County and Wood
County health departments
followed up with the patient

Possible measles case turns out negative
and close con-
tacts, and co-
o r d i n a t e d
with the Ohio
Department of
Health. This
investigation
is an example
of something
health departments and other
agencies do often in order to
protect public health.

While Ohio does not have
any confirmed measles cases,
more than 800 have been re-
ported in 24 states – the most
cases reported in the U.S.
since 1994. Measles is still

common in
many parts of
world, and large
outbreaks are
currently occur-
ring in Israel,
Ukraine, and the
Philippines.

T r a v e l e r s
with measles bring the dis-
ease into U.S., where it can
spread in communities with
pockets of unvaccinated
people.

Measles is a very conta-
gious disease that spreads
when an infected person
coughs or sneezes. Symp-

toms include high fever,
cough, runny nose, and red
eyes, followed by a rash that
starts at the hair line and
spreads across the body.

The measles, mumps, and
rubella (MMR) vaccine is
highly effective at prevent-
ing transmission of measles.
One dose of MMR vaccine is
approximately 93 percent ef-
fective at preventing measles.
Two doses are approximately
97 percent effective.

If you’re not sure whether
you are fully vaccinated, talk

with your health care pro-
vider. If you believe you may
have been exposed to measles
or are experiencing symp-
toms, call your provider im-
mediately. You should also:

· Cover your mouth
and nose with a tissue when
you cough or sneeze, and put
your used tissue in the trash
can. If you don’t have a tis-
sue, cough or sneeze into your
upper sleeve or elbow, not
your hands.

• Wash your hands often
with soap and water.

• Avoid sharing drinks or
eating utensils.

• Stay home if you are sick.
• Disinfect frequently

touched surfaces, such as
toys, doorknobs, tables and
counters. Standard house-
hold disinfectants will
readily kill the measles vi-
rus.

GRAND RAPIDS, MI, May 25, 2019: The Latino Community Coalition wishes to express
our serious concerns regarding the Kent County Commission’s decision not to provide
interpretation and translation services for all public comments made in languages besides
English at public commission meetings.

 During their April 25th†session, the Kent County Commission made changes to their
rules which were clearly in response to the actions of Movimiento Cosecha GR, an immigrant
rights movement who held multiple demonstrations at their commission meetings.

Among those changes was the requirement that commissioners remain seated and not join
the public or sit with them, or use the microphone designated for public use to make
comments.  Most alarming was the commission’s vote to leave the decision to translate public
comments made in other languages to the discretion of the current commission chairperson.

Commissioner Jim Talen made a motion to change the policy language to require that all
public comments be translated and not at the discretion of the board chair, but the commission
discussed this option and ultimately voted against it.

Although the board chair expressed her intention to grant all requests for translation of
statements made in other languages, her comments during the discussion and subsequent
vote against putting that intent in writing is a complete contradiction.

This decision is a clear attempt by the commission to silence county residents from
immigrant communities, and to reserve the right to continue to do so as they see fit.  The option
to create barriers for any residents to be heard should never be available to a publicly elected
decision-making body.

 During the course of the discussion, Commissioner Jim Saalfeld objected to the cost of
interpretation and translation, saying that doing so was an option to save money because
“There may be times where there are things that are not consequential to what’s being
presented.”

Commissioner Tom Antor stated, “Since all of us, I think, speak English in this room, I think
it’s reasonable that they have someone that could help them with, you know, translating for
them if need be.” Comments like these are extremely offensive.

 We urge the community to contact† their county commissioner to demand that they open
up the conversation for an amendment requiring all public comments made in other
languages be translated into English so that they may be reflected in the public record and
so that commissioners are able to understand all resident comments. The commission does
not have to wait two years to make the changes.

We also invite concerned community members to attend future Kent County Commission
meetings in the County Administration Building at 300 Monroe Ave. Grand Rapids MI,
which are held at the same time and place every other Thursday.

Finally, we would like to thank the seven commissioners who spoke up for the right of
all county residents to be heard, regardless of the language that they speak.
