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A former Latino
Toledo City Coun-
cil president re-
ceived a posthu-
mous honor Aug.
18, 2021 when
Toledo’s mayor
and various city
council members
officially desig-
nated a portion of
Adams Street in
Uptown Toledo as:
“Louis Escobar
Way.” The cer-
emony came just
shy of a year after
the 70-year-old
Escobar’s death.

Escobar served two,
four-year terms on To-
ledo City Council, in-
cluding three years as
its president. He held
the distinctions of be-
coming the first gay
man and first Latino to
be elected to city coun-
cil. The ceremony took
place at the intersec-
tion of Adams and 13th

Streets. A rainbow pat-
tern was painted onto
the crosswalks at that
same intersection.

“Louis Escobar was
an outstanding public
servant, but more im-
portantly, he was an
even better person, and
when we served together
on Toledo City Council,
he was someone who I
looked up to and re-
spected,” said Mayor
Wade Kapszukiewicz
said. “Toledo was fortu-
nate to have such a dedi-
cated public servant.”

“Louis was a trail-
blazer and leaves behind
an incredible legacy in
Toledo,” said Council-
man Nick Komives. “We
are honored to rename a
portion of Adams Street

Mercy Health Foun-
dation and Metroparks
Toledo will unveil the
latest in a series of out-
door recreation activi-
ties, FitPark: Climb, a
portable rock-climbing
simulator.

The 32-foot-tall wall
made by Spectrum
Sports International
can accommodate five
climbers at a time, with
a pulley and safety har-
nesses for each
climber. It is mounted
to a trailer so it can
travel to various loca-
tions.

“When Mercy
Health and Metroparks
Toledo started on the
journey to offer unique
and healthy ways to
enjoy the parks, we
envisioned areas where
visitors of all abilities
would be challenged to
get fit while enjoying
the outdoors,” said Bob
Baxter, president,
Mercy Health – To-
ledo. “We can now add
rock climbing to the list
of opportunities al-
ready available to com-
munity members as

– very close to what is
now ‘Pride Way’ – after
Louis Escobar.”

Kelly Altenberger,
Escobar’s long-time part-
ner and later husband, at-
tended the ceremony,
which was fittingly held
just before Toledo Pride
weekend with events held
downtown and a Sunday
brunch crawl on Adams
St.

“I want them to remem-
ber that his heart was with
the community,”
Alternberger told La
Prensa shortly after

Escobar’s death.
“He was a tire-
less advocate for
what he thought
was right for the
community. He
was surrounded
by people who
had their own

agendas, but he never let
those other agendas get in
his way. Louis was differ-
ent. Louis built bridges. I
think that was part of his
success.”

Escobar developed a
reputation as a ‘consen-
sus-builder’ as city coun-
cil president, sometimes
angering his own Demo-
cratic party with some of
his decisions. Escobar was
known to reach across the
aisle to council Republi-
cans and regarded coun-
cil committee appoint-
ments in a nonpartisan
manner.

Escobar actively
worked toward social jus-

tice within
the Latino
c o m m u -
nity, de-
voting a lot
of his time
to causes
and con-
cerns such
as educa-
t i o n ,
healthcare,
diversity,
and cul-
tural com-
p e t e n c e .
He, along

with his close friend—
political activist Connie
Eason—received a 
Diamante Award in
2002.

Most of Escobar’s ca-
reer was devoted to pub-
lic service—five years
as a Catholic priest, as a
jail counselor, as a pro-
bation officer, as
a facilitator/director of a
self-help group for
people living with HIV/
AIDS, and as a sub-
stance abuse counselor
and then as a director of
Adelante, Inc. He also
ran a homeless shelter
and served as interim co-
ordinator at
the University of
Toledo’s Multicultural
Student Center.

As the executive di-
rector of Adelante,
Inc., Escobar doubled
the social service
nonprofit’s budget, in-
troduced innovative, cul-
turally-sensitive pro-
grams, and was instru-
mental in coordinating
Adelante’s fifth year an-
niversary celebration
and in creating César E.
Chávez Humanitarian
Awards banquet.

Escobar himself was
awarded the César E.
Chávez Humanitarian
Award at the 2010 cer-
emony.

banks of the Maumee
River in East Toledo.

“FitParks are a con-
cept developed be-
tween our two organi-
zations to add new fa-
cilities and activities in
the Metropark,” said aa,
executive director of
Metroparks Toledo.

Ms. Seloom’s goal is to
eventually earn her
master’s degree and be-
come a nurse practitioner,
crediting her parents for
giving her the motivation

and drive to pursue all her
goals, whether it was
sports at a young age or
higher education now.

“I want to show my
love for nursing through
positive attitude, empathy,
and hard work to get pa-
tients what they deserve
in the health care. Com-
munity teaching about
health and wellness is very
important because nurses
can educate others about
different risk factors and
signs and symptoms of
different diseases. Educa-
tion for me is important,
but ultimately, I think for
myself to be able to pass
on and educate others is
so powerful!” her essay
concluded.

Marissa Smith is pur-
suing a nursing degree,
inspired by her mom who
works as an STNA and
was never able to finish
her higher education be-
cause she raised three kids
as a single parent for a
time. She also wants to
use her experiences with
ADHD and anxiety to help
others.

“One of my goals is to
open my open practice
under a doctor for mental
health. I have learned a lot
about mental health the
past few years. I think it is
very important for some-
one to understand their
mental health and get help
if they need it,” she wrote
in her scholarship essay.
“Having people there to
support me and under-
stand my mental health
has helped me a lot.”

Some of her other goals
include earning an intern-
ship in pediatric nursing,
so she can learn more
about what it takes to suc-
ceed in that profession.
Ms. Smith also hopes to
one day travel the world
to help others in strug-
gling countries on relief
missions.

“The less fortunate need
health care too. That is the
most important thing as me
becoming a nurse is being
that person to help anyone
in need and if someone
needs something they can
come to me,” she con-
cluded in her essay.

Ms. Smith also uses her
spare time to volunteer for
Habitat for Humanity and
the TRIO program at
Lourdes University.

Kylie Copeland is attend-
ing Owens Community
College, where she is
studying physical therapy.
She maintained a 3.5 GPA
and took several honors
courses, while also play-
ing volleyball and softball
at Start High School. She is
a first-generation college
student.

“Sports themselves have
taught me what hard work
and dedication can create,”
Ms. Copeland wrote in her
scholarship essay. “I see
myself coaching many dif-
ferent levels of teams, also
even going back to the
schools and help train and
assist youth athletic pro-
grams. I want to make To-
ledo great and really get
our young student athletes
the chances and opportu-
nities they should get to go
far.”

A couple of the scholar-
ship recipients also noted
the struggles and difficul-
ties presented by the
COVID-19 pandemic and
having to resort to online
learning instead of the nor-
mal classroom setting in
their scholarship essays.
