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EEUU y Cuba hablan sobre ‘“‘ataques a la salud” en La Habana

WASHINGTON, DC, 13
IX 18 (AP): Como parte de la
bisqueda de respuestas a los
misteriosos “ataques a la
salud” de diplomdticos de
Estados  Unidos que
comenzaron hace dos afios
en La Habana, funcionarios
estadounidenses y cubanos
se reunieron el jueves para
tratar de determinar el
método y el mévil de los
incidentes.

Departamento de Estado se

En reportes recientes se

CLEVELAND, Sept. 13,
2018 (AP): Former President
Barack Obama delivered a
simple message Thursday
headed into the fall midterm
elections: Vote!

Speaking to an enthusi-
astic crowd of several thou-
sand in Cleveland, Obama
said the consequences of sit-
ting on the sidelines during
November’s midterm elec-
tions “are far more danger-
ous” than in the past.

Without mentioning Re-
publican President Donald
Trumpby name, Obamasaid,
“This is not normal what
we’re seeing. It is radical.”
He said a continuation of
Republicancontrolin Wash-
ington, DC would threaten
Medicaid, affordable health
care, even democracy,

“On November 6th, we
haveachancetorestore some
sanity to our politics,”
Obama said. “We can flip
the balance of power back to
the American people. Be-
cause you are the only check
on bad policy, you are the
only real check on abuses of
power. It’s you and your
vote.”

Obama was in closely di-
vided Ohio to campaign for
Democratic gubernatorial
candidate Richard Cordray,
running mate Betty Sutton,
U.S. Sen. Sherrod Brownand
the party’s statewide slate.
Cordray, who was Obama’s
appointee to lead the Con-
sumer Financial Protection
Bureau, is locked in a tight
contest for governor against
Republican Attorney Gen-
eral Mike DeWine. Republi-

can Ohio Gov. John Kasich is
term-limited.

Donald Trump Jr., the
president’s son, wasinthe state
Thursday to raise money for
DeWine and Republican U.S.
Rep. JimRenacci, whois seek-
ing to unseat Brown in the
Senate.

In Cleveland, Cordray
pledged to the crowd that he
and his party would fight for
decency, tolerance, inclusion
and respectfulness if elected,
declaring, “Change is com-
ing.”

Obama drew a contrast be-
tween Cordray’s polite—
some say boring—style and
the president’s. He said many
Ohio farmers “have money in
their pockets” because of
Cordray’s work at the con-
sumer bureau.

“Hedidn’ttry to take credit
forit. He didn’t tweet about it.
He just did it,” Obama said.
“And if you elect him your
governor, he will keep work-
ing like that—on your be-
half.”

Obama said this fall’s elec-
tions are more important than

any he canremember. “Each
time we move in the direc-
tion of greater freedoms and
greater prosperity for all
people, the status quo pushes
back. The powerful and the
privileged oftentimes want
to keep us divided, work to
keep us angry and cynical,
because that helps them hold
onto their power and privi-
lege.”

Republicans rejected
Democrats’ arguments.

“2016 is over, but Presi-
dent Obama continues to dis-
miss the millions of voters
across Ohio who rejected a
continuation of his policies
infavorof President Trump’s
planforhistoric tax cuts, new
jobs and soaring economic
growth,” said Mandi Merritt,
Ohio spokeswoman for the
Republican National Com-
mittee. “Richard Cordray,
Obama’s formerregulator-in-
chief, would just be more of
the same of the outdated
Obama-era policies that hurt
Ohio families.”

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Trump tweets roil Florida GOP’s play for Puerto Rican voters

TALLAHASSEE, Fla.,
Sept. 13,2018 (AP): Injust
a few moments and two
tweets, President Donald
Trumproiled Florida’s cru-
cial elections Thursday,
upending his party’s ongo-
ing efforts to make inroads
to the battleground state’s
growing Puerto Rican
population.

Trump’s tweets claim-
ing that “3,000 people did
not die” in the hurricanes
that hit the island last year
and falsely alleging that
the official death toll was
partof a plot by Democrats
to make him look bad were
immediately condemned
by Puerto Rican leaders,
Democratic opponents and,
in a rare breach, fellow
Republicans in the state.

Ron DeSantis, who
won last month’s GOP pri-
mary for governor largely
due to Trump’s endorse-
ment, “doesn’t believe
any loss of life has been
inflated,” a spokesman
said. Gov. Rick Scott, who
is challenging Demo-
cratic Sen. Bill Nelson for
his seat in November,
tweeted flatly, “Idisagree
with (at)POTUS.”

The direct and swift re-
buke from Trump’s Florida
allies demonstrated the sig-
nificance of the Puerto
Rican voters in a state
where races are often de-
cided by slim margins.

Republican candidates for
months have been carefully
courting the Puerto Rican
community, hoping to prove
their concern about the
island’s slow recovery and
win over voters who tend to
vote Democratic. But the
episode shows how Trump,
who has an outsized influ-
ence on races in Florida and
beyond, may not makeiteasy
for Republicans to reach out
to swing voters.

The president’s tweets
came just one day after
Nelsonlaunched anew Span-
ish-language ad that features
pictures of Trump and Scott
together and says in Spanish
“tell me who you hang out
with, and I will tell you who
you are.”

Florida was already home
tomore than 1 million Puerto
Ricans before Hurricane
Maria slammed into the is-
land territory nearly a year
ago. Tens of thousands of
residents fled Puerto Rico in
the aftermath, with many of
them relocating to Florida.

Puerto Rico’s governor
last month raised Maria’s
official death toll from 64
to 2,975 after an indepen-
dent study found that the
number of people who suc-
cumbed in the sweltering
aftermath had been severely
undercounted.

The growing Puerto Rican
community near Orlandohas
beenkey to swinging the area

into the Democratic column
as many Puerto Rican voters
have backed Democrats. In
2016, Democrat Darren Soto
became the first congressman
of Puerto Rican descent
elected from Florida.

It’s not clear how many
Maria survivors who came to
the mainland are now regis-
tering to vote in Florida. A
Miami Herald analysisinlate
Augustfound that only about
3,150 voters with Puerto Rico
phone area codes had regis-
tered to vote between the
hurricane’s landfall and the
primary deadline in late July.
But despite that there’s been
a concentrated push by both
parties to appeal to Puerto
Rican voters and seek out
endorsements from top
Puerto Rico politicians.

“I’ve been to Puerto Rico
7 times & saw devastation
firsthand. The loss of any life
is tragic; the extent of lives
lost as a result of Maria is
heart wrenching. I'll con-
tinue to help PR,” Scott
tweeted Thursday.

Rightafter the storm Scott
ordered the opening of disas-
terrelief centers to help those
who came to Florida. Over
the summer, the governor ran
an ad that said he is the one
politician who was helping
Puerto Rico. DeSantis,
Nelson and Democratic can-
didate for governor Andrew
Gillum have also visited
Puerto Rico this year.

For DeSantis, breaking
from Trump marked a ma-
jor, firstshiftaway from the
conservative base voters
thatcarried him to a victory
in the primary.

“Ron DeSantis is com-
mitted to standing with the
Puerto Rican community,
especially after such a
tragic loss of life,” said
Stephen Lawson, a spokes-
man for DeSantis.

State  Rep.  Amy
Mercado, a Puerto Rican
Democrat from central
Florida, called Trump’s
comments about the death
toll “disgusting, vile, and
show just who he is.”

“The lives lost because
of Maria were very real, and
the island is still dealing
with the devastating effects
and poor federal response,”
she said.

Other Democrats in
Florida also were sharply
critical of Trump. Nelson
on Twitter called the com-
ments “shameful” and said
that “we deserve and ex-
pect more from someone
who holds the highest of-
fice in our country.”

Gillum, who is chal-
lenging DeSantis in the
governor’s race, also
blasted the president.

“No death is partisan
and our brothers and sisters
in Puerto Rico deserved
better,” Gillum said on
Twitter.

Mexico ‘evaluating’ US offer
to pay for deporting migrants

MEXICO CITY, Sept.
13,2018 (AP): The Mexi-
can government says it
“continues evaluating” a
U.S. offer to pay forreturn-
ing foreign migrants in
Mexico to their home
countries.

Mexico’s Interior De-
partment says noagreement
has been reached on the of-
fer, which apparently would
help take mainly Central
American migrants back to
their homes. Many use
Mexico as a base to attempt
crossing the U.S. border.

The department did not
specify how muchthe U.S.
government has offered,
but one source states that
the sum considered by the
Trump Administration is
20 million dollars.

The department added
Thursday: “The Mexican
government has not ac-
cepted this proposal either
verbally or in writing.”

In the first seven
months of 2018, Mexico
deported more than
57,000 Central Ameri-
cans, mainly by bus.
