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Deported Mexican mother of 4 citizens back
to pursue asylum

CINCINNATI, Sept.
25,2018 (AP): A Mexi-
can mother of four U.S.
citizens who was de-
ported despite claims of
threats by a Mexican drug
cartel has returned to the
United States.

The Cincinnati
Enquirer reports a judge
last  week allowed
Maribel Trujillo Diaz to
return to the Ohio city of

Fairfield after family mem-
bers paid her $1,500 bond
while she awaits her asylum
hearing.

Her attorney, Kathleen
Kersh, says there were “tears
everywhere” when Trujillo
Diaz returned to Ohio for
the first time since her April
2017 deportation.

An appeals court ordered
immigration officials to re-
consider the case after find-

ing the U.S. Board of Im-
migration Appeals
shouldn’t have rejected
her motion to reopen re-
moval proceedings.

She can now stay with
her U.S.-born children
until her hearing sched-
uled for the summer of
2019.

Yasser Arafat fue la
personificacién de la lucha
palestina por la independencia,
un camino lleno de desplazados
ymuertos. En 1974, fue invitado
a representar a la Organizacién
paralaLiberacion de Palestinay
a su pueblo ante el organismo
mundial, en donde dej6 claro
que estaba listo para utilizar
cualquier medio para obtener la
categoria de Estado. Habl6 del
pueblo oprimido y de la
liberacién del mundo. Con su
tipico paifiuelo palestino,
concluy6 con una perdurable
cita: “Hoy traigo una rama de
olivo en una mano y el arma de
un luchador por la libertad en la
otra; no dejen que caiga de mi
mano la rama de olivo™.

GADAFISE VA POR LA
LIBRE: Moammar Gadafi de
Libia también tenia una

Poco después
ese dfa, el primer ministro
britdnico Gordon Brown dijo
ante la Asamblea: “Estoy aqui
para ratificar la Carta de las
Naciones Unidas, no para
romperla”.

AHMADINEJAD Y EL
11SEP: El presidente de Iran
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad,
provocé que algunos
delegados abandonaran la
Asamblea en sefial de protesta
cuando cuestiond en 2010 si
se habfan montado los ataques
del 11 de septiembre. Insinué
que fue un trabajo interno y
argumenté que soélo una
explosion, no los aviones,
podria haber derrumbado las
Torres Gemelas. Sus visitas a
Nueva Yorkcausabanmolestia
a los habitantes locales, pero
le encantaban a los radicales
deIran.

BEN Y LA BOMBA: El
primer ministro israeli Ben-
jamin Netanyahu, cuando
habl6 ante la Asamblea Gen-
eral sobre el programa nuclear
de Irdn el 27 de septiembre de
2012, sostuvo un enorme
diagramacaricaturescodeuna
bomba. La bomba estaba
dividida en secciones que
marcaban el 70% y el 90%.

mexicano, Andrés Manuel
Ldpez Obrador, dijo que su
gobierno aceptard una
comision investigadora del
caso.

Sin importar que pasaron
cuatro afnos, Mendoza lleva
con cuidado un cartel con el
rostro de su hijo, de entonces
19 afios, y llora, pero dice que
hoy se siente esperanzada
porque antes ‘“nadie nos
escuchd, nos vefanllorar, pero
no nos ayudaban a saber
dénde estan nuestros hijos”,
afirmé la madre de 42 anos.

Elmiércoles se cumplidel
cuarto aniversario del
secuestro de los estudiantes
porpartede policias corruptos
enlaciudad sureniade Iguala.
Segtn la fiscalfa, los agentes
entregaron alos estudiantes a
una pandilla de narcos que
supuestamente los asesinaron
antes de incinerar sus
caddveres, pero los cuerpos
no han sido hallados, aparte
de fragmentos de huesos
calcinados de un estudiante.

Tras reunirse con Lépez
Obrador, los padres de los 43
desaparecidos dijeron en una
conferencia de prensa que
tenfan esperanza por primera
Vez en cuatro anos.

“Es el primer dia en todos
estos cuatro afios que los pa-
dres nos sentimos con esta
esperanza”, dijo con voz
temblorosa Epifanio Alvarez,
uno de los dos padres

designados como voceros para
hablar. “Esel primer diaenque
un gobierno dice, ‘si, le vamos
a ayudar, si vamos a saber la
verdad’”. Unas dos docenas de
madres y padres sostenian en
sus manos los carteles con
rostros de sus hijos en que se
podialeer*‘vivoselosllevaron,
con vida los queremos”.

“Dios quiera que sfi
podamos abrazar a nuestros
hijos, Dios quiera que si
lleguemos alaverdad”, agregd
Alvarez.

MariaElena Guerrero,una
delasmadres, dijoquelanueva
comisién investigadora se
coordinard con un grupo de
expertos de la Comisién
Interamericana de Derechos
Humanos, Naciones Unidas y
la Comisién de Derechos
Humanos mexicana. “Sinohay
verdad,nohay justicia”, afirmo.

Lépez Obrador dijo que
emitird un decreto para crear la
comision una vez que asumael
1 de diciembre. Dijo que los
padres de los 43 “son un
ejemplo para todos los que
luchan en México y en el
mundo por la justicia”.

Mendoza no pierde la
esperanza de encontrar con
vida a su hijo, “un cuerpo esta
en un lugar, no se mueve, pero
vivos los pueden estar
moviendo, no hay nada en mi
corazén que me diga que no
estd vivo”, anadi6 lamujer que
dejo su vida y trabajo para
dedicarse de lleno a la
busqueda de su hijo.

HOWELL, Mich., Sept.
23, 2018 (AP): A former
Michigan corrections officer
has sued the state Depart-
ment of Corrections, alleg-
ing the agency discriminated
against her based on sexual
orientation and race.

Ashley Menchaca, whois
Latina and gay, worked at
‘Woodland Center Facility in
‘Whitmore Lake from Janu-
ary 2016 until she resigned
May 2017, the Livingston
Daily Press & Argusreported
. The original complaint was
filed in March and then
amended in June to list the
corrections departmentas the
sole defendant.

The lawsuit alleges that
Menchaca’s supervisors re-
stricted her bathroom access,

Former Michigan corrections officer sues over

disciplined her for using the
bathroom, threatened her with
discipline if she continued to
work atthe facility, and spread
rumors that she’dleft the coun-

try.

Menchacaalsoalleged that
hersupervisors made heruse a
hard stool at her work station,
but would replace the stool
with a cushioned chair when
others were assigned to the
station.

MDOC’s written response
to the complaint denies any
discriminatory conduct or
practices. The agency is seek-
ing the complaint’s dismissal
because it “does not fit within
the prohibitions of the law,”
the agency said.

The lawsuit says the al-
leged actions violate the fed-

eral anti-discrimination stat-
ute. Michigan doesn’t cur-
rently recognize sexual ori-
entation as a protected class.
“Tous, itis important be-
cause, beyond the fact that
what happened to Ashley,
employers are technically
allowed to discriminate
based on sexual orientation,”
Andrew Laurila, one of
Menchaca’s lawyers, said.
MDOC spokesman Chris
Gautz declined to comment
on the case specifically, but
said employees attend anti-
discrimination workshops
and officials have made anti-
discrimination a priority.

Treehouse Village at Oak

tion will announce a cam-
paign to fund the project with
private contributions.

The announcement fol-
lowed the board meeting.
Speakers included Scott J.
Savage (president of the
Board of Park Commission-
ers) and Joe Napoli (presi-
dentofthe board of the newly
relaunched Metroparks To-
ledo Foundation).

About the Treehouse
Village

Savage announced plans
to build the Treehouse Vil-
lage at the new Beach Ridge
Area at Oak Openings. The
Village will open next year
and include:

* A six-person treehouse

« A four-person treehouse

¢ Two, two-person
treehouses

¢ Three tent/hammock
platforms for camping in the
trees

* A common treehouse
with seating for up to 49
people

* Andacrow’s nestlinked
to the common treehouse by
a canopy walk

The four private
treehouses and tent platforms
will be available to rent for
overnight stays, while the
common treechouse will be
available to rent for daytime
use by groups.

The Metroparks Con-
struction Crew is building

the treehouse village, which
was designed by Nelson
Treehouse and Supply, the
company featured in the Ani-
mal Planet TV series
“Treehouse Masters.” Nelson
was also involved with the ini-
tial construction of phase 1.

“We're thrilled to report
that no other park system in
the country will have a
treehouse village inspired
and designed by Treehouse
Masters,” Mr. Savage said.
“It is yet another example of
the forward thinking and in-
novation that makes
Metroparks Toledo one of the
top park systems in the coun-
try. We are so grateful to the
generous supporters and the
Foundation, who are making
this project happen in our
community.”

About the Campaign
Napoli announced the lead
donors whohave already made
substantial financial contribu-
tions. Because of the support
from the foundation and lead
donors, Metroparks has begun
constructing phase 1, which
includes the common
trechouse, crow’s nest and a
tower that will support a cable
suspension bridge. The cam-
paign will raise additional
funds for phase 2, which in-

cludes the overnight
treehouses.
“The purpose of the Foun-

dation is to raise resources and
awareness to support the many
greatthings Metroparks brings
toourcommunity,” Mr. Napoli
said. “The Treehouse Village
is our first major project, and
I'm pleased to announce that
we are well on our way to mak-
ing this unique new experi-

ence a reality.”

Creating a Destination

The Treehouse Village
will be part of the 420-acre
Beach Ridge Area, which
Metroparks acquired be-
tween 2013 and 2015. The
areaalsoincludes ajust-com-
pleted, 12-mile mountain
bike trail built largely by
volunteers; Metroparks sec-
ond FitPark, an outdoor fit-
nessareasponsored by Mercy
Health; and a new multi-use
facility with a bicycle theme
that also houses restrooms
and showers to service
treehouse guests.

Oak Openings already
offers two campgrounds, two
rentable cottages, two lakes
for fishing and kayaking, as
well as trails for hiking, cy-
cling and horseback riding.

“In recent years, we have
added many compelling new
ways for people to connect
with the out-of-doors, from
new parks and trails to a 3D
archery course and camping
on a Maumee River island,”
said Dave Zenk, Metroparks
Toledo executive director.

China inaugurates embassy in Dominican

Republic

SANTO DOMINGO,
DR, Sept. 21, 2018 (AP):
China’s foreign minister
inaugurated his country’s
embassy in the Dominican
Republic on Friday almost
five months after the two
nations established diplo-
matic relations.

Wang Yi is the first
high-level Chinese offi-
cial to visit the Domini-
can Republic since it
opened ties with the Asian
country and cut ties with
Taiwan on April 30. The

Chinese envoy called the
opening of the new em-
bassy historic and said Chi-
nese investors and
businesspeople have al-
ready started visiting the
Caribbean country.
“Dominicans are look-
ing for a reliable ally and
we have found one as well
a friend and an ear for our
aspirations,” said Domini-
can Foreign Minister
Miguel Vargas during the
inauguration of the em-
bassy of in Santo Domingo.

Wang will also meet
with Dominican President
Danilo Medina and is ex-
pected to sign coopera-
tion agreements with the
Caribbean government.

According to the Do-
minican government, bi-
lateral trade with China
has reached $2 billion a
year, making the Domini-
can Republic the second-
largest trading partner for
China among the Carib-
bean and Central Ameri-
can nations.

Actor, activist Diane Guerrero
to headline DEI Summit at
U-M, October 8"

ANN ARBOR,
MI: Actor, author
and activist Diane
Guerrero under-
stands the undeni-
able power of sto-
ries.

As  Maritza
Ramosin “Orange
is the New Black”
and Lina in “Jane
the Virgin,”
Guerrero  has
helped usher in a
wave of diverse
storytelling on television,
amplifying the voices of
strong, resourceful women
whose lives haven’t always
received air time.

Off screen, Guerrero uses
her platform to advocate for
immigrants and U.S. immi-
gration reform, telling her
own story of her parents’ de-
portation to serve as a rally-
ing cry for families who live
under the weight of immigra-
tion policy.

Guerrero will share her
story with the University of
Michigan community during
the upcoming Diversity, Eq-
uity and Inclusion Summit.
She will speak at a commu-
nity assembly and discussion
from 9-10:30 a.m. on Mon-
day, Oct. 8,2018 atthe Power
Center in Ann Arbor.

The discussion will be
moderated by author and
Pulitzer Prize-winning jour-
nalist Leonard Pitts Jr. Tick-
ets are not required for en-
trance, and seating will be on
a first-come, first-served ba-
sis.

Asshe detailsin hermem-
oir, “Inthe Country We Love:
My Family Divided,” and her
children’s book, “My Family
Divided,” Guerrero’s parents
were deported to Colombia
whenshewas 14 yearsold. To
this day, they have not been
abletorejoinherinthe United
States.

“It impacted me greatly,
the separation of my family,”
Guerrerosaid. “Now we have
such a great visibility with
the children separated from
their families at the border
and what that does to a fam-
ily, what that does to a child.
It stunts a child’s growth.”

She says she publicly
shared her own family’s his-
tory amid the anti-immigrant
rhetoric during the last presi-
dential election cycle.

“It’s something that I had
lived with for so long and I
was ashamed of for so long,”
Guerrero said. “The minute
that I started to get work as an
actor, (I was) asked a lot of
personal questions. I just
thought it would be a great
time to liberate myself from
that shame and actually dis-
cuss issues that really mat-
tered.”

When it comes to broadly
improving the U.S.immigra-
tion system, Guerrero noted
the need for a path to citizen-
ship for immigrants already
living in the United States,
updates to the visa system,
broad decriminalization and
the reunification of families.

On college campuses,
Guerrerosaid, faculty and staff
can better support undocu-
mented students or students
whose lives have been
touched by immigration by
openly discussing the issue

in class.

“Ithink thatevery teacher
should read up or learn up on
the challenges that the immi-
grant community faces, es-
pecially immigrant stu-
dents,” Guerrerosaid. “AndI
think that there should be a
center where these students
can go for help and informa-
tion.”

At some schools she vis-
its, she said, students tell her
a lot of teachers don’t make
immigrationa positive topic,
orthattheissueisatabooone
to discuss.

“That should not be,”
Guerrero said. “It is part of
our American history. It’s
something that we should
openly talk about, and cer-
tainly humanize and decrimi-
nalize. And so it starts in the
classrooms. If our teachers
are positive about the topic
and are open about it, then
the rest of the student body
will begin to.”

As U-M continues with a
years-long process to en-
hance diversity, equity and
inclusion on campus,
Guerrero emphasized the
importance of diversifying
faculty, staff and student
ranks inorder for higheredu-
cation institutions to reach
these outcomes.

“We still have very low
percentages of people of color
going and graduating from
higher education,” Guerrero
said, adding that diversity
should be a goal of higher
education institutions.

“Until we have a system
in place thatis fair and equal,
then that should be a major
componentof yourmission,”
she said. “Especially when
we're talking about equality
and justice for all — not just
in schools but in our country
and oursociety —then where
does thatall begin? Thatstarts
in schools.”

As reflected in her career
choices, Guerrerosaid she de-
cided to pursue acting be-
cause she wanted to tell sto-
ries that reflected her experi-
ence and her community’s
experience, which she didn’t
see represented.

It’s a calling she hopes to
continue in the future.

“I'm out here because I
want to represent my com-
munity and I want others that
look like me or have come
from a similar situation or
have a similar background to
be able torelate,” she said. “T
hope to open doors for other
people who also are inter-
ested in this medium, who
also want to tell stories that
reflect who we are and help
our communities grow.”
