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Puerto Rico conference draws top NY leaders

SAN JUAN, Puerto
Rico, Nov. 9, 2013 (AP):
Dozens of New York lead-
ers gathered Friday in
Puerto Rico at a legislative
conference to discuss
Latinoissues and meet with
candidates vying for top
political positions in the
largest U.S. city.

Mayor-elect Bill de
Blasio and Councilwoman
Melissa Mark-Viverito
were among the 500 people
attending the Somos El Fu-
turo conference, an annual
retreat for New York City
and state Democratic lead-
ersinthe Puerto Rican capi-
tal of San Juan. A reception
was held late Thursday for
Mark-Viverito, one of sev-
eral politicians seeking to
become the next city coun-
cil speaker.

Conference chairman
and New York Assembly-
man Felix Ortiz of Brook-
lyn said it was no coinci-
dence that 122 elected of-
ficials and party
powerbrokers were attend-
ing the event.

“Most of the people at
the end of the day come to
make the deals they think
they can accomplish to get
somewhere,” he said.
“That’s the reason you see
(Mayor-elect) de Blasio
here. We cannolongercon-

tinue to take our Hispanic vote
for granted.”

Gov. Andrew Cuomo did
not attend, but de Blasio, the
first Democrat to be elected
mayor of New York City
since 1989, spoke late Fri-
day at the conference, indi-
cating that diversity will be
a priority as the new admin-
istration takes shape.

“We want to make sure
that we have a government
that looks like New York
City, and that means a strong
Latino representation,” he
said, stressing that it did not
mean he was seeking a par-
ticular person as speaker and
that it was too early for such
conversations.

De Blasio also said that
while he has mentioned two
names in the search for a new
police commissioner—Chief
of Department Philip Banks
and former commissioner Bill
Bratton—nothing has been
decided yet.

“That does not mean
that’s the end of the list,” he
said, adding that the vetting
process has not begun and
no interviews have taken
place.

De Blasio also said he
would reform stop-and-frisk
policies amid concerns that
minorities are unfairly tar-
geted.

“There is no contradiction

betweenkeeping the city safe
and respecting people’s
rights and civil liberties,” he
said.

Ortiz said he hopes the
city reaches another mile-
stone in January regarding
the appointment of a new
city council speaker.

“It should be someone of
Hispanic descent,” he said,
noting that Latinos represent
27percentof New York City’s
population. “That will be
another historic moment that
we should not let pass by.”

The conference also fo-
cused on social, political
and economic issues, with
Puerto Rico government of-
ficials seizing the opportu-
nity to reassure people that
the U.S. territory would not
default on its debts amid
concerns about its ongoing
economic crisis.

The island is expected to
soon enter its eighth year of
recession as it faces $70 bil-
lion in public debtand a 13.9
percent unemployment rate,
the highest compared with
any U.S. state.

Eduardo Bhatia, presi-
dent of the island’s Senate,
said the government is work-
ing hard to pay its debts.

“Puerto Rico has never
been close to not paying its
bonds,” he said. “We have
always honored the debt.”

Rave of the Raven

Researchers for the Ne-
braska Highway Depart-
ment found over 200 dead
crows near Downtown
Omaha recently and there
was concern that they may
have died from Avian Flu.

A Bird Pathologist ex-
amined the remains of all
the crows, and was pleased
to confirm the problem was
definitely NOT Avian Flu.
The cause of death appeared
to be vehicular impacts.

However, during a de-

tailed analysis it
was noted that
varying colors of
paints appeared on
the bird’s beaks
and claws. By ana-
lyzing the paint residue, it was
determined that 98% of the
crows had been killed by im-
pact with trucks, while only
2% were killed by impact with
acar.

So the State of Nebraska
hired an Ornithological Be-
haviorist to determine if there

was a cause for
the dispropor-
tionate percent-
agesoftruckkills
versus car kills.
He very quickly
concluded the cause:

When crows eat roadkill,
they always have a look-out
in a nearby tree to warn of
impending danger. They dis-
covered that while all the
lookout crows could shout
“Cah,” not a single one
could shout “Truck.”
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WASHINGTON, DC,
Nov. 13, 2013 (AP):
Speaker John Boehner
said Wednesday that the
House will not hold for-
mal, compromise talks on
the Senate-passed com-
prehensive immigration
bill, a fresh signal from
the Republican leader-
ship that the issue is dead
for the year.

The slow, relatively
quiet death came more
than four months after the
Senate, on a bipartisan
vote, passed a far-reach-
ing bill that would pro-
vide a path to citizenship
for the 11 million immi-
grants living in the coun-
try without documenta-
tion and tighten border
security.

That fanfare for that
bill was quashed by
strong opposition among
House Republican rank
and file whorejectacom-
prehensive approach and
question offering citizen-
ship to people who broke
U.S.immigration laws to
be in this country. House
incumbents also are wary
of primary challenges
from the right.

One of the clearest
signs that any action was
unlikely was word that
Sen. Marco Rubio,R-Fla.,
who had worked for

months on the Senate bill,
had abandoned the compre-
hensive approach. Rubio
had taken political heat
from conservatives after
Senate passage of the immi-
gration bill.

Boehner, R-Ohio, reiter-
ated that the House is fo-
cused on a piecemeal ap-
proach to dealing with the
issue. But he declined to
say whether lawmakers will
consider any legislation
this year or whether the is-
sue will slip to 2014, when
the politics of congres-
sional elections further di-
minish chances of action.

The No. 3 House Repub-
lican, Rep. Kevin McCarthy
of California, had told im-
migration advocates last
week that the House won’t
vote this year but possibly
early next year.

“The idea that we’re go-
ing to take up a 1,300-page
bill that no one had ever
read, which is what the Sen-
ate did, is not going to hap-
pen in the House and
frankly I’ll make clear we
have no intention of ever
going to conference on the
Senate bill,” Boehner told
reporters at a Capitol Hill
news conference.

He said Rep. Robert
Goodlatte, R-Va., the chair-
man of the House Judiciary
Committee, is working on

“asetof principles to help
guide us as we deal with
this issue.”

The Judiciary Commit-
tee has approved piece-
meal bills, but they have
languished since the sum-
mer despite intense pres-
sure from a diverse coali-
tion of religious groups,
business led by the U.S.
Chamber of Commerce,
labor unions and immi-
gration advocates.

Although House Re-
publican leaders say they
want to resolve the issue,
which has become a po-
litical drag for the GOP,
many rank-and-file Re-
publicans have shown
little inclination to deal
with immigration.

The bitter standoff with
President Barack Obama
on the budget and near
default further angered
House Republicans, who
have resisted any move
that might give Obama an
immigration overhaul, the
top item on his second-
term domestic agenda.

Many House Republi-
cans are wary of passing
any immigration legisla-
tion that would set up a
conference with the Demo-
cratic-controlled Senate,
fearing the House could
lose out in final negotia-
tions.

Opponents of com-
prehensive immigration
legislation welcomed
Boehner’s words and the
latest development.

“Friends, take a mo-
ment to celebrate what I
call a ‘step victory,”
Roy Beck of
NumbersUSA said in a
note to followers that
warned that the threat
was not over.

Republican Boehner

Sen. Jeff Sessions, R-
Ala., called it “an impor-
tant and positive develop-
ment for our nation, our
people and the Republican
Party. House Republicans
are resisting an influence
campaign and standing for
the interests of the Ameri-
can people.”

One of the Democrats
who spent months working
with Republicans on the
Senate bill expressed in-
credulity that the only
House vote this year onim-
migration was to resume
the deportation of hun-
dreds of thousands of im-
migrants brought without
documentation to the
United States as children.

It was a largely symbolic
vote to block implementa-
tion of Obama’s 2012 elec-
tion-year order to stop de-
portations of many so-called
DREAM Act individuals.

“I'believe the House will

come to its senses and real-
ize that we have to fix our
immigration systemin a bi-
partisan way,” Sen. Chuck
Schumer, D-N.Y ., saidina
statement. “They cannot
possibly end this Congress
only having passed legis-
lation to deport all of the
DREAM Act kids.”
Before Boehner’s news
conference with other Re-
publican leaders, several
immigrant children ap-
proached Boehner as he sat
down for breakfast at a
Capitol Hill diner and de-
scribed how they could
lose parents to deportation.
The children were in Wash-
ington as several organi-
zations maintain their
pressure on the House to
act on immigration.
Carmen Lima, a 13-
year-old from California,
told Boehner that she
feared never seeing her fa-
ther again and asked

Boehner if the group
could count on Boehner
for his vote.

“Well, I'm trying to
find some way to get this
thing done,” Boehner
said. “It’s ... not easy _
not gonna be an easy
path forward. But I've
made it clear since the
day after the election
that it’s time to get this
done.”

In a statement later in
the day, the girls said
they felt betrayed.

“I didn’t know what
to expect from the
speaker when I told him I
could lose my father to
deportation,” Lima said.
“But I did not expect he
would lie to me, and
that’s what it feels like
now.”

Democrats expressed
frustration over the
House’s lack of action at
a House Judiciary Com-
mittee hearing on enforc-
ing laws to deal with
documented immigrants
who overstay their visas.

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Latin drummer follows beat

Lounge in Detroit.

But Espinosa, who once
toured with Latin trumpeter
Arturo Sandoval, puts count-
less miles on his odometer to
stay immersed inmusic while
enjoying a quiet home base
in Livingston County with
his wife, Reina Martin, and
their daughter, Annabella, 1.

“Thad been herein Michi-
gan a few times. I always
thought that this is a nice
place to have a family,”
Espinosa told the Livingston
County Daily Press & Argus
( http://bit.ly/1eeYJOq ).

“Here’s pretty quietforus.
That’s what we really need
for my family,” he added.
“We’re quiet persons.”

Locals may have heard
Espinosa play with a variety
of bands, most likely either
Tumbao Bravo or Aguanko.
He most often plays congas,
bongos and timbale drums.

Tumbao Bravo won a

2013 Detroit Music Award

for its album “Casa
Versailles,” which features
Espinosa.

He plays in both bands
with Dr. Alberto Nacif, a
Genoa Township physician
who is also a percussionist.

Before making his way to
the United States, Espinosa
toured withrenowned Cuban
ensembles including the
Afro-Cuban All Stars and
Cubanismo.

His father, the late José
“PepinDrum” Espinosa, was
a revered percussionist in
Cuba in the 1960s and his
son’s mentor.

“He said, “You know this
is very hard. You have to
practice every day. It’s not
easy to be a musician,”
Espinosa, 38, recalled.

“That was my life, all my
life playing, practicing,” he
added. “It’s a part of my life,
a big part.”

Espinosa began lessons
with his father around age 4,
and by age 12 was playing
bongos with his first profes-
sional ensemble.

Nowadays, he is working
on his first full-length album,
tentatively titled “Neutron,”
which he’s producing with
Nacifin Ann Arbor.

Espinosa’s apartment
complex doesn’t allow him
to play drums indoors, so he
relies mostonadrum practice
pad forhis personal rehearsal
time.

EL Centro de a Mujer
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Mayor Bell conveys final budget of term to

City Council

Toledo Mayor Michael
P. Bell on Thursday, No-
vember 14, 2013 sent the
final budget of his admin-
istration to Toledo City
Council so they may begin
consideration of the city’s
2014 revenues and operat-
ingexpenses. By city char-
ter, a balanced budget pro-
posal must be submitted by
the Mayor to City Council
no later than November 15"
of each calendar year. The
Proposed 2014 Operating
Budget is available online
at Toledo.oh.gov/
2014budget.

The proposal as submit-
ted to council includes
$165.2 million in income
tax revenue, a modest in-
crease of approximately
two percent over 2013 esti-
mates, along with an in-
crease in anticipated casino
revenue of approximately
$600,000. The budget also
anticipates reduced revenue
from the photo traffic en-
forcement system of nearly
$1 million.

General fund revenues in
2014 are also impacted by
the elimination of the estate
tax and ongoing phase out
of local government rev-
enue sharing from the State
of Ohio. Approximately
$14.1 million would be
transferred from the capital

improvement fund.

City expenditures are also
restrained as Toledo contin-
ues to feel the pinch on the
revenue side. A class of 30
police officers is recom-
mended to begin in Decem-
ber 2014, however the ma-
jority of other vacancies are
recommended to be un-
funded or delayed in the
general fund and internal
service funds.

Whilenofireclassissched-
uled for2014, thecityis sched-
uled to administer a
firefighter civil service exam
in May 2014 which is ac-
counted for in the operating
budget. Reductions are ex-
pected in both police and
fire overtime costs as new
classes graduate from the
two academies. Fire over-
time is recommended for
$1.7 million and police over-
time is recommended for
$2.2 million.

The spending proposal
reduces internal supplies
and service budgets to 2012
levels across all cost centers
in the general fund and the
internal service funds. Ap-
proximately $900,000 has
been proposed for the To-
ledo Expansion Initiative
and the Downtown Expan-
sion Initiative to cover cur-
rent commitments.

No further general fund

expenditures have been al-
located for new incentive
packagesin2014. Themu-
nicipal court clerk and
judges budgets have been
flat funded at 2013 levels
and the proposal assumes
no changes in the city’s
contract with Lucas County
for the Lucas County jail.

“The past four years
have proved to be an eco-
nomic challenge for To-
ledo and the nation, how-
ever I am proud that we
have controlled our spend-
ing and managed to get a
better grasp on our budget
and financial planning for
the city,” said Mayor
Bell. “I'm pleased to be
able to hand over a budget
proposal that includes re-
alisticrevenue and expen-
diture recommendations
for consideration by the
incoming administration
and city council.”

The proposed 2014 to-
tal revenue is budgeted at
$657.8 million with $653.5
million in expenditures.
General fund revenues are
budgeted at $244.78 mil-
lion and proposed general
fund expenditures total
$244.76 million leaving an
anticipated fund balance
of approximately $20,000
at the conclusion of the
2014 fiscal year.

Mayor-elect Collins’ transition team holds
first meeting at Maritime Academy

Independent D.
Michael Collins, elected
as the next mayor for the
City of Toledo on Novem-
ber5,2013, has announced
the formation of his transi-
tion team, its director, and
the date for the team’s first
meeting. Collins’s term
begins January 2, 2014.

Collins says Bob
Reinbolt will serve as the
director of his transition
team. Reinbolt, who has a
consulting business in To-
ledo, was an advisor to
Collins during the cam-
paign and had served as
chief of staff for former
Toledo mayor Carty
Finkbeiner.

The first transition

team meeting was held Sat-
urday, November 16, at the
Maritime Academy of To-
ledo, 803 Water St. “This
first gathering will be very
organizational in nature and
I doubt if we will have any
discussion on cabinet posi-
tions for Mr. Collins’ ad-
ministration,” said
Reinbolt. “We will have
welcoming remarks from Mr.
Collins; introductions of
those in attendance; an over-
view of what is expected of
the transition team; areview
of Mr. Collins’s platform;
committee assignments;
development of a time frame
toissue reports; and breakout
sessions for the various
committees.”

Transition team commit-
tees include: Labor Rela-
tions—chaired by Toledo
City Councilman George
Sarantou; Neighborhood
& Safety—chaired by Tom
Kroma; Business Develop-
ment— Chaired by Patrick
Kenney; Parks, Recreation,
and Urban Beautifica-
tion—chaired by William
Franklin; and Media Rela-
tions & Special Events—
chaired by Matt Zaleski.

A federal
judge in Arizona subse-
quently found that
Maricopa County Sher-
iff Joseph Arpaio had
been guilty of racial pro-
filing.

Miranda’s wife,
Catherine Miranda, now
holds the House seat that
her husband used to hold.

WASHINGTON, DC,
Nov. 15, 2013 (AP): The
Obama administration
will allow some U.S. mili-
tary members’ relatives
who live without docu-
mentation in the United
States to stay, according
to a policy directive is-
sued Friday.

Itis the latestin a series
of immigration policy
changes made by Presi-
dent Barack Obama since
he took office.

The latest order gives
U.S. Citizenship and Im-
migration Services offi-
cials the power to “parole
in place” immigrant
spouses, children and par-
ents of current service
members, reservists and
veterans. The change
means that those immi-
grants can apply to legally
live in the United States.

The department has
long had the power to stop
deportations for relatives
of military members and
veterans, but the new
memo explains how and
when it can be used.

Margaret D. Stock, an
immigration attorney, said
the latest directive likely
would affect thousands of

military families. “It is very
significant,” Stock said. “It
will ease the strain on so
many families and military
members.”

James Swartout, a Defense
Department spokesman, said
the military appreciates the
clarification on how immi-
grantfamily members of ser-
vice members are to be
treated.

As chances fade for a ma-
jor overhaul of the immigra-
tion system in the near fu-
ture, Obama is relying more
often on making relatively
minor administrative
changes. He pledged twice
as a presidential candidate
topassimmigration reforms.

The Obama administra-
tion has also allowed immi-
grant spouses and children
of U.S. citizens to stay in the
United States in some cases.

Other rule changes gave
more flexibility to the Home-
land Security Department’s
use of immigration holds for
people in local jails.

Republicans in the House
of Representatives have long
criticized the administrative
changes.

Obama has repeatedly
said immigration reform is a
top priority of his adminis-

tration. His selection of Jeh
Johnson, the Defense
Department’s former top
lawyer, as the next Home-
land Security secretary sig-
nals that the White House
will now lead the push for
immigration law changes.
The US Senate earlier
this year passed a sweep-
ing bill that called for the
doubling of the Border
Patrol and a path to legal
status for the nearly 11
million immigrants al-
ready living without docu-
mentation in the country.
But activity has stalled
in the US House, where it
faces strong opposition
from Republicans who
have objected to a com-
prehensive approach or a
pathway to citizenship.
Speaker John Boehner said
‘Wednesday that the House
will not hold formal, com-
promise talks on the Sen-
ate-passed comprehensive
immigration bill, a fresh
signal from the Republi-
can leadership that the is-
sue is dead for 2013. See
related story on page 3.

Rubio seeks to reconnect with the right

MIAMI, Nov. 15,
2013 (AP): Florida US
Senator Marco Rubio
has seemingly spent
months trying to con-
vince skeptical Repub-
licans to look at the other
issues he’s taken up
besides comprehensive

The potential presiden-
tial candidate joined the
drive to defund President
Barack Obama’s health care
law. He then turned to
foreign policy matters and
social issues such as legis-
lative prayer.

And on Saturday, he
will be the keynote
speaker at a fundraiser for
a group that led the effort
to ban gay marriage in
Florida.

The actions suggest
Rubio is trying to recon-
nect with key activists.
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Unions sets sights on Ohio governor’s race

TOLEDO, Nov. 17,
2013 (AP): Union leaders
are now looking ahead at
Ohio’s governor’s race af-
ter knocking off a big city
mayor who they say was
their top political target
this year.

Organized labor helped
oust Toledo’s mayor—an
ally of Gov. John Kasich—
who infuriated unions two
years ago by appearing in
a TV commercial backing
the collective bargaining
law that Ohio voters later
overturned.

Democrats and labor of-
ficials believe that inde-
pendent Toledo Mayor
Mike Bell’sloss two weeks
ago to another, union-
backed independent was
fueled by his endorsement
of the Republican plan to
limit collective bargain-
ing for public workers.

“Alotof what our mem-
bership responded to was
that Mayor Bell aligned
himself so closely with
Gov. Kasich,” said Mike
Gillis, aspokesman for the
Ohio AFL-CIO.

Kasich’scritics are hop-
ing that there is enough
anger left over from the
contentious debate in
2011 to defeat him. But
defeating the governor
will be amuch bigger chal-

lenge than taking out
Toledo’s mayor, who had
fallen out of favor with unions
in a town dominated by or-
ganized labor.

Unions plan to remind
voters often it was the gover-
nor who signed the law that
would have prohibited more
than 350,000 public employ-
ees from negotiating health
care and pension benefits and
would have banned public
employee strikes.

They also are warning that
there is a movement led by
conservatives to follow the
lead of Michigan and Indi-
ana by turning Ohio into a
right-to-work state.

Kasichhas distanced him-
self from right-to-work sup-
porters who want to ban man-
datory union membership
and prohibit Ohio unions
from charging dues to non-
members. He has said that
making Ohio aright-to-work
state is not one of his priori-
ties.

The governor told report-
ers following the November
election that he’s not sure if
the debate over collective
bargaining will continue to
be an issue during his bid for
a second term.

“I would hope in the elec-
tion next year the campaign
is about issues and not what
we’ve been able to see in the

past,” he said.

Jim Ruvolo, a former
Ohio Democratic Party
chairman who’s now a po-
litical consultant, said
union voters will still be
motivated by what they
thought was as an attack on
their rights two years ago,
but that won’t be what de-
termines who wins.

“The race is going to be
decided to on the
economy,” he said.

Former Ohio Republi-
can Party chairman Bob
Bennett doubts that
Kasich’s role in the collec-
tive bargaining fight will
carry much weight outside
union strongholds innorth-
ern Ohio.

“It’s not going to have
an impact in other parts of
the state,” he said.

Still, Democrats and
union leaders are hopeful
it will, especially after
Bell’s defeat.

Ray Wood, who leads a
United Auto Workers unit
in Toledo, said he doesn’t
believe that attempts to
take away the bargaining
rights of unions are over,
and that will bring out more
blue-collar voters next
November.

“In some ways, they’ve
awakened a sleeping gi-
ant,” he said.
