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Meaning of ‘one person, one vote’ at stake at Supreme Court

‘WASHINGTON, DC, Dec.
4,2015 (AP): Texas was the
big winner in the 2010 cen-
sus when it picked up four
congressional seats, due
mainly to growth in its
Latino population.

A Supreme Court case be-
ing argued Dec. 8" threatens
to diminish Latinos’ clout
and benefit white, rural vot-
ers.

Two voters in Texas are
asking the court to order a
drastic change in the way
Texas and every other state
divides their electoral dis-
tricts. Rather than basing the
maps on total population,
including non-citizens and
children who aren’t old
enough to vote, states must
count only people who are
eligible to vote, the challeng-
ers say. They argue that
change is needed to carry out
the true meaning of the prin-
ciple of one person, one vote.

They claim that taking ac-
count of total population can
lead to vast differences in the
number of voters in particular
districts, along with corre-
sponding differences in the
power of those voters.

A court ruling in their fa-
vor would shift more power
to rural areas and away from
urban districts in which there
are large immigrant popula-
tions that are ineligible to
vote because they are too
young or not citizens.

There’s only one expla-
nation for the court fight, said
Thomas Saenz, presidentand
general counsel of the Mexi-
can American Legal Defense
Fund.*The plaintiffsin Texas
are interested in stemming
the growth of Latino politi-
cal power,” he said.

The legal challenge is be-
ing financed by Edward
Blum, whose Project on Fair
Representation also is be-
hind a Texas affirmative ac-
tion challenge that will be
argued before the high court
on Wednesday, as well as the
lawsuit that led to the 2013
decision that wiped away a
key element of the federal

Voting Rights Act.

A second case on
Tuesday’s agenda also in-
volves the one-person, one-
vote principle that the high
courtestablished in Reynolds
v. Sims in 1964. The court
held that a state’s legislative
districts must have roughly
equal numbers of people.

Inadispute from Arizona,
the justices are weighing
whether even small differ-
ences in population among
districts are appropriate if
they are done for partisan
advantage or to comply with
the now-nullified advance-
approval requirement in the
Voting Rights Act.

Arizona voters who are
challenging the decisions of
an independent redistricting
commission claim that
Democrats benefited from
the legislative district
boundaries. The commission
denies that its maps were
drawn to benefit Democratic
candidates and maintains
that the Supreme Court has
upheld small differences in
population among districts.

The Texas case poses a
question the justices have
never answered: Must states
count everyone, or just eli-
gible voters? The court also
might say states can choose
between them without vio-
lating the Constitution.

The case brought by
Texasresidents Sue Evenwel
and Edward Pfenninger
highlights the difference in
eligible voters in the mainly
rural districts outside Hous-
ton where they live, and those
in a downtown Houston dis-
trict with equal population,

but at least 170,000 fewer
people eligible to vote.

Evenwel and Pfenninger
argue that gives urban voters
more sway than they have.

The only reference to
populationand political dis-
tricts in the Constitution re-
quires the use of the once-a-
decade census as the basis
for divvying up congres-
sional districts among the
states, said Stanford Univer-
sity law professor and po-
litical scientist Nathaniel
Persily. He said the chal-
lengers are arguing that the
only population count pre-
scribed by the Constitution
should not be allowed to be
used to draw political dis-
tricts.

Demographers who sup-
port the challenge argue in
court papers that other sam-
plings of the population
produce sufficiently de-
tailed information that al-
ready is used in redistrict-
ing and focuses on the num-
ber of eligible voters. The
annual American Commu-
nity Survey reaches 3.5 mil-
lion U.S. households each
year and helps political line-
drawers ensure that districts
comply with the Voting
Rights Act, said Peter
Morrison, former director of
the RAND Corp.’s Popula-
tion Research Center, and
other demographers.

But Persily said that
while that survey has useful
information, it is too impre-
cise for use in redistricting.

Two players who often
end up on opposite sides of
court disputes are allies in
this case. Texas Republi-

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cans, who already dominate
the state government using
total population, are defend-
ing their political line-draw-
ing, in part as the way it’s
been “done fordecades.” They
are joined by the Obama ad-
ministration.

But the state and adminis-
tration are seeking somewhat
different outcomes. Texas
wants the justices to rule that
states can choose either total
population or the number of
eligible voters, adecision that
could allow a change. The
administration is urging a de-
cision limited to upholding
the use of total population,
without ruling on any other
method.

The difference may be ex-
plained in terms of red and
blue, said Ohio State Univer-
sitylaw professor Dan Tokaji.

“Blue states will surely con-
tinue to draw districts based on
total population, but we can
expect red states to choose a
narrower metric, one that di-
minishes the voting strength of
minority communities and oth-
ers withlarge non-voting popu-
lations,” Tokaji said.

While redistricting typi-
cally takes place just after the
census, some states might not
wait for the 2020 census and
instead try to draw new maps
that would be in place until
the next census, he said.

The case is Evenwel v.
Abbott, 14-940.

US, aid group oppose Texas
efforts to block Syrian

refugees

DALLAS, Dec. 4,2015
(AP): The U.S. government
and an international hu-
manitarian organization
have asked a judge to re-
ject attempts by Texas to
block Syrianrefugees from
resettling in the state.

The federal government
and the nonprofit Interna-
tional Rescue Committee
filed separate briefs Friday
as Texas sought to bar the
arrival of six Syriansin Dal-
las. Court filings indicate
the refugees are due to ar-
rive Monday.

TexasisthefirstU.S. state
toaskafederal courttoblock
thearrival of Syrianrefugees
following the deadly attacks
in Paris in November.

The state’s lawsuit, filed
Wednesday in Dallas,
comes two weeks after Gov.
Greg Abbott ordered re-
settlement organizations in
Texas to stop accepting
Syrian refugees due to se-
curity concerns.

The White House says
states don’t have the legal
authority to block refugee
placement.

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“Hitchcock/Truffaut”, un téte-a-téte entre

dos titans

NUEVAYORK,3XII'15
(AP): “Hitchcock/
Truffaut”, uno de los libros
mas esenciales del séptimo
arte y una conversacién
intima histdrica entre dos
delos mas grandes cineastas
(uno un veterano de Holly-
wood, el otro un astro
emergente de la nueva ola
francesa), empez6 con una
carta.

“Muchos directores
amanel cine, perolotuyoes
un amor por el celuloide
mismoy esoes deloque me
gustaria hablar contigo”,
Francois Truffautle escribié
a Alfred Hitchcock.

Lo que vino después fue
una semana de entrevistas
en una oficina sin ventanas
en Hollywood que culminé
en 27 horas de grabaciones
en las que Truffaut discutié
elarte de Hitchcock, pelicula
porpelicula. Elnuevodocu-
mental “Hitchcock/
Truffaut”, del critico,
cineasta y presidente del
Festival de Cine de Nueva
York Kent Jones, es sobre
esa extraordinaria
conversacién y sus amplias
repercusiones en el cine.

“Fue el nacimiento de
una idea de cine y de una
cultura cinematografica
como un mundo en si”, dijo
Jones.

También inclufa
fotografias  realmente
geniales. Fotomontajes de
escenas cuadro por cuadro,
como uno de la famosa
escenadel apufialamientoen
la ducha en “Psycho”
(“Psicosis”), fue lo que
cautivé inicialmente a Jones
como un joven cinéfilo de
12anos. Y nofueeltnico. El
libro, publicado en 1966,
cuatro afios después de las
entrevistas, es ampliamente
considerado una especie de
biblia por cinéfilos y
cineastas por igual. En el
filme David Fincher, quien
actualmente realiza una
nueva version de “Strangers
onaTrain” (“Pactosiniestro”,
0 “Extrafios en un tren”) de
Hitchcock, recuerda c6mo
lo emocionaron esas
imagenes de nifio. Martin
Scorsese dice que la
celebracion de Hitchcocken
el libro fue “como si te
hubieran quitado un peso de

los hombros™.
“Decisivamente
cambi6 la opinién que
tenia la gente de
Hitchcock”, dice Peter
Bogdanovich en la
pelicula. “Hitchcock
comenz6 a ser tomado
mucho mds en serio”.
Aunque Hitchcock es
hoy uno de los directores
mds venerados de la
historia (su “Vértigo”,
que al principio fue
recibido friamente por la
critica, encabeza la
encuestade mejores peliculas
de todos los tiempos de Sight
& Sound), el libro de Truffaut
fue el primer gran
reconocimiento a su genio.
Como un intercambio cul-
tural de posguerra entre Hol-
lywood y Francia (el lugar
natal del cine), llevé a un
nuevoaprecio porlosestudios
de cine y los cineastas.
Encabezados por el Cahiers
du Cinema (para el cual
Truffaut escribio antes de ser
cineasta), los criticos
franceses vieron a los
directores _ a los buenos, por
lo menos _ como los autores
de los filmes, aun cuando
trabajaban  bajo  las
restricciones del sistema de
estudios de los afios 40 y 50.
Para Jones, “Hitchcock/
Truffaut” mostro
basicamente el surgimiento
del cine como una esfera cul-
tural aparte que no podia
compararse con la literatura
ni con nada. En la
conversacion de los dos
titanes ___ cada cual con una
experiencia completamente
diferente, hablando a través
de un traductor pero unidos
por una obsesion en comun
__ yacen muchos de los
elementos que hacen de las
peliculas peliculas: cémo un
grupo de tomas editadas jun-
tas crean unaescena; comose
usa el espacio; como los
objetos adquieren un
significado enorme y onirico;
qué pueden hacer Cary Grant
e Ingrid Bergman juntos.

La pelicula, del mismo
modo, da continuidad a esa
conversacién con cineastas
como Richard Linklater y

Wes Anderson
desenredando el arte de
Hitchcock.

Es facil ver el libro
(Truffaut lo llamaba una
“libropelicula” o su
“Hitchbook™) como un
puente entre dos eras del
cine: el periodo clasico de
Hitchcock, con sus
cuidadosas composiciones
y sus actuaciones cldsicas; y
el venidero estilo de cine y
de actuaciones mads
personales y de peliculas

conscientemente  mds
artisticas.
“Hitchcock/Truffaut”

conecta esas eras, no tanto
estableciendo distancia en-
tre ellas sino resaltando sus
puntos en comun. Y el libro
fue también un evento
importante en las vidas de
sus dos participantes.
Truffaut, quieninicialmente

BGSU to offer new degrees in allied health,
forensic sciences

BOWLING GREEN,
Dec. 4, 2015: Bowling
Green State University is
responding to today’s
workforce needs with
two new degree programs
that will prepare graduates
for additional career
opportunities.

Abachelor of science in
allied health and a master
of science in forensic sci-
ence were approved by the
board of trustees Dec. 3.
The trustees also approved
an innovative support pro-
gram for students with
learning differences and at-
tention challenges, named
the Falcon Learning Your
Way (FLY) Program.

“Both these new degree
programs are based upon
solid data regarding not
only which professionals
are needed today, but also
those that will be needed
in the future,” said David
Levey, chair of the BGSU
board. “The University is
committed to using its re-
sources to equip our stu-
dents to be ready for
emerging careers and to
help supply the workforce
Ohio requires for a vital
economy.”

Offered through the
University’s Department
of Public and Allied
Health, the allied health
bachelor’s degree is a de-
gree-completion program
for those who hold associ-
ate degrees in related dis-
ciplines where there is no
discipline-specific
bachelor’s degree avail-
able, such as dental hy-
giene or medical
sonography.

It will build on prior
learning and allow stu-
dents to advance in their
chosen fields by expand-
ing their skills into such
areas as research involv-
ing data collection and
analysis and effective
management in allied
health-care settings.

The required courses
are part of BGSU’s Path-
way to Completion offer-
ings, and are presented
online through eCampus
in a format that will be
flexible and convenient

for the working
professional.
eCampus courses
are of six- or =
eight-week duration, and
students may join the pro-
gram at the start of any of
the sessions.

Students currently in the
associate degree programs
will be provided a more
seamless pathway to the
four-year degree. The new
degree also complements
BGSU Firelands’ increased
focus on the allied health
professions.

Health care makes up
about 18 percent of the U.S.
economy, and is expected
to soon become one of the
fastest-growing industries.
As the demand for health
care grows, shortages of al-
lied health professionals are
predicted.

The new master’s degree
in forensic science (MSFS)
builds upon the university’s
recent addition of forensic
specializations in three un-
dergraduate degree pro-
grams: criminal justice (fo-
rensic investigation), bio-
logical sciences, and chem-
istry. The master’s program
will also offer those three
specializations.

Aninterdisciplinary pro-
gram that is professionally
oriented, the program is
geared toward both the cur-
rent group of undergradu-
ate students in the three
forensic specialization pro-
grams as well as to working
professionals who wish to
improve their skills and
knowledge to advance in
their careers.

Itis designed to teach stu-
dents to use forensic science
techniques to gather and ana-
lyze crime evidence and
present it in a way that is
admissible and understand-
ableinalegal setting. Gradu-
ates will be qualified to take
jobs in government agencies
or private businesses that deal
with forensic evidence.

Because of the rapidly
developing technology for
dealing with forensic evi-
dence and the accompany-
ing demand for such evi-
dence in the court system,
more practitioners are
needed with both the tech-
nical and legal skills to
work effectively.

The location of the new
Ohio Bureau of Criminal
Investigation facility on

the BGSU campus last year
was the impetus for new
areas of specialization that
meet a growing need in so-
ciety and offer strong ca-
reer opportunities for stu-
dents. That is comple-
mented by the Ohio Attor-
ney General’s Center for the
Future of Forensic Science,
which also offers rich op-
portunities for interaction
with BGSU and for profes-
sional development.

The FLY Program ap-
proved by the trustees will
begin in fall 2016 and is
designed for admitted stu-
dents who have identified
learning or attention chal-
lenges. A compact among
the students, their parents
and the University, it will
provide students an inten-
sive, all-around support
system as they make the
transition from high school
to college — a particular
challenge for those with
learning differences.

Each student will be as-
signed a certified learning
specialist who will devise
an individual academic
support plan for him or her
and coordinate with other
University resources such
as the Learning Commons,
academic advisers, Coun-
seling Center, Office of
Campus Activities, and
Student Disability Ser-
vices.

The learning specialist
will keep in close contact
with the student, parents
and other team members to
help the student stay on
track to be successful. Peer
social events will be
planned and connections
with the Office of Campus
Activities made, and stu-
dents can attend special
workshops on topics such
as time management and
study skills.

The board approved a
$2,500 per-semester fee for
FLY program participants
to support the additional
services provided.

In other action, after
completing President Mary
Ellen Mazey’s annual re-
view, the board approved
awarding her a 2 percent
raise and $50,000 bonus in
deferred compensation as
provided for in her contract.

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Delay in bringing charges could cost top

prosecutor— Anita Alvarez—her job

CHICAGO, Dec. 3, 2015
(AP): It took more than a year
from the night a white Chicago
police officer fatally shot a
black teenager until the city’s
top prosecutor announced mur-
der charges against the patrol-
man—a long wait that has pro-
voked sharp criticism of Cook
County State’s Attorney Anita
Alvarez.

Next it could cost Ms.
Alvarez her job.

The first Latina to serve in
the job, Ms. Alvarez was facing
a tough 2016 re-election even
before last week’srelease of the
footage of officer Jason Van
Dyke shooting Laquan
McDonald 16 times in October
2014.

Since then, protesters
marching through Chicago
streets have accused her of try-
ingto coverup the crime and of
only announcing a first-degree
murder charge because a judge
hadordered the video’srelease.
A majority of the city council’s
Latino members and U.S. Rep.
Luis Gutiérrez—Xey political
supporters—have said they will
no longer back her.

Heropponents in the March
primary say the race is sud-
denly attracting national at-
tention—and campaign dona-
tions.

“The people don’t trust her
to do the right thing,” said
DonnaMore, aformer state and
federal prosecutor who along
with Kim Foxx, former chief of
staff to the county board presi-
dent, istrying tounseat Alvarez.

Ms. Alvarez’s spokes-
woman did not respond to a
request for comment from The
Associated Press on Wednes-
day. But Ms. Alvarez in recent
days has defended her actions
as those of a careful, experi-
enced prosecutor, and has said
she will stay in office as long as
voters will have her.

“I have no intentions of re-
signing,” Ms. Alvarez told Chi-
cago public television station
WTTW inaninterview Tuesday.

Ms. Alvarezis acareer pros-
ecutor who surprised many—
herself included—when she
defeated five men to win the
2008 Democratic primary, her

first bid for public office.
Running without the back-
ing of any major local politi-
cal organizations, she por-
trayed herself as a protective
mom and tough-on-crime
prosecutor who said she’d
take on the “good ol’ boy
mentality” that had driven
the office for too long.

She pledged to hire more
minority prosecutors and help
end a deep distrust between
law enforcement and the
community—one that grew
over decades as Chicago
earned areputation for police
torture of suspects and wrong-
ful convictions.

Ms. Alvarez points to her
work increasing diversion
programs for low-level of-
fenders and strengthening
gun and gang laws. But her
tenure, like her predecessors’,
has seen controversies.

In April, ajudge acquitted
aChicago police officer who
fatally shot an unarmed 22-
year-old woman while off-
duty, suggesting Ms.
Alvarez’s office mishandled
the case by charging him with
involuntary manslaughter
rather than murder.

A separate judge has criti-
cized Alvarez’s reinvestiga-
tion of a 2004 fight between
the nephew of former Mayor
Richard Daley and another
man, who died after he fell
and hit his head. David
Koschman’s mother filed a
lawsuit accusing the state’s
attorney’s office of a cover-
up. In September, the office
agreed to settle the suit for
$50,000.

Ms. Alvarez has said her
office acted properly.

The anger surrounding
those cases, however, pales
in comparison with the
McDonald shooting.

Ms. Alvarez herself de-
scribed the video as “vio-
lent” and “chilling,” and said
she opened an investigation
“immediately” after seeing
it. That was Nov. 4, 2014—
more than a year before she
charged Van Dyke with first-
degree murder. In the mean-
time, he continued to work

desk duty.

The  video shows
McDonald, who was armed
with a 3-inch folding knife,
running down the middle of
the street. As Van Dyke gets
out of his vehicle to face the
teen, McDonald veers away
from him. Van Dyke begins
firing. He continues to empty
his weapon, even after
McDonald falls to the ground.

Ms. Alvarez said she un-
derstands why people are
baffled by the delay. But she
says the videois only one piece
of evidence and that her of-
fice—working with the FBI
and the U.S. Attorney’s Of-
fice—has been working to
build the strongest case pos-
sible to ensure a conviction.
That’s included interviewing
“many, many witnesses” and
waiting for results of forensic
testing.

“I’vebeendoing thisalong
time. I know what a defense
attorney is going to argue,”
Ms. Alvarez said. “We were
leaving no stone unturned.”

Others have questioned
that logic.

Andrea Zopp, a former as-
sistant state’s attorney and fed-
eral prosecutor running for the
Democratic nomination for
U.S. Senate, called the delay
“incomprehensible.”

While she was in the Cook
County State’s Attorney’s of-
fice in the 1990s, Zopp said
she indicted a police officer
who fatally shot a homeless
man who was unarmed.

“Webrought those charges
within two months of the kill-
ing—without a video,” said
Zopp, who has called for a
special prosecutor to handle
the latest case.

Meanwhile Foxx’s cam-
paign said the shooting has
drawn national attention to
the race, and the former chief
of staff to county board Presi-
dent Toni Preckwinkle has
started toreceive contributions
from across the U.S.

“It’s a time for sweeping
changes,” Foxx said.

Sheppard murder re-examined at Cleveland
State University

CLEVELAND, Dec. 3,
2015 (AP): Marilyn
Sheppard may be dead, but
her unresolved murder
case never will be.

It was the focus of three
trials that spanned 46 years
and spawned countless
books, movies and TV se-
ries. It changed the way
judges run trials and re-
porters cover them.

On Nov. 13 itbecame a
teaching tool at Cleveland
State University’s Cleve-
land-Marshall College of
Law, where a judge and
four lawyers involved in
the last trial participated
in a 6-hour continuing le-
gal education seminar.

“If anyone told me six
months ago that I'd be in
front of 150 people speak-
ing at a conference on the
Sheppard case, I'd think
you were crazy,” said
Terry Gilbert, lead coun-
sel for the Sheppard estate
in what has come to be
called simply “the third
trial.”

“I thought after the
2000 verdict that most
people were tired of it.”

He said he was partici-
pating in the seminar only
because of his involve-
ment in the Innocence
Project, which is dedi-
cated to exonerating
wrongfully convicted in-
dividuals through DNA
testing and to reforming
the criminal justice sys-
tem.

Stressing the impor-
tance of evidence preser-
vation because of ad-
vances in forensic tech-
nology, he hoped to win
agreement that blood evi-
dencein the Sheppard case
would be retested indepen-
dently.

Retired Cleveland Mu-
nicipal Court Judge C.
Ellen Connally moder-
ated and set the scene for
the sessions on the three
trials.

The first trial came five
months after Marilyn
Sheppard was found
beaten to death in her Bay
Village home, early on
July 4, 1954. Her husband,
Dr. Sam Sheppard, was
convicted of second de-
gree murder and sentenced

to life in prison.

The U.S. Supreme Court
issued a writ of habeas cor-
pus vacating the conviction
adecade later because of the
carnival atmosphere that
pervaded the first trial. Next
year is the 50th anniversary
of that landmark decision,
Sheppard v. Maxwell.

“It was the first time the
court recognized that the
press could prevent a fair
trial,” Connally said.

Sheppard was re-tried in
1966. He was represented by
a promising young attorney
named F. Lee Bailey, whose
alternate theory of the mur-
der created reasonable
doubt, resulting in a verdict
of not guilty.

The third trial, early in
2000, was a civil case seek-
ing a finding that “Dr. Sam”
was actually innocent and
therefore wrongly impris-
oned for the slaying.

After weeks of testimony,
the jury of eight deliberated
amere three hours and unani-
mously ruled against the
Sheppard estate in favor of
the state of Ohio. Subse-
quent appellate decisions
held that the civil suit never
should have gone to trial in
the first place because any
claims ended with
Sheppard’s death in 1970.

Brent Larkin, retired di-
rector of the Plain Dealer
editorial pages and a former
reporter, noted in a panel
discussion that the burden
of proof was a high one in
the 2000 civil suit, as the
question before the jurors
was whether Sheppard was
actually innocent of the
crime.

“These jurors, 46 years
after the fact, came away
convinced that Sam
Sheppard killed Marilyn,”
he said.

Steven Dever and Dean
Boland, former assistant
Cuyahoga County prosecu-
tors now in private practice,
were part of the legal team
defending the state in the
third trial. Both agreed the
jury, if given the chance,
would have found Sheppard
guilty of some form of mur-
der.

Gilbert said that
Sheppard’s 1966 acquittal
“did nothing to change the

belief by many people that
he got away with murder.”

Evenif there were video
showing who killed
Marilyn Shepherd, “some
of those people would not
change their beliefs,” he
said.

The Cleveland-
Marshall law library has
been designated the per-
manent repository for evi-
dence, artifacts and infor-
mation in the Sheppard
case. The huge collection
is being digitized, and staff
members said the online
information has been ac-
cessed by people from all
50 states and more than
100 foreign countries at
engagedscholarship.csuchio.edu/
sheppard.

Dever, who prosecuted
100 murder trials, said that
the 1966 Supreme Court
decision has since been
cited 50 times by the high
court, and has been refer-
enced by others more than
6,000 times.

Boland said that for
years people drove by the
former Sheppard home on
Lake Road, near the Cleve-
land Metroparks’ Hunting-
ton Reservation, to gawk.
Until it was razed in the
1990s, he said, it was “one
of the most photographed
crime scenes for that time.”

The owners of a home
later built on the site even-
tually petitioned to have
their address number
changed to end the con-
tinual parade of sightseers.

Ronald Suster, who pre-
sided as judge in the last
trial, said he was a boy and
a passionate Indians fan
when Marilyn Sheppard
died.

“I couldn’t understand
how this case pushed the
Indians off the front page
formonths when they were
on their way to being the
winningest team in the
American League,” he said.

COLUMBUS, Dec. 3,
2015 (AP): Testimony has
concluded in a legal dis-
pute over changes to vot-
ing rules in swing state
Ohio.

Such policies include
the elimination of a week of
early voting in which Ohio-
ans could also register to
vote, known as “golden
week.”

Plaintiffs, who include
the state’s Democratic Party,
want a federal judge to strike
down the rules.

But the state’s law-
yers say the voting changes
were minor and Ohioans
have many opportunities to
vote.

Testimony in the case
that’s before U.S. District
Judge Michael Watson
wrapped up Thursday.

Unpromediodecincocasos
anuales involucraron car-
gos por asesinato u
homicidio involuntario
contra policias, encontrd
Stinson.

De los 47 policias
acusados desde el inicio
de 2004 al final del afio
pasado, aproximadamente
23% fueron condenados,
encontré Stinson.

“Desde siempre, la
policia ha determinado la
narraciéon de hechos
ocurridos en cada
enfrentamiento entre un
policia y un civil”, dijo
David A. Harris, un
profesor de Derecho de la
Universidad de Pittsburg
que ha escrito
extensamente sobre mala
conductapolicial. “Lo que
hace el video en cierta
medida es quitar ese poder
de relatar los hechos a la
policia. Y ese cambioenel
manejo de la narracion de
hechos es increiblemente
significativo”.
